MET BY THE KING

People Doff Hats As Emperor
Drives to Palace — Great
Throng Again for Last Look
On Face of Edward Vil.—
Canadian Special Notes

"| London, May 19—Emperor William ar-
rived in London at noon today. The Ger-

man imperial yacht Hohenzollern reached
Sheernes last evening, but His Majesty
did not land until this morning, when he
proceeded to the capital.

At Victoria station the emperor was
welcomed by King George, His Majesty’s
eldest son, the Duke of Cornwall; the
Duke of Connaught, Prince Henry of
Prussia and others of the royal family,
and diplomats. The greeting of the mon-
archs was most affectionate. “From his
cousin, the emperor turned to the young
Duke of Cornwall and kissed him on both
cheeks.

As the emperor and King George drove
to Buckingham Palace great crowds in
the streets exhibited a lively interest in
the German ruler.. The men raised their
hats and the women waved their handker-
chiefs as the royal carriage passed. Arriv-
ing at the palace the emperor was taken
at once to - the apartments of Queen
Mother Alexandras

Lord ‘Stratheona, 8ir. G. H. Reid and
Sir Alfred Jones will occupy the ninth
carriage tomorrow following ex-President
Roosevelt and M. Pichon.

Sir G. H. Reid said yesterday that the
arrangemeénts were in every sense entire-
ly satisfactory and show a proper concep-
tion of the place held by Canada and
Australia in the empire ‘in whoge area they
represent seven nations. . The arrange-
ments made by His Majesty’s command
will give the utmost gratification to our
people and are such as might be expected
from King George, who has such a per-
fect personal acquaintance with every part
of the empire. Visitors from over the sea
will be allotted some places in the inclos-
ure in Hyde Park, to witnéss the funeral
progress, .

London, May 19—The king will send a
royal carriage for Lord Strathcona to at-
tend the funeral. Mr. Miles of Montreal
will represent the Montreal board of
trade, Mr; Cockshut the Brantford board
of trade and Colonel Burland has sent a
wreath on behalf of the Prince of Wales
Fusiliers of Montreal. There is also a
wreath from the tuberculosis hospital of
Montreal, recently opened by King Ed-
ward. The Canadian office is doing all
possible to furnish seats for visitors, but
have only sixly seats at their disposal, and
there are 400 applications,

The mayor of Winnipeg has arrived. The
mattér of costume has been discussed, and
it yvas first proposed that the oversea re-
presentatives be required to don levee
dress, but it was finally decided that
mourning attire will be sufficient. The
mayor of Winnipeg expressed his pleasure
on hearing that Wininpeg's six foot
wreath was being described as the most
magnificent sent to Windso!

#Ottawa, May 19—(Special)—Unless to-
mortow morning is calm, the big tower
on the parliament building will be short
of mourning drapery for King Edward's
funeral. For a week the drapers have
been struggling with the task of getting
black and purple on the parliament build-
ing, but the wind has been 8o strong that
their work is not finished. The men have
had several narrow escapes from being
blown from the tops of the long ladders
they were using, and the last few days
have been so windy as to render the work
extremely hazardous and cause destruction
of the draperies already put up.

London, May 19—The last day of the
lying in state of the body of King Ed-
ward brought a repetition of yesterday's
ecenes on an even larger scale. The reso-
Jute band of 1,000 or more persons, most-
ly women, who had braved the storm
throughout the night was increased to a
score of thousands before the sun rose
above the roof tops and by noon the queue
awaiting admission to Westminster Hall
stretched for miles to the westward of the
house of parliament.

