§f the conference om Saturday: has
for its chief purpose giving Sir Henry
an opportunity to reafirm his theory
of the impossibility of feeding Cana-
dlan ports instead of American ports,
then it would be hopeless from the
outset. ; -

For members of Parllament from
the Maritimes, or from any other part
of the country, cannot subscribe to any
such doctrine. Indeed, should Sir
Henry persist in his attitudg, the only
result would be to stiffen their deter-
mination to have Parllament correct a
situation in which we have already lost
from one-half to three-fifths of our
grain traffic and stand in a position to

sacrifice the rest of it.

THE CANADA-FIRST DOCTRINE.

In a letter to the Montreal Star, Mr.
John M. Lyons, of Moncton, recalls
that ‘the late Hon. Willlam Pugsley
went. on record on several occasions,
declaring that it was contrary to the
statute under which the Grand Trunk
Pacific was built, to carry Canadian
export freight to Portland, or to other
American ports. Hon. Dr. Pugsley
gaid that the Canadian National Rail-
way, or the Government, had no right

. tg.ignore the stipulation that Canadian

““freight should go through Canadian

channels.

« Mr. Lyons maintains that it is clearly
inconsistent with government owner-
ship and control of railways that Cana-
dian freight should go In increasing
volume to foreign harbors, with the
result that “the greater the Increase in
the traffic, the greater the increase In
wealth for American transportation
systems and ports.” He says further:

“As to competition in rates, why
worry until we obtain results to show
that every dollar put into circulation,
@ue to Canadian grain shipments as

a8 all export and import traffic,
circulating in the interest of Cana-
an_transportation llaes and Canadian
ports. It may not mean a hundred
eents on the dollar at all times, but it
pasuredly means that it pays indirectly.
~ The Canadian Pacific Railway at Saint
John during winter meets other ports’
tive rates; therefore the Cana-
dian National Rallways can do like-
wise, cspecially with the advantage of
a shorter line and with a splen-
d roadbed, the latest to date in
curves,. grades, etc., and in the
ma of despatch and load hauls
measuring one hundred per cent.;
whereas its competitors measure but
geventy-five per cent. The Canadion
Pacific Rallway would not be doing
winter business at the Port of Saint
John if it did not pay.

Of ‘course, it is not only Saint John
snd Halifax that are concerned in this
question. It affects all the Canadlan
ports. Indeed it affects all Canadians.
They sll contributed to the vast ex-
penditure made in order that we might
carry our own trafic rapidly and eco-
nomicaly and prevent it from bdeing
diverted to American raflways and

/Baked Rabbit—Brown Potatoes —

slits through the legs and draw a small
slice of bacon through each; add one
cup hot water, bake about 20 minutes
and then add peeled potatoes. Just
before potatoes are done, rémove the
cover so that they can prown nicely
while baking. '

Cabbage Salad — Take two cups
shredded cabbage, one-half cup chopped
onion, add seasoning. Mix together
with boiled salad dressing.

Upside Down (Skillet) Cake—Take
four egg yolks, one cup sugar, three
tablespoons hot water, one cup flour,
one teaspoon baking powder, one-half
teaspoon vanilla, four egg whites. Beat
yolks; add sugar, hot water and flour
(sifted with baking powder); add
vanilla, and fold in beaten egg whites.
Into a skillet put three tablespoons
butter and one cup brown sugar. Stir
over fire until syrupy, then add one
and one-half cups drained pineapple,
berries or any fruit you prefer. Pour
the batter over this' mixture; bake in
moderate oven about one-half hour.
Turn out upside down upon a plate.

CORNMEAL MUSH.

One cup cornmeal, six cups boiling
water, two teaspoons salt. Have water
boiling in upper part of double boiler,
salt and sift cornmeal in gradually,
stirring constantly to prevent lumping.
Let cook for a couple of hours. If you
are planning to fry it, add a cup of
flour to bind it together. When cooked
pour into a greased bread tin or mold,
cover with a damp cloth or paraffine
paper to prevent crust forming, and
set aside to cool. Slice and fry in hot
fat.

