evening service. Messrs. Chambers of Edinburgh cun tii billed towards thé 
Cholera Fund in Halifax. 31. The House of Assembly having granted 
8,0001. for the road nnd bridge service, his Excellency requeued iliem by 
message to place one half of it at the disposal of the Executive, to lie ex­
pended on the great roads. The House declined, by a vote of 20 to 18.

Febtuary 19.Ii. The session of the Cegislatoie was prorogued, 21st. A. 
soup house for the |miir was in operation in Halifax, mid during the precede 
itig week 1984 quarts were issued ol good wholesome soup. All classes 
continued to coufi diute largely in aid of the cholera fund. Strong indications 
of alert,-were full, lest the pestilence should return.

Mr. Joseph Howe, proprietor and editor of the Nova Scotian,

Purging halls are also given wnh benefit to horses that 
nave mange, or Itchy skins—swelled legs, or grease—lever in ihe fuel—inflamed 
fj**-'Slagge.a—.locked jaw— any swellings from hloyvs or wounds, Ac.

When a sick or lama llorse requires physic, to whom exercise would be in­
jurious, let the dose lie Increased by one or two drams; and to him ihe ball may 
be given at any lime—either day nr night-he may stand in need ofit; in order 
that its opera'Ion may he as speedy as possible.

To a llorse noi labouring under active disea-e, a second dose of phvslc ia not 
to be administered prior to the seventh day; but to a sick one, should the case 
be urgent, the dose may lie repented at Hie expiration of twenty-four hours.

Horses suffviln* from coughs, discharges from the nose, or inflammation of 
the lungs, are not to have lull doses iff purgative medicine given them, but the 
febrifuge or sedative mass should he given.

No. 2.- Febrifuge Mass.—A Ball contains Aloes 1 dram, Ar.tim. tart, one 
dram, Nitre 2 drains, and common Turpentine 3 drams.

This mass Is especially useful In fever, cough or di-charge from ihe nose la 
which fever is present. The Ball may be administered once or twice a day ac­
cording to llie symptoms ; hut it must he discontinued whenever It appear* to af­
flict Ihe appetite, or should purging appear to lie coming on. The animal must 
be kept warm ami quiet, ami fid with bran mashes, in lieu of corn.

No. 3.— Sedative Mass.—A Bail contains—Digitalis I scruple, Antlm, tart. 1 
dram, Niire 2 drams, Linseed meal 3 drams, and Treacle 3 drains.

Ia cases of diseases of the lungs, these Balls are especially beneficial—a dis­
ease in which colds ami coughs not nnfrequently terminate. The horse should 
be first bled, according lo the violence of ihe symptoms, or strengih of the ani­
mal; lhen give h sedative hall three times a day at regular Intervals. Ruh the 
aides with the blistering liquid, cloilie wsrmly, and hand ruh Hie legs, making 
me of the turpentine liniment ; xvheu they become warm bandage them with 
flannel. Should the svnipioms continue, the operation ol bleeding may be re­
pealed alter four or five hours, nad again in six If the animal continues unreliev­
ed- Let Ihe horse be liuered down, and have lirnn mashes- No exercise.

No. 4.—Diuretic Mass.— A Ball contains common Turpentine half an ounce, 
MHre 2 drains, and Sulphur 2 drams.

Diuretic or urine Balls may be given when required, one every third night. 
Should the flow of urine prove abundant, and the horse cannot stale without ex- 
perlencing pain about the loins and hip, or If the animal he stiff in moving those 
parts, diuretic halls must on no account Le given. Diuretics are beneficial In ra­
tent swelled leg*; linen bandages and walking exercise being had recourse lo at 
the aame lime. They are also useful In watery faicy, dropsy, and puffy or wa­
tery swelling of all kind*.

No. 6.—Alterative Mass—A Ball contain* Afoea 1 dram, Calomel a acre pie, 
Solphur half an ounce, and Treacle three drams.

Feeding Fowls.—Fowls require o variety of food. Grain of all 
kinds is good. Wheat-screenings, which can be had at all mills 
where wheat is ground, constitute a cheap and good feed for fowls. 
Buckwheat, barley, oats and Indian corn, should also be given occa­
sionally. They should also have animal food. This may be supplied 
from the offals of slaughter-houses. If they are kept confined, they 
should have occasionally some cabbages cut up and given them. Po­
tatoes and turnips will also be found useful.
