DETERMINED TO DIE.

OSCAR GALINSKI TRIES TO HEILL
HIMSELF WITH GAS.

He Does Not Succeed, He Then Blows
His Brains Out While Under the
Eye of an Officer.

PrrLaperraia, Pa., Oct. 30.—Oscar
Galinski of the firm of Muller, Galinski
& Vogel, manufacturers of printm% and
lithographic inks at 105 and 107 Beek-
man street, New York, was saved from
suicide by inhaling gas in his room at
Green’s hotel to-night only toshoot him-
self through .the head in front of the
special officer who had prevented his
asphyxiation.

Galinski registered at Green’s on Wed-
nesday afterncon in a firm business
hand, which showed no evidence of his
state of mind. He was seen very little
about the hotel, and seemed to be an
entire siranger here.

This evening at 8:30 o’'clock, one of
the chambermaids smelt a strong odor
‘of gas in the corridor in the third floor,
and word was sent to the office. Special
Officer Hassour broke open the door of
trootr 24,-and found. the occu
dressed only in his underclothing. He
talkéd:with ‘the officer a few minutes,
end::€hen ordered him to leave the
Tépm.

““I'am going to stay with you,” said
the officer, taking & seat on the bed.

Then the man assumed a. pleading
tone, and said :

“Can’t i'ou see I am all right? 1 am not
going to kill myself. Don’t you see
am only drunk?”

The officer remained obdurate and
refused to go. Galiaski turned away
with a wearied movement and said :

“Well, if you won’t go——"

But the sentence was never finished.
With a sudden movement he snatched a
big revolver from under his pillow, and,
piacing it to his right temple, pulled the
trigger just as the officer threw himself
upon him.

The concussion was so great and close
to him that for a moment the officer
thought he was shot, but the next instant
he saw the blood gushing from a large
hole in the head of the man he had in
his arms.

A patrol wagon was summoned, and
the dying man was hurried to the Penn-
sylvania hospital; he died almost as
soon as he arrived.

A search of his effects was made by a
coroner’s officer, and in his overcoat was
a piece of the hotel paEer all crumpled
up and blotted, the ink being little more
than dry, on which was written the fol-
lowing in a nervous shaky hand in a
"mnrked contrast to his bold firm signa-
ure :

“The Brooklyn and New York business
proved a failure. Why don’t you attend
to business, Mr. Vi ? There is no use
in our going on in this way.”

There was no date, address, or signa-
ture, and it looked as if he had changed
his mind about writing at the last mom-
ent, and intended throwinf itaway. In
a small yellow valise alot of papers
were found, among.which was a business
card of the firm, on the back of which
was written :

“Memo. Boston Heating Company
failed. All my money gone. Will sue
them! Write to Gifford about it, also
about Muller inks, which are no good
either.”

The letter to Gifford referred to was
also found in an unsealed envelope, ad-
dressed “Mr. James M. Gifford, of Hobbs
& Gifford, 568 William street, New York.”
The letter was dated Oct. 30, and ran:

CHICAGO PACKING HOUSES MAKE
AN EXTENSIVE LAND PURCHASE.

They will move Their Business to their
New Property which is in Indiana—
The Railroad Facilities are Perfect.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTR.

Cmcaco, Nov, 1=t is learned today
that the big packipg firms of Armour
& Co., Swift & Co. and Morris & Co-
have purchased 8600 acres of land at the
southern end of Lake Miehigan in Lake
County, Indiana, andwill remove their
immense plants to that point where
they will establlsh a vast manufacturing
centre. The business of these firms
amount to about $150,000,000 per annum.

It is estimated that they with others
in similar lines of business, who will
drawn there, will, within the next five
years, gather at that point a population
of 150,000 people.

The Calumet river runs through the
heart of the tract and will furnish vast
docking facilities in direct connection
with Lake Michigan, while at the same
time the railroad facilities are perfect.

NEW FRENCH TARIFF BILL.

‘The Object of the Maximnm and Min-
imum System.

Panis, Oct. 30.—M.  Roche, minister of
commerce, explained the new tariff bill
to the tariff committee today. The ob-
ject of the maximumj and minimum
system, he said, was to avoid inconveni-
ences connected with the most favored
nation clause in any treaty with a foreign

wWer.

