JOHN BRIGHT DEAD.

He Passes Away at 8.30 0°Clock
Morning.

Loxpox March 27.—John Bright died
at 8,30 o’clock this morning.
John Bright was the son of the late
Jacob Bright of Rochdale and was born
on November 16th 1811, so that he had
passed his seventy seventh year. After
receiving a good business education he
became a member of the firm of John
Bright and Brothers; cotton spinners
and manufacturers of Rochdale. But
he had always a turn for pub-
lic speaking, and at a comparitive-
ly early age began to address local audi-
ences on social and political topics. John
Bright was in fact, a born orator and
took as naturally to the public platform
as a duck to the water. It was in 1839,
as a member of the anti Corn Law Lea-
gue that Mr. Bright first distinguished
himself. In 1843 he stood as a candidate
for the representation of the city of Dur-
ham, but was defeated by Lord Dungan-
non, a conservative. The successful can-
didate was however unseated on petition
and, at the election which followed, Mr.
Bright was chosen, and made his first
speech in parliamentin August 1843. Of
Mr. Bright’s oratorical gifts Justin McCar-
thy, who satin successive Parliaments
with him for many years thus speaks;—
_Itis doubtful whether English public
life has ever produ a man who
possessed more of the qualifications of a
great orator than Mr. Bright. He had a
commanding presence, a massive figure,
a large bead, a handsome and expressive
face. His voice was powerful, resonant,
clear, with a peculiar vibration in it
which lent unspeakable effect to any
passages of pathos or of scorn. His style
of speaking was pure to austerity ; it was
stripped of all superfluous ornament. It
never gushed ‘or foamed. It never
allowed itself to be mastered by passion.
The first peculiatity that struck the lis-
tener was its superb self-restraint. The
orator at his most powerful passages

A Frencli Family Narrowly FEscape
Starvation.

Frepericroy, March, 26,—Octave Bosse
who has been cruising on the Thomas
Seigniory, arrived at Edmonston the
other day and gave the Gleaner corres-
pondent particulars of a terrible. ease of
suffering and death, which he met on his
trip: “A French family, living in a
back settlement at the head of Temis-
couata Lake, ran out of provisions
at the commencement of the last big
snow storm.

" When this order had been given, the
vice admiral immediately prepared to
renew the fight, and this time his efforts
were to be directed entirely against the
repeller. It would be useless to devote
any further attention to the crabs, espe-
cially in their present positions. But if
the chief vessel of the syndicate’s fleet,
with its spring armor, and its terrible
earthquake bombs, could be destroyed,
it was quite possible that those sea para-
sites, the crabs, could also be disposed of.

Every torpedo boat was now ordered
to the front, and in a long line, almost
abreast of each other, thesc swift vessels
—the light infantry of the sea—advanced
upon the solitary and distant foe. If
one torpedo could but reach her hull, the
vice admiral, in spite of seven disabled
ironclads and a captured gunboat, might
yet gaze proudly at his floating flag,
even if his own ship should be drifting
broadside to the sea.

The line of torpedo boats, slightly curv-
ing inward, had advanced about a mile
when Repeller No. 11 awoke from her
seeming sleep, gad began to act. The
two great guns at her bow were trained
upward, 8o that a bomb discharged from
them wouJd fall into the sea a mile and
a half ahead. Slowly turning her bow
from side to side, so that the guns would
cover a range of nearly half a circle, the
instantaneous motor bombs of the re-
peller were discharged, one every half
minute.

One of the most appalling character-
istics of the motor bombs was the silence
which accompanied their discharge and
action. No noise was heard, except the
fingh of sound occasioned by the removal
of the particles of the object aimed at,
and the subsequent roar of wind or fall
of water. 3

As each motor bomb dropped into the
channel, a dense cloud appeared high in
the air, above a roaring, scetiling cal-
dron, hollowed out of the waters and out
of the véry bottom of the channel. Into
this chasm the cloud quickly came down,
condenged into a vast body of water,
which fell, ‘with the roar of a cyclone,
into the dreadful abyss from which it
had been’'torn, beforo the hissing walls
of the gréat hollow: had half filled it with
their sweeping surges. The piled up
mass of the redundant water was still
sending its maddened billows tossing and
writhing in every direction toward their
normel level, when another bomb was
discharged; another surging abyss ap-
peared, another roar of wind and water
was heard, and another mountain of
furious billows uplifted itself in a storm
of spray and foam, raging that it had
found its place usurped.

