Archbishop Ireland Severely Scored 
for Interfering in Politics

Rochester, N. Y., Nov. 26.—The Right 
Rev. Bishop McQuaid, in his sermon at 
St. Patrick’s cathedral yesterday morn­
ing, took occasion to bitterly attack Arch­
bishop Ireland of St. Paul. The bishop 
characterized the archbishop as a polit­
ical riddier and his actions as a dis­
grace and a scandal to the church in 
which he holds high office. Among oth­
er things Bishop McQuaid said: “Every 
Catholic having. respect for his bishop 
and priests and for the honor and good 
name of his church must have been pain­
ed and mortified when he learned dur­
ing the political campaign that one of 
our bishops, the Archbishop of St. Paul, 
had to cast aside the traditions of the 
past and entered the political arena like 
any layman. The newspapers were care­
ful to keep the public duly informed of 
his arrival in New York weeks before 
the election, of his appearance on the 
platforms at ratifying meetings surround­
ed by the leaders of the Republican par­
ty; of his views of political questions, 
strongly expressed through interviews 
carefully prepared for the press, and of 
his mingling in a crowd of excited poli­
ticians and partisans on the night of the 
election.

Negroes of the Southern States Going 
to Liberia.

Birmingham, Ala., Nov. 26.—The In­
ternational Migration Society has been 
incorporated to afford African-Ameri­
can and other persons ways, means and 
opportunity to migrate to Africa or 10 
other foreign countries ; to secure con­
cessions from powers, nations, tribes, 
governments, etc., for the use of Such 
African-Americans and other persons 
who may place themselves under the 
care of this society, to settle üpon and 
to assist such emigrations in procuring 
suitable homes in such countries. This 
scheme may look philanthropic, but its 
promoters see money in it. Thousands 
of southern negroes pine for lands of 
promise in the homes of their ances 
tors. The promoters first got James G. 
Chesman, president of Liberia, interest­
ed. For his government he made an 
offer to give each colonist a certain 
number of acres of land, a temporary 
abode and all the .encouragement pos­
sible. The International Migration So­
ciety then opened a home office in B c- 
mingham. It has secured reasonable 
rates via rail and water from Birming­
ham to Monterva, Liberia; The passage 
is $41. A small amount has to be paid 
when the applicant gives his card of ad­
mission and 1500 applicants make a 
colony. After the initiation fee has been 
paid a small sum has to be paid every 
month. A failure to pay at the stipul­
ated time forfeits all previous payments. 
This is where the. money is made, lapses 
being presumably large. J. R. McMul­
len, of Birmingham, is president of the 
society. On his rolls he has between 
3000 and 4000 names. The first colony 
is to leave Birmingham about the mid­
dle of next month. They will go from 
here to the port of Savannah, and then

The recent Democratic defeat is no 
mere temporary party reverse, it is a 
final repudiation by an outraged and in­
dignant people of an organization which 
whatever its professions of anxiety for 
reform, and of furthering the cause of 
freedoih of trade, has in oflice proved 
itself capable only of continuing all that 
is most corrupting and hurtful in the 
policy of protection. But from this we 
are not to conclude that all sections of 
the Democratic -party deserved this in­
discriminate and complete condemna­
tion. In the country and in congress 
a section of that party nobly exerted 
themselves for the' triumph of principle 
and the redemption of the pledges made 
to the people. And this section, though 
not greatest in number, are without 
doubt first in character and intelligence 
among Democrats and command even in 
defeat the greatest degree of respect at 
the hands of the people. The difference 
between these two sections of the Demo­
cratic party which are represented by 
Hill and Gorman on one side and Mills 
or' Wilson on the other, is greater than 
between them and that section of the 
Republican party of which President 
Garfield was the head.

I1 Germany is a highly protectionist coun­
try, and according to the preaching of 
the protectionists wages there should be 
on a generous scale. It is therefore 
very instructive to fi»d Mr. Murphy, the 
United States commercial agent at Ham­
burg, drawing the following picture in 
his report on German wages:

“The average earnings of ordinary 
workmen amount to less than $200 per 
annum. Women earn about half as 
mudh. The average earnings of miners 
and foundry hands is less than $1 per 
day. The salaries of primary school 
teachers are $224 for men and $179 for 
women. Most government employes 
earn less than $400 per annum. Neces­
saries of life cost as much in Central 
Europe as they do in America. Lux­
emburg coal costs $7 per ton; eggs 21c. 
per doz.; rye flour 3c. per pound; wheat 
flour 5c.; sugar 8c.; butter 23c.; beef, 
19c. ; veal and mutton 16c. to 20c.; fresh 
pork 20c., and smoked pork 23c. per 
pound. Frugality and industry can 
hardly be expected to accomplish any 
miracle greater than that of enabling a 
thrifty workman to keep out of debt.

