Cow Imoculated by Dr. Barney, Who

be destroyed.

DISHONEST BOOKKEEPER.

Bank of Liverpool Will Probably Loke
Over Eight Hundred Thousand
Dollars.

Liverpool, Nov. 22.—Great excitement
was caused here to-day by the announce-
ment that the Bank of Liverpool had
been victimized by a trusted bookkeeper
to the extent of hundreds of thousands
of dollars. .

It will run through a country
superior in resources to that opened np
by the C. P, R. The Grand Trunk has
seen its error in despising the Western
section of Canada and leaving that field
for exploitation to the Canadia Pacific.
For quantity and quality of its products
it is probably the most wonderful coun-
try in the world. The transportation
facilities of the present day are far from
equal to the demand. If the population
increases in the ratio of the present year, {
what will the circumstances be by thef
time the Canada Northern is completed
to the coast? West of the Rockies the
possibilities, according to- such authori-
ties as Mr. Clifford, are even more as-
tounding. Thousands of acres of fine
agricultural land, almost illimitable
forests of pulp and other woods, mineral
resources which cannot at present be ac-
curately estimated, with the traffic that
is sure to arise as a result of the grow-
ing commerce with Asia, have compelled
the oldest Canadian railway line to take
cognizance of the situation. It is report-
ed that it has arrived at an arrangement
with Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann, and
that their road when completed will form
the western branch of that great line.
Therefore it is that no British Columbian
who really desires the advancement of
the interests of the province can afford
to oppose the proposed southern exten-
sion of the Canada Northern,

Probabiy the
task of defending a government whose
course has been indefensible Las some-
thing to do with it. The cause must be
weak indeed which induces the apologist
for a government to descend to such
personalities as our contemporary in-
dulges in.

PROHIBITION.

A press dispatch says the  Privy
Council has decided that Manitoba has
power to pass a liguor ac¢t. If that is
the only point the highest court of the
Empire has pronounced upon it has not
done much to clear up the situation, It
is well enough known that the regulation
of the liquor traffic is in the hands of
the provinces and that they may make
the laws ag stringsut as they please,
Consumption of liquor may be shut off
entirely—that is, it may be rendered un-
lawful—but what about the wmanufac-
ture, handling and export to outside
points? These, we believe, were the
questions that were in dispute. The
government has on the board before it
a very knotty problem. There can be
no doubt of the fact that the majority
of the people of Manitoba desire prohi-
bition. But for the most part that ma-
jority is distributed through the coun-
try districts, where the majority of the
people are total abstainers and practical
prohibition obtains zlready. If the peo-
ple of the cities could be brought to
such' n stage the problem /would be
solved in what appears to be the only
practical way. We believe when the
world becomes convinced that it will be
no cuyrtailment of individual liberty to
deprive it of intoxicating liquor the race
will be on a higher plane than it has
ever been in the history of its erratic
career. In the meantime it is clear that
prohibition is not yet practicable. The
Conservative party in Manitoba under
Hugh John Macdonald favored it as an
election dodge to eatch votes. When
that party unexpectedly found itself in
power it was obliged by its rural pro-
hibition supporters to pass a prohibitory
law. That measure was submitted to
the Privy Council, which appears to
have left the matter as it found it.
Some other subterfuge will now be re-
sorted to to gain time and avoid respon-
sibility. Probably the matter will be
submitted to the same tribunal in a new
form. That is not a very desirable
state of affairs; but such things will
continue as long as so many people be-
lieve liquor is not harmful in its effects
and refuse to yield an iota of their in-
dividual rights; while there are prohibi-
tion agitators and scheming politicians,

An American jury says yes, and at the
same time gives a reason for the terrible
record their country holds as the most
lawless civilised land on the face of the
earth. -In a lecture recently a Lousville !
preacher called attention to the reputa- .
tion the United States had gained, aund
pleaded with his countrymen to consider
their ways. In brief he asserted that
home life is safer in the dominions of the
Ameer of Afghanistan than it is in Ken- |
tucky. There are more murders in Louis-
ville with 200,000 people than there are
in London with 7,000,000. There are
more murders in- Kentucky with its 2,-
000,000 people than in Great Britain with |
a population. of 40,000,000. Finally,!
there are more murders in the United
States than in the whole of Europe, with
Italy and Turkey left out-and Russia in-
ciuded. No other civilized nation ap-
proaches this in the matter of murder,
and those which come nearest to it are
such countries as Italy and Turkey,
where the assassin’s knife is freely used
and where men allow their anger and
hate and disgraceful passions to rule
their conduct. This nation has a red
record of which it should be heartily
ashamed.

