To Be or Not $0 Be 2

There is a strong impression
abroad that the members of the
House of Assembly will not beal-
lowed to serve out the current term
for which they were elected, but that
there will be a dissolution and new
election before another session takes
place. In any case there would be
a general election some time in—
probably, June or July—1890, and
the reason given for shortening the
term of the ypresent representatives
is, that as a material change in the
qualification of legislative candidates,
as well a8 in the .elective franchise
has taken place—widening the area
from which those to-be chosen, as

.I"'well as those who are to make choice

are to come—the present house re-
presents only a._ portion of the con-
stituencies under the new franchise,
and should, therefore, give place to
one fully representing the proviance
as now constitutedy There is much
logieal force in this- plea for ‘an elec-
tion, although we have not heard of
any popular demand that one should
be held before the time fixed there-
for by law, and it may ‘be fairly
urged in favor of the statu quo that
the new franchise act came in the
natural course of events, without
popular excitement of any kind,
either preceding or following it, and
that at the time it was passed there
was no demand for an early election
by members of the legislature, or
indication on the part of the Gov-
ernment that one would take place.
The people seem to be indifferent in
the matter, and if there be a dissolu-
tion of the House, instead of allowing
1t to end by the expiration of the
time for which it was elected, we
presume the action of the Govern-
ment will be acquiesced in as a mat-
ter of course.

We are entirely uninformed as to
what the Government's views of the
subject may be, and it is possible
that there is no intention of dissolv-
ing. Should that be so it will, no
doubt, meet with general approval,
for aside altogether from the entire
absence of any manifesc demand on
the part of the people or press for a
general election, we think it will be
conceded that it is-bad, in principle,
to shorten the legal term of a legisla-
tive body, simply as a matter of per-
sonal politics, which it would evi-
"dently be when no demand is made
for such action on public grounds.

As we have said, the enlarged
franchise furnishes a logical - reason
on which to excase a dissolution, but
the demand for the exervise of exe-
eutive power in the matter will
come, it at all, from within the ex-
ecutive and ‘not from those who are
soon to be entranchised. Besides,
there is much to urge in favor of de-
terring an election until the regular
time, in order that the new lists may
be the better understood.

So far as the North Shore is con-
cerned, an election before.the month
of June would be inconvenient for
& very considerable number of elec-
tors and particularly of those who
are to have votes for the first
time law, for it is safe to say
that the majority of them will be far
away in the lumber camps; rendering
a winter election practical disfran-
chisement for them ; and it will,
therefore, seem almost a mockery to
give them the right to vote and,
then, by bringing on an election out
of the usual course, deprive - them of
opportunity to enjoy their newly-
acquired privilege.

The position of the Government
seems to be a strong one, and it bids
fair to remain so.* The only change
that appears to have taken place
since prorogation is in St. John,
where two of its supporters have,
very unreasonably we think, resign-
ed because the man of their choice
was not appointed police magistrate
for that city. That question, how-
ever, can“have no material effect
beyond St, John, and even should
two opposition men be elected to the
vacancies created there, the Govern-
ment.will still be very strong.

Our northern members are mainly
Government supporters, and will,
doubtless, continue o be so, unless
they csn see their way clear to the
securing of a reduction of stumpage
by offering opposition, and there does
not seem to he any prospect of 3
practical solution of the great North
Shore question in that direction, just
now, while it is really doubtful
whether there are not some of the
northern representatives who could
be held by the Government against
that or any other public interest, by
merely local or even personal consid-
erations. Solong as the North Shore
contingent has in it an appreciable
element of such material, it will ren-
der an equitable settlement of the
stumpage question the more difficult,
and it is, therefore, to be hoped that
every man chosen at the next elec-
tion—whenever it may take place—
will be of sufficient calibre to hold
this question as of paramount im-
portance, whether he be a supporter

In doing so he has Wueen

found on the opposition side of the
House—at times, no doubt, only

th¥dugh a desire to be consistent ani

not frommepersonal " choice, for we
believe that, outside of the Stum-

page question, Mr. Tweedie's prefer

ences were mainly on the Govern-
ment side. Notwithstanding his

position as a recognized opnositionist,

however, he been  able
to exercise considerable influence
with the Government in matters af-
fecting the County, which, we think,

owes him continned support for the
independence he has displayed and
also because he makes a good all-
round representative.

‘We have not heard of any others
of our members canvassing, but Mr.
Hutchison assures his friends that he
does not intend to offer for the next
Assembly. Whoever may do so, how-
ever,it 18 to be hoped that the electors
will be careful to choose men capable
of intelligently, ably and unselfishly
assisting each other to restore North-
nmberland to her proper place in the
Government of the Province and also
in obtaining for her more just treat-
ment in the way of public ex-
penditures than she has received for
some years. Her contributions to
the provincial revenue -are much
larger than those of any other County
in the province, and while we can-
not expect to receive back as much
as we pay, our people may justly
urge through their representatives
more adeqnate consideration in the
direction indicated than has, of late,
been accorded them.

