LEPERS AND
LEPROSY.

Three Afflicted Persons taken
to Tracadie.

THEY CAME T0 CANADA
FROM 1CELAND.

Dr. Smith Brings Them From
Wibnipeg:

Dr. Swmith baving in charge three Ice-
landic lepers, who had been found in Winni-
peg passed through Montreal -last wight on
his way to the lazaretto at Tracadie, N. B.
where the lepers will be placed in seclusion,
The lepers are being tranaported in s freight

Breton is free from the taint, and the puns
at Tracadieo have had the pumber of their
charges materially increased.

The first Iszaretto built at Tracadie in
1844 was ereoted on an island, the surround-
ing water coustituting a cut-off. But the
buildings, which were of the flimsiest de-
scription aod, miserably equipped, caught
fire and burned down, a number of patients
losing their lives by fire and water. The
helpless were burned and the others drown-
ed in overcrowding the hoat, in which they
tried to reach the maioland, The second
lazaretto is established on the mainland. It
is & substantisl structure and well endowed
by the Government and in charge of nuns,
the pioneer of whom is a Montreal lady
named Viger. She took charge in 1868, and
is atill there, the only sarvivor of the hand-
full of devotees that accompanied her. Thure
were 40 lepers in the place in 1868, to-day
the number is about a score, and no new
cases, ascribable to the original ontbreak in
Caoada, have been discovered for half a
dozen years. The system of segregationis
followed and followed to the letter. The
patients are absolately isolsted from all ex-
cept their attendants.

The average age of a leper, says Dr.
Smitbh, is ten years, though he has known
some to live for twenty years, The people
suffering from this iocurable disease are
always hopeful of recovery, and are never
to be reconciled to the fact that they are
doomed, the men more so in this latter
respect than the women. Dr. Smith does
not concur in the majority opinion of the
medical profession thst the disease is not
bereditary. He believes it is hereditary
and also cont«ginus,

And this opinion is valuable, for no man
bas had a better chance than Dr. Smith to
study this disease. He has seen leprosy in
all its phases for over a dscade., The
children’s children of married lepers have
been brought to him, the disvase having
skipped one generation. This has occurred
in & number of cases, Yet Dr. Smith does
not give up hope of a care, and one of the
last statements he made was: ‘I believe
that before long a specific will be found for
the disease,”

But even this little ray of hopa was lost
upon the three patieats who heard, bat did
not understand, the words, spoken in a
strange tongue.

The train soon afterwards pulled ont and
sped the Icelanders om to " their prison
hospital, where, like Hall Caine’s ““Bond-
man” of their native land, they have been
d to a fate to end only with their

car which is run next to the engine, and is
duly placarded. This car was transferred
from the C. P. R. Wignipeg train at Moa-
treal Junction, to the Halifax train, and
continued its journey with little loss of
time.

These people came into Csuada by the
Maritime province winter ports, of which
there are two, Halifax and St. John. The
lepers crossed the ocean in the steerage of &
steamship, and crossed half the continent
before the nature of the disease was suspec-
ted. Ou being isolated at Winnipeg, the
local physicians were at first unable to tell
the natare of their ailment, though the
dreadful malady was suspected.

The Government at once sent west Dr.
Smith, of the Tracadie, N. B, lazaretto,
with the result that he has retarned East
to his hoepital with the three afflicted
persons, one of whom is a woman, aud they
wiil be immured for the rest of their lives
along with the other inmates,

This is not the only instance of defective
quaraotioe to which the public sttention
has been drawan within a recent period.
Not so very long ago a party of Galicians
entered Canada the same way, and at Wia-
nipeg, there were found to be several cases
of small-pox among them. The disease
spread and some half dozen persons were
stricken, deathe ensuing.

