JAPANESE JIU-JITSU.

| by Policemen.

More than 2,500 years ago there
sprang into existence in Japan an
order of knights who were known as
the Samurai. To them were impart-
ed all the learning, the polite breed- |
{ing and the forms of superiority that
mark the gentleman. They were skill-
ied in arms and versed in the arts of
war, for they were the Emperor’s
ilighting men, and none but they were
allowed to bear arms.
| As there could not always be war
on hand, and as it was considered be-
ineath the dignity of the Samurai to
go into any ordinary calling, 1t came
@bout maturally that these little
knights found much idle time on their |
Hands. - Being men of war, they
turned their attention to athletic
feats. One among the Samurai con-
ceived the idea of learning by prac-
tice the location of cvery sensitive |
nerve and muscle in the body. After |
that he discovered all the joints of
the bones that couln be seized in |
such a way as to give momr-ntary(
power over the muscles of an ad- |
versary. He practiced with his fel-
low Samurai, and thus by degrees
was developed the most wonderful
system of athletics known' in the |
world. The Japanese call this work
{jiu-jitsu. The deft pressures applied
in the practice of jiu-jitsu produce
only momentary pain, but do not
really injure the muscles or nerves. In
all other things the Japanese arc the
most polite people in the warld; so,
|it follows that even in their fighting |
|they have adopted a humane yet ef-
i fective method of self-defence. They
do not strike out with the clenched
fist and seck to bruise, as do the An-
glo-Saxons in their boxing contests.

A knowledge of jiu-jitsu enadles one
{almost instantly to convince his op-
ponent that it is useless to fight.
| There are now schools of jiu-jitsu ev-
erywhere in Japan. Every soldier,
sailor, and policeman is obliged to
perfect. himself in the system. A
Japanese policeman possessed of the
art has been known single-handed to!

| YOUTHFUL BRITISH CABINET |
MINISTERS.

Britain Has Some Very Young!
Men Round Her Cabinet
Board.

Two things strike onc forcibly
looking into the composition of the
present British Cabinet—the youth-
fulness of the great majority of - its |
members and the surprisingly short !
tiize in which a legislator may blos- |
som from the position of a private |
and unknown member of Parliament |
into full Cabinet honors.

In the present British Cabinet just
half its members are still in or un-
der the forties, and five have yet
to sec their forty-fifth birthday. There
are seven Ministers in the fifties, ‘and
only two who have lived more than
sixty vears, while the average age of
|its eightcen members is hut a few
months over f{ifty years. If youth is
any guarantee of political efficiency,
then the Cabinet of to-day ought o
establish a record of achievement.

Some of its members have had
carcers as remarkable as their youth-
fulness. In past, generations a man
who reached Cabinet rank any time
with a quarter of a century was con-
sidered fortunate as well as clever. It
is true that William Pitt, that poli-
tical prodigy, was Chancellor of the
J Exchequer at tho age of twenty-three,
jaiter two years’ apprenticeship in the
{House; but his father, the great Earl
(of Chatham had to wait twenty-one
years before he became Secretary of
|{State. Mr. Gladstone was Colonial
jSecretary eleven years after he first
|entered the House of Commons: and
lit took Canning thirteen years, Fox
fourteen, Sir Robert Peel thirteen,
Lord Beaconsfield fifteen, and Lord
Randolph Churchill eleven years to
‘qualify for Cabinet rank.

ONLY EIGHT YEARS.

1t is only eight years since Mr.
| Lyttelton entered Parliament as mem-
iber for Leamington, and to-day he
fills the exalted position vacated by
|Mr. Chamberlain—a promotion as as-
\tounding as if a junior at the bar
{were with one leap to take his seat
jon the woolsack, or at least among
the law lords. But he had a rival in
ithe veteran Lord Ealsbury, who was
{in the Cabinet within eight years of
|finding a seat in the Commons for
{Launceston. In both cases these
(honors came to men who were no
longer quite young, for Mr. Lyttleton
became a member of the Cabinet at
47 and Lord Halsbury at 60.

