Joliette, Que., Oct. 18.—The neces­

"I am greatly surprised that the 
American immigration authorities take 
such action, which would tend to make 
the United States, equally with Eng­
land, the laughing stock of the civil­
ized world, as regards the treatment 
of militants, but I confidently expect 
that the American stiffragetes will 
make such a protest as will lead to 
the rescinding of the deportation or­
der.

Halifax, Oct. 19.—Rolanfl Carter, 
aged 1G years, son of Robert Carter, 
chartered accountant, was accident­
ally shot and killed while bunting at 
Ingramport, St. Margaret's Bay, on 
Saturday. Young Carter with several 
other boys left the city on a shooting 
expedition on Saturday. The boys 
went to a camp in the woods five miles 
back of Ingramport. During the day, 
while walking along a path the Car­
ter boy -saw a small snake and at- 
temped to kill it with the butt end of 
his rifle. The weapon, which carried 
a 32 calibre cartridge was discharged 
and the bullet entering his breast 
passed clear through his body.

His companions were terribly 
shocked by the sad happening. Two 
of them Started out for assistance, and 
It was a long time before they could 
find any person. Then they reached 
the lumber camps and about fifty 
men, In response to the appeals of the 
frightened boys, made all haste 
through the woods to the scene of 
the accident. These men did every­
thing possible to relieve the suffering 
of the injured boy and then lh relays 
they carried him out of the woods.

DAYS TO EVACUATE
Montreal, Oct. 19.—A resolution pro­

testing against the “attempt made in 
the city of Kiev to revive the hideous 
charge of ritual murder known as the 
blood accusation against Judaism and 
the Jewish people." was unanimously 
adopted amidst frantic cheers by a 
mass meeting of three thousand local 
Hebrews this afternoon.. The resolu­
tion. was intended to . voice a cry 
against the blow stmcjfr at them and 
their religion by the Boiliss trial now 
in progress in Russia. The speakers 
included Mayor . Lavallee, Godfrey 
Ijanglois and several prominent Heb­
rews. All expressed sympathy with 
the Jews and the protest against the 
charge of ritual murder. The meeting 
was one of the most demonstrative 
ever held by the Jewish people in 
Montreal.

OS London—meaning the world's me­
tropolis, not London, Ont., Ohio or 
Texas—will have a new Lord Mayor 
next month. He is Sir Thomas Yan- 
eittart Bowater, and Ik will celebrate 
his fifty-first birthday today. 
Thomas was born on Oct. 20, 1S62, in 
Manchester, and is the first native of 
Lancashire to attain the high office to 
which he has just been elected. Ht- is 
“In trade" as the head of an important 
firm of paper dealers, and is describ­
ed as one of the most popular business 
men in "the city."

The new Lord Mayor has had some 
distinguished ancestors. One of them 
was Edward Bowater. who fought at 
Trafalgar, and later became admiral 
of the white fleet, and another was 
General Sir Edward Bowater, who was 
wounded at Waterloo. Sir Thomas— 
he was knighted in 1906—went to Lon­
don as a young man. and his business 
acumen has made him immensely 
wealthy. Without money in large 
quantities, and the willingness to 
spend it, he could never have been 
elected Lord Mayor, for the chief duty 
of that official is to preside in gorge­
ous robes at banquets paid for by him 
self. Sir Thomas will receive a sal­
ary of $30,000 for his year as Lord 
Mayor, but that trifling sum will not 
begin to cover expenses. His rule will 
extend only over the one square mile 
of the corporation of London, the busi­
ness centre known as "the city,' 
which has a resident population of 
only about 25.000, although a million 
or more people spend the working day 
within its limits. Theoretically, the 
Lord Mayor is supreme over this lim­
ited territory, and even the King 
ask permission to enter the city gates 
Of course, there are no gates, but 
London w as once a walled town with 
gai r-s and tlie old fiction is retained.

Sir Thomas became & common coun­
cilman fourteen years ago. and was 
elected sheriff of ’he "city" in 1905 

is a knight of Norwegian and 
Greek orders.

