N London, Sept. 10.—In an attack along a front of about
/ ithree and a half miles the British succeeded in occupying the
‘whole of Ginchy and the territory between that village and
Leuze Wood, according to the announcement from general
headquarters last night, several other gains are also recorded.
The text of the statement reads:

“We attacked this afternoon on a front of 6,000 yards,
extending from High Wood to Leuze Wood. As a result
the whole of Ginchy village is now in our hands, after
severe fighting, and the ground between it and Leuze Wood
was captured.

“East of High Wood we advanced three hundred yards
on a front of five hundred yards. Numerous prisoners were
taken and the enemy’s casualtes were very heavy.

" “Norpheast of Pozieres we gained a further six hundred
yards of German trenches and captured sixty prisoners, in-
flicting heavy casualties on the enemy who was caught by our
artillery fire while massing for a counter-attack.

“Our artillery bombarded the enemy’s trenches on
Vimy'Ridge, opposite Souchez. There was reciprocal artil-

The war of-
fice announces that the Russians suf-
fered heavy losses in the engagements
below Lemberg, including 1,000 men
who were captured.

Paris, Sept. 10.—~Two German at-
tacks southwest of Berny were re-
pulsed, according to the official com-
munication issued by the war office
tonight, The French artillery was ac-
tive on the rest of the front. REise-
where the day was calm. The text of
the communication reads

“South of the Somme the Germans
twice attacked our trénches southwest
of Berny, but the attacKs suffered a
complete check.

PARGELS POST

Sharp Exchange of Notes Over
Retaliatory Measures by
Swedish Government for
the Allied Blockade.

London, Sept. 10—There has been
a further and rather sharp exchange
of notes between Great Britain and
Sweden in regard to the difficulties
brought about by the Allied blockade
and Sweden's retallatory selzure of
mails in transit between England and
Russia. The British foreign secre-
tary, Viscount Grey, insists that as a
condition to submitting the matter to
arbitration, Sweden must promise not
to interfere again with English par-
cels post matter in transit across
Sweden. The Swedish government
apparently is determined not to make
such an engagement. Until now the
correspondence has been conducted
almost wholly betweem Viscount Grey
and the Swedish minister in London,
Count Wrangel, but Viscount Grey's
latest note to Count Wrangel says
the count’s communication is not un
derstood, and that the British minis.

*|ter at Stockholm is being directed to

present the matter to the Swedish
government. Count Wrangel has now
gone to the continent, and ft is an-
nounced he will stay for several
weeks,

Count Wrangel's letter, given out
today, says Sweden shares the hopes
expressed by Viscount Grey, that the
correspondence may bring a definite
solution of the questiong at issue, and
that Sweden ‘‘would warmly congrat-
ulate itself on the application of the
fertile principle of international arbi-
tration.” The count says further he
is glad the British government ap-
pears to recognize it is an impossibili-
ty for the Swedish government “to
renounce, in advance, the right to
take measures which regrettable cir-
cumstances might render necessary.”
The letter concludes with the state-
ment that Sweden recognizes fully
the binding character of the postal
agreement of 1904, but maintains the
right to suspend the agreement udder
the conditions in question.

—1,809 P:isoners and Sev-
eral Guns Captured in Car-
pathians.

Petrograd, Sept. 10, via London—
“A group of seven German aeroplanes
flew over the region of the Kovel-
Rovische railway line,” says the com-
munication from the war office today.
“One of our aviators, Staff Cavalry
Captain Kazakov, engaged two ma-
chines in successive encounters, fore-
ing them to take flight. From one of
the machines a long column of smoke
was seen to issue.. .

“Yesterday in the region of the Up-
per Horozanka river our gallant regi-
mental comander, Col. Viadimir Timo-
fetev Febedov, was killed.

“In the wooded Carpathians, in bat-
tles. from August 31st to September
6th, inclusive, we captured fifteen
officers, 1,889 men, two mountain guns
twenty machine guns and a large
number of rifies, hand grenades and
cartridges.

During the day
enemy aeroplanes also appeared sev-
eral times over Irben Straits. They
were engaged by our aviators and,
notwithstanding - their numerical su-
periority, on each occasion were driv-
en off. Midshipman Safonev forced
one of the enemy's aeroplanes to
alight on the water.”

Matter of Other Bridges in Kent
County,

Hon. Dr, Landry then made a com.

This
floating bridge was constructed with
the logs, which were available in the
vicinity and those taken from the
bridge as it was torn down, and it was
strong enough to accommodate light
traffic, such as pedestrian and light
teams. But either the second or third
day a heavy automobile came along,
and after getting on the bridge, it
looked as if it might go down into the
channel as the bridge was too light
for its weight. The foreman, seeing
that this bridge was not strong enough
for the heavy traffic, consulted with
Col. Sheridan as to where he might
get more lumber to put in this floating
bridge, and it was decided that the
foreman would get the old logs out
of the Sheridan Pond brfdge, which
had been rebuilt a couple of years pre-
vious, and the piers of the old struc-
ture were still standing alongside of
the new bridge. The foreman, having
no men to spare, being anxious to do
as much work as quickly as possible
before the cold weather set in, askéd
Colonel Sheridan to go up, hire peo-

The Royal Colonial Institute de-
serves the thanks of the whole Fm.

