After a
reference to the fact of his father's work
in the New Brunswick diocese making
h'm feel so greatly at home amongst St,
John people, the speaker went on to the
subject of the wonderfvl history of the
brotherhood since its small beginning in
the city of Chicago about 15 years ago.

The vows which are taken by its
members are mnot at all exiraordinary,
being really what every baptizid Chiis-
tian should feel he was aleady bound
by. But the brotherhood emphasizes
this, and has become an organism in the
church for the furtherance of persomal
man to man work. -

The same desire which actuates the
missionsry in carcying his messsge to
heathen landa should be in the heart of
every msn who endeavors fto spread
the kingdom here at home, and is o,
and as the idea has become contagioue.
So has the work grown and the branches
increased until the great stream which
began as & ogonth rivalet now washes
the shores of many countries.

Great expectations there will be now
of the oity of Bt. John and its 100 mem-
bere. Lot the men be encouraged in
their importent work, for their responsi-
bility Ie great, and its results will tell in
proportion to the support given.

Bishop Hall, of Vermont, wae the next
epeaker, and gave & m:gniﬁconﬁ address.
The bishop epeskain clear tones and
electrifies his hearers as he makes point
after point.

He firat dealt with the word Sole in the
clausge ot the Brotherhood object which
distinctly points to its being above slla
religions work. Therefore, we must be
careful not to espouse any side in the
matters of church or state. At the game
time & man in his capacity as & cltizan
or a politician, or what not, is at
perfect liberty to use his voice
or vote 8o long a8 does a8 in no sense 88
a brotherhood man; and yet the great
doctrineof the Incarnation asto permeate
all our work. After elaboraiing this
fact the bishop went on to show how
in the religions sphere we have an
absolvte monarchy only not cespotic.
God rules abolutely for His people’s
good. The church, which reprezentathe
Kingdom, has its authority from above
and the owurch consists of the great
body of the peojle. The church is the
embodiment and represen.ation of the
Kingdom and we as members get the
benefit of the privileges that are con-
veyed and the authority exercised with-
inits bonnde. An offering was made at
the close and the blessing pronounced.

And what the clergymen can do the
lsyman oan almost equally welddo. The
very crux of the matter is that the true
way to enlist men is to show them our
life as examples and not to rely upon
our worde. If our lives do not stand the
test, onr work is useless and the church
is harmed. The separation of the world
and the church is & wide one. How are
we to bridge it? By self sacrifice, and it
shoald be onr endeavor to practice this
virtue, which will be found to be the se-
oret of our sucoess,

His work wes personal
People train themselves for almost
everything but the religions life. It
takes two or three years to make a
brotherhood man, to enable him to
teach men practical Christianity. Oar
own friends shold be influenced both
for material for our chapter and the
falfilment of our vow. Deadwood must
be cat coff.

Mr. Wood then introduced Rev. G. F.
Davideon, of Trinity Ocllege. Toronto,
who spoke on the duty of brotherhood
men to “stand fast in the faith.,” Chris-
tianity corsists in doing as well as
believing. In order that we may hélp
men we should be firm in the Christian
truths and have & firm grasp of those
other truths which are the especial heri-
tage of our own church, Many do not
go to church. We must be to them the
light and we muat say fo them to come
and see. Sometimes laymen can help
laymen better than clergymen. The
brotherhood should not proselytiza, but
should endeavor to keep men in the
chuareh.

All Hail the Power of Jesus’ Name,
was sung by all. The creed was recited
and prayer ofered, Bishop Kingdon
leading. The bishop then briefly ad-
dremsed the meet ng and called on D .
John Ker, of Grace church, Montresl.

Dr, Ker said the Brotherhood of Bf,
Andrew was an association of laymen of
the Church of England with the ol’?ect
of extending Christ’s kingdom. This
afternoon’s meeting was in accordance
with regular convention custom. The
gubject was True Manliness in the home
—in business—and in religion.

