THE SLANDER AND THE STEAL.

The Stolen Letter—Hon. John Young
offers to Sell his Seat in the House
for the Inpectorship—The Royal
Commiss!on—What Huntington’s
Witnesses Prove.

Tae subject of the taking from the

Post Office, by the honorable (?) John

Young of Sir John A. Mazdonald’s letter,

A
few papers only in the blindness of party
hatred, or lack of the commonest in-
stinets of morality, justify the felony.
Among those advocates of offences against
the law of the land, and the unwrittea
law which lives in every honest man’s
heart, is that embodiment of all the vir-
tues, that paragon of purity
THE MONTREAL WITNESS
which claims to be ‘the only daily reli-
gious paper in the world.”
The Globe, the great Globe, which day
by day volleys and thunders its venomoas
anathemas against the Government for
alleged corruption and political trickery,
is silent, absolutely dumb, about this ac-
knowledged felony on the part of its
friends. The secret of its silence may be
found in the statement of one of its con-
tributors— : '
¢ WE CANNOT APPROVE, WE DARE NOT
CONDEMN |”
The Grit papers, in writing upon the
subject, condemn, in their usual choice
language, Sir John’s letter, and . the in-
fluences he suggested, by which a Gov-
ernment supporter should be returned for
Montreal West. Those means may or
may not be justifiable; but they are used
and will continue tobe in party warfare till
the dawn of the ever. distant millenium
smiles upon our wotld, = Every. party
leader will take every lezitimate means of
sirengthening his position, and. K when
vacancies occur will endeavor to bring
the best men to the front.
John A. never professes to be a politi-
cal saint. He is rather reticent upon the
subject, and boasts but seldom of ¢ my
political integrity.”  But there -are men
who do profess to have constant claims
?che title of “honorable men.”  Their
hole stock in trade has been up to this
hour denunciations of corruption and in-
trigue; and the arguments they advance
for the overthrow of the Government are
not against their general policy, which
has been crowned with remarkable suc-
cess, but against their alleged corruption
and political venality. Among the poli-
tical puritans who thus denounced them
were Mr. Holton and ‘Mr. Dorion (the

F | latter one of the judges who were to

have tried the Government for their mis-
demeanors) ; and both of those angels
stand before the people of Canada as ac-
complices in adisgraceful crime. Bit the
honorable (?) John Young, who, on the
floor of the House, expressed his belief
in the guilt of the Government, before &
word of evidence was given, rivals the
corruption he denounced; and surpasses
his saintly counsellors in political mendi-
cancy and immorality.

Judge Coursal was next examined, and
deposed that he knew nothing whatever
about the matter under investigation.
The following siatement which he made
will give you some idea of the amount of
Huntington’s knowledge of the matters
containedin the charge.

« the street, (Montreal) and said to him,
¢ I will be happy to give any information

that you had any evidence to givel”

And yet such are the witnesses by
whose testimony he was to prove the
Government guilty of ‘‘high crimes and
misdemeanors.” He summoned people
right and left, in the hope that some-
where or other, he might chance to light
upon evidence that might help to sub-
stantiate his charges. 1t was a pure ex-
periment, and worthy from whence it
emanated.

Two other of Huntington’s' Witnesses
were sworn; but said they knew nothing
of the case. i

Senator Foster was called, but did
not get into the city in time. He will be
examined to-morrow. The Commission
is likely to sit some time. H.

A Youthful Monster.

Rigorous fathers and mothers, whe
have trouble in impressing upon their
offspring the injurious effects of delving
too extensively in written romances will
find in the affair of a youth named Geli-
nier,who has just been sentenced in Paris
to twenty years’ imprisonment, & story
with a usefal moral. Gelinier was nearly
always to be seen about the streets read-
ing the feuilletons in the papers loaned
him by the accommodating news dealers.

Tt 'was proven
in a very satisfactory manner also, that
he had no share in any of the assassina-
tions narrated by himself, and that he
had formed -these little romances upon
newspaper items in order to make a re-
putation. In_ his cell this perverted
young scoundrel began to write his
memoirs, and in the first chapter made
himself out a real Jack Sheppard. Sufil-
cient was found against him, however, to
warrant  a heavy sentence, and it is
hoped that at the age of 35 he will leave
prison a wiser and better man.

A Bloody Bride,
A young and blooming bride in Ken-
tucky recently took a rash method of
displaying her affection for her husband.

The St. John Penitentiary—The Cells—T he
Prisoners at Work - Familiar Faces—

Workshop.

