Regarding
the claims of Catholics he said he had
always been an advocate for giying them
privileges equal with others, and was,
therefore, glad when Palmer’s amend-
ment Jixing the matter definitely was
placed before the House and carried.
When he led the Opposition in 1842
he made a declaration in his place
in the House that.he would be in or
support no Government who would not
adhere most strictly to that principle.
He had never acted with the Oppgsition,
however, as a matter of finesse, but he
was true to them and the school law, but
found it was not so'with them.
