The first Missions of the Wesleyan Methodists alter the for- 
i 1792, by । mation of their Societies in England were to the West Indies 
for several ' and to the Colonies of British America» A brief account of 

the origin of these, the Committee of this Branch Society be­
lieve, will at this time, be read with interest by the numerous 
subscribers to the Parent Institution :—

The Loyalists, who had borne arms in the American war, 
being proscribed by the United Slates, took refuge in Nova 
Scotia, and other parts of British America, and received lands 
at the head of the coves on the coasts. Among these were

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many families desirous of an enlightened Gospel ministry, 
During Dr. Coke’s visit to America in 1785, he was introdu­
ced to several of those who were about to emigrate to Nova 
Scotie, and he then made a public collection for them at Balti­
more : the American friends contributed £50 currency, or 
about £30 sterling, besides £60 currency for Missionary pur­
poses. (n the Doctor’s return to England, in September, he 
warmly interested himself tn making collections, and prepara­
tions for a Mission to Halifax, in Nova Scotia, and other 
places, to meet the wishes of these loyal Refugees, After the 
Conference of 1786 he sailed from Gravesend, in company with 
Messrs. Hammel and Clarke, designed for Halifax, and Mr- 
Warrener, who was appointed by Mr. Wesley Io Antigua. It 
was their intention first to take Messrs. Hammel and Clarke' 
to their station, and afterwards for the Doctor to proceed to 
the Baltimore Conference, and Mr. Warrener to Antigua ; 
but adverse winds drove the vessel to Antigua, where the whole 
party landed, and were most cordially received by Mr. Baxter, 
and other friends. The circumstances of this commencement 
of the Methodist Missions in the West Indies are thus detailed 
by Mr. Warrener, the first Missionary appointed to those is­
lands, in a speech delivered hy him, al Leeds, in 1812. , 
" Nearly fifty years ago, Nathaniel Gilbert, Esquire, Speaker 
of the House of Assembly, in Antigua, and the possessor of 
two sugar plantations, came to England, and attended the 
ministry of our venerable founder, the Rev. John Wesley. The 
first time of hearing him preach was, I think, on Kennington 
Common, when the word camo with power, and was made tho 
unvor of life to him. No sooner was Mr. Gilbert made happy 
in the Lord, than he began to feel moat tenderly for the un­
happy state of his poor negroes in the West Indies. On his 
return to Antigua, he relinquished his situation as Speaker in 
the House of Assembly, and immediately fitted up a large room, 
above the place where his plantation-stores were kept : he 
placed a pulpit in it, and seats for the negroes. Many slaves 
came by Stealth, and some more openly, from estates in the vi­
cinity, for the purpose of hearing the Gospel, and the word of 
the Lord delivered by Mr. Gilbert, was blessed to great num­
bers. His brother, Mr. Francis Gilbert was soon made par- 
faker of the grace of God. He too began to preach ; and was 
a workman that deedeth not to be ashamed. The two brothers 
Vented a house in Saint John’s, and there freely and faithfully 
published the glad tidings of salvation to blacks, mulattoes, 
and whites. The Lord owned his servants, and blessed their 
laboUVs. Nathaniel was, in a lilt lie time, taken to his reward. 
‘Francis then became a stated Preacher in the island. He 
was not, however, long permitted to exercise his talents in the 
‘mitlistry, after the death ot his brother, for the Lord soon re- 
moved him also to glory.”

