BEET GROWERS REFUSE OFFER
DROP IN BUILDING MATERIALS
Building material prices in Quebec 

are showing a downward tendency, 
according to recent reports, and 
building contractors are looking for­
ward to a lively house-building season 
next spring. Cement has dropped to 
$1 per bag and there is even a likeli­
hood of a further decrease. A 40c 
drop in the price of nails per keg 
took place about a week ago and 
glass is reported to be coming down. 
Lumber is dropping very gradually, 
as are many other building supply 
materials, and by spring it is expect- 
ed that prices in general will have 
reached a level that will allow a start 
to he made on a large home-building 
program to provide adequate housing 
facilities for the province. —Contract 
Record.

At a meeting held in Chatham the 
directors of the Ontario Beet Grow­
ers’ Association, after considering 
the 1921 contract as presented by the 
Dominion Sugar Company, advised 
the membership not to sign any con­
tracts until further notice. The 
price offered by the sugar company 
for beets this year is $6 per ton, with 
a sliding scale, based on the price of 
sugar during the months of_October, 
November. December. 1921, and Jan­
uary. 1922. According to the sched­
ule, if the price of sugar is $6 per 
hundred the price of beets will be 
$6.25; if sugar is selling at $6.25 per 
hundred beets will be worth $6.75, or 
with sugar at $11 per hundred beets 
will be worth $12 per ton. The 1920 
contracts called for a price of $9 per 
ton. with the sliding scale. The 
price paid for the 1920 crop was 
about $12 per ton.

In addition to the drop in the price 
of beets, the company has increased 
the price of beet seed to 25c per Ib., 
a raise of 10 cents.

The outlook is not favorable to an 
active canning factory campaign the 
coming season.

It 
is not likely that the catsup factories 
will remain closed, as their product 
has moved more rapidly than the 
canned goods.

Extraordinary progress has been 
made by the French in the restora­
tion of the war-scarred area.

To settle an argument the Depart 
ment of Highways. Toronto, was re­
quested to give the information as to 
why the hyphen was used on the new 
license markers on cars. Some said 
that each city or town had a district 
of its own. hence the number 63-152 
meant that the car had a license be­
longing to district 63. The answer 
to the inquiry was that "this hyphen 
appears after every thousand and is 
intended solely for the purpose of 
making the marker more easily read."

Now’s the Time to Overhaul 

Your Tractor.
Repairs and adjustments will save 

time during the rush season.
1First drain out all oil from crank 
case, transmission, and differential 
housings. Then remove all cover 
plates, so that all parts may be in­
spected. Badly wern parts should be 
replaced, or at least the new parts 
should be on hand. Remove the pis­
tons and rings to see that they are 
working freely in the grooves. It is 
important that all carbon deposits be 
cleaned from rings and grooves. 
Wrist-pin bearings can be taken up 
or rebushed. Crank-pin bearings 
should be taken up or relined, and 
scraped in if necessary.

After cleaning the carbon from the 
cylinder walls, head, and valves, care­
fully grind the valves. Adjust valve 
push rods so that valves open with 
proper clearance. Valve guides may 
be bushed to save compression. Ex­
amine valve springs for wear, and re­
place if tension is weak or wear is 
excessive. Go ever the ignition sys­
tem and repair all breaks in insula­
tion on wires; test magneto for 
strength of spark. Adjust breaker 
points. Test spark plugs after clean­
ing them.

Adjust thrust bearings in differen­
tial, if any. Adjust all main bearings 
of axles and transmission. Be sure 
that all oil openings are clear and 
free. Clean fuel lines and fuel tank 
and carburetor.

• Efficient Use.

There are several aspects of forest 
conservation. Forests are conserved 
by keeping them from being destroy­
ed by fire.

Dear Sir,—Attracted by an adver­

tisement appearing in your columns 
I went to the picture show on Wed­
nesday, 23rd February, tn the local 
opera house. This was my first visit 
to your town hall. It's a nice little 
house but unfortunately it’s a fire- 
trap. There are four points where a 
crowd could crush each other to death 
and block the stairways should there 
be a panic caused by an alarm of fire, 
and a wooden tin-lined hood over a 
moving picture machine is not 
enough protection. -

But that is not my purpose in pen­
ning my letter. I want to say what 1 
think, and try to a waken some inter­
est in clean amusement for your 
young and fun-loving villagers.