District Attorney Sees No Dif-
ference Between Jeffries=
Johnson Batt'e and Other

San F'ranéisco,_May 19—There is much
rejoicing -among fight enthusiasts over Tex
Rickard's announcement that Jeffries and
Johnson will meet in this city to battle
for the warld’y heavyweight championship
on J‘uly 4. Tt.has been many years since
a forty-five round ‘fight was held in San
Francisco, owing to “the city's ordinance
which ' provides for boxing matches of
“limited duration.” . Heretofore “limited
duration” has been - construed as twenty
rounds, but it is'understood no parrier will
be raised against an extension of the es-
tablished fight period: : - - - L

Gov: Gillett’s widely published view - of
‘the situation has been received with much
satisfaction by all- interested in’ the big
battle and -the statements ‘coming from
District Attorney Pickett are: likewise ‘re-
garded as' reassuring. ;

Mount : Wilson, Observatory, - Pasadena,
Calif., May -19—“Dr. Henry Russell is an
authority whose views are entitled to con-
sideration,” said Dr. C. A. Fath, of the
observatory corps here, when -informed
early this. moming  of the Princeton as-
tronomer’s opinion that the -earth had
not yet - passed through the comet’s tail.

“I.quite agree with him in regard to the

curvature of the tail of the ¢omet.
more than that we are not absolutely cer-
tain at this time. Because of the strong
moonlight which has prevailed all night
we have been unable to detect anything.”
At 2 o’clock sthis morning; Pacific coast
professor. Fath made . the following ‘state-
ment:
- “The tail of Halley's comet is this morn-
ing apparently ‘in the same position in re-
gard to the earth that it was at the same
time yesterday morning. This would in-
dicate that the earth:has not yet passed
through the denser portion of the tail. If
we are in the tail at all, it is probably
but the edge. So.far our observations|
have shown no special aurora lights nor
have anything meteoric been observed.”

Ailejo, . Calif., May 19-—Observations
which Prof. J. T, J. See, in charge of the

.| government observatory here, sought to

make just before sunset last evening were’
prevented by a heavy fog, which over-
spread the sky.

New ' York, -May - 19—“If the earth did
not pass through the tail of Halley’s com-
et last night and I see some observers
fortunately .situated: doupt that it did, I
doubt that® we will pass ‘through it at
all)” said Dr: Harold Jacoby, Rutherford,
professor ot astronomy of Columbia Uni-
versity today. ; :

“From ‘what- I -know of the comets. or-
bit;” continued Dr. Jacoby, “if the curva-
tors of: the tail:wes so pronounced as to
tiss us at the approximate time when we
calcilated it should conmnect with this
planet, I do not’think. it will ever come in
contact with us on'this voyage of its, cir-
cuit around’ the sun. We may. look for
the comet now ‘in the western 'ekies in
the ‘evening with the possibility of seeing
a.bit of it tonight, the probability of get-
ting ‘a’ good view of ‘it tomorrow evening,
and the practical: centainty that by Sat-
urday night providing .clear atmosphereic
conditions prevail. 1t will be a brilliant
spectacle in the west after sunset.”

Prof. Jacoby did not think that there
was anything in the theory which has been
advanced that the earth’s repulsive force
would tend to push away the cometary
appendage and that the curvature of the
tail nofed by observers a few days ago
might have been ‘increased &o that the
esrth would miss ‘the luminous haze alto-
gether. ° i

one here is likely to be able to say from
personal knowledge.”. continued Dr. Ja-
coby.

"Yérkes Observatory, Williams Bay, Wis,, |
May 19—Despite early promises of secur-
ing highly important data regarding Hal-
ley's. comet here, some disappointment is
felt over the :routeome of ‘the passage of
the comet. A-brilliant moén durihg the
night proved to be a.very.serious handi-
cap ‘to: the scientists behind the batterigs
of cameras and’ telephones trained on the
sky. Early observations were impaired and
work with the cameras cut off to'a con-
siderable extent by the moon. Despite
this  condition the expert astronomers at
the observatory maintained their vigil un-
til daylight. ' When the moon set several
of them were repaid to no little extent for
their patience.

At this time certain observations were
made that may be of importance in ad-
ding to scientific comet lore. There was
compensation for the scientists, however,
in a spectacular exhibition of aurora
lights and in some meteoric phenomena.
The scientists said they believed there ex-
isted no direct connection between the
aurora borealis and the comet.

in The Transvaal ’

Johanesburg, Transvaal, May 10—Ac-
cording to the observations made at the
Transvaal Observatory, of which B. T. A.
Innis is the, director, the earth had not
traversed the tail of Halley's comet at
dawn today. The tail was still north of
the eliptic, and at the ‘observatory it is
thought probable that' the earth would
pass considerably to the south of it.
Transvaal time is seven hours earlier than
New York.