BLO0D PRESSURE

5 AADID TOPIG

N. Y. Telephone Company’s
Medical Director
Explains
Is an Index, Not Disease—
Doctor ' is One to
VDetermine

In a talk broadcast from station
WGY, Dr. Edward _S., McSweeny,
medical director of the New York
Telephone Company, said: “Blood
pressure in a word ishan index, not &

‘disease, and every one has a blood

pressure just as every one has a pulse.
To keep it normal is lacrgely within
our own control. ‘When abnormal the
reason can be found only by careful
general examination and tests which
often puzzle and worry the clevelest
doctor as to their meaning before he
finds the answer.” You can help your-
self by letting him do the worrying.”
Dr. McSweeny’s was one .of a pro-
gram of weekly health talks which
the State Department of Health has
been broadeasting ' for nearly four
years. - These talks probably have
been heard by hundreds of thousands
of persons during this period, and
many listeners have written the ‘de-
partment for further information about
the various ‘subjécts discussed.

SAYS NO' STANDARD.

“The popular saying, ‘One’s. blood
pressure should be the sum of one’s age
plus 100, while in" general tfue,” said
Dr. McSweeny, “is, like many®such say-
ings, apt to be absolutely wrong when
applied to any one individual. There is
no such thing as a standard blood
pressure to which évery one of a given
age should conform. In fact, even’ in
the individual there are daily diffeten-
ces; slight varlations ‘occur by  rea-
son even of changing the position
from lying down or standing up, or
after meals. It is foolish, therefore,
for any one to attach “importance to
having lowered or raised his blood
pressure a few points.:

“The only one who can interpret
your blood pressure reading intelligent-
ly is the physician who has a know-
ledge of many things about your in-
dividual body and your health. The
physician who is most likely to have
this knowledge is the one who has
been your physician for some time.

GENERAL INDICATION.,

“In general, low blood pressure indi-
cates a lack of general tone. High blood
pressure, on the other hand, directs
attention to certain diseases, such as
the changes due to advancing years
and, especially in women, disturbances
of middle age. F

“Only by taking a blood-pressure
reading with the instrument made for
the purpose can it be determined ac-
curately, and often the blood pressure

i shown by -the instrument is the first

suggestion to patient or physician that
one of the things it may indicate is
present. A blood-pressure test, there-
fore, should be a part of every good
examination, for these conditions, like
all others, are most effectively and
often successfully treated only when
discovered early.

“Visible throbing ' arterie§ ‘do not
mean high blood pressure, nor does
loss of blood necessarily lower it. High
blood pressure does not signify too
much blood or any change at all in
the blood  itself, but means that the
blood it attempting to circulate under
abnormal resistance.

“OLD AS ARTERL‘E.S?"

“That ‘one is as old as his arteries’
is another popular saying. High blood
pressure too often shows that the pa-
tient, while perhaps. knowing this old
saw, has not realized what he could do
to influence the matter; by overeating
and drinking, chronic constipation and
repeated unnecessary colds and other
infections- he has carried a load for
years under which he has finally broken
down.

“Nature provides a wide margin of
safety for most of us, but it is not in.
exhaustible, The f{lls which we gen-
erally class as petty or trivial, fre-
Quently repeated, and bad habits of
hygiene long continued are probably
much more concerned in most of us in
determining whether we live as long as
we should and are able to enjoy such
length of life as is given us than are
the comparatively few sérious; diseases
which are common among adults. You
cannot buy a lower blood. pressure.
The most a skilled physician can give
you is advice which you and you
only can carry out. Regret and re-
morse may save your soul, but will
lower your blood pressure but very
little if years of bad living or neglect
have raised it to a high point.