The government might make a bad
bargain in granting benefits in such a
clause to a nation yielding but slight ad-
vantages to France,

But under the present bill any country
‘getting minimum taviff privileges must
grant considerable reductions in existing
duties, beside placing France in as fav-
orable a position as any other nation.
The government reserved the right to
decide whether the miriimum tariff priv-
ileges should be granted for a fixed
period or for an unlimited period.

IN THE DEEP.

FATAL COLLISION BETWEEN A
STEAMSHIP AND A SCHOORER.

Both Vessels Go Down With Terrible
Loss of Life—~The Weather was Clear
—Lattest News From the Scene.

BY TELEGRAPHTO THE GAZETTE.

New Yogg, Oct. 81.—The steamer Viz-
caya, from New York to Havana, was
run into by a large schooner last even-
ing about six miles off Barnegat, on the
Jersey coast, and within seven minutes
after the collision both vessels sank, car-
rying down at least 81 of their passen-
gers and crew. The night was clear, the
moon shining brightly and the sea
smooth, yet none o%the 12 survivors of
the Viscaya’s crew who reached this
city this morning in the steamer Hum-
bolt from Brazil which picked them up
at daybreak could give the name of the
schooner which cansed the disaster
or tell how the accident hap-
pened. Three masts were sticking out
of the water and the survivors were

were lost. Twelve of the crew of 77 were
saved from the steamship. - The fate of
the crew of the schooner is unknown.

The Vizcaya was one of the steamers
of the Compania Transatlantic, owned
by J. M. Ceballos & Co., was of iron, for-
merly plied between New York and
Mediterranean ports, was 1,388 tons reg-
ister, 237 feet long, had accommodation
for 50 passengers, and was barkentine
rigged. The cargo was a general one
and was valued at $150,000. The vessel
was insured.

navy departments. . His first marriage
took place in November, 1881, in New
York.

THE FURNESS LINE.

Steamers to Visit 8t. John Every Seév.
enteen Days in Fature. g

Now that St. John is on a fair way to
‘have harbor improvements' and deep
water wharves, the Furness line ‘steam-
ships will visit our port more frequently
and will fpresent much greater freight
facilities for our people than have before
existed across the Atlantic.
Two steamers of this line now run to St.
John and Mr. Furness has decided to add
another vessel, so that there will bea
Furness Line steamer at St. John about
every seventeen days. A splendid new
steamer is now well under construction
in Englaud for the Furness Line and she
will be completed and out here about
Christmas. In the meantime the “Goth-
enburg City,” is to take the wrecked
‘Ulunda’s” place and will run until the
new boat is ready.

If arrangements are made with the
Canadian Pacific Railway about getting
freight from Sand Point another vessel
will be Eutin hand and three steamers
will make regunlar trigs to St. John. Mr.
Schofield, the agent here was seen this
morning. He had recevied a com-
munication from Ottawa that justifies
him in assertin%t.hat these things will
be done by the Furness Line if proper
facilities for freight are provided by the
C. P. R.at 8and Point, Carleton. “At
any rate,” said Mr. Schofield, “the ﬁeo-
ple will have the matter entirely in their
hands. They will be given a trial and
if they provide facilities we will con-
tinue to run the steamer.”

Mr, Schofield has written to the com-
mon council asking for facilities for tak-
ing in freight and to grant the steamers
of the Furness line freedom from harbor
dues. The letter will be read before
the council on Monday.

THE ATTACK ON THE LIEUTENANT GOV-
ERNOR.