Slowly turning, the repeller discharged
bomb after bomb, building up.out of the
very sea itself a barrier against its ene-
mies. Under these thundering cata-
racts, born in an instant, and coming
down all at once in a plunging storm;
into these abysses, with walls of water
and floors of oleft and shivered rocks;
through this wide belt of raging turmoil,
thrown into new frenzy after the dis-

charge of'eyery bomb-—no vessel, no tor-
pedo, could pass.

The air driven
by tremendous and successive concus-
sions came rushing back in shrieking
gales, which tore up the waves into

inding foam. For miles in every di-
réction the sea swélled and upheaved
into great ‘peaked ‘waves, the repeller
rising upon these almost high enough to
lobls down into the awful chasms which
her bombs svefe making. ~ A torpedo
boat, caught in one of the returning
gales, Was huri®d forward almost on her
beaua ends until she was under the edge
of one of the vast masses of descending
water. The flood which, from even the
outer limits of this falling sea,
upon and into the unlucky vessel nearly
swamped her, and when she was swept
back by the rushing waves into less
stormy waters, her officers and crew
igaped into their boats and deserted her.
By rare good fortune their boats were
kept afloat in the turbulent cea until
they reached the nearest torpedo vessel

Five minutes afterward a small but
carefully aimed motor bomb struck the
nearly swamped vessel, and with the
roar of all her own torpedoes she passed
into nothing.

The British vice admiral had carefully
watched the repeller through his glass,
and he noticed that simultaneously with
the appearance of the cloud in tho air,
produced by the action of the motor
bombs, there were two puffs of black
smoke from the repeller. These were
signals to the crabs to notify them that
amotor gun had been discharged, and
thus to provide against acgidents in case
a bomb should fail to act. " One puff sig-
nified that ‘a bomb had been” discharged
to the north; twa, that it had gone east-
ward, and so on. If, therefore, a crab
should see a signal of this kind, and per-
ceive no signs of the action of a bomb it
would be careful not to approach the re-
peller from the quarter indicated. It is
true that in case of the failure of a bomb
to act, another bomb would be dropped
upon the same spot, but the instructions
of the war syndicate provided that every
possible precaution should be taken
against accidents.

Of course the vice admiral did not un-
derstand these signals, nor did he know
that they were signals, but he knew that
they accompanied the discharge of a
motor gun. Once he noticed that there
was a short cessation in the hitherto con-
stant succession of water avalanches, and
during this lull he had seen two puffs
from the repeller,and the destruction, at
tHe same moment, of the deserted torpedo
boat. It was, thercfore, plain enough to
him that if a motor bomb could be placed
so0 accurately upon one torpedo boat, and
with such terrible result, other bombs
could quite as easily be discharged upon
the other torpedo boats which formed
the advanced line of the flcet. Whean
the barrier of storm and cataract again
began to stretch itself in front of the
repeller, he knew that not only was it
impossible for the torpedo boats to send
their missives through this raging tur-
moil, but that each of these vesscls was
itself in danger of instantaneous destruc-
tion.

Unwilling, therefore, to expose his
vessels to profitless danger, the vice
admiral ordered tho torpedo boatsto re-
tire from the front, and the whole line
of them proceeded to a point north of the
fleet, where they lay to.

‘When this had been done tho repeller
ceased the discharge of bombs, but the
sea was still heaving and tossing after
the storm, when a dispatch boat brought
orders from the British admiralty to the
flag ship. Communication between the
British fleet and the shore, and con-
sequently London, had been constant,
and all that had occurred had been
quickly made known to the admiralty
and the government.

BRITISH OFFICERS WATCHING THE EFFECT

OF THE MOTOR BOMBS.