“The policy of the countries of Cen­
tral Europe seems to be to extend and 
inflate their manufacturing industries in­
definitely and suicidally. Their idea of 
national prosperity and of happiness 
seems to be nothing more than the at­
tainment of the ability to export manu­
factures and import food, and in support 
of this policy the governments take from 
the workingman an import duty on his 
food in order to give the manufacturer 
an export bounty. The disarmament of 
Europe would bring further calamity by 
adding to the labor markets millions of 
young men unfitted for country life by 
several years’ residence in the city bar­
racks.”

If remarks such as these could be truth­
fully written concerning Great Britain, 
what a howl would our Canadian pro­
tectionist friends raise about the evils 
of free trade. There never was a more 
nosensical assertion made and believed 
than that protection is good for the work­
ing classes. The German who has to 
work for $200 a year, and then pay 
high prices for his food in order that 
manufacturers may be bonussed, knows 
better.

Paris, Nov. 23.—The chamber of dep­
uties was crowded to-day, the occasion 
being the debate on the question of 
granting credit for the Madagascar ex­
pedition. The Republicans opposed the 
credit and warned the chamber that the 
minimum expenditure would ultimately 
be likely to reach two hundred million 
francs. The minister of foreign affair's 
replied, his reply rousing great enthusi­
asm.

London, Nov. 23.—The secretary of the 
Royal Yacht squadron said to-day that 
nothing had been definitely settled in re­
gard to the Challenge for the America 
cup. Designer Watson said that if the 
Americans would accept Dunraven’s chal­
lenge upon mutually fair conditons a 
yacht would be built forthwith to con­
test for the cup. He said ’the yacht to 
be built would be larger than the Val­
kyrie, but would have a centre board.

London, Nov. 23.—A dispatch says the 
third Japanese corps has sailed from Uji- 
wa. Its destination is not known, but 
it is believed to be the Yangtse Kiang 
river.

London, Nov. 23.—A Tientsin dispatch 
says four attacks have been made upon 
Port Arthur by the Japanese. In the 
first the attacking forces succeeded in 
driving in Chinese Outposts, but the other 
three resulted in their repulse by the 
Chinese.

London, Nov. 23.—A Chee Foo dikpatch 
says the Japs found dead at Talien 
Wan were all beheaded. Among the 
dead was one European, who-because of 
decapitation could not be identified.

London, Nov. 23.—The Central News 
correspondent at Nankin says that Vice­
roy Tohang Tshi Toung, of the Liang i 
Hon province, has again been ordered to 
proceed to Pekin, and will be succeeded 
by the viceroy of the Shensi province, 
Chang Hsu.

Washington, Nov. 22.—The state de­
partment has received a cable reply 
from Japan, through Minister Dun, at 
Tokyo, to the United States suggestion 
of mediation. The Japanese legation 
at Washington City has also received 
from the foreign office in Japan a ca­
ble stating that a reply has been made, 
and giving its terms. Both were re­
ceived here Sunday afternoon. This 
much having become known, the offici­
als here make no further concealment of 
the details of the reply. The cable to 
Secretary Gresham is accompanied by 
unusual dignity and formality, it hav­
ing the imperial sanction of his ma­
jesty, the emperor of Japan. It is 
rarely that the emperor speaks in dip­
lomatic negotiations, so his action in 
this case is an evidence that Japan 
wishes to express its approbation of the 
course of the United States. The mes­
sage is in two parts, the first giving an 
imperial expression of good will and 
saying that the success of the Japanese 
army has been such that China should 
approach Japan directly; the second 
part is more directly from Minister Dun 
and expresses the view of the Japanese 
foreign office that China, having no 
minister at Tokyo, should submit a di­
rect proposition through Mr. Dun. The 
cable to Mr. Kurino is substantially the 
same as the foregoing.

The replies were decided on at a spe­
cial meeting of the Japanesé cabinet on 
Saturday and were sent from Tokyo 
Saturday night, but the transmission 
delayed them until Sunday. The tone 
of the reply and the "expressions of im­
perial good will give much satisfaction 
to the officials here, and, now that the 
facts are known, no further reserve is 
maintained as to the terms of the ne­
gotiations, which have hitherto been 
withheld. It appears that at the out­
set Secretary Gresham consulted Minis­
ter Kurino, as there was no desire to 