The Chicago Tribune's figures give
2,516 as our grand total of lynchings
from 1885 to 1891. CQCur contemporary
says:

“Suppose some obdurate pagan were to
get hold of that fact and thrust it in the
face of our missionaries, and quote from
the Bible “Physician, heal thyself.” We
wonder if such incidents do not some-
times occur. And we would like to know
héw the missionary would meet the sug-
gestion that a country so wicked as ours
needs the services of all its good men, or,
the further suggestion, that a religion
under which so terrible a record of crime
was possible was scarcely the thing to
spread abroad.

“While it is easy enough here at home
oz in any Christian land to explain that
all this erime comes from disobedience of
Christian teachings; and while a com-
parison of the conditions prevailing in
Chrjstian lands with those of other
countries is an all-sufficient vindication
of Christianity, it might be extremely
aifficult to get all that into the benighted
heathen mind. And we suspect that if |
the Louisville preacher were to go inwo
Africa or India and try to win converts
by frankly stating the facts above re-
corded, his preaching would have some-
what of a boomerang effect.

“We agree with the Nashville Ameri-
can that this nation ‘should be heartily !
ashamed’ of its bloody record. Our
total of homicides runs from 7,000 to
9,000 a year, and most of them go un-
punished. There are more than fifty
murderers abroad for every ome that is
executed or imprisoned.

“Tt is true that, on the other hand, we
lead the world in charity and benevol-
ence; true that we are doing more for
education and religion than any other
people; true that our progress in nearly
all the elements of national greatness
and strength has no parallel in human
history. But all this does not wipe out
that ‘red record’; it only makes our one !
great disgrace more prominent.”

A legislator of the United States has
called upon the President to tell the Can-
&dian government that no reciprocity ne-
gotiations can be entered into until the
British preference is repealed or the pro- :
ducts of the United States given the
same advantage, There is a chance for
the loyal Conservatives like Mr, Foster
who have been calling for the repeal of
the British preference.

glimmering of the true state of affairs.

In Nanaimo the speaker had found a
tenement house in which the Chin..se
slept like sardines. In one big room in
the centre they bred, fed and even kill>d
pigs. The blood and filth drained through
to the basement, forming stagnant
swamps, breeding disease germs,

But the greatest danger from filthy
Chinese habits was to be apprehendad
from their market gardening. They not
only killed this industry but they did so
unfairly. They used means for produc-

It was a place wheai%e
linen was damped by water spouted from
the mouth—a terribly dangerous practice, |
ard one which disseminated such dis-|
cases as tuberculosis, which was especi-
ally prevalent among them.

It was also said that the Chinese were
excellent domestics. That they were!
honest. Ex-Chief of Police Crowley, of |
San Francisco, not long ago produced |
an album with the photographs of 5,000 !
ClLinese thieves who -were in ’Krisco.
Employ a Chinese domestic and a white
wemen for a term of six months. The
former may not be caught stealing, but
the speaker was positive that the bills
would be 35 per cent. less with the white
woman in charge then when John China- !
man occupied the post of domestie,

The speaker then related several amus- |
ing instances in which Chinese domestics
who were believed to be paragons turned
out to be petty thieves. The real fact
was that Chinese in laundries were_kept
in supplies by small thefts committed
by Chines¢ domestics in town. The
laundry was a big Chinese club. From
there Chinese brought dirt, productive
of contagious diseas At Sidrey some
time ago a leper was found in a Chinese
laundry, and the speaker mentioned this
as instances showing that there was a
danger of leprous contagion being com-
muaicated by those who slept in the
laundry. Fortunately leprosy was only
remotely contagious. The smallpox
epidemic at Rossland was caused by
their dirty habits, The Chinaman was
a danger through his laundry and mar-
ke: -gardening.