Revision of the Electoral Lists.

It is important that the revisors for
the different parishes of the province
attend promptly and faithfully to the
work entrusted to them under the Act
of the last session of the legislature re-
lating to Elections to the General As-
sembly. The work of the revisors is
the more important this year because
the lists to be made up will be those on
which the next general election will be
held.

It is the duty of the assessors of
every parish to deliver to the revisors
on or before 1st August a copy of the
names of all the male persons entered
upon their assessment lists, giving par-
ticulars of property, etc. We under-
stand that this"was not done in some
parishes, and the failure of the Asses-
sors in this respect renders them liable
to a heavy penalty, although it .is not
probable thai those in default will be
proceeded against, as the law is new
and its provisions, as yet, but imper-
fectly understood and. there will be a
disposition to make allowances, in the
working of the law until officials get
more accustomed to it.

The revisors, having availed thcm-
selves of all means for ascertaining the
names of qualified electors, shall,before
the 1st September, meet and make up
a list thereof as provided by the Act,
and shall, not later than 10th Ssptem-
ber, post up a copy thereof in at least
three of the most public places in the
polling sutdivision of the parish for

a notice of the time and place of the
revisors’ meeting (which must be be-
tween 20th and 25th October) for the
purpose of dealing with applications 1o
add or strike off names, and any person

Ohatham Misrepresented.

Nou cause—good ob otherwise—can be
permanently helped by misrepresenta-
tion, and we are sure that the local
gentlemen, at least, who were respousi-
ble for the late Jesuits’ Estates meet-
ing in Chatham will not feel that their
side of that mischievous question is
strengthened or anybody benefitted by
the Montreal Witness’ report of what
took place here. The Halifax corres-
pondent of that paper, writing on 13th
inst., says :—

At Chathsm - on Tuesday, Dr. Burns
joined the Rev. D. J. Macdonnell, when
a large meeting was held under the aus-
pices of the Presbytery of Miramichi. The
Romaun Catholics packed the weeting and
did what in them lay to prevent a full
and free expression of public sentiment.
The two espeakers were repeatedly and
most rudely interrupted. At times it
seemed as if liberty of speech would be
denied then. When the leaders shouted
and vapored and put impertinent gues-
tions in their wonted way, the gapg that
gathered round them roared themselves
hoarse. It is estimated that there were
about a hundred outside, ready to rush
in if required and toswamp the vote
were an attempt made to take it.
Repeatedly, the chairman (Rev. W, W.
Aikin of Newcastle), asked if there was
po Justice of the Peace present to protect
the speakers in their right of speech.
After a while a magistrate did warn-them.
Mr. Soowbeall went over amongst them
and told them they were disgracing the
town, Rev. Neil Mackay threatened to
take down their names, They were then
somewhat quietier. Had the meeting
been under the auspices of the Roman
Catholic bishop rather than of the Pres-
bytery of Miramichi, and could we con-
ceive it poseible for Protestants to assume
the rowdy’s roll—the vocabulary would
have been ransacked to get epithets hard
enough to heap on us; but there, as with
the slaves down South in days of yore,
we Protestants have ‘‘no rights which
Roman Catholics are bouund to respect.”
Two leaders of this opposition were broth-
ers, the one an honnrable, a former mem=
ber of the New Brunswick Cabinet, and
the other a Government official of the
town. We trust the partisan and offen-
sive behaviour of the latter, who, as a
public official (especially holding such an
office) should be neutral and impartial,
will be remembered when the proper
time comes.

The steam tog Victor is the latest
addition to the Miramichi steam fleet,
which already numbers, by the registry
records, 29 vessels, besides a number of
steam yachts not registered. The Victor
was built at the Miramichi Foundry and
Machine Works, and although a light
draft boat, drawing only three and a
half feet when loaded, is 70 ft.
long 16 ft beam and 5 ft. hold. She has
hacmetac frame, birch bottch, spruce
topsides and ceiling and is fastened with
galvanized iron. Her boiler is of loco-
motive pattern of 5 ft. diameter, and
inclading the back ¢ tion, is 17 ft.
long. 1t is of steel and built and stayed
to carry 100 Ibe pressure, The engines
are double, having oylinders I2x15 inches
and are geared to the main shaft, The
paddle wheels are 12 ft diameter, There
are two fresh water tanks which hold
2500 gals, The Victor makes 11} miles
an hour ruoning light.