Hitherto the only point that has assured
any degree of freedom from saeh ocourrences
as are related, was the fact that the tide of
immigration iot) Canada during the winter
months bas beensmall. In summer matters
are better adjusted. The immigrants enter
Canads, ia the main, by the St. Lawrence
route. There isa splendid system of quar-
antice at Groese Isle, below Quebec, and
but few infected foreigners escape the eagle
eyes of Dr. Montizambert, the medical of-
ficer in charge, and his staff,

In connection with the cases of leprosy,
it is to be said that the greatest danger ea-
1¢ts on the Pacific coast, where there is a
conetant incomiog stream of celestials from
China. Several loathsome cases have been
discovered at Vancouver and Victoria,
among both transients and residents of the
“pig-tail” clase. The former were at once
deported to Chiua, and the latter taken toa
emall island, off the British Columbia
coavt, where they are carefully guarded till
death ensues. The existence of these
Chinese lepers, usnally short, is described
as most pathetic, cat off as they are from
friends, cuaetoms and familiar surroundings.
Attempts have been made time and again
to encape, but without avail. The atten-
dants are kindly, but the Orientals do not
take to kinduess on the part of whites, with-
out the compensating indulgence in, for in-
stance, fan-tern or a whiff of opium, and
theee are debarved.

Occasionally a case of leprosy in the in-
cipient stage is not detected by the physi-
oian who examines John, when he pays his
$50 entry fee. It was only a short time
since that right here in Moantreal a Chinas.
man suffering from leprosy applied at a
local hospital for treatment. His case was
diagnosed correctly and at once, bat such
a bad case was it, that the patient lived
only a few daye, his desease occurring soon-
er, however, throngh some slight complica-
tion. A thorough i ion of Lag
tiere street —local Chinatown—however, ro-
vealed no farther trage of the disease.

When passing through, Dr. Smith, of the
Tracadie lazaretto, aud his patients had a
car all to themselves. Most despondeut
were the trio at being torn from their
friends, and doomed to a living deatn down
on the baoks of the Miramichi River. The
suffrers may not be returned to Iceland,
for they are said to be of the class whose
presence in Canada bd been specially solic-
ited by emigration agents.

Death of a Former Bay du Vin
Olergyman.

One of the saddest fatilities that has
taken place in Westmorland County for a
long time is the death of Theophilus L.
Williams, Mecthodist minister at Point da
Bate who lost his life while on s shooting

pedition with a pai d Carter,
of Sackville who it is belisved bas shared
the same fate. Beyond the fact that they
bad left Westmorland Point on Wednes-
day of last week to shoot wild fowl in the
bay and bad net returned, and that Mr.
Williame’ dead body was fouad in a boat
that had drifted ashore at Wood Point,
some miles distant, Thureday forenoon,
very bittle is known, and unless Mr., Carter
turns up, the affair will probably slways be
shrouded in mystery. The moat probable
theory from the facts that have come to
light ie that they remained off shore uatil
sfter dark and became loat, or were unable
to land owing to rough water, and perished
during the night. Another theory is that
sn accident happened by which Mr. Carter
was thrown into the water and that Mr.,
Wiiliams, who may bave lacked experience
with a boat, was unable to make the shore.
Mr. Carter had accepted a position to
which he was appointed on the Moncton
police force and was to have reported for
duty on May 1st. At the inquest a verdict
of death from exhaustion was returned.

Mr. Williams was trained for the Metho-
dist ministry in London and dil eervice in
that city as a local and street preacher un-
til 1875. He left London in the fall of that
year in company with Rev. W. J. Kirby,
Rev. Wm. Wass aod Rev. J. Goldsmith,
Mr. Goldsmith going to P. E. L, and
Messrs. Kurtby and Wass to Fredericton,
while Mr. Williams came to Chatham and
after staying her:, as the guest of Mr.
Snowball for a few days, proceeded to Bay
du Vin, where he labored as the resident
Methodist minister of Hardwick for some
time. His many friends on the Miramichi
will hear of his uutimely and mysterious
death with great regret.

The Moncton Times of Monday last says:

After some indecwsion Rev. Mr. Williams’
funeral service was appointed for Sunday
afternoon. It was conducted by Rev. Dr.
Stewart, but all the Methodist elergymen
from Sackville were in attendsnce. The
body will be taken to-day to Aanapolis * for
ioterment, where near relatives of the de-
ceased reside. A nephew, F. W. W. Pick-
up, of Annapolis, arrived at Point du Bate
on Satarday.

Parties are still searching constantly for
Mr. Carter's body, but it has not yet beea
found. Some persons familiar with the op-
poaite shore believe that Carter went down
in quickeaunds, bat the general supposition
is that be was drowned. Great sympathy
is felt for Mrs. Carter, who was formerly
Miss Goodwiy, of Bay Verte.