To some of their colleagues fate has
|been much kinder.
|berlain had only been three years in
the House when he became a Lord of |
the Admiralty, and seven ycars lat-
ler he found his way into the Cabinct
while still in.the thirties, a wonder- |
ful record of advancement; but still!
!inferior to that of Lord Randolph |
| Churchill, who was Secrctary for
|India at the early age of 86.

LESS THAN. FORTY.

| Lord Stanley, too, in a sensc beats
|Mr. Austin Chamberlain’s achieve-
!ment, for after three years in

House ‘'he was made a Lord of the
Treasury, and Postmaster-General
|with a seat in the Cabinet after clev-
'en years, and while still two years
on the sunny side of 40. Mr. Ar-
inold-Foster must be bracketed with
|Lord Stanley, for it is only
yvears since he first
{the Commons, and to-day he fills the i
ihigh position of Secretary of State
|for War.

The Prime Minister has also a very
igratil‘ying record of advancement, for
he was only a dozen years in reach-
‘mg the Cabinet. It is interesting to
\note that, although Mr. Balfour was
|in the nursery when Lord Halsbury
| was a fully-fledged barrister, he is the
|Father of his Cabinet, with a record
|of 29 years’ service in the Commons.
{Mr. A. G. Murray makes a dead-heat
|with his chief by winning a Cabinet
| prize within 12 years.
| MAKE A RECORD.
| Thus we see no fewer than seven of
tho present British Ministers have
|won their positions after an appren-
| ticeship of a dozen years or less, the
| time that it takes the average curate
{to graduate into the dignity %f a
|vicar, or a very successful lawyer to
become a junior K. C.

Although Mr. Wyndham finds him-
self a Cabinet Minister at the early
jage of 40, ho has been less success-
|ful than some of his colleagues ' in
having to wait 14 years for his re-
ward; but he is still ahead of Mr.
i Akers-Douglas, Mr. Gerald Balfour
and Mr. Long.

Lords Onslow, Selborne and Ash-
bourne were legislators for 18 years
before reaching their present  emi-
nence; and Mr. Broderick, who |is
icommonly considered_ a very lucky
iman, actually wins&the ‘‘wooden
spoon’’ of the Cabinet, for 20 ycars
separated the day on which he first
Isat as M. P., for West Surrey from
the day, in 1900, when he became
Secretary for War.

The Widower is a migratory bird,
land at intervals makes its appear-
ance in every community, but so
lgloatly is it esteemed as a household
ipet, and so kecn is the pursuit after
ut that it rarcly escapes the net of
ithe fowler for long, and few of the
{species are to be seen at large.

| In appearance the Widower is what
{may be called interesting rather than
| beautiful, though it varies greatly at
idifferent ages. When it is young it
has a sad and melancholy air, and
jutters plaintive notes that make ev-
iery female who hears it long to con-
{sole it. But this sorrowful swan
song lasts only during the first few
lmonths After that it grows chirpy
and chipper, und blithely carols a
merry roundelay that greatly resemb-
Jes “‘A Hot Time in the Old Town
To-night.”’

The plumage of the Widower is al-
80 worthy of note, for it has the pe-
culiar, chameleon—lxke quality of
changing under difierent conditions.
During captivity it almost invariab-
ly wears a garb of sombre hue un-
fashionable in cut, and frequently
conspicuously unpreened and un-
kempt.

The moment,however, it becomes
free this strange bird blossoms forth
in a beautiful gorgeous coat of live-
ly hues that is calculated to catch
the eyc fram a distance; but as soon
as it is again caught and caged it
molts its tine feathers and resumes its
unattractive appearance.