THE FIRST NAVAL BATTLE.
The first great and decisive naval 

battle in history was fought at Sala­
mis. between the Greek and Persian 
fleets. 2,393 years ago today, Oct. 20. 
480 B. C. Themistocles. the Athenian 
commander, had 366 vessels to oppose 
the Persian fleet of nearly 2,000 sail 
Facing such a superior force, most 
of the Greeks wanted to sail away, 
but Themistocles was determined up­
on immediate battle. He sent word to 
Xerxes, the Persian king, informing 
him that the Greek fleet would at­
tempt to escape, and advising him to 
guard both ends of the strait.

In 1718 It was erected Into a vice- 
royalty, including within its limits not 
only Colombia, but also Venezuela and 
Ecuador. A revolution against Span­
ish authority broke out about a cen­
tury ago, and in 1819 the liberator, 
Bolivar, established the Republic of 
Colombia, comprising the present Col­
ombia, Panama, Venezuela and Quito 
or Ecuador. In 1831, Venezuela and 
Ecuador having withdrawn from the 
union, the name was again changed 
to Republic of New Granada. In 1840 
the province of Cartagena seceeded, 
and became an independent republic. 
A little later Panama and Veragua 
also withdrew, and formed the "State 
of the Isthums of Panama.’’

fSo far as the actual number of 
berths are concerned Halifax. If the 
new concrete pier is made available 
this winter, will have, perhaps a 
slight advantage over St. John. The 
I. C. R. alone have ten bertha with 
sheds for large ships, a berth suitable 
for landing mails and passengers, two 
berths with sheds for smaller vessels, 
and two or three berths without sheds 
for loading lumber, while there are 
private berths for the Furness and 
Pickford and Black boats, which in St. 
John have to use public berths ex­
clusively. But Halifak does not pos­
sess anything like adequate facilities 
for handling freight and passengers. 
Last winter the traffic officials of the 
I. C. R. were at their wits ends to 
cope with the continuous tendency to 
congestion and this winter, with two 
mail boats a week, claiming preced­
ence at the berths and stopping to dis­
charge and load cargoes and with an 
increase in the sailings generally, 
theré is bound to be great inconveni­
ence and continuous squabbling be» 
tween the steamship companies.

The facilities for handling immi­
grants are limited ; It Is practicaly im­
possible to land the passengers and 
their baggage of more than one boat 
at a time. Warehouse accommodation 
and trackage facilities are not as ex­
tensive as in St. John and not up to 
the requirements. No doubt mails, 
which take precedence of everything, 
can be handled with reasonable des­
patch, but with the increased passen­
ger and freight traffic this winter. It 
is not likely the I. C. R. will have suf­
ficient motive power to handle every­
thing. In order to help out, the C. P. 
R. will probably have to run Its own 
locomotives, trains and crew to Hali­
fax.

I also published what Mr. Stymest 
claims to be the assets of the parish, 
because to a large extent I knew they 
were not true. Take for Instance, they 
claimed that the street railway owed 
them $425 before the 31st of October 
This *is not correct. Further than 
this, they received $850 for the year 
commencing Nov. Jflst, 1911, and end­
ing October 31st, 1912.

The Highway Board also claims that 
the government owes them $525. I 
have examined the Chief Commission­
er's report, and the Auditor General's 
report and can find nothing to this 
effect.

The claim of delinquent taxes 
which is $2,541.38, seems to have been 
established by Mr. Stymest himself 
since he became secretary-treasurer of 
the Highway Board, which previous 
to this had never been claimed as an 
asset ; as from year to year we have 
always had arrears of taxes, which to 
some extent cannot be collected. If it 
le to be considered as an asset, he will 
have to take into consideration the 
fact that in 1911 he reports $1,192 as 
the amount of delinquent, taxes. There­
fore by taking that amount.from $2,- 
541.38 we find that $1,349.38 would be 
the amount for 1912, half of which I 
venture to say cannot be collected.

I have printed the whole report of 
1512 In the Evening Times of the 15th 
inst., as sworn to by Messrs. Stymest 
Brant and Golding, and I now leave It 
to the public to judge the matter top 
themselves.

In examining the report of 1911, I 
find the total expenditure was $6,- 
684.40, and In 1912 according to my 
reckoning the total expenditure of 
Lancaster was $11,232.47, showing an 
increase over 1911 of $4,548.07.

If we would accept Mr. Stymest’s 
whole statement as correct, will he 
please explain why it took $2,857.77 
more to repair roads and sidewalks In 
1912 then it did in 1911.