And it was a
very happy inspiration to choose as
war missionary Sir Rider Haggard,
who is not only a writer of delightful
romance, but a practical agriculturist,
and one of our greatest authorities on
scientific land-settlement. Sir Rider's
report on hig great tour has now been
published, and the Royal Colonial In-
stitute may be congratulated on the
success it hag achieved through his
agency. The institute has, of course,
no intention of promoting emigration
from this country. It is to be hoped
that many thousands of our veterans
will be available for a much-needed
recolonization of our own shires and
villages. But there is sure to be a
large number of discharged soldiers
who will be inclined to try their for
tunes in the newer lands over the
ocean, and it is a matter of vital im-
portance to England and the Empire
that this stream of migration should
be directed to British rather than to
forelgn countries. In the year 1003,
which followed the end of the Boer
‘War, no fewer than 123,000 persons
lefi cur shores and settled in the Unit-
ed States of America.

and asked her if it would be alright
to take those stones for the eumﬂ.f:n
of the bridge. Mrs. Robinson told the
foreman that she thought there would
be mo objection to taking the stones,

In consequence the stones were
houled from the field and put into the
bridge. But shortly afterwards Mr.
Robinson came home. He thought that
he should be paid something for the
stones and for the damage which had
been done to his field when the stones
were belng hauled away. He began
by asking $100 hut finally agreed to
accept $25 in full settiement for the
stones and damages occasioned to his
property and his name was put on the
payroll as having worked on the Nepi-

When the present government
came into power in 1908 they appoint-
ed two competent and independent
auditors 10 make a thorough audit
and inspection of the books of the
various departments, but hefore they
reached the Crown Land Department
to carry out their audit the deputy
head of the department had taken his
own life.

That great amount needed in-
vestigation and afforded an opportun-
ity for the activities of Veniot, Curter,
Carvell and their clique. There was
in addition $10,890.19 borrowed by
commissioners from 1904 to 1907 and
not expended until the following year.

Hon, Mr. Tweedie had been able to
take $13,686 of the people’s money and
put it in his pocket. “And becausgp he
haqd taken a little more than Dr. Pugs-
ley the Liberals made him Governor,”
commented Hon, Dr, Landry.

Central Railway Steal.

The Provincial Secretary also re-
ferred to the gigantic steal of $134,000
in connection with the construction ot
the Central Railway. He mmde & com-
parison of the travelling expenses of
the members of the government point-
ing out the fact that for seven years
the travelling expenses of the mem-
bers of the executive were over $10,000
less than those of the members of the
old gang. Under the old government
the sum of $4,466.77 in seven years
had been charged to coaching and
hacking, which was over and above the
amount charged as travelling expenses.
He was proud to say that this govern-
ment had not charged the province
with a single, solitary red cent for
hacking or coaching. The thousands
of dollars that had been saved to the
province on these items had been ex-
pended by the government on the
roads and bridges, education and agri-
culture,

Concluding his able address, Hon.
Dr, Landry strongly urged the elec
tors to vote for Hon. Mr. Smitk and his
colleague, Mayor Sutton.

This was no small irregularity com-
mitted by a bridge foreman, nor was |
it the paltry sum of $15 paid to
Colonel Sheridan, nor the three dol-|
lars paid te a man for hauling pro-!

and would say, “Our dear Dr. Pugs
ley you are our leader.” In 1905 Dr
Pugsley had $6,605.64 of the people's
money, and when he was called tc |
Ottawa in October as Minister of
Public Works he took-: $4,331.64 with
him to that city. But there was an
election in the province of New
Brunswick on March 3, 1908 whvn‘
somethirg dropped. It dropped so'
hard that even Dr. Pugsley heard ill
drop. He (Pugsley) said to himself:
“I have $4 .64 of the public moneys
of New Brunswick. What am 1 :m-]
ing to do?’ Although the letter iu‘
which Dr. Pugsley returned this|
money to the treasury was dated on!
February 27, the mails could not lie|
for him, and the letter was dated!
March 5, two days after the old gov-!
ernment tad been hurled from power
by an indi nt public.

Unaffected by the Unfavor-

able Crop Reports — U.S.
Steel up to 103 7.8, Creat-
ing a New Record.

——

New York, Sept. 5—The unfavor
able crop conditions disclosed by yes-
terday's government report were
without effect upon today’'s extremely
active broad and very strong market,
except in so far as they had a ten-
dency to ‘check any movement in
Grangers and northwestern issues.
Shares of eastern roads, particularly
Reading and other coalers, as well as
Pacific and trunk lines, were strong,
Reading scoring its  best price of the
yeéar at 11214,

Far more significance was attached,
however, to the movement in United
States Steel, which rose four points
to the new record of 103%. This was
prior to the publication of August
tonnage figures, which reported a very
moderate increase over the preceding
month.

Shipping issues also absorbed con-
siderable speculative attention, Mer-
cantile Marines coming  within easy
dfstance of their recent high records
at gains of one to two points;“while
Atlantic, Gulf and West Indies, com-
mon and preferred, made responsive
recovery prices of 82 and 67 on their
advances of 3% and 1% points.

Independent Industrials followed in
the wake of Steel, gaing in Republic,
Lackawanna and Crucible Steels,
ranging from two to almost six points.
Copper and Zinc issues were in keen
demand, Kennecot featuring the for
mer group at an extreme gain of 2;
with 2 to 6 for American Zinc, com-
mon and preferred.

Paper shares also augmented recent
advances by 2 to 5 points, Internation-
al Paper common, Union Bag amd
Paper preferred, and American Writ-
ing Paper preferred displaying
strength. Varioug issues, of no spec-
fal class, shared in the general ad-
vance, total sales of the two hours ag-
gregating 690,000 shares.

The noteworthy feature of the
weekly bank statement was the de
crease of $26,000,000 in actual re-
serves, making a total contraction of
almost $56,000,000 for the past fort-
night.

Bonds were steady on limited deal-
ings, total sales par value, $1,180,000,
United States bonds were unchang-
ed during the week.