Dr. Ker took the firat part, true manli-
ness in the home. What was. its pre-
dominant charmcteistic? God made
man in his own imsge. Sothe first man
a8 he came from his Creator was a true
man. Not necessarily a perfect man,
perfection was the goal to be reached by
the exerciee of his own free will. Until
his fall Adam’s life was a true, manly
Jite. As a partial answer then we
gather that true manlinesa has someth-
ing to do with man’s relation to God snd
this is made plain when we look at
Christ. He was the one perfect pattern,
always in accord with God. Bo true
manliness consists im being like Christ,
in following Christ, subordinating our
wil to His. And true manliness in-
the home is following the Lord
Jesus in the home, and developing
the willo! God in the hom- life. Itis
true mar liness in the home to begin and
end the day on bended knee, to read the
word of God daily,to ask blessing for our
food, and bleas the giver,to go to church
—the whole family if ‘possible—on Sun-
days. Itisnot trne manliness to be in
bed till 11 or 12 o’clock Sunday morn-
ing, or lie around emokicg. He did not
think it wrong to walk outand ecjoy the
beauties of nature on Sunday. Many
could not do it on week days. Bt give
God the best of your time. It is trus
manliness in the home to make the home
happy for all within his walls. Some
men were all sunshine out doors
and all clondy in the home,
It ie true manliness in the home to pay
100 cents on the dollar; o be kind to the
children; to be kind to the aged. It is
a sorrowfol sight when the house gets
too small for the old father and the old
mother, Trere are two principal sins
which militate against true manliness.
One is intemperance and the speaker
spoke strongly against ift. The other is
impurity which is closely related to in-
temperance. These are the chief
erdemies of frue manlineas in the home
and out of itin our day. Dr. Ker closed
with an earnest prayer for the continua-
tion in that state of s1l who had not iallen
into these sins, and for the helping of
any who had, to turn fo the Lord.

#£ANTIAGO DE CUBA, Aug, 23—Five men
aze dead and 10 wounded as the resmit
of afight last night between gendarmes
and disappointed Cuban soldiers, at
Ceuvitas, three miles from Santisgo:
wherethe payment of the Cuban fzoops
is progreseing. Five thousand Caban
had gathered there to receive ply’,
and after three days only
had been pzid. Thousands who
had beemr dissppointed at other
points had eome to Cuevitas as the last
place of payment in the province. The
imperfact lista caused great diseatlafac-
ti'n, and & rumor circulated yesterday
that the psymassters would leave
4oday, warned the men who had
mot beem paid. These began to
eollect in grogﬁ and to show their
annoyance, ally their threats be-
came gerious. Oaptain Bailet, with
fwenty gendarmes, wss present to pre-
serve order among the applicants and
the United Btatea ps protected Col,
Moale, the officer having charge of the
paymente.

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THE COUNTRY PARSON.

A good many years 8g0 & book ap-
peared in England entitled The Kacrea-
tions of a Oountry Parson, which
gocn scquired a considerable degree of
popularity and which finds readers even
at the present day. The title, however,
was rather a misnomer, for its anthor,
the late Roverend Dr, Boyd, was not a
country psrson, but was the minister of
a church in 8t. Andrewns, connected with
the university. We fear that none of
our country parsons in New Brunswick
will ever be able to write a book in
regard to their recreaiions, although
they might write vilames on their
labore. Peopls who live in the
cities hardly appreciate the amount of
work which ciergymen who regide in our
rar:] districts have to do in order fo de-
gerve the name of being faithfal minis
ters of the gospel. The country parson
in this province is & man who has little
or no leigure, but who must make up his
mind to live a life of toil all his days.
On Sundays he generally has fo preach
three sermons and conduct three ser-
viges in church edifices many miles
apart, driviog to them over roads which
trequently are bad and in all kinds of
weather. Other men may make the
gtate of the elements or $he condition of
the roads an excuse for not go-
ing to church, but the country parsen
has to be there whether the congrega:
tion attends or mot. This, however, is

not only large but that it is rapidly ino-
creasing in volame. And this increase
ig taking place in all the leading articles

every reason to believe that this British

PARLIAMENTARY MANNERS.