A,-Z"mvxn reporter visited the St.
John Penitentiary on Wednesday after-
noon. It was on the occasion of the in-
quest over the remains of young Revels,
and, after the evidence was finished, the
jury placed themselves under the care of
Me. Quinton, the Warden, who Kkindly
showed them over the entire place. The
first thing that struck each one was the
air of neatness and cleanliness that per-
vaded the premises. The walls inside
the building are whitewashed, and are as
clean as they can possibly be kept. The
main building, which is of stone, is divid-
ed into different cells for the male con-
victs. These cells, which are about six
feet by four, and furnished with a bunk
and bedding, are built like vaults, having
iron grating doors. They occupy the
centre of the building, and around them,
on the ground floor, is a broad passage,
where the guards-can walk and lvok into
everycell. There are two rows of cells
above this, and & balcony running all
round, so that the keepers can also walk
round and see into these cells. Each con-
vict, on entering the prison, is given his
cell, which it is his duty to keep neat and

-clean. The doors are fastencd by strong

iron bars placed across by the guards
when the prisoner enters his cell. Atthe
end of these rows of cells is alarge space
where the prisoners take their meals, and
which is also used as the prison chapel.

The female prisoners are confined in 2
large L, and are entirely separated from
the male prisoners. The arrangement of
the cells is the same, and the walls are
also as white as they can be made, while
the floors are polished so that they shine.
Underneath this L is the kitchen and

‘wash room, which are also models of

neatness. A large room in the same
portion of the building is used as a-work
room. Here the women are employed
weaving, and making the clothes for the
prisoners.

The clothes for the males are made of
different colors. Stripes are fashionable,
and suits are made of a variety of colors
—a pair of pants having a yellow and
brown leg, and & coat of two or three
different colors, some of which are very
fanciful. The women’s dresses are made
of blue or grey cloth, not as & general
rule presenting so great a variety of
colors as the clothes-of the males.

The cooking is done by the women, of
whom there are generally enough to do
all that is required.

- In the kitchen were several faces that
hive been familiar in the Police Court.
Victoria Albert, at present residing in
this country resort, was busy stirring an
immense pot of porridge for the evening
meal. Several squaws were sitting round,
and some others of the colored popula-
tion were doing different kinds of work.

Some were washing, others sewing, and
all employed.- There are at present about
sixteen female prisoners for, as & rule,
short terms.

On the grounds the men were engaged
atvarious kinds of work. The most inter-
esting portion of the building—the work-
shop—was visited. This building, which
is furnished with steam power, is under
control of Robert Perry, who is trade
instructor. The men are divided into
different gangs, under charge of keepers,
and are employed on different kinds of
work. A shoe-maker at his bench was
hard at work; and in another place a
tailor squatted on his table plying his

needle. The principal work carried on,
however, is the manufacture of buckets,
tubs and brooms. About twenty dozen
brooms,and an equal number of buckets,
are made daily. All kinds of labor-sav-
ing machinery are employed, and this is
a paying part of the institution. The
different machines at work form an in-
tevesting sight, well worth a visit to the
institution. All who have no trade when
putin the prision are either taught broom
or bucket making, and some who are
placed there for & few years without any-
thing like a trade, leave the place excel-
jent workmen.

The male convicts, about seventy in
number, look well and are apparently
contented. Some in for a short time ap-
pear to look anxiously forward for relief:
others in tor long periods settle down in

Each effort of the mind, every act ol

a short time to their labor and make the
best of it. Two are in for life, and have
been there for some time. They have
grown grey in their confinement, and
prison life has become second nature to
them. Others again are nearly boys, and
the sight is a sad one. Theyare taught
to work, and the hope is expressed by all
that the lesson will be beneficial to them
The necessity for a reformatory for this
class of prisoners is apparent to every
one who passes through the institution,
—a place where they can learn a trade,
without the disgrace attached to them of
having been in prison.

The Penitentiary throughout is airy
and comfortable, the diet is good, and
{here is very little sickness in the place.
The visitors all expressed themselves
pleased with the management, and were
hearty in their thanks to Mr. Quinton for
his courtesy in giving them an opportuni-

ty to sce the place so thoroughly,

The Board of Trade Di cusses the Balla t
Wharf Rifiiculty.

The Board of Trade met this morning
at 11 o'clock in the Merchant's Exchange
Room, thg President in the chair.

The President reported that the me-
morial against the shipping law had
been sent to the Dominion Government.
He also explained the purpose for which
they had been called together, namely, to
discuss the proposition of the Dominion
Government to take possession of the
Ballast Wharf and Slip. He requested
the members of the Board to discuss the
question without excitement, and invited
Mr.H.F.Perley,the Government engineer,
to explain what was required for the pro-
posed public works.