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After this notice of the introduction of Methodism into the 
West Indies, Mr. Warrener relates hie own appointment to 
Antigua, and the first visit of Dr. Coke, in the following terms : 
“In the year 1785, I told Mr. Wesley that 1 wee at hie and 
the Lord’s disposal to go to America, or wherever I might be ' 
wanted. ' At the Conference held in Bristol, the following 
year, I was appointed to go to Antigua, as an assistant to Mr, 
Baxter. My appointment was the first that had been made by 
the Methodist Conference to the West Indies. Dr. Coke was 
proceeding at that time to Halifax, in Nova Seotia, and two 
Missionaries, Messrs. Hammel aud Clarke, with him, who 
were intended lor Newfoundland. The ship in which they 
were about to sail being ready for sea, the Doctor proposed to 
me that I should accompany them io it. It was his intention, 
on our arrival at Halifax, to take a vessel for the more southern 
States of America ; and it was mine to embark in another 
for the West Indies. We sailed from Gravesend on the 24th 
of September, and, in pursuing our voyage, we encountered, 
for ten weeks, the most dreadful storms. All reluctance be­
ing overcome by the peril in which we then were, every one 
on board rejoiced, when instead of persisting in our course, 
our vessel bore away for the West Indies. While we strove 
io make Halifax, the elements seemed to be in league againet 
ue ; but no sooner bad we pul about for the West Indies, than 
we seemed to * ride on the wings of the wind :* we were borne 
rapidly along our now line of voyage, end soon made Ihe island 
of Antigua, where wo all joytully landed on the morning of 
Christmas-day."

The following are, as nearly as can be ascertained, the 
dates of the first Missionary appointments, lo the stations 
now occupied by the Missionaries of the Wesleyan-Methodist 
Connexion, acting under the direction of the British Confer­
ence.

in the whole, many of which are very smi 
habitants; but others of them are thickly peopled. Till very
lately, the inhabitants were living in the grossest idolatry ; but 
the " Sun of righteousness has arisen with healing under his 
wings,” and many of the benighted natives of these islands 
“ have seen a great light." “ They now give glory unto the 
Lord, and declare hispraise in the islands.” For these things 
every friend of humanity will magnify the name of the Lord, 
‘ who only doeth wondrous things.”

The friends of Missions will rejoice, (hat from eight to ten 
thousand persons have renounced idolatry and embraced Chris­
tianity in the last six years, at these islands. But many of 
these islanders are in a very dark and pitiable state at present. 
This must be the case except we had more help. We rejoice, 
however, for what the Lord hath done, and trust he will send 
more labourers into his vineyard. There are from six to eight 
thousand persons at this island (viz. Tonga) who are yet living 
in the grossest idolatry. The Tonga people have gods many, 
euch as birds, fishes, reptiles, horses, canoes, clubs, whales’ 
teeth, mats, plants, spirits of departed Chiefs, infernal spirits, 
&o. To these they apply in their distress, and offer pigs, 
yams, cloth, canoes, and property of various kinds. They 
pray, cry, and cut themselves, cut off the fingers of their chil- 
dren and friends, and sometimes strangle their friends, to ap­
pease their gods. Let then the friends of Missions help ! 
There remains much ground to be possessed. A Mission of 
greater promise, or, we may add, of more extraordinary suc- 
Cess, both as to the rapidity and the extent of its progress,

In the Friendly hies there are four hundred native School Teach­
ers, and about one hundred native Exhorters or Catechists.
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IN this part of the work, the favourable change which has 
taken place in the condition of the Slaves has been the occasion 
of throwing open many doors of usefulness which before were 
inaccessible. The Society al home were not inattentive ob­
servers of this ; but made a “ special effort" to increase the 
number of its Missionaries ; in this they were most cordially 
seconded by the British public. Amongst the names of con­
tributors to this design are found some of the highest rank in 
the Church, the Bar, and the Senate. The liberality of the 
Ladies in Manchester, (England,) is worthy of being known 
wherever a Methodist Mission is founded. Manchester had 
contributed Six or Seven Hundred Pounds for this special 
Fund, raised by the Society for the West Indies ; but the ladies 
thought that in such a case they ought to do something addi­
tional : they therefore projected a Bazaar, by which they raised 
Ooe Thousand Pounds sterling, and presented it to the Trea­
surers at the last Annual Meeting held in London. In all, up­
wards of Seven Thousand Pounds were raised to increase the 
number of Missionaries in the West India Colonies.

The Society has now Seventy-one accredited Missionaries 
in the West Indies alone, not including catéchiste and other 
subordinate agents, and ie already responsible for the spiritual 
care of nearly Thirty-two thousand persons, members of our 
community, of whom nearly Twenty-three thousand were slaves. 
This number ia exclusive, it should be remembered, of the 
children of our people, and of a very large number of persons, 
of all colours, who attend the public ministry of I he Missionaries 
aa hearers, but are not recognised as regular members.