I went to see an "educational pic­
ture" under the alleged auspices of 
the Canadian National Council for 
Combating Venereal Diseases, which 
seeks to clean Canada’s young life 
from tills horrible pest, and this is 
what I saw first:

A filthy suggestive story picture, 
which was supposed to be funny, was 
first reeled off. The chief character- 
istics were the doings of the smart 
set. A-gang of rakes miss "Billy," a 
good old-time sport, who is supposed 
to have married a pious wife who 
likes only sacred concerts and check­
ers. The gang plan to go to a big 
tenderloin house to have a good time 
where the bright lights shine, but 
they must have Billly along, too. So 
they call up Billy over the phone, and 
Billy goes. Later, his wife’s old 
chums call and persuade her and car­
ry her off to another demi-monde. 
Then we were shown the interior of 
two fashionable brothels in full 
swing— whiskey and cigars, and semi- 
naked women dancing some harlot’s 
contortion, throwing their legs and 
flimsy veiling about in the air as a 
wanton would, to the great delight of 
the gang. Billÿ gets excited and goes 
among these nude creatures and 
dances with them in drunken frenzy. 
Later on he takes one dancer, puts 
her in a taxi and sends her to his 
home. The goody-goody wife is hav­
ing a similar time, all unknown to 
Billy. The red, light houses are raid­
ed by the police and the whole bunch 
is landed in jail. Both husband and 
wife return home in the morning, 
each in ignorance that the other had 
been out. Both bribe the maid to 
say nothing. He tries to hide the 
woman he has in the house; she tries 
to conceal the man who brings back 
her furs that she left in the taxi.

The teaching of the picture was: 
Why play checkers at home; go to 
the gilded brothel for your fun; be 
a sport; to hell with sacred concerts 
and knitting; see a bit of life.

The foregoing was the prelude. 
Then followed "The End of title 
Road, a story dealing with the lives 
of two girls, one who gets the know­
ledge of the origin of life through 
pure channels, the other through 
filthy channels. The former gets a 
true lover and husband; the latter 
gets disgrace and syphilis.

Two pictures with an entirely dif­
ferent purpose; one advocating a 
loose life, the other showing how a 
loose life rots the body.

I am glad there weie only about 
three children there, and these were 
with their parents. I think it is a 
shame to allow such a picture as that 
first one to be seen in this little vil­
lage. It seems an insult to the peo­
ple of Glencoe to bring such here. 
Surely the young people don’t find 
any pleasure looking at the interior 
of the underworld brothels of large 
cities, and semi-naked women expos­
ing themselves to excite the passions 
of those who patronize such dens? I 
think the time is ripe for the parents 
to rise up and demand that their town 
hall should not be hired for such pur­
poses. Now, I know that young peo­
ple must have fun. and let them have 
it, lots of it, too, but clean fun, not 
these filthy pictures. I think the vil­
lage should own their own picture 
machine, run their own show and 
keep it clean, and put the money into 
the public treasury. Suppose your 
opera house seats three hundred, per­
sons. Each seat at fifty cents would 
realize $150 per night Suppose that 
the opera house was only one-third 
full. That would yield $50 per night, 
and two shows per week would net a 
weekly income of $100. That amount 
per week for half a year would equal 
$2,600, and you pay the showman at 
least that much for the pollution of 
the young minds of your girls and 
boys. Glencoe, wake up!

HE Ontario Temperance Act as a war­
time measure was an unqualified success.

On October 25, 1919, the people of Ontario 
voted by an overwhelming majority in favor of 
the permanent continuance of the Ontario Tem­
perance Act, prohibiting the sale of intoxicating 
beverages.

The “Bootlegger” Must Go
Op December 31, 1920, came the repeal of the 

Federal Order-in-Council—which was also a war-time 
measure—prohibiting importation, manufacture and 
export of intoxicating beverages.

Thus it became possible for individuals in prohibi­
tion provinces to import liquors for consumption in 
the home: thus the "bootlegger" is able to offer the 
same for sale contrary to law, and thus the expressed 
will of the people in this province is being defeated.

Importation Must Cease