San Jose, Cal, May. 18—Atcording to
Dr. Campbell, of Lick Observatory, there
is a posisbility that the earth may not
pass through the comet’s tail after all.
In a statement issued today he said:—
“The tail was visible as soon a8 the moon
set. It is probable that we shall miss
passing through the tail tonight, because
it is lagging by several millions of miles.

Mr. Chapman had been identified with
the business of Amherst for many years.
Coming from Dorchester, (N. B.) to en-
ter the employ of the late Lucius Dick-
son he afterwards went into partnership
with A, B. Etterrand for some years con-
ducted business on the site occupied by
the firm ‘under the name of Chapman &
Etter, - About thirty years age Mr. Etter
retired' and Mr. Chapman t¢ok as a part-
ner his late brother. Agustus,‘the business
since . being conducted as Chapman Bros,
He was fifty seven years of age.

His wife, who was'a daughter of the
late Dr. Nathan Tupper, ‘and niece of
Sir Charles Tupper died about six years
ago. The surviving members of the fam-
ily areé Garnet K., associated with his fa-
ther in the business; Miss Millet, at home;
Mrs. Victor G. Curry and Miss Geraldine,
in New York; his mether, Mrs. David
Chapman, and brother, A. W., residing in
Dorchester. R. C. Fuller and D. W. Ropb

Ottawa, May 19——In antxupanon of the|

eady construction of the Hudson’s Bay
Railway, the forestry branch of the de-

partment of the interior has sent out this |

year four parties with instructions to

make an inspection of the timber alongg

the proposed route of the railway. The
parties are composed of trained forest
.engineers, and experienced timbermen and
fire rangers. They have already started
their journeys into ‘the wilds.

Of the four parties two will proceed by
way of “The Pass” the present terwninus
of the C. N. R. line toward Hudson Bay.
One of these will start its inspection- at
The Pass and proceed up the Nelson Riv-
er. The other will make at once for Split
Lake.

The other two parties wilhigo in by way
of Norway House, at the north end of
TLake Winipeg. One of these will make
its headquarters at Oxford House, and will
gucced to inspect the timber around

aye’s River, God’s Lake, Fox River and
other streams, reaching up as far as York
factory. The other will make its way
from Oxford House to Split Lake, inspect-
ing the timber en route.

All the parties will, in addition to in-
specting the timber, keep a sharp lookout
for forest fires and will have authority to
appoint and employ fire rangers where
they think it necessary.

Two of these parties, and probably a
third, will winter in the territory they
traverse, and will be on the spot ready
to continue operations next spring.

THE CASE OF
REV. T. J. DEINSTADT

Decision has been handed down at To-
vonto by the court of appeals of the
Methodist c¢hurch in Canada that the in-
terim’ committee of the New Brunsewick
and P. E. Island Conference should be up-
held in its action as to Rev. T. J. Dein-
stadt, of this city, in June last, but con-
demned so thoroughly the principle which
allows the committee such extensive pow-
ers in the affairs of the church that, it is
said, no interim committee will be able
again to adjust,an affair of such contro-
versial ‘importance. This, it is said, will
be a certainty after the meeting of the
General Conference, the quadrennial ses-
sion of which will be held at Vancouver
in August of the present year.

The court announced that the decision
was made upon a technicality, as its sub-
stance was that under existing church
law, unjust as the court considered that
law to be, no appeal lay from the dictum
of the interim committee. If the facts
could be reviewed on appeal, it was said.
the judgment might have been different,
but the court held that it had no power
to review and that it must adhere direct-
ly to the letter of the law. '

It is pointed out, however, that Rev.
Mr. Deinstadt’s appeal will result in the
greatest revolution in church law which
has developed in any Canadian church
during the past few years. The court of
appeal advised that the matter of the in-
terim committee’s, excessive power be in-
troduced at the General Conference with
a motion for its reduction. Rev. Mr. Me-
Cully, president of the N. B. and P. E.
Island Conference, represented the in-
terim committee at the session of the
court of appeals, and Rev. S. Howard ap-
peared for the appellant.