“On- the other hand, if high blood
pressure is found and leads to the dis-
covery of kidney disease, much can be
done by proper treatment, and if it
should indicate syphilis a cure can be
effected. If, on the other hand, the
high blood pressure 'is only a tempor-
ary phenomenon, one of many symp-
toms of a natural change which will
pass in a short time, there is no need to
be unduly alarmed about it; ‘the
measures which favorably influence
such states will also effect blood pres-
sure and help to keep it within bounds
until it returns to normal. A blood

Pastor and Has 35 Replies

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 6 — The
Logan Baptist church at Thirteenth
and Ruscomb streets has adopted a
unique method of calling a pastor “to
succeed the Rev. Frank MacDonald of
Birmingham, Ala, who yesigned after
a pastorate of six months, An adver-
tisement ‘““Wanted, a Baptist minis-
ter” was published in Eastern news-
papers.

“This rather strange method of

selecting a pastor has several edvan-

DIVORCING YESSININ

to Passing Fit of
Madness

CAGNES, France, Jan. 6—Isadora
Duncan, the dancer, blames the recent
suicide of Sergei Yessinin on a “passing
fit of madness,” coupled with a dis-
taste for a materialistic world. She de-
nled that she was estranged from the
poet, saying: “He is still my husband.
T, only left Moscow on account of
money difficulties and always wanted
to return to Russia to work with him.
‘Oné of his last poems was dedicated to
me, “T'o Isadora, alone worthy of being
loved by the poet. Ao
© - “Yessinin despaired of life in a world
where so few persons cared about art.
He must have taken his life during a
passing fit of madness. My consolation
lies in the thought that his poems will
survive his tuxic_dmth.”

Sergel Yessinin committed suicide in
Leningrad on Dec. 28, cutting his wrists
and hinging himself. He and Miss
Duncan were married in 1922, and last
year reports that the dancer had been
granted a divorce from Yessinin by the
Soviet authorities in Moscow were con-
firmed by members of the Duncan
family.

LUXURIES  BLAMED
AS . ILLNESS CAUSE

Artificial Protection Held to
iminish Resistance Against
Colds ‘

TOKYO, Jan. 6—The famous bronze
casting of Buddha at Kamakura,
weighing some hundreds of tons, which
was bumped around by the two big
earthquakes of September, 1923 and
January, 1924, has been repaired.

‘This great bronze was cast in the
thirteenth century and sat serenely on
a greab stone base until the first earth-
quake rocked it nearly two feet from
its perch and wrecked the stone sub-
structure. Singularly eénough, the fol-
lowing quake rocked it back to within
an inch of where it had sat for seven
hundred years, but failed naturally, to
restore the masonry.

Trees’ Hearts Beat,
Scientist Discovers

CALCUTTA, Jan. 6—Plants and
trees have a pulsating heart beat.

This fact has just been demonstrated
by Sir Jagadish Bose, the eminent
Indian scientist, by the use of an ex-
tremely delicate probe in an electric
circuit with a sensitive galvanometer.
It showed that electric pulsations were
generated corresponding to the me-
chanical pulsations of the heart of the
plant.

The movement of the heart of the
plants is less than’one-millionth part
of an inch, and it is magnified ten
million times through the use of a
sensitive magnetic amplifier.

COUNCIL RECALLED

Action in Policeman O’Leary
Case Precedent For Yester-
day’s Vote

In connection with the action of the
Common Council yesterday in placing
the name of Mrs. McCavour, widow
of Police Officer S. P, McCavour, on
the civic pay roll, it will be recalled
that this is the second time the council
has taken such action. On July 18,
1918, Special Officer Frank E. O’Leary
was killed while on duty and the coun-
cil on July 16, three days later, ordered
the name of his mother, Mrs. Margaret
O’Leary, placed on the pay roll. She
was to receive the rate of the pay of
the policemen. In June of 1915 the
council decided that she was to re-
celve the rate of pay in force at the
time her son was killed.

This order was in force until Janu-
ary 28, 1919, at which time Mrs.
O’Leary was paid $2,000 and gave a
release of any further claim on the
city.