We are glad that there are not many
newspapers in Canada possessed of the
same spirit as the Moncton Transcript,
which we had recently to reprove for
its false statement that Sir Leonard
Tilley had, during one of his visits to
Halifax, expressed his good wishes for
the expansion of the Dartmouth brew-
ery business. The Transcript of yester-
day, not content with being guilty of one
false statement, seeks to set itself right
by making another. It declares that
its accusation is true, adding that the
matter was the subject of widespread
notoriety at the time and became the
subject of & full page cartoon in Grip.
It also reminds the Gazerre that this
paper was not born then, as if that was
anything to the purpose. If this paper
was not born when this false charge was
made the men who run the GazErTE
were, and they were engaged in the
newspaper business in New Brunswick,
which was.not the case with Mr. Hawke.
The latter was then an active mem-
ber of Carrol Ryan’s school of
atheism, which was composed of men
who censoled each otherevery day with
#ifo declaration that there is no God
and who seem to have largely trans-
ferred their worship and  their
affections to the devil judging
from there conduct. We fear that in
that school Mr. Hawke did not learn ver-
acity to any considerable extent or we
would not now find him retailing old
campaign falsehoods against Sir Leonard
Tilley. The fact that Grip published a
cartoon on the subject only shows that
Grip swallowed the campaign lie, which
it was the more ready to do, as it
has always been utterly hostile to Sir
John A Macdonald and the members of
his government. The spirit of the Tran-
script with regard to Sir Leonard Tilley
was sufficiently displayed by its copying
an attack upon him from the London Ad-
vertiser, the excuse for which was the
fact that a book was to be written
on his Life and Times. Mr. Hawke
should have known that the Adyertiser,
John Cameron’s paper, was nota safe
guide to follow, John Cameron himself
being themost incompetent editor in
Canada, he being -the man who
ruined the reputation of the Toronto
Globe which before he began to manage
it was a loyal and respectable newspaper.
Mr. Hawke should not follow the exam-
ple of such a man norshould he lend
himself to bitter and unjust attacks up-
on the Lieutenant Governor. Sir Leon-
ard Tilley is a man of whom this Prov-
ince has reason to be proud and Mr.
Hawke might as well try to pull down
the moon asto attempt to eclipse his
fame.

THE CURE FOR A GREAT EVIL.

The GazrrTE observes with alarm the
prevalence of petty crime among the
youthfal population of our city. We need
not recall the death of young Willie
Hawke which resulted, in the opinion of
the charitable, from the careless hand-
ling of a pistol which was carried by
one of his companionsin direct violation
of the law, nor need we recall the num-
erous instances of youthful depravity
which have been dealt with by the
police magistrate during the past
twelve months. Within the last two
weeks six or eight children of tender
years have been arrested by the police
for larceny and crimes of a like character
and in every instance, we believe, their
guilt has been proved or confessed.
What is to be done in cases of this char-
acter? To send them to prison, where
they would have constantly before them
the example of older and in many instan-
ces, irreclaimable criminals, would be to
wreck the possibility of their ever becom-
ing good and useful citizens: to set them
at large would be to fill their minds witha
contempt of law and justice, to endanger
gociety and to encourage them in their
evil courses; and as we have no reforma-
tory no way seems open except to send
them to prison, which means to their
destruction, or to set them free, which
likewise means their destruction and the
endangering of society as well. We think
no person of ordinary understanding
will question the truth of the statement
that youtbful crime in ninety-nine in-
stances out of a hundred is the fruit of
ignorance and idleness. Abolish these
and we abolish crime of the character re-
ferred to, and we may feel pretty sure 1t
will not develop itself when the subject
has arrived at maturity. The problem
has been wrestled with by some
ofthe world’s best minds in Prussia,