Each of the disabled ironclads was
now in tow of a sister vessel or of tugs,
except the Llangaron. This great ship
had been disabled so early in the contest,
and her broadside had presented such a
vast surface to the northwest wind, that
she had drifted much farther to the
south than any other vessel. Conse-
quently before the arrival of the tugs
which had been sent for to tow her into
the harbor, the Llangaron was well on
her way across the chanmel. A foggy
night came on, and the next morning
she was ashore on the coast of France,
with a mile of water between her and
dry land. Fast rooted in a great sand
bank she lay week after week, with the
storms that came in from the Atlantio
aud the sto.ms that came in from the
Geriman ocean beating upon her tall side
of solid iron, with no more effect than if
it had been a precipiceof rock. Agaipst
waves and winds she formed a massive
breakwater, with a wide stretch of
smooth sea betweent her and the land.
There she lay, proof against all the artil-
lery of Europe and all the artillery of the
sea and the storm, until a fleet of small
vessels had taken from her her ponder-
ous armament, her coal and stores, and
she had been lightened enough to float
upon a high tide and to follow three tugs
to Portsmouth.

‘When night camo on Repeller No. 11
and the crabs dropped down with the
tide and lay to some miles west of the
scene of battle. Tho fog shut them in
fairly well, but, fearful that torpedoes
might be sent out against them, they
showed no lights. There was little dan-
ger of collision with passing merchant-
men, for the English channel at present
was deserted by this class of vessels.

The next morning the repeller, preceded
by two crabs, bearing between them a
submerged net similar to that used at the
Canadian port, appeared off the eastern
end of the Isle of Wight. The anchors
of .the net weroe dropped, and behind it
the repeller took her place, and shortly
afterward she sent a flag of truce boat to
Portsmouth harbor. This boat carried a
note from fhe "Ameridar war syndicate
to the British government.

In this note it was gtated that it was
now the intention of the syndicate to
utterly destroy, by means of theinstanta-
neous motor, a fortified post upon the
British coast. As this would be done
solely for the purpose of demonstrating
the irresistible destructive power of the
motor bombs, it was immaterial to the
syndicate what" fortified post should be
destroyed, provided it should answer the
requirements of the proposed demon-
stration. Cousequently the British gov-
ernment was offered the opportunity of
naming the fortified place which should
be destroyed. If said government should
decline to do thisor delay the selection
for twenty-four hours, the syndicate
would itself decide upon the place to be
operated upon.

Every one in every branch of the
British government, and, in fact, nearly
every thinking person in the British
islands, had been racking his brains, or
her brains, that night, over the astound-
ing situation; and the note of the syndi-
cate only added to the perturbation of the

overnment. There was astrong feeling
official circles that the insolent little
enemy must be crushed, if the whole
British navy should have to rush upon it,
and all sink togetherin a common grave.

But there were cooler and more prudent
brains at the head of affairs; and these
had already decided that tho contest be-
tween the old engines of war and the
new was entirely one sided. The in-
stincts of good government dictated to
them that they should be extremely wary
and circumspect during the further con-
tinuance of this unexampled war. There-
fore, when the note of the syndicate was
considered, it was agreed that the time
had come when good statesmanship and
wise diplomacy would be nipre valuable
to the nation than torpeddes, armored
ships or heavy guns.

DIPHTHERIA I

IS
N CENTENNIAL BUILDING.
During the past day or two there has
heen considerable talk respecting the
case of diphtheria in the family of the
janitor of Centennial school, Brussels
street. For along time the question of
allowing janitors to live in school build-
ings has been under discussion and now

the fact that this should not be per-|

mitted seems to have been clearly de-
monstrated to everyone of ordinary
infelligence. On Saturday last it leaked
out that the janitor’s child had diphtheria
and on Monday the school was closed,
the anuthorities not wishing to take
any responsibilities, although it was
stated that the case was a very mild one.
On the same day that it was known diph-
theria was in the building the janitor re-
ceived orders to move out. Again on
Monday he received further orders on
pain of dismissal. As yet he has not
done o on the plea that it is impossible
to get a house. Apparently the trustees
have to await the janitor's convenience,

and several hundred children are kept |
away from school just because th.at indi- |

vidual happens tolive in the building.

In the winter the same janitor had a
child laid up with an infectious disease,
and the fact wa3 not known until the
child was well again, thus jeopardising
the lives of many children. 1t is pretty
near time for a change and it is to be
hoped that once out the janitor will be
kept out. The intention of the trustees
is to remove the floors of the infected
apartment so that any lack of drainage,
or any flaw in the pipes may be discover-
ed, The intention, too, is to convert
these apartments into school rooms an
increase of accommodation which is very
desirable.

Every day the whole building is
thoroughly ventilated, and before the
pupils are back the place willbe thorough-
ly fumigated.