/take action which would be otherwise 
than agreeable to Japan. At a confer­
ence between the secretary and the 
minister, at which Secretary Carlisle 
was present, the entire purpose of this 
country was made clear. This was be­
fore Mr. Gresham had sent the message 
to Japan suggesting American media­
tion. It was made clear that Presi­
dent Cleveland had no desire to medi­
ate the trouble, but on the contrary felt 
that the exercise of the good offices of 
the United States might entail a serious 
burden and responsibility, and possibly 
excite feeling by one party or the 
other. Under these circumstances no 
action would be taken if Japan thought 
it would create an awkward situation. 
Particular stress was laid on the fact 
that Japan would be entirely free to act 
as she saw fit; that there was no pres­
sure to have her accept American me­
diation, and that the entire project wgs 
due to the belief that this country was 
in a position to render a service to both 
belligerents. The sentiments were cor­
dially reciprocated by Minister Kurino, 
so that Mr. Gresham had the co-opera­
tion of the Japanese Minister before the 
message was

The native rebels are 
so far from subdued that many close 
observers believe King Malietoa’s gov­
ernment is doomed. The belief is be­
coming general, too, that certain influen­
tial Germans are secretly aiding the reb­
el party, with a view of placing it in 
power, thus rendering German annexa­
tion or a German protectorate easy of 
accomplishment.

British Government Satisfied with the 
Sultan’s Promised Enquiry.

London, Nov. 22.—A dispatch to the 
Times from Constantinople says that 
the commission appointed by the Sultan 
to examine into the reported massacre 
of Armenians is composed of Abdallah 
Pasha, general" of division; Tewfik Pa­
sha, general of brigade,, both of whom 
are aides to the Sultan; Medjid Bey, an 
official belonging to the ministry of the 
interior, and Omer Bey, director of the 
savings bank. They will start on Sun­
day for Sassoum, the scene of the out­
rages.

In an interview this evening M. Na- 
zabech, the Armenian leader and editor 
of the Hemtchak, who is in London, 
said he _ was obliged to leave Athens 
after the Turkish authorities had suc­
ceeded in obtaining the release of an 
agent who had been arrested for sub­
orning a man to murder him. He has 
received letters confirming the informa­
tion laid before Lord Kimberly last 
week by Mr. Hagepion, chairman of the 
Armenian Patriotic Association. He 
expressed his distrust of the inquiry in­
to the Armenian atrocities set on foot 
by the Turkish government, and declar­
ed his belief that the commissioners ap­
pointed by the Sultan will not really 
seek to obtain the truth or endeavor to 
get the facts of the horror. Mr. Naza- 
bech intends to asfcr that an English 
commissioner be appointed to investi­
gate the affair. The Turkish prisons 
at St. Jean d’Acre, Angora, Constantin­
ople and elsewhere are now filled with 
Armenians of the better classes, and 
there is nothing left for the Armenians, 
he says, but revolt, and that is likely 
to occur any day.

Lord Kimberly, secretary of state for 
foreign affairs, has declined to receive 
the Armenian deputation which was 
sent to protest against the conduct of 
the Turks in the Sassum massacre. In 
his reply to the Armenian association he 
says he may not comply with the re­
quest for consular reports on affairs in 
the Sussum district. He expresses ap­
proval at the Sultan’s decision to send 
a commission to Sassum, adding that 
Sir Philip Currie is impressing upon the 
sublime porte the importance of making 
the inquiry prompt, thorough and im­
partial. The Armenians are much dis­
pleased with Lord Kimberly’s reticence 
and will hold a public meeting on Nov. 
27 to protest against the cruelty shown 
by the Turks to the Armenians in Asia 
Minor.

CLEVELAND AS A WITNESS.

An Attorney Wants to Have the Presi­
dent Summoned to ’Frisco.

;

“You ask me if I think this power is 
now crushed? I do most emphatically. 
I think that the public conscience hav­
ing once being aroused and the machin­
ery of this nauseous system exposed, 
there will be a perpetual bar against 
the development of such an organization 
in the future. I consider that the 
great danger to our form of government 
lies in the possibility of misrule. The 
tendency is too strongly toward the 
growth of the urban community at the 
expense of the rural. This feeds the 
machine that, if not watched and check­
ed, will grow to such corrupt influence 
as that which we have just destroyed 
in New York. Centralization, J believe, 
and as the investigation has proved, is 
the danger of the day. I cannot speak 
too highly of the composition of the 
committee which employed me as its 
counsel. Though appointed by a Re­
publican senate and containing a ma­
jority of the members of that " body, 
these men have acted throughout the 
Investigation like non-partizans, and 
they have upheld the counsel in every 
move that has promised to demonstrate 
the problem that confronted us.

“I cannot answer the question as to 
where the blackmail money went, or in 
what proportions it was distributed, for 
that is a personal matter, which would 
force me to mention names. There are 
still many points to investigate, round­
ing up and finishing up, as it were. We 
will try to finish the work by the 1st of 
January.”