Capt. Wolley then referred to the evi-
dence of a resident of San Irancisco,
who had many years experience in
China. This gentleman, a Mr, King,
said that as passengers on board ship
the Chinese were terribly dirty, and
were guilty of unmentionable practices,
This from a man who had made his liv-
ing by shipping them should dispose of
the contention that the Chinese: were
clean when they arrived here,

There was more to be said . in their
favor as land clearers. It was alleged
that considerable land of California had
been cleared by them, but this was be-
cause they were more impervious to
malarfa than other races. The speaker
here pungently observed that rats lived
and thrived in sewers. It had been
said, however, that this land in Cali-
fornia could have been cleared by others,
and that it would have beeén better for
the state if the Chinese had never come
there.

Wood was to-day chopped and_sold in
Saanich by white men . cheaper®than by
Chinese. So much for wood chopping,

As to the Chinaman as a miner, the
speaker here felt that he should stop, as
what he may say might bring him to
prison, He would point out, howerver,
that if a man was convinced that Chi-
nese in mines were dangerouns to the
lives of others and continued to employ
them, he placed himself in danger of
the law: It had been allegeddwn, Nanaimo
that the employment of Chinese in mines
was a source of danger to the lives of
others. The Chinese never learned Eng-
lish sufficiently to understand short
emergeney orders in time of peril. When
they did comprehend what was wanted
they became panic stricken, useless, and
a nuisance, instead of being of assist-
ance.

As a navvy, it was true they had been
employed in the construction of railways,
But they did not make settlers. When
5,000 white men were employed in rail-
road construction it was reasonable to
presume that 3,000 would become set-
tlers along the line, and build up a
population which would help the road
to pay its way.

As* to the Japanese, Capt. Wolley
considered them vastly superior to the
Chinese. He did not, lmwc)'ﬂ‘, want to
see them any more than Chinese, for race
reasons—but that was the only reason.
The Japanese were a different sort of
men to the Chinese. 'They tried to
imitate the white people; were civil, con-
formed to the laws and dressed like the
white people. The speaker pointed out,
however, .that it may be necessary to
cultivate the Japanese for the sake of
Britain. They would be useful in case
of treuble with Russia. The speaker
also referred to the fish trade which had
recently sprung up between British Co-
lumbia and Japan—trade which \\'u.\"
formerly held by Russia.

As to the method of dealing with the |
yvellow invasion, the Captain condemned
the head tax as inadequate. It only ran

up the wages and brought the Chinaman !
more directly into competition with the |
white man. It increased the severity of |
the competition, There were two rea-
sonable things to do. One was to ex-
clude the Chinesd altogether cr let them |
come in by the millions. In the latter
case the white men might earn high '
wages ‘as coolie bosses, but posterity |
would suffer, and this wéuld be a settle-
ment of coolies,

Chinese servants got $23 per month.
The speaker could undertake to obtain
white girls for $15 per month. It sim-
ply meant that the Chinese were driy-
ing out our own people. A prominent
man had told him that girls in the East
who earned $8 per month as domestics
had written him inquiring the opportuni-
ties for employment here. They object-
ed, however, to working with Chinese.

The latter must be displaced or tvhite
domestics will not come in. Besides,
the boys want wives, and at ‘present
there were not enough women to go
romnd. In 1886 an office was established
in London for the promotion of emigra-
tion to the colonies. Circulars Were dis-
tributed - in 600 different offices through-
out the United Kingdom enumerating
the different forms of labor in the
colonies.