No one has ever been able to ac-
count for this idiosyncrasy, but the
phenomenon of the Widower doing his
lightning change act into a butterfly,
or back into a grub, may be witness-
ed daily. This peculiarity, unfortu-
nately, often causes great disappoint-
ment to the owners, as not infre-
quently a female goes to great trou-
ble to capture a Widower, thinking
it a Bird of Paradise, only to dis-
cover when she has got it home that
it is nothing but a scarccrow. Thus,
from this simple circumstance, does
nature teach us not to buy a bird by
its looks.

Concerning the anatomy of tne
Widower ornithologists difier greatly,
though all agree that it is All Heart.
Some authorities contend, Kowever,
that this organ, in size and shape, is
like an omnibus, while others hold
that it is of the elasticity and dura-
bility of a football. It is interest-
ing to obrerve that some of the
most earncst and painstaking inves-
tigators along this line of scientific
research are women, and we may
confidently look for valuable light to
ibe thrown on the subject in the near
future.
| 'The chicef characteristic of the Wid-
'ower is, as has been stated, its abil-
ity to arise from the ashes of the
‘funeml pyrec—as long as it is its
wlreu funeral—with renewed youth.

Reputable eye-witnesses declare that
'they have seen one of these' birds,
droopy, with draggled tail feathers,
and one leg swathed in red flannel
bandages for rheumatism, suddenly
lmet.amox‘phosed into a giddy young
ithing that could dance the two-step
and stay up all night, and that look-
ied like a two-year-old. It has also
'been observed that the oftener the
|Widower arises from the ashes the
younger it becomes, until after about
the third rejuvenation nothing but
a debutante is young enough to at-
tract its attention,

In its habits the Widower is a
curious combination of the fly bird
and the barn-yard fowl. for while its
igiddy flights are interesting it is ad-
mirable because it knows how /to
;scratch for a living. It has, too,
|generally a well-lined nest, instead of
ha.wing to build one.
! In a way the Widower has some-
{thing of the predatory characteris-
tics of the hawk, and knows that the
only way to get a thing is to take
it, and this causcs it to often pounce
upon the most charming young pul-
let in the bunch and bear her away,
under the very ecyes of her chaperon.
On the whole, though, it conducts its
love-making after the manner of the
nightingale, and sings a song of such
surpassing sweetness that no hecart
can resist it. i

There are many reasons why wo-
men should have a great fondness for
Widowers, and a desirc to possess
one. It is always much more com-
fortable to have a thoroughly trained
pet about the house than one that
one has to domesticate themselves.

‘A Widower’s first owner has al-
ways taken the edge off of it and
taught it little tricks, and it knows
when to pipe up, and when to sit
on his peréh and keep mum, all of
which render it a most desirable or-
nament for the parlor or boudior.

Inasmuch as the Widower has once
been caught in the matrimonial trap,
it has been argued that it showed
lack of intelligence in allowing itself
to be snared a second time. The
truth seems to be, however, that af-
ter having once had its wings clip-
ped, it does not know what to do
with frecdom, and so returns to the
edge through force of habit.

A BEGGAR’S FORTUNE

RUSSIA AND JAPAN,

The principal items of war news during
the past week are as follows:

The Cnrean gevernment has ordered
its troops te join those of Japan in oper-
ativns against the Russisns in Cores.

The stending army of Corea new oon-
sists of sbuut seventeen thousand men,
with Earopean methods. In 1896 it was
taken in hand by a Rusian colonel with
three commissioncd and ten non-cem-
missioned ofticers who retived, however,
io 1898 A Royal bedy guard of a thoua-

v

officers destroyed her and she filled.
Nextthe Bayo Maru was serionsly dam-
aged by the enemy’s shells and she sank
before reachinz the harbour entramce,
“Inthe meanwhile the Hokokn Maru
and the Jinsen Maru had sdvanced w th
great rapi lity and had reache | the enter-
ance to the harbor with ceusiderable
difficulty. The Hokokn Maru was on the
other side of the strand+1 R 1ssinn batle-
ship Retvizan and the Jinsin Maru on the
eastern side. The crewsof each lighted
explosives t) destroy the merchantmen
aud after giving a loud cheer, got into
their small boats. Wheu they feund
their vessels sinking, the crews endeav-
ored to row to the Japanese torpedo
basts which were ready to pick them
up, but the Russian searchlights lic up
their path and the Russian fice became
very severe. The crew in their small
boats were comp:llel t> row around
under eover, and they were unable to
reack the Turpedo boats, The saa be
came heavier at sunrise ard the crews