Some of the newspapers have been

discussing the question of the manners
of parliament snd there geems to be a
pretty general agreement that the late
session was more remarkable for the
decline of courtesy and the decay of good
manners among its members than for
anything else, This of course is the
natural result of the manner in which
the Conservative party has conducted
itself in the house of commons. If the
Conservatives had possessed & com-
petent leader whom they respected and
were  willing to obey there would
probably have been no decline in
the manners of parliament during the
recent session, but Bir Charles Tupper
unfortunately was surrounded by follow-
ers who declined to fcliow his orders.
TLerefore there was- no discipline what-
ever on the opposition side of the house.
Mr. George E. Foster, Mr. Clark Wal-
lage, Dr. Montague and other wauld-be
leaders were constantly interfering and
usurping the functions of Bir Char'es
Tupper. Then long winded biatherzkites
like Nicholas Flood Davin were per-
mermitted to go on hour after hour
wasting the time of the house snd
country, making pointless speeches
which no one would listen to or
read. There was no person in suthority
on the opposition side of the house to
check these breaches of decorum snd
hasten the public business. Under the
circumstances, therefore, our surprise
ghould be not that parliamentary man-
ners declined but that they should con-
tinue $o exist at all, Among the news-
papers that have been helding forth on
this subject is the Montresl Star. The
Star is, of courne, greatly shocked at the
decay of the manners of parliament, but
no paper has done or is doing more to-
wazds that end than the Sfar itsel’. The
Star has always been noted for ita/
tendancy to adopt disrsputable methods,
but this year it surpsssed iteelf in that
particular. Its constant attacks on the
government, collectively snd individ-
ualiy, might perbaps be excosed on the
ground that they represented the howl
of disappointed ambition, but when it
undertook to lampoon - the member of
the government in & series of cartoons,
it showed ita true charaoter and the
worth of its ideas on questions of
courtesy fto ®EBy nothing of de-
cency. Bytown is the old name of
O:taws,and the Biar taking advanfage
of this fact isswed & geries of ill drawn
cartoons under the title of “The Bytown
Ccone.”  Coon itis well known ia the
slang name for & negro, and “The By-
towa Coons” were tho membera ot the
present Liberal government &t Oitaws.
The idea involved is 8 gtupid cne, but
no one coald expect anything better fo
come from tbe Btar office.  The
attempt to degrade the members
of the cabinet in that way, how-
ever, was most disreputatle, Fortuaate-
ly the meaneis of the ides was
faiily balozc d by the weak manner in
which it x28 cerried out.  Ye: the Btar
deserven wa crocit for ita stupidity and

gation, If §the country parson was &
machine made of iron or steel he might
do this work regularly and Zefficiently
without signs of exhaustion, but as he is
made of flesh and blcod, it follows a8 &
matter of course thathe must have many
days of ‘weariness and sinking of spirit
and that much of his work musat be done
at timey when his asfrength in
harily equal to it. It must be sup-
posed that men who work as hard
as country peraons usually do, would be
very liberally paid, bat this we fear I8
not tte case. On the contrary it is gen-
erally understood that clergymen who
attend to the spiritual needs of the resi-
dents of the rural districta are in most
oases poorly paid and are unabls tosave
aaything out of their meagre salariee,
It is well that these men sre able to
look lorward to s higher reward for their
labors than can be expressed in money
or obtained on earth, for were it
otherwise their dsys would be
fall of sorrow and gloom, We trust that
thesa observations on the faithfal ser-
vants of God who labor in the coumtry
may induce our readers o take s greater
interest in them and to view them with
a larger degree of respect. When this
country is more thickly eettled and
when ita peopls have become wealthier
ths 1ot of the country parson will be im-
proved, but in the meantime and under
existing conditions he must be regarded
as among the hardest worked of men
and one of the least rewarded.

THE TRANSVAAL.

The Transvasl situation apparently
does not continue to improve. Our news
despatches state that the volksraad
recently by a two-third vote adopted
the vote of the msjority of the dyna-
mite commiesion continuing the mon-
opoly. This dynamite monopoly is
one of the gratest grievances of
which the Uitlanders complain, for
it vastly incresees the  price
of an srticle which the miners
cannot do without and is therefore cal-
culated to ipjure snd hamper the lead-
ing industries of the country. ‘We
presume that the British government
would not go to war with the Transvaal
on account of this matter because
it proper franchise rights were
granted to the Uitlanders the dynamite
monopoly and all other monopolies
would soon come to an end. At the
game time the spirit shewn by the
volksraad in voting to continue this
mooopoly is & bad one, snd wonld reem
to indicate an Lntsntlon to defy the
British governmen‘, It that is the
design of the volkaraad, and if the
Boers re:clly desire war, they are
likely to ©ve gratified for the
patienice of the British government is
sbout ex»aused.. Very exieneive mili-
tary preparations are being made, and
everything is in readiness for the die-
patch of twenty thougand British troops
to the Transvaal at short notice if their
gervices should be required there.