Mr. Perley then produced his plans,
and showed what the Government intend-
ed to take. He had opposed the agree-
ment made with the delegates of the Com+,
mon Council, and he proposed taking this
now because the land below the sunken
rock was not fit for wharf purposes.

J. Gordon Forbes, Esq., who was pre-
gent when the agreement was made, was
called upon to explain what passed be-
tween the Government and the Common
Council representatives. He said that
the driginal proposition of the Board of
Works to build a wharf to Reed’s Point
wads abandoned, on condition that the
Common Council should give the right of
way over Corporation property, the soi}
right on leased lands, the land south of
one hundred feet on the Ballast Wharf,as
has been frequently described. That is.
the agreement that the Dominion Gov-
ernment now wish to break. .

Mr. Palmer asked what legal right the
Board of Works had acquired, and Mr.
Forbes answered that no papers had
passed between the contracting parties.

Mr. Domville wished to know if there
was any intention on the part of the
Government to build this railroad.

Mr. Perley answered that the contract
had been re-let and the work was to be
pushed on gnd finished as soon as possi-
ble. The Government, he said, are in
earnest in the work. He then proceeded
to explain more thoroughly his various
plans.

. After the agreement made in Ottawa
he had made soundings of the part of the
harbor offered by the Common Council.
He found below the ring bolt in the sunk-
en rock, where the harbor line ends, on a
continuation of the same line, that there
was only 6, 7and 8 feet of water, not
sufficient at any part outside of said rock
to float a ship. This he laid before the
Board of Works, and the plan now sub-
mitted was proposed in order to avoid
the rocks, reefs and shoals below the end
of the harbor line. The breakwater, to
be built running east from the sunken
rock, is to be six feet higher than any
wharf in the city, and to have a sloping
face, which will successfully pro-
tect the southern part of the city
and the harbor of refuge. " The
Slip to be built will give one thou-
sand feet of wharfage, and they propose
to excavate this so as always to have
water to float any vessel. In reference
to closing up the harbor of refuge he
contended that, so far from doing so, the
proposed works would improve it, as the
Ballast wharf would be extended two
hundred fee! farther out, and would.be a
protection atlowas wellas at high water.
They proposed to put a facing twenty
feet deep on the north of the Ballast
wharf, and only wanted the sixty feet ad-
ditional to prevent the corporation at any
time from building and closing them ap.
He called attention to the fact that one
year ago the Common Council gave to the
Railway the right to entirely close up
their ~wharf property by allowing
them to build a track up Char-
lot'e street and to Reed’s Peint, which
- ivilege the Government {abandon, and
do not propose to build a fdot beyond the
northern line of the face they will put on
the wharf. Inconcluding avery thorough
explanation of the Government ideas and
plans he said that it was not his intention
to do anything that would be calculated
to embroil the citizens and the Govern-
ment, and was pleased to have this occa-
sion to make such an explanation. He
produced the printed specifications and
said he was only waiting for the matter
to be settled, to advertize for tenders for
the entire work. By the written notice
served on him last winter by the Corpor-
ation he had been prevented from carry-
ing on the work.

A. L. Palmer, Esq., called attention to
the fact that the Government had the
right to take the land under the Public
Works Act, and to do as they liked with
it. The question for the Common Coun-
cil is whether they are willing to give up
the property for all time, and do the
Government intend to proceed with the
work. The Government, having taken
the property, have a legal right to build
the sixty feet over if this is net reserved
by the title given by the Corporation.
He thought that the agreement between
the Corporation and the Board of Works
should have been put in writing, and
then they would have some hold on the
Department. The plans previously pre-
pared were found to be incorrect, and
shey had already changed. He' thought
an amicable arrangement should be, and
easily could be made, whereby the rights
of the Corporation to this sixty feet of
slip property would be protected, and it
always kept an open space.

Hurd Peters, City engineer, explained
the views of the Corporation, which were
to keep the part at the north of the Bal-
last Wharf always open, and for this
reason the hundred feet had been reserv-
ed. Ifthis was taken the Corporation
would have to build another wharf in this
space and thus close it up in.a great
measure.

The Hon. T. R. Jones also spoke, urg-
ing the necessity for the imprévement .
proposed by the Government, and moved
that a committee be appointed to go on
the ground, consult with the Common
Council and Government and report to
the Board of Trade at a futnre meeting.

This motion was seconded by Jas. Doms
ville, M. P., who made a short Spuv(‘?’;