13
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A testimony of no inconsiderable value has been given to 
the excellency of Missionary labours amongst the slaves, by 
the Legislature’s voluntary offer of immediate emancipation 
of all the slaves in the island of Antigua : an offer which has 
been accepted by His Majesty’s Government ; so that Slavery 
on that beautiful and fertile spot is now only a matter of history. 
It can no longer be denied but the moral power which has so 
long been exerted over the negro population there, has prepared 
them to receive this great gift ; not that it is to be supposed, 
instances could not bo found yet of the darkest ignorance and 
the most debased morals : but the influence of religious in- 
struction is so generally diffused and sanctioned, that while 
legislators and political economists were doubting and disput­
ing the practicability of emancipation at some far distant day, 
the slave-holders here have such confidence in the character 
of their people that they offer to snap the chains themselves. 
The clergy of the Established Church, the Moravians, and the 
Wesleyan Missionaries have been the only labourers in this 
island ; and well are they rewarded for their patient and ho­
nourable toil. These shorea were the first to receive the 

<" venerable Dr. Coke, the founder of our Missions, as Mr. Wesley, 
under God, was the founder of our Societies ; and on the battle­
ments of Antigua the signal might first have been seen proudly 
waving in the breeze, " The Sons of Africa are free !”

At Cape Town, and in the places adjacent, the Missionaries 
are diligently endeavouring to extend the cause of Christ, and 
the divine blessing is seen to rest upon their labours. Turning 
to Albany, it is delightful to witness the exemplary and Chris­
tian character maintained by the settlers who emigrated thither 
from this country.

Graham’s Town, the capital, now contains upwards of 4000 
inhabitants. Several places of worship have been erected, 
(two of the largest of which belong to the Wesleyan Society,) 
the ordinances of religion are regularly attended, and the 
Sabbath is generally observed. The prejudice of caste, which 
prevailed among the old Dutch settlers, has no existence ; the 
watchful care of the Missionaries having wholly prevented its 
introduction into the Societies and congregations ; and in 
the chapels there, persons of different colours and nations are 
seen united together, as one brotherhood, in which no invidious 
distinction, founded on the colour of the akin, has any influence.

Among the Caffre tribes the cause of Christianity is steadily 
advancing. Every year the number of true converts increases ; 
but it is not by this circumstance alone, however gratifying, 
that the magnitude of the work in Caffraria is to be estimated.

11
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The étalions occupied by the Society on the coast of Western 
Jljrica have lost no portion of their interest or importance since 
the publication of the last Report. On the contrary, every one 
of them presents the aspect ofgrowing stability and usefulness.

In Sierra Leone great spiritual prosperity has been vouch­
safed during the past year. The Society has increased from 
about four hundred to four hundred and seventy-one, besides 
forty-three yet on trial. Various instances of sound conversion 
to God are stated, among the liberated Africans and others ; 
and many more bave been awakened from the sleep of sin, and 
appear to be earnestly seeking salvation. There are two hun­
dred and sixteen children in the schools, whose attendance is 
good ; and who generally display considerable quickness In 
learning, and are making a satisfactory improvement.

The light of divine truth is gradually extending through that 
interesting country ; and under its gracious influence, the su­
perstitions of the Natives are fading away from their minds, 
their cruel and ferocious propensities are greatly subdued, and 
peace and social union are promoted. Thousands of the Caffres 
are now so far brought under the influence of the Gospel, as 
to afford good ground of hope that they will shortly prove it to 
be the power of God unto their own personal salvation. Among 
the promising indications of great usefulness which the Caf- 
frarian Mission exhibits, is the translation of the Scriptures into 
the Native tongue. For a long time, the Caffre language pre­
sented difficulties which appeared insuperable. These, howe­
ver, have been surmounted ; and Messrs. Shaw and Boyce 
have prepared a grammar which will greatly facilitate the ac­
quisition of the language by future Missionaries. The British 
and Foreign Bible Society has, with its accustomed liberality, 
engaged to meet the expense of printing 1000 copies of the 
Caffre New Testament, in the translation of which the Mission­
aries of this Society have taken a part. Transiationa of many 
of the Books of the Old Testament, into the same language, 
are also ready for the press.