Germany, England, the United States,
and one or two of our own provinces, but
nowhere more successfully than in Prus-
sia where a compulsory education law
has been strictly enforced for many
years. Education is a people’s strongest
bulwark, individually and collectively;
it abolishes poverty, and, except in ab-
normally constituted minds, renders in-
operative all the ordinary incentives of
crime. To be sure, the child letween
seven and. fourteen years of age,
who attends school a  hundred
days every year, the time usually pre-
scribed by compulsory education acts,
has an abundance of opportunities in
the other 265 days for the indulgence of
his vicious propensities, but if he is pro-
perly instructed the power of those
propensities will soon be reduced to &
minimum. But after reaching the age of
ten years no child should be permitted
to spend his time in .idleness. Regular
hours for stndy, for relaxation, and for
some light employment should be
allotted to him and tbe rules under
which he lives should be no less rigid
without  the  school-house door
than within. Children reared, in
this way make men and women, such as
the world delights to honor, and whose
lives are like sunshine to those with
whom they come in contact. To gain
the full advantage of a compulsory edu-
cation law, it should be enforced, per-
haps not o rigidly as it is in Prussia,
but more rigidly than it is in most coun-
tries where the system has been adopt-
ed. There were on the school registers
of Ontario in 1888 495,323 pupils, of
whom 237,076, or more than one half, at-
tended less than 100 days, which
is  the time prescribed by
law for each pupil between
the ages of seven and thirteen years.
This resulted from the want of truant
officers, or officers who were alert to do
their duty. We are glad to see that
Ontario is agitating for such an amend-
ment in their school laws as will compel
the parents and guardians of that prov-
ince to avail of the educational facilities
which it provides. And when we pass
a compulsory education law we hope
ample provision will be made for its en-
forcement. In Massachusetts, outside of
two or three of its largest cities, the jani-
tors of the school buildings are made
truant officers, and thus the expense is
reduced and the efficiency of the officer
increased, for as janitor, the identity of
every pupil in the building under his
charge is soon established in his
mind. Non-sectarian schools have been
called Godless, but we can hardly think
of a man or woman hardy enough to hint
that they are inimical of Godliness. The
means employed in education at our
public schools, fall naturally under two
heads, discipline and instruction. Under
the first come the formation of habits of
order, self control, obedience, civility,
love of truth, and reverence
for all that is good
and great. Under the latter comes a
knowledge of those things of which a
knowledge is requisite in the practice of
the profession or industry to which the
pupil may devote thimself in after life,
coupled with correct ideas concerning
the preservation of life apd health, of
our moral relations and a cultivation of
the taste and the imagination. We
have an idea that the training of youth
afforded by our public schools might be
made of & more practical or utilitarian
character, but few countries have a better
system than ours as it is, and when edu-
cation is made compulsory another long
stride in the right direction will have
been accomplished.

DISTRICT HOSPITAL NURSES.

The people of this city are justly proud
of the splendid public hospital which for
a quarter of a century has been so potent
an instrument for healing the sick, and
they therefore will desire to see its use-
fulness increased as much as possible.
Lady Tilley, whose great interest in all
works of charity is well known, and
whose services in connexion with the
establishment of the Victoria hospital in
Fredericton can never be forgotten,
should have the hearty co-operation of
all good citizens in her efforts toim-
prove the accommodations for the hos-
pital nurses and to increase their num-
ber, so that some of them may be avail-
able as district nurses for outside work
among the poor. To those who are
familiar with the subject and who have
seen the difficnlties which the proper
care of the sick presents to the poor,who
have to go on earning a livelihood while
attending to their sick relatives, the
necessity for the establishment of a staff
of district nurses is very apparent. We
are well satisfied that this matter needs
only to be placed properly before the
public to receive their warmest support.
The details of the plan by which Lady
Tilley proposes to proceed in this highly
important business will be found in our
local columns.

lNEXCUSIBEE_!GIORINCE.

It is not to be supposed that the
ordinary newswaper writer should know
everything, but he certainly should not
write concerning subjects of which he
knows absolutely nothing. We find in
the Globe of the 30th of October the
following :—

Paper manufacturers have for a long
time been much exercised with the pro-
blem of procuring at a reduced cost the
caustic soda and the chloride of lime, or
bleaching powder, which constitute items
of considerable expense in paper mills.
Now these two chemicals- have been
obtained directly and economically from
common salt by the aid of electricity.

Every school boy should know tbat
chloride of sodium, or common salt, is &
binary compound consisting of the ele-
ments chlorine and sodium united in
certain fixed and invariable proportions,
and that there isno lime in it. It is
quite like the Globe to undertake to
teach others in regard to matters of
which it knows nothing itself.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

We are glad to see that the Common
Council yesterday took the initial steps
to recognize the brave deed of John
Frederick Young who on Thursday risk-
ed and lost his life in an attempt to save
the life of another boy. It too frequent-
ly happens that the proverb in regard
to a prophet being without honor in his
own country is literally fulfilled, but in
this instance it is likely not to apply.

The readers of the GazerTe last even-
ing were well pleased to se it a
portrait of John Frederick Yonng the
heroic youth who lost his life on
Thursday. This portrait was engraved
in the Gazerre office by the Gazerre’s
own engraver, and is pronounced an
excellent likeness by those who
knew the youth. The work was
done in six hours, and  the
photograph from which the engraving
was made was a small one which greatly
increased the difficulty of the work.