San Francisco, Nov. 22.—Attorney 
Monteith is preparing some affidavits, to 
be filed to-morow, in the case of one of 
the strikers now on trial for obstruct­
ing the mails and interfering with inter­
state commerce.

: TUPPER’S MISTAKE.

TRYI Regarding the Forfarshire election the 
following cable wras sent to certain Can­
adian papers by what is known as the 
high commissioner’s press bureau : “Sir 
Charles Tupper’s speech to the deputa­
tion of Forfarshite and Perthshire far­
mers on Wednesday last, at Dundee, 
when he strongly denounced the action 
of the British government in this mat­
ter evidently had great weight with the 
electorate.”

An Ottawa 
dispatch puts it in this way: “The in­
terference in domestic politics of a rep­
resentative of a foreign country and 
colonial dependency, will never, be toler­
ated by any British government and Sir 
Charles Tupper’s action will not be al­
lowed .to pass unnoticed. Of course he 
knows that even if the governor-general 
was instructed to ask for his recall, that 
Sir John Thompson’s authority does not 
extend to the head of the Tupper dy­
nasty. Sir John Macdonald once' de­
clared in parliament that it was an un­
pardonable error for Canada’s agent- 
general in London to make himself non­
persona grata to the British govern­
ment.» According to that doctrine it is 
the duty of the Canadian government to 
recall Tupper at once or else declare the 
doctrine laid down by Sir John Macdon­
ald in parliament to be wrong.” Tup­

YALE AND HARVARD.

Springfield, Maes., Nove. 24.—The weather 
conditions are all that could be desired for 
the Yale-Harvard football game here to­
day. Yale Is favorite In betting. Large 
Yale wagers at odds of 3 to 1 are left un­
covered at several sporting resorts. The 
city is full of admirers of both teams and 
on all- sides can be seen flaring the crimson 
of Harvard, or the blue of Yale.

The football game between Yale and Har­
vard was called at 2 o’clock. At that time 
it was estimated that fully 25,000 people 
were present. Harvard was first to ap­
pear, followed shortly by Yale. Thirty sec­
onds after play began Yale scored a touch 
down.

Yale bas now won four consecutive 
matches from her old rival, Harvard, and 
thirteen out of the fifteen matches played 
with that college since 1875. There was 
some disappointment in Saturday’s match, 
there being more accidents than had been 
expected. The rules were last year revised 
by Walter Camp and other veteran players 
with the object of preventing as far as 
possible the rough play that has character­
ized the college games in the past.

FOILED BY THE STEEL.

Daring Attempt Made to Rob a Vault 
in Chinatown.

A daring attempt was made to rob the 
vault in the store of Sing Kee & Co., 
Chinese merchants, 24 Cormorant 
street, on Saturday night, and had the 
strong box not been lined with steel the 
thieves would have secured several 
thousand dollars in money. All of the 
brickwork on one side of the vault was 
dug out with crowbars, but thé thieves 
had no implements with which to pene­
trate the steel walls of the vault. The 
attempt to rob the place was carefully 
planned and by someone familiar with 
the place. To the rear 6f the building 
occupied by Sing Kee & Co., is a shed 
connected with the store, and in the 
roof of the shed is a skylight. The 
robbers, evidently Chinamen, climbed up 
on the roof, opened the skylight, made a 
rope fast to the rafters, and climbed 
down to the ground floor. Then with 
picks and crow bars they attacked the 
side of the vault. But they had reck­
oned without their host. A couple of 
feet in they encountered the steel lining 
and gave up the job.

The police were sent for Sunday 
morning and with an exclamation of 
joy one of the members of the firm 
showed ^ergeant Walker several sacks 
of gold, silver and bills. The money 
belonged to the firms and Chinese busi­
ness men and laborers who had left it 
there for safe keeping. The police are 
at work on the case and may discover 
the culprits although they have no clues 
to guide them.

Thursday saw the termination of the 

present contract between the Omaha " 
smelting works and the Slocan Star peo­
ple, the last of the ore stored at Three 
Forks for almost a year having been 
sent forward on that day. The Koot­
enai and Lytton each took put a big 
load, 295,000 pounds in all, at the re­
lease value of $14,750. This has all 
been forwarded without a mishap of any 
kind and in good order. As intimated 
last week, the Alpha mine, on Four Mile 
creek, which commenced the season’s 
shipments, has resumed its export, al­
though in smaller quantities. Tùe ore, 
as at first, goes to Omaha, and its re­
turns are certain to convince Alexander 
Mackenzie of the value of his excellent 
property. Three car loads of ore from 
this mine were brought in on Tuesday’s 
train, having been reshipped from the 
steamer William Hunter at Rosebery.
The Le Roi mine, on Trail creek, made 
its usual weekly shipment, amounting 
to 44 tons, to Blast Helena, at a valua­
tion of $2200. Lane Gilliam forwarded 
from Kaslo 25 1-2 to Great Falls, the 
value being $2550.