The speaker then read one of these in-
teresting documents:

“In British Columbia some farm hands
receive from $20 to $35 a month, with
board, but in Vancouver Island and else-
where many farmers employ Japanese
and Chinese for farm work at a lower
wage.” “Much of tlhe tailoring in Brit
ish Columbia is done by Chinese.” “In
British Celumbia there is also a very
large fishing industry, but most of the
employees are native - Indians.” “In
British Columbia female servants are
specially scarce, but Chinese and Jap-
anese servants are mainly used, especi-
ally in the country districts, as cooks
for the rougher kind of domestic work,
and for laundry work.”

Colonists are warned not to come here
because of the competition of Chinese
and Japanese in the various branches
mentioned.

It was expodi—“
tiously carried out, without any resort to
firearms, and the whole moral effect was'
most beneficial to the tribe, and entour-
aging to the missionaries and white set-
tlers, The latter have had to put up with
a good deal of insolence from the bucks,
and they feel very grateful to the com-
bkined Dominion and provincial authori- !
ties for their prompt action,

Intelligence of the projected expedition
had reached the Indians long before the
Quadra dropped anchor in Kingcombe
Inlet, for the papers had reached the
wkLites, and through them the redskins,
The sequel demonstrated that the Indians
had decided to circumvent the plans of
the police, and had laid elaborate plans
to that end.

The Quadra dropped anchor at -1
o’clock on Saturday afternoon about five
miles from the rancherie, and at a point

"where she could not be discerned from

the shore. Fearing, however, that intelli-
gence of her arrival might be conveyed to
the Indians,” Superintendent Hussey at
once ordered out the steam launch, and
with his officers proceeded up the bay to
the settlement, As they drew away from
the ship they saw a little canoe occupied
by one or two Indians close to the shore,
but paid little attention to it. Further
up still, another canoe was passed, and
then they were seen at imtervals all the
way up to the rancherie, the last being
stationed just outside the village.

The significance of it all was now
clear, By means of this line of canocs,
signals were passed to the village appriz-
ing the Indians of the arrival of the
Quadra, whereupgn all those who feared
arrest had taken to the mountains, They
had fully two hours’ start of the police,
so pursuit was out of the question.

Superintendent - Hussey had provided
himself with a half-breed interpreter at
Alert Bay, and through this man he in-
quired for the head chief Kaote, He was
conducted to his house and there met the
chief, and his son Klachilas. Through
the interpreter, Mr. Hussey intimated
what his mission was, and asked the
chief to deliver over ¥rank and Leslie,
at the same time reminding him of his
obligations as chief, to assist the authori-
ties. :

But the old man was obdurate, and
gave Mr. Hussey to understand that he
proposed to do no such thing. Finally
he intimated that he would like a private
talk with the superintendent, and when
this. was had he displayed a wonderfal
familiarity with Tammany politics. “I
know all white men like money,” he said,
“I give you $200. You go away and
don’t bother us any more.” i

The superintendent saw that persua-
sion was to be of no avail, and he then'
piainly stated in the presence of the big
crowd of gaping natives who surrounded
the chief and officers, that the chief had
been one of those who were a party to
the assault on the constables, that if he
delivered the men up quietly it would
likely be regarded as something in his
favor, but that otherwise he would bpe
severely dealt with. He further stated
that he would take the chief and his son
on the Quadra, there to stand their trial,

This made a profound impression on
the natives, and there was big talk in
Ckinook and plenty Qf gesticulation.
Meanwhile - Constables Wolcott and
Huson, who had been assaulted by the
Indians, recognized in Jack and Billy
two of their assailants and tpok them
into custody, i

They were all hurried on to the
Quadra, and thé Indians, now thoroughly !
alarmed, told the superintendent that
they would bring in Frank and Leslie
before Sunday night. Just at sundown
on Sunday evening they led Leslie into

| camp explaining that Frank would not

come, as he did not steal the cheque.

They were told that the Quadra would !
remain in port until 7 o’clock the next’
morning, and that if Frank was not de-|
livered by that time they must take the '
consequences. This had the desired ef-|
fect, for promptly at 7 o’clock the next
morning he was brought in.

They were all taken on board the;
Quadra, where Klachilas, Jack, Billy, |
Kalakoclilas, Frank and Leslie were |
sentenced to six months’ imprisonment, |
this being in addition to the original !
term for stealing to be served by Frank |
and Leslie, The old chief, considering !