and men was formed and had be¢n well
drilled, and then a draft of well trained
men was transferred from it to the other
regiments of the standing army. A police
ferce of about two thousand men has also
been formed and is under the police
department.

There has been great rejoicing in St.
Petersburg over a reported victory of the
Russian ships over those of Japan at
Port Arthuron Wednesday of last week,
At tiret it was reported that several Jap-
anese war ships had been sunk. Subse-
quently, however, the affaic was reported
as follows from the Russian side:—

8t. Petersburg, Feb. 26,—A despatch
from Port Arthur says the Japanese
torpede boat attack of Feb. 25 resultel in
acomplete Ruassian success. The accurate
shooting on the batteries inflicted losses
on the evemy, and caused the boiler on
one of the Jspinesc torpedo boats -to
explode. Eaily in the morning a Japanese
fleet, consisting of six battleships and four
cruisers, appeared on the horizon, The
Russisn cruise's ‘*Askold’ ‘Bayan’ aad
*Novik,’ were then in the harbor, and the
Japanese terpedo boats advanced to with-
in thirty or thirty-five eable leagths to
attack them. The Jspanese battleships
and eraisers separated, and then advanced
against twe Russian torpedo boats cruising
in Pigeon Bay. O .e of thelatter broke
throuzh the enemy’s line under a het fire
and reached the harbor. At 10.45 o’clock
a fierve artillery engagement begsa be-
tween the Japanese battleships and the ]
Russian  cruisers supported by shore
batteries. In view of the superiority of !
the enemy’s bi:tleships over the thres
light Ruassiat  cruisers, the 1.tier were
withdrawn, The enemv cossed fire at 11.
25 o'clock,, niut 12 »'slo:k the Japan-
ose ships cumng the Risim torpedo
boats, bagan tofi @ upn tiwe fors, but
the fire did not lest loaug. Tne Japanese
manoenvering wasola usy, and (n ¢ 1*ning
their vesi-ls guns 80 ¢lose to one anetirer
that R 1ssian shells epnlf be asen faliing
en them as they huddle i together.

A Jpanass torpedé boat, which was
driven ashore near Port B lwoli, is sap-
posed to have belouged to the flaet which
was escorting the fireships destroyed on
the night of Feb, 23.

Fcom the Japane-e sids the ssme affair
is reported as follows: —

Tokio, Feb. 27—The official report of
the naval officers who attempted to block
the enterance to the harbor of Port Arthur
en the morning of February 24, diffors in
seme respects from the accounts already
printed. From this reporc it appears that
the Rassian seasrchlights discovered
the approach of the ftive Japanese steamers
before they reached the point where it
was proposed to sink them and that the
Russian guns disabled three of the five.
Another new festure is that a poition of
the crews of the sunken steamers were
not picked up until the afternoon of the
24th. Tae report of ufficers in substance
isas follows. ‘‘Five vessels, intended to
ebstruct the entrance to Port Arthur,
advanced about 4 v'clock on the moruing
of the 24th, from southward throngh the
Lao Thre Shan towards the mouth of the
port. It appears that the Tenchin Maru,
which was in the van, was stee ed too far
to pert and when she was about three
miles to the southwast off shore she was
shot and seriously damaged. She was run
on the shoals instantly. The other steam-
ers which were in her wake, changed their
course to the northeast and advauced bat
the enemy’s sea: chlights flashed upon them
and impeded their progress. The enemy’s |
fire struck the steering gear of the Bushin
Masru, disabling her. She grounded near