A letter has recently been received from Mr. Shepstone, 
accompanied by a copy of “ The Graham’s Town Journal,” 
of Nov. 14, 1833, which communicates the fact of the legal 
establishment of the Christian Sabbath in their extensive tribe, 
by the Caffre chiefs, Pato, Kama, and Kongo. This measure 
may be regarded, not merely as u delightful indication of actual 
progress, but as a pledge of future advances in religion and 
civilization.

In Southern Africa we have 16 JWissionaries and 910 mem­
bers.
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The station at Macarlhy’a Island has been finally selected, 
according to the intention stated in the Report of last year, as 
the centre and head-quarters of the new JVIission to the Foulahs, 
to many of whose towns and villages on each bank of the river, 
it affords great facilities of access, for the purpose of preaching 
the Gospel to that interestingrace, and of establishing Schools.

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MISSIONS IN BRITISH NORTH AMERICA.

In British North America, the Society occupies fifty-nine 
stations. Of these thirteen are in Upper and Lower Canada. 
In Upper Canada the Society has also recently taken some 
interesting Missions amongst the Native Indians under its care 
and management. Mr. Stinson, the Superintendent sent out 
from England to assume the oversight of these infant churches, 
has visited each station, and has transmitted to the Committee 
a very encouraging report of their state. No less than twelve 
hundred of the Native Indians are united in church fellowship ; 
and, by their holy and consistent conduct, as well as by their 
progress in the arts and enjoyments of settled and civilized 
life, they strikingly manifest the great change which has been 
wrought in them by the instrumentality of the Gospel. Two 
thousand of their children are under a course of educational 
and scriptural instruction. In consequence of the numerous 
openings for useful exertion in Upper Canada, Six English 
Missionaries are about to proceed thither. How delightful to 
see these poor people who a few years ago were sinking under 
the influence of every vice which degrades human nature into 
a premature grave, raised by the power of the Gospel to the 
dignity of men and christians. Of them it may be truly said, 
what the eloquent Watson said with reference to the negroes 
of the West India Colonies, “ Your Missionaries have dived 
into that mine from which we were often told no valuable ore 
or precious atone could be extracted, and they have brought up 
the gem of an immortal spirit, flashing with the light of intel­
lect and glowing with the hues of Christian graces.”

Our English Missions in Lower Canada, in JVova Scotia, in 
Prince Edwards’s Island, in the island of Cape Breton, in New 
Brunswick, and in JVewfoundland, are accomplishing the bene­
volent purposes of the Society, and maintaining their useful 
character among the widely scattered population of those ex- 
tensive countries. Every succeeding year increases the number 
of those wbo quit their native shores to settle in some of those 
regions ; and thus adds to the necessity, and therefore to the 
obligation also, of providing more extensively the appointed 
means of grace and ealvation.
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Income of the Society for the year, ending April, 1834, is £54,767 9s. 7d.

Many are the claims which are made upon their generosity, 
but it seems never to bo forgotten by them that this is a work 
which cannot be set aside by the calls of other charities ; the 
Committee would acknowledge their gratitude for two liberal 
donations, of twenty pounds each, from one of their constant 
friends in the Westmorland circuit, for the last two years : such 
a spontaneous testimony of good will is as valuable for the ex- 
pression of confidence which it conveys in the Society’s ope­
rations, as for the increase which it gives to the funds of the 
Parent Stock. Nor would they omit noticing the very efficient 
aid which has been given to the Institution by several Female 
Collectors, particularly in the St. John, the Fredericton, and the 
Annapolis circuits. An example so commendable they would 
recommend to the attention of all who are interested in the 
success of Missions : many might be found throughout our ex­
tended work in this District, who would stoop to “ the drudgery 
of begging,” and thereby greatly enlarge the income of this 
Branch Society.