It appears that under the conditions of
the proposed contract for the fast Atlan-
tic-service, Halifax must be the last port
of departure for Europe, but the steam-

ers may come to St. John after landing

passengers, mails and freight for that
port. It would have been a fairer ar-
rangemeut for the government to ask
for tenders for each port. St. John
is only 200 miles by sea farther from
England than Halifax, but it is nearer
to Montreal by 277 miles by land. To
reach it a nineteen knot boat would have
11 hours more steaming than to Halifax,
but against this must be put at least 9
hours more railroad travelling from Hali-
fax to reach Montreal than from 8t, John.
Perhaps when one of the faststeamers
lies off Halifax fog bound for five days,
as was the case a couple of years ago,
the proposed arrangement will be
changed.

TO BRING CANADA TO TERMS.

y Wind Prop to
Abridge the Privileges of Canadian
Railways.

W asmINGTON, Oct. 30.—Secretary Win-
dom’s annual report will contain a re-
commendation that the privileges now
enjoyed by the Canadian railways in
transporting freight to this country shall
be materially abridged. In his com-
munication to the Senate in August last
concerning this subject Secretary Win-
dom said : “Iam informed that since
the compleg'xm of the Canadian Pacific
railway goods arriving at Vancouver, B.
C.; from Asiatic ports destined to the
United States have been placed in the
care of that company, which were then
sealed by theUnited States consul at that
port and forwarded to their destination
in the United States. I find that this
practice has been acquiesced in by this
department in so far that the customs
officials at the frontier ports of arrival
have respected the consular seals and al-
loved the cars to go forward without
entry and examination of their contents
if their seals were fonnd intact, I am
of the opinion that it was the intent of
the law to confine the privilege of the
consular seals to cars containing mer-
chandise of the contiguous country and
that such privilege does not extend to
cars containing imported merchandise
landed in the contiguous country for tran-
sitthrough it to the United States.” In
this view of the law it is in contempla-~
tion to restrict the privilege to cars con-
taining merchandise of the contiguous
country. Itis well understood that the
administration is determined in some
way to bring Canada to terms for her
arbitrary conduct in the matter of the
Behring sea fisheries.

THE HAVEN.

Held Y
The Good Work Done.

The annual meeting of the Haven com-
mitteee was held yesterday afternoon in
the Y. M. C. A. parlor. Rey. Geo. Bruce
read the 4th annual report. This report
stated that since the opening of the work
60 different persons had been admitted
to the haven and many of those had
been re-admitted several times on
profession of sorrow and promise
to do better. Some had been
admitted as much as six or seven times.
During the past year there had been 9
admitted for the first time, and 6 had
been readmitted. One who had been
in the haven since last year, left to re-
torn to her home and her family to
whom she had been reconciled in the
meantime. This case is worthy partic-
ular notice as it was a special case, the
only one, save one other, in which an
infant had been taken into the haven.
The young mother, drinking the bitter
cup which is put into the hands of such
erring and wronged ones, leaving her
home spent several months in service
in a distant place, returning so
on her way with her infant in her arms.
In the haven mother and child spent a
quiet and bappy time, and she, with her
child, is now, as we have said, restored
to her mother and her home, where she
is received with affectionate forgiveness.
Mention has been made of the work of
the committee outside of the walls of the
haven. Of this we may say in a sen-
tence: four infant children have been
rescued from the surroundings of sin
and shame, some of them from
the most dreadful conditions, and
another, infant sister to one of
the four, was similarly rescued
a year ago; so that really five infants
have been rescued by the committee in
about a year, and are all now under
Christian influence, most of them in
Christian families. Several of these lit-
tle ones were maintained for months by
the personal contributivns of the mem-
bers of the committee until suitable
homes could be found for them. One,
now a young mother, who had been de-
ceived and led into sin, was found and
cared for by the committee until she was
able to be reconciled and restored to her
friends, people of earnest Christian life,
as she was before and now is deeply sor-
rowful and grateful in the whole matter.

The amount contributed so far is
$580.39, and the expenditure actual and
in arrears will require about $200, but as
the time for annual contributions is at
hand no fear is entertained that the nec-
essary amount will not be contributed.
We would bespeak the interest and the
liberal contributions of all friends of the
work, in confident hope that God will
still more clearly own and bless the work
as one which has his approval and favor.