It is only a question of a short time 
when Trail creek will have a smelter.
At the present time it costs $4 per ton 
to take the ore from the mines to the 
railway at Northport. The total post 
of transportation -to Tacoma and treat­
ing is $16 per ton. Bergsville, an es­
sayer from Butte, visited the camp this 
fall and offered to smelt the ore for $10.
He afterwards dropped his price to $7 
per ton, and wanted the Le Roi company 
to guarantee him 20,000 tons of ore be­
fore he would set up his $10,000 plant.
The Le Roi people are looking for the 
best of it, and by investigation discov­
ered that their ore could be treated for 
$4.50 per ton, and in consequence did not 
close any deal with the Montana man.
When the ore can be treated so cheaply 
at the mines it is a foregone conclusion 
that the owners will not ship much of 
their product to Tacoma. Northport is 
putting forth its claims as a smelting 
point, but it is more than likely that 
the smelter or smelters will nestle in the 
shadow of Spokane mountain and make 
out of the adjacent town of Roseland a 
second Butte, if there is to be a Butte 
in this country.

George W. Hughes paid $15,000 for 
the Mountain Chief, and up to date he $500. 
has taken out $100,000 worth of ore.

Midway Advance.
One hundred tons of mangolds from 

three acres of ground, which sold at $5 
per ton, thereby returning to the pro­
ducer $500, at the rate of $150 per 
acre, with the assurance thrown in that 
the cultivation of this 100 tons of roots 
did not cost the producer more than $50.
This is one of the proofs of what can 
be done on some of the small holdings in 
the country, and sooner or later these 
proofs will carry conviction to the large 
holders of land that mixed, farming is 
the only thing that will dispel the large 
cloud of depression and lift the mort­
gage burden, on the shoulders of those 
who at the present time have to bear it.
Root crops return from $50 to $150 per 
acre, cereals from $10 to $25 per acre, 
and yet the plough seeks the stubble 
and the farmer seeks the money lender, 
and misery is the result.

The tunnel on the Texas is now in 32 
feet, the last five feet being in ore simi­
lar to the specimens lately brought to 
town. The striking of this ledge at this 
distance was very Unexpected, as it was 
not considered likely that any ore body 
would be struck until the tunnel had 
been run at least 150 feet into the hill.

■m Bute Inlet, Not. 14.—We have been 

hoping for so many years that the 
government would, soon commence to 
open up the best and richest part of our 
great country that it would be well to 
say a few words for fear we might 'be 
forgotten. But we are not going to be 
forgotten, for we shall keep asking for 
roads until we get them, for my politics 
is roads. I have been often asked for 
information concerning lands on the Ho- 
maleo and Southgate rivers; also in the 
Chilcotin, Nechaoo and Skeena river 
country and its great mineral wealth. 
I agree with others who have seen the 
country, and say it is one of the best 
and richest in the world. 1 do not 
pretend to say that the government inis 
done nothing to open up this great coun­
try, for there have been surveyors sent 
out, but it seems they have come back 
with such a hard report of the country 
that we get no roads. If this survey 
money could be put on the road it would 
go a long way. Now, if any one wishes 
to settle in this country they can come 
in to Bute inlet and get good land.

JAPAN’S VICTORY COMPLETE When President Cleveland’s adminis­
tration began two years ago, California 
made an offer to secure the appointment 
of the minister to Japan for one of her 
favored sons. At an opportune time, 
however, Judge Thurman, who had been 
on the presidential .ticket with Mr. 
Cleveland four years ago, assured the 
President that the only favor he had to 
request was that Mr. Dun be promoted 
to minister. The request was complied 
with. Mr. Dun’s Japanese wife, is- 
dead, but his relations with the Japan­
ese are very cordial, which, with his 
long experience, fits him for the present \ 
negotiation. Minister Denby is a law­
yer of ability, who has served through 
three administrations. Having been < 
appointed during Cleveland’s first term, 
hp was retained by Mr. Harrison, 
ing to their personal associations in In­
diana, and the objections of China to 
Senator Blair, and was again retained 
by Mr. Cleveland.