Although not himself in
favor of this, he pointed out that it was
a- question if, as preachers are paid «
large salary for their services, teachers
in the Sunday schools should not be dealt
with in the same way. This would do
away entirely with the complaint so pre-
valent at present regarding the incom-
petency of some teachers who occupied
positions of responsibility in the schools
as; being' paid a salary, they of course
would have to qualify themselves »ny
passing examinations, This paper also
caused a considerable amount of discas-
sion, and was very favorably commented
upon.

The Rev, W. C. Merritt in an addross
spoke in the same strain. He referred
to the time in the United States when
the present system of publie schools was
not in vogue, and said .that the students
turned out then had not anything like the
education they had by going through-the
schools now. Since the government had
taken hold, the work had improved great-
ly, and was now a credit to tite country.
This could also be applied to the Sunday
school teachers. As long as there was
no system in educating them up to their
work the results would not be satisfae-
tory. i

Certainly soldiers would have to live
together on active service, In India,
and in other places abroad, because they
could not get accommodation in hotels

JURY’S VERDICT NOT
APPROVED BY JUDGE

| Mr. Justice Drake Says That in Nichol

Case Their Decision Was Con-
trary to His Views.

In Chambers on Saturday beforve the
Hon. Mr, Justice Drake, argument on
the motion for directions as to the costs
of the London commrssion in the libel
case suit, Rex vs, Nichol, which was ad-
journed from Thursday last to permit
counsel for the accused to put mn an
affidavit in reply to aflidavits on behalf
of the prosecution, was resumed, and
after the question under consideration
had been gone into very fully by both
sides, His Lordship reserved his dicision,
intimating that his decision, when given,
would cover the point as to whether the
accused is entitled to recover the_costs
of the two abortive trials in addition to
the cost of the third ti:al upon which a
verdict was given in his favor, although
the present motion wuas directed solely
to the question of the commission costs.

Section 833 of the Criminal Code, un-
der which the defendant is entitled to
recover his costs, reads ‘as foliows: “'In
the case of an indictment or mformation
by a private prosecutor for the publica-
tion of a defamatory libel, if judgment is
given for the. defendant, he shall be
entitled to recover from the prosecutor
the costs incurred by him by reason of
such .indictment or information,” etc.

The argument narrowed down practi-
cally to the question of what can be
considered in this case as costs properly
“incurred by reason of such indict
ment,” Mr. Cassidy, on behalf of the
prosecution, contending that since the
commission evidence was not put in upon
the third trial the expenses in connee-
tion with same were unnecessary, direct-
ing his argument to the question as to
whether the accused is entitled to any
of the costs of the first two trials, and
citing numerous authorities to support
his contention that such costs sheiild not
be allowed.

On the other side Mr. Langley, for the
accused, submitted that since upon the
first trial the prosecutors themselves re-
frained from entering the witness box
the commission evidence had then to be
put in, while upon the two subsequent
trials, when the prosecutors gave evi-
dence, the matters cuvered by the com-
mission were brought out in cross-ex-
amination, which was the main reason
for the omission of the London evi-
dence upon those occasions. If the
prosecutors had persisted in staying out
of the box,-argued Mr. Langley, the
accused would” have been compelled to
face his trial without one tittle of evi-
dence to support his case, had he not
had the commission to fall back upon—a
proposition with which His Lordship
failed to agree, stating that in his view
the fact of the commission having been
allowed in upon the first trial was no
ground for believing that it would have
the subsequent
ones, and that as a matter of fact the
accused, in his opinion, had produced
absolutely no evidence upon the trial.

“But we got the verdict,” objected Mr.

i Langley.

“Yes,” replied His Lordship, “but ‘up-
on no evidence. The jury saw fit to
bring in a verdict directly opposite to the
one I thought should have been given.”

“The jury were evidently satisfied
with the evidence,” objected counsel.

“Precisely,” said His Lordship, “they
were satisfied with nothing. You had
no evidence, and that was sufficient for
the jury.”