They would close their observations with the impressive 
Appeal made by the Committee of the Parent Society, res­
pecting its necessities and claims.

1. It needs, and it claims, in the name of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, and of the myriads of immortal men to whom its agents 
minister, or by whom its help is solicited, an increased supply 
of competent and faithful LABOURERS. It needs especially a 
larger number of such Missionaries as the Great Head of the 
church has been pleased to qualify for certain stations of pe­
culiardifficulty, responsibility, and trust,—men of some consi­
derable standing and experience,-men of general knowledge 
and matured judgment, as well as of undoubted piety and zeal, 
—in whose hands might be properly and satisfactorily confided 
the superintendence of some important foreign districts, which

loudly call, at this juncture, for special care, activity, and pru- 
dence, and which, humanly speaking, must languish, and suffer 
serious loss, if the call be not answered. Many of the Society’s 
senior Missionaries have either been removed by death, or dis­
abled by debility and confirmed ill health. W

2. Our Society, under its present circumstances, greatly 
needs, and respectfully claims, an INCREASE of PECUNIARY BUP- 
PORT. Almost every existing Mission needs immediate rein­
forcement and enlargement. From new and promising stations, 
fho importunities of men weary of “ vanity and lies,” and 
wishful to become acquainted with the God whom Christiana 
worship, and with the Gospel in which we profess to believe as 
containing the only true religion in the world, are continually 
besieging the directors of our own Society, as well as of other 
kindred institutions. Some most affecting instances of this kind 
have been already mentioned. Your Committee are truly dis­
tressed, by their inability to meet such applications as promptly 
and as extensively as they should be met. Many and hallowed 
are the pleasures connected with the trust placed in their 
hands ; but those pleasures are grievously taxed and diminished 
by the painful necessity of refusing, at almost every meeting, 
to comply with some call of suffering humanity, or to enter in 
at some door of usefulness which Divine Providence itself ap­
pears to have signally and manifestly opened. Often are they" 
ready to adopt the sentiment which lately occurred in a letter 
from one of their Missionaries ; who, on a like occasion, ex­
claims, ‘ If ever I desired the mammon of unrighteousness, 
it is now, that I might send teachers to the lost.” Most highly 
do they appreciate that liberality which they have so amply 
experienced in many former years, and never so extensively 
as in the year to which their present Report refers. They are 
“filled with comfort” and with gratitude. It is not from any dis­
position, which would indeed ill become them, to complain of 
the past, that they venture on these remarks. But there is yet 
very much land to he possessed ; and they cannot but be anxioue 
that this Society should co-operate still more extensively with 
other similar institutions, whose labours they sincerely honour, 
and in whose success they unfeignedly rejoice, in that great and 
holy enterprise, the conversion of the FKorld. Never was there 
a period when the talent of wealth might be improved to so 
good and high a purpose as at present ; or when the smaller, 
but cheerful and regular contribution of the less affluent disci­
ples of Christ, if unitedly and perseveringly cast into the Lord’s 
treasury, were more sure tn be instrumental in the accomplish­
ment of the best results. The Committee, therefore,'are com­
pelled to reiterate the cry, “ Give, give !” though at the risk 
of being numbered among those “ that are never satisfied.”— 
Satisfied, indeed, the church should never be, till its adorable 
Lord and Saviour shall himself be ‘‘satisfied in seeing of the

mediatorial toils and sorrows, and wear, at length, " the crown 
of all the earth."

3. Finally, thia Society needs, and should earnestly implore, 
in the ever blessed name of Him whom the Father always 
hearetb, a richer and more effectual outpouring of the Holy 
SPIRIT, without whom " nothing is wise, nothing strong.” This 
your Committee more than ever feel to be the great desidera- 
turn, forthemselves, fortheir Missionaries, fortheir various 
foreign stations, and fortheir friends and auxiliaries at home. 
Without this, nothing can succeed ; this once secured, nothing 
essential to prosperity will long be wanting. They therefore 
humbly resolve that, in all their future plans and labours, they 
will " give themselves" afresh " unto prayer.”