The Chinese have lost the most pow­
erful vessel of their navy, the great 
battleship Chen Yuen, which stood the 
brunt of the fighting at Yalu. A cable 
dispatch received at the navy depart­
ment to-day states that the Chen Yuen 
in leaving Wei-Hai-Wei harbor on the 
15th instant, accidentally struck a tor­
pedo. She was beached, but was ren­
dered useless for lack of docking facili­
ties. In despair at the catastrophe, the 
commander, Commodore Lin, commit­
ted suicide.

The Chen Yuen was a magnificent 
fighting machine, very much like our 
own battleship Maine. She was built 
in Europe in 1882, and was 7450 tons 
displacement. It would seem that the 
ship fell a victim to one of the torpe­
does planted by the Chinese themselves 
to guard the entrance to Wei-Hai-Wei, 
which was the last of the great naval 
strongholds of the empire save Port Ar­
thur, now tottering to its fall. It was 
well that Commodore Lin committed 
suicide, for he would doubtless have 
been decapitated as the result of his er­
ror.

Washington, Nov. 23.—The advance 
on Port Arthur is regarded as having 
an important bearing on the peace nego­
tiations. Lieut. Miyoka, naval attache 
of the Japanese legation here, says the 
advance movement has been most 
tious, as the ground for 40 miles around 
Port Arthur has been found fairly 
alive with powder mines connected with 
electric wires to Port Arthur, 
daps ago the Japanese were within a 
day’s march of the fortress, but it 
necessary to send ahead a small scout­
ing party to pick ft route away from the 
mines and electric wires. The regular 
roads cannot be used for the artillery, 
as it would have been blown up, and 
accordingly the big guns have had to 
be moved in circuitous routes through 
woods and morasses. It is regarded as 
likely that this cautious march will have 
been completed to-day, and the Japanese 
legation is hourly expecting word that 
the decisive blow has been struck, 
though a long siege may be necessary, 
as the fortress is one of the strongest 
defences in modern times.

Re­
presentatives of the Pacific Pine 
pany, sometimes called the “trust,” say 
the British Columbia lumbermen who 
proposed to ship lumber into the San 
Francisco market will be cornered and 
compelled to sell their goods for what 
they can get for them. The British Co­
lumbia mill men, on the other hand, say 
that they will suffer no embarrassment 
at the hands of the Pacific Pine company, 
as they propose to have their lumber paid 
for before it leaves the dock for San 
Francisco. It is cited that the Pacific 
Pine company proposes to prevent the St. 
Paul and Tacoma Lumber company from 
doing much business in California, but 
the latter company controlled its
lumber yards, the so-called trust did__
succeed. Mill men who have no inter­
est in lumber yards are therefore anx­
ious about being assured of payment in 
advance. In one instance a schooner of 
lumber was sent forward from Seattle, 
and the Pacific Pine company claims the 
credit of preventing its sale at 
price, and finally bid it in itself to 
dockage charges.

TAKE.City councils are undoubtedly given to 
blundering, more or less, and it would 
have been strange if the new electric 
works had been built without some er­
rors of greater or less importance being 
committed. Thé Colonist has given a 
list of what it conceives to be blunders 
in connection with the works, but, 
strangely enough, it. leaves out the most 
notorious and the most serious of all— 
namely, the selection of'the site. The 
extra payments caused by changes in: the 
plans will amount to a few hundred dol­
lars, but what is that in comparison 
with the blunder by which some ten or 
twelve thousands of dollars were use­
lessly squandered on turret rock? The 
blasting and other preparation for the 
building, it appears, brought the total 
cost up to some $17,OOP before a stick 
of the building could, be laid. ..An al­
lowance of $5000 for the price of a site 
and its preparation should have been 
ample. It is all well enough to find 
fault with small" blunders, but what is 
to be said of a critic Who condemns the 
little outlays and winks at the large 
ones? The ratepayers ..will be apt to 
conclude that the large blunders arè the 
most costly, whatever the Colonist injav 
have to say on the matter. Then'if it' 
had not been for the initial blunder in 
regard to the site some of the alterations 
of which so much is now said would not 
have been necessary. _

Report of Executive Connell arid 
Reply From the Dominion 

Government.

Hon. Mr. Davie yesterday presented 
to the legislature papere .relating, to the 
protection from overflow of the Fraser 
river. The first paper is a copy of the 
report of the executive council referring 
to the floods o£ last spring -and the ac­
tion taken by the government and the 
board of trade. Then follows the let­
ter from Premier Davie to Sir John 
Thompson giving, particulars of the 
damage done aqd what is necessary to 
prevent a recurrence of the floods,, it be­
ing suggested that the two governments 
co-operate to protect the banks of the 
river. In the letter the premier wrote:

“There is another matter which has 
been previously and frequently brought 
to the attention of your government, 
and that is the necessity of protecting 
the banks of the Fraser from erosion by 
the current, -which in the course of years 
has carried away much valuable' laadj. 
and which even threatens during some 
extraordinary freshet to entirely divert 
the course of the Fraser by providing a 
new outlet. I feel the necessity of urg­
ing most strongly that your government 
should begin at oUce a comprehensive 
survey of the Fraser, with a view to 
permanent protection of the banks.