Counsel for the aecused asked for a
decision upon the point covered by his
motion only, but the Court thought it
more advisable that the whole question
as to costs of the absortive trials should
h_e settled at the same time, especially
since the arguments had been directed
to such question, and reserved decision
for consideration,

TRIAL OF ELDER

BROOKS COMMENCED

EVIDENCE ON CHARGE
HEARD THIS  MORNING

The Elder Pleads Not Guilty to the
Charge of Manslaughter—Unrep-
resented by Counsel.

Elder Eungene Brooks, of the Zionite
church, - was ‘arraigned in the Supreme
court this morning, before Mr. Justice
Drake, on a charge of manslaughter in
connection with the deaths of the two
Rogers children. There were four counts
in connection with the death of each of
the two children, three each under the

| Criminal Code and one each under the
| Common Law.
‘- The prisoner was unrepresented by
lcouusel, Deputy Attorney-General Me-
{ Lean appeared for the Crown.

The prisoner pleaded “not guilty,” and
Mr, McLean then filed the evidence of
the elder in the Brooks trial as admis-
sions. Stenographer Gilbert took the
box, and read the deposition of the ac-
cused on that occasion, ~

After the reading of the deposition da-
fendant was asked if he had any ques-
tions, and replied negatively.

William ‘.\"rgtlmll, night clerk in the
C. P. R, office, . was then called to the
witness box.  He téstified to having re-
ceived a message kpown to the court uas
exhibit No. 3, and dated September 3rd.
He rec¢eived it about 10 o’clock on the
night of that date. The message was ad-
dresged to Dr. Dowie, Chicago, and ask-
ed that that divine pray for the patient.

Defendant acknowledged having sent
the telegram. ;

John Rogers was next called. He lived
at No. 22 Sayward avenue at the time
bis little girl was sick. On the 3rd of
September there were six members in
his family. His eldest son was a little
rast eight and the baby a little over six
months old. Illness broke out abouat
three weeks before the death of the little
girl on the 4th of September. The little
boy took sick first and complained of
sore throat. His wife afterwards com-
plained, and then the others took ill, He
was of the opinion that the sickness was
either diphtheria, broncbitis or lung
trouble, but towards the last was inclin-
ed to believe that the disease was diph-
theria, Witness sent for the defendant
on September 3rd to pray for the little
girl, but the accused had been there be-
fore. Witness had not administeredl any
medicine. He did not do so because he
bad no faith in physicians or drugs, con-
sidering it wrong to employ either. It
was not because he was toe poor to em-
ploy them. Witness was a member of
the Christian church - for about 18
months,

Mr. McLean—“Did you ever hear the
defendant preach against the . use of
arugs or stimulants?” Witness—“Yes.”

Mr, McLean—“Mr, Brooks is one of
those then who led you to follow the
course you adopted in respect to the
treatment of the children?”

Witness thought that he was. Brooks,
after sending off the telegram, had re-
turned to his house and remained there
all night. Mrs. Maltby had come about
10 o’clock, and stayed for a while, re-
turning to the house after the child died.
Mrs. Brooks had also come about the
time the child died. Accused had done
nothing more than pray for the little
girl. Sometimes the defendant placed
his hands on the head of the child and
scmetimes he did not. Witness was not
present at the death of his second child.

Defendant then asked if Mrs..Brooks
was present after or before the relapse
of the child.

Witness—“I think
house.”

Mrs. Rogers was the next witness, She
was the mother of the little child who
died. She was oppoged to using drugs
i or employing doetors.” She had been con-
verted to Christian Science church by
reading Leaves of Healing and by hear-
ing the accused preach. On one oceasion
prior to her little girl’s death Elder
Brooks -had . told her ‘it might be diph-
theria. Witness did not fear the disease,
although knowing from what others told
her that it was dangerous. She realized
that about five minutes before the end
came that she was dying. She did not
know that the little boy was bad until
the morning that the little girl died.

Mr. Brooks—‘“What reason had you for
believing that God would heal?”

Witness—“He had healed in a case of
measles, of scarlet fever and in the case
of the eldest boy.”