“There is still Another matter to 
which I would beg to direct your at­
tention. I refer to the establishment of 
meteorological stations at convenient 
points in the interior, from which condi­
tions such as have produced the present 
disaster could be observed in time to 
give the government and the people in­
formation in advance. Approximately,

protected, making rough estimates of 
cost, acquiring meteorological informa­
tion, and generally obtaining all physical 
and other data necessary upon which to 
found conclusions; and in the second in­
stance to refer the notes, maps, and all 
data collected and compiled by these 
commissioners to some eminent engineer 
especially an authority upon works of 
such character for report.

“The committee therefore recommend 
that the Dominion government be invit­
ed to join in the appointment of a com­
mission to examine, ascertain, and re­
port upon the following particulars:—

The minister of public works of Can­
ada concurred in the opinion expressed 
by the provincial government, and re­
commends:

1. The area of country necessary to be 
protected or that would be affected in any 
way by floods, and the length of dyking 
to be carried but in each locality; and 
also the extent of country in which ir­
rigation would be possible by means of 
mountain reservoirs; and further, to as­
certain the facilities for and the prac­
ticability of this means of protection and 
irrigation.

News was brought to the city last 
night by the Princess Louise of 
the finding at Saturna Island yesterday 
morning of the body of a Japanese who 
had evidently committed suicide, 
body was found in the cabin of the de­
ceased, with a bullet hole through the 
head.

merely a formal motion, and will be ex­
tended from day to day until the finance 
minister is ready with his budget speech.

Mr. Cotton presented petitions from 
the North Vancouver Electric company 
and the Burrard Inlet railway company 
for an extension of time in which to 
commence work.

Mr. Cotton asked Mr. Rithet as chair­
man of the public accounts committee 
when he intended to call that commitee 
together.

Mr. Rithet replied that he had seen 
the auditor and treasurer and they had 
said that they would be ready for the 
committee in about a week.

Mr. Cotton—The committee may not 
wish to see the treasurer or auditor. 
There were lots of other things that they 
could do. Besides, the premier had said 
that the house would adjourn before 
Christmas. If this was the case the 
committee would not have much time to 
do their work.

Hon. Mr. Davie feared that his hopes 
that the house would adjourn before 
Christmas would not be carried out. It 
would take a couple of weeks to discuss 
the finances of the province.

At present a worthless 
contractor could obtain material, and 
when 'the contract was finished and the 
contractor had disappeared the material 
man had no means of receiving his pay. 
Both the material man and the work­
men should be protected. There was an 
example in Kootenay, where a man who 
had supplied material for a railway was 
unable to obtain a lien for what he sup­
plied. There were very few cases un­
der the act of 1891 where either the ma­
terial or laboring man had recovered by 
lien. There were several amendments 
that would have to be made in commit­
tee. The crucial point was that the 
present bill gave a lien to the material 
man, while the act of 1891 took this 
advantage away from the material man.

Mr. Cotton opposed the second read­
ing of the bill. It was the intention of 
the act of 1891 to benefit mechanics and 
laboring men, and not for the material 
men. He contended that the act of 1891 
worked to the satisfaction of the work­
men. The act of 1891 had benefited 
men who had no money, bpt who were 
responsible and industrious. There had 
been no delays, but as a matter of fact 
as soon as a lien was placed on property 
the money was immediately paid without 
trouble or litigation. The only way to 
insure the payment of the workmen’s 
wages was to make the property respon­
sible for it. There was a strong dis- 

t tinction between the material and the 
laboring men, the amount that is likely 
to be due to the latter being much less 
than the material man’s account. The 
amount it would cost the material man 
to enforce his lien would be small in 
comparison with the amount due him, 
while it would be a large amount to the 
workingmen.

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Russia is already moving actively in 
the matter of the alleged purpose of de­
manding an investigation into past atroc­
ities and preventing attacks on the Ar­
menian Christians in the future. De­
tailed instructions to this effect have been 
sent to the Russian representative in 
Constantinople.

Constantinople, Nov. 27.—The recent 
edict calling for the seizure at the fron­
tier of all newspapers containing accounts 
of the Armenian massacres prohibits the 
entry of every American - newspaper into 
Turkey. This attitude on the-part of the 
Turkish govefrnment is supposed to. be 
due to the attitude assumed by the Am­
erican press on the Armenian question.