Mr. Brooks—“The words were put in
your mouth that you were converted to
Christian faith by my preaching.”

Witness replied that she had been con-
verted from reading the Leaves of Heal-
ing and from hearing the accused and
others preach,

W. J. Hanna, the undertaker, testified
of having been notified of the-death by
Elder Brooks and of his having been
told by his informant that it was a case
of diphtheria. He had notified the
authorities of the case.

An adjournment was then taken until
2 o’clock this afternoon.

FOR BETTER DRAINAGE |
AT JUBILEE HOSPITAL;

Board of Direciors Explain Comprehen- |
sive Plan Prepared by Them—Thney
Want Assistance in Project.

A conference was held yesterday af-
ternoon at the city hall between a spe-
cial committee of the board of directors
of the Proviucial Royal Jubilee ho.\pit:lli
and the city council, to discuss the sub-
ject of improved drainage facilities for
the institution, The committee were
armed with a very comprehensive plan,
which was explained in detail by Vice-
President R, 8. Day, H., D. Helmcken
and others. During the conference the
discussion broadened considerably, and
the efficacy of the septic tank system
was questioned by Dr, Fagan, of the
provincial board of health, who was pre-
sent. The doctor contended that its
establishment in this city was unneces-
sary in view of the almost perfect sewer-
age system Victoria possessed,
which only required elaboration and im-
provement,

It was pointed
out -that the )drain in question was the
city’s, and tnless better facilities for
drainage were afforded the hospital the
nuisance could not be abated. The city
was confronted by two alternatives— i
it must either provide adequate dr:\inA‘
age or Dr. Fagan would prohibit the use .
of the box drain by the hospital, in which
contingency dump carts would have to
be utilized by the institution,

The board considered that the only
remedy was to inaugurate the septic
tank system of drainage for the hospital.
It was costly, he knew, but he hoped
that the council would assist them in
their efforts to install a satisfactory sys-
tem. In turn the board could assist the
council to seécure the passage of the b}-'
law dealing with ‘the septiec tank sys-!
tem. What the board proposed was to
revise and remodel the whole bospital-
drainage system and to install one thor- |
oughly efficient.

They had prepared a plan which in-
cluded the septic tank, flushing tank and
filter beds, the cost of which would be
$2,850. The septic tank could be con-
structed at Cadbora Bay road, where it
<ould receive the drainage from the hos-
pital, After passing through the tank
there could be no objection to it being
carried away in a box drain,

Mayor Hayward observed that the
scheme which was recently submitted to
the ratepayers provided for a septic
tank to ‘be placed about the.spot men-
tiongd by Mr, Day, while it also com- |
prehended an improved system for the
shospital in general !

Mr, Day said that the board’s archi-
tect recommended that they econstruet
their own septic tank, but such an un-
dertaking would be an expensive one,
and could not be accomplished without
assistance.

Dr, Fagan remarked that he could not
understand why Victoria and Vancouver
desired a makeshift system, such as he
believed the septic tank to be. Its ef-
ficacy was not fully established, and he
felt assured that it was unnecessary in
consideration of the fine drainage facili-
ties possessed by this city. Before being |
adopted the septic tank proposal must
be approved by the provincial board of
health,

There was a great deal of uncertainty
about the tank system. Filter beds may
not give satisfaction, and he thought it
meedless expenditure to install them
here. The city had a sewerage system
almost perfect, and the speaker was of
the opinion that the main sewer leading
1o Clover Point was sufficient for a city
farger than Victoria,

Ald, Cooley pointed out that there
~were some portions of the city which
would not be connected with this main.
That was why septic tanks were requir-
-~ed.

Dr, Fagan replied that septic tanks
were adopted in cities which did not
Possess the sewerage facilities of Vie-
toria. The question-was a serious one,
and should receive serious consideration.,
As regards the hospital draincge seme-
thing must be done. The attorney-gen-
eral had received many complaints about
the unsanitary condition of the Cad-
bora Bay road drain, for which the of-
fenders were the city and the hospital.