The sending of a commission to in­
quire into the massacre of the Armeni­
ans will have the effect of letting the lo­
cal officials know that foreign envoys 
are watching their conduct. The report 
of the commission, when published, is 
not likely to have any value. The Muf­
ti of Moosh has been decorated, although 
he is one of the officials implicated in the 
massacre. Private advices state that 
the condition of affairs in the Sasoum 
district causes the utmost anxiety.

The present convenient 
system of a wooden water trough run­
ning the length of a range of stalls has 
its objections, and might easily prove a 
medium for transmitting the disease 
from one to many individuals.

Above all, we should strongly ’ advise 
stockmen to Lose no opportunity of learn­
ing to diagnose the disease, for on this 
point some veterinary surgeons are "evi­
dently at sea. ~

Many a time when a member of a 
herd is run down in flesh, that is, to all 
appearance, badly out of health, tuber­
culosis is assigned as the cause; yet, if 
the animal dies, no post mortem exam­
ination is made. Cattle are subject to 
many ills that present much the same 
symptoms as tuberculosis, and- yet are 
free from that disease. In our own 
experience, we have seen several instan­
ces where examination, after death, of 
an animal suspected of being affected 
with tuberculosis has revealed the fact 
that death was due to foreign matter 
taken into the stomach, which had in­
jured the digestive organs. Quite re­
cently a post mortem examination on 
a fine cow, which the intending veterin­
ary had pronounced to be a victim of 
tuberculosis, proved that the cause of 
death was a common nail that had been 
swallowed and had punctured her stom­
ach. The cow had lingered in this state 
an incredibly long time before death 
came to her relief. In another instance 
a prize-winning bull, after many months’ 
suffering, was found to have a darning 
needle stuck in his liver. We . could 
mention numberless such cases which 

As before stated, tuberculosis is no have come under our personal observa­
tion where the judgment of the attend­
ant practitioner was altogether at fault, 
and he -committed himself by pronounc­
ing his patient a victim of tuberculosis

In the face of these and many similar 

instances, it ill becomes these individuals 
to try to influence the government to ap­
point inspectors whose duty it will be 
to report on the health of private herds. 
It will be, of course, advantageous to 
their own pockets, but where the stock­
breeders are to be the gainers it i£ diffi­
cult to conceive.

since the great pioneers in cattle im­
provement began their work 150 years 
ago, and, doubtless, was known for cen­
turies before that; in fact, as. long as 
those having anything to do with cattle 
took enough interest in their work to 
know when stock uiider their care were 
affected.
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Judging by the reports issued, cattle 
at the experiment stations at different 
points, both in Canada and the United 
States, have suffered worse than the pri­
vate herds of either country. Must we 
not attribute tMs to one of two causes? 
either the officials in their zeal to diffuse 
knowledge by experiments have over­
stepped the mark, and slaughtered many 
healthy cattle which, by the Koch test, 
showed disease; or their herds have been- 
subjected to singularly bad management. 
The wording. of the reports, and what 
little information has leaked out, would 
lead us to think that the former is the 
more correct view.

The fkct is in many of these experi­
ments there is often too hasty a dis­
position to jump at conclusions, by 
which quite as much harm as good may 
be done.

On the other hand, if experimental sta­
tions are to be of service, the managers 
and officials should be doubly careful to 
retain the confidence of the public, in 
whose interest they have been establish­
ed. It is true that much of their time 
is employed in delving amidst the mists 
of uncertainty, but1 their reports should 
be couehed in language in which there is 
no uncertain sound, and written after all 
doubts are dispersed.

Aid. Munn Prepares an Important Mo- 
tion on Water Matters.

Aid. Munn posted the following notice 
of motion on the city Mill-bulletin board 
late yesterday: ‘ -

“I hereby give notice that at the next 
Meeting of the city council I shall move 
the following:

“Whereas a. loan of $150,000 on the 
credit of the lands and improvements of 
the city has been authorized for the pur­
pose of extending and improving the cor­
poration water works;

“And whereas" the purchase of 1000 
acres of water shed of Elk and Beaver 
lakes at a cost of $80,000 is contemplat­
ed by the council in connection with said 
improvement;

“And whereas it is estimated by com­
petent valuators that the cost of the 
1000 acres aforesaid will greatly exceed 
$80,000, and will not be less than $125.- 
000 before the purchase is completed;

“And wheras the acquiring of the said 
lands will not purify the water nor make 
either the odor or the taste more agree­
able;

“Therefore belt resolved that the coun­
cil rescinds all former instructions to the 
wafer commissioner and hereby requests 

over the said water commissioner not to pro­
ceed with the purchase of lands sur­
rounding Elk and Beaver lakes, except
