ment has appointed Nov. 1 as polling day 
for the by-elections, overlooking the fact 
that this day is All Saints' Day and a 
public holiday in the Province of Quebec.

It is understood that there will be at 
least one contest, as it is understood 
Hon. 8. N. Parent will oppose the return 
of Hon. L. P. Nantel from Quebec 
County.

- Robert Higgins, a bridge builder in 
the employ of the Grand Trunk, and 
living on York street, west of Thames, 
street, this city, had one of the most 
remarkable escapes from instant death 
at Sarnia Tunnel Wednesday night 
that has ever been recorded in rail­
road circles. A yard engine and five 
cars passed over him, and he escaped 
with but minor Injuries. That he was 
not horribly mangled is the wonder 
of the railroad men who are acquaint- 
ed with the case.

Higgins was a member of the local 
gang doing some work at the Sarnia 
Tunnel yards. He was working there 
Wednesday, and that evening went to 
the funnel station to post some let­
ters for the foreman.

About 8 o’clock he decided to go 
back to the boarding cars, near the 
roundhouse, and as a yard engine, 
with some cars, was going that way, 
he jumped on the board in front to 
take a ride.

An Awful Position.
The locomotive ran a few hundred 

feet and Higgins stepped off, and de­
cided to walk, thinking the engine was 
going to back up.

But it started forward, and before 
he could escape he was knocked down 
between the rails.

He fell flat on his stomach, and the 
engine started over him. The ash box 
caught his coat and dragged him some

Hankow. China, Oct. 12—-The revolu­

tionary movement is gaining momen­
tum with every hour. Since noon yes­
terday it has swept the little city of 
Han-Yang and the native quarter of 
Hankow. Great numbers of Chinese 
are joining the movement voluntarily.

The losses in the fighting thus far 
aggregate several hundred, but prac­
tically all the dead are Manchus. The 
slogan of the movement is "Down with 
the Manchus."

Thus far there is no sign of animos­
ity against foreigners.

According to Rev. George P. Eck- 
man, of St. Paul's Methodist Church, 
of New York, "one of the conspicuous 
needs of the day in our work is disin­
terested social service. The social set­
tlement already is showing to the state 
its duty and to the church its oppor­
tunities. A quiet invasion for good is 
being conducted in the dark spots of 
the world where social injustice is 
rampant. We must make impossible 
in the new world some of the defeated 
diseases of the old world."

Dr. Scott Lidgett, warden of the 
Bermondsey Settlement, London, has 
formulated for the newer workers 
among the delegates what he terms the 
two main principles for successful set- 
tlement work. "First, the method of| 
friendship—the principle of brother- 
hood, not extended in a patronizing 
spirit, but in real comradeship; secon 
the cultivation of the higher socialism 
—the readiness to share with less for- 
tunate fellows the benefits of religion, 
culture and education."

Among the most efficient fields of 
work in large cities is the down-town 
church, according to Rev. J. G. Bick- 
erton, of Philadelphia, who sees great 
loss of effective machinery which never i 
can be duplicated "when those 
churches in the big centres are sold 
for gain and the congregations move 
to more desirable districts." His be- 
lief is that "they should remain to 
fulfill their mission as centres of light 
and social regeneration in those areas 
in which otherwise the shadows must 
fall."

Two Distinct Races.

Much of the unrest and political dis- 
affection in China in recent years has 
been due to the underlying current of 
race hatred, which the native Chinese 
have had for the Manchu dynasty and 
the nation-wide network of officials. 
Although the Manchus swept down 
from the north and took possession of 
the Chinese throne nearly 300 years 
ago, there has been little mixing of 
their blood with that of the native 
Chinese, and the two people have ex­
isted side by side, two continually 
clashing elements.

The Manchus were originally called 
in to assist in suppressing internal 
troubles which threatened the over- 
throw of the Ming dynasty. Their 
work done, they refused to withdraw, 
but proceeded to conquer the country 
for themselves. In 1643 they pro- 
claimed the son of their own ruler as 
the first emperor of a new dynasty, the 
tenth emperor of which now reigns.

The Manchus have ruled China on 
Chinese lines of politics, and in re- 
cent years have made many efforts to 
conciliate the natives.

FINANCIAL CRISIS FEARED.
(Canadian Press.]

London, Oct. 12.—The Pekin corre- 
spondent of the Times says that the 
most disturbing feature of the revolt 
in Wu Chang is the chaos which must 
inevitably follow the destruction by 
fire of the treasury building.

The main currency of the three 
great cities. Wu Chang, Hankow and 
Han Yang, forming the metropolis of 
mid-China, is the Hup-Heh Govern­
ment's dollar notes, which have been 
issued in unknown millions. - A finan 
cial crisis is, therefore, believed to be 
inv olved.

Referring to the Wu Chang rising, 
the Times says today that profound, 
widespread and merited dissatisfaction 
with the imperial government exists 
over a great part of the empire.

PRECAUTIONS IN PEKIN.

Pekin, China, Oct. 12. — Elaborate 
military precautions have been taken 
to prevent any sympathetic revolution- 
ary uprising in this city, and the 
palaces are guarded by troops of 
proven loyalty.

LIBERAL LEADER OFFERS Asked as to the points of difference 
between the Government and the Op- 
position on the power policy, Mr. Mac- 
Kay drew from his desk a copy of his 
speech on the debate on the address 
last January, and referred to the fol­
lowing paragraph in the same as in- 
dictating why he considered the Gov­
ernment's power policy inequitable:

"There is another phase of this 
question deserving serious consider­
ation. As the matter is being at pres­
ent worked out, the credit of the 
whole province is pledged for the 
benefit of a few municipalities in or­
der that cheap power may be obtain- 
ed for these municipalities. The ab- 
solute unfairness of this plan is bet­
ter seen if we take specific illustra­
tions of how it works out.

What did Bracebridge require to do? 
Bracebridge, I understand, was re­
quired to submit its scheme to the 
Ontario railway and municipal board, 
a creature of the Government, and 
when its scheme had been approved 
of by the municipal board, Brace- 
bridge was obliged to sell its own de­
bentures. They sold at 9812, bearing 
I think, 412 per cent interest. Now, 
contrast this method of procedure to­
wards obtaining cheap power as, let 
us say, betwen Bracebridge and Wel- 
land. The Province as a whole, Brace- 
bridge included, is compelled to assist 
in obtaining cheap money and cheap 
power for Welland, but in turn the 
Province as a whole, including Wel­
land, does not indorse Bracebridge, 
and does not assist Bracebridge in ob­
taining cheap power. The result is

The Text-Books.
"The deliberately false claim of the 

Government that the public school 
readers cost but 49 cents is now pret­
ty well understood. The facts are 
that the province employed and paid 
a large committee to collect and select 
all reading matter for the readers, paid 
for all illustrations, such as cuts and 
lithographs, and, it is said, actually 
set up the type, and then handed all 
these over to a departmental store to 
run the books off, paying 49 cents for 
this work, at the same time telling the 
people of the province that this was 
the whole cost of the readers. In other 
respects the nature of the bargain 
made with this departmental store is 
extremely objectionable. It is ex- 
pressly provided that a person in any 
part of the province may purchase 
direct from the departmental store at 
exactly the same price that he pays 
In his own home retail store. The re­
sult of this is evident. It tends to 
place every hearthstone in the land on 
the mailing list of a Toronto depart­
mental store, to the great Disadvant­
age not only of the retail bookseller, 
but of every other retail shop in the 
province.

Such a com­
mission could and would have Inter­
ested civic councils, boards of trade, 
boards of education, employers and 
citizens generally in favor of a move­
ment to give a square deal to the lad 
who at an early age leaves the school 
for the worshop. The demand and 
the necessity for such schools are evi- 
denced by the fact that it is estimat­
ed that about $1,000,000 annually 
is paid by ambitious artisans and 
mechanics anxious to improve their 
position to schools of correspondence 
south of the line in a vain endeavor 
to get some general knowledge of the 
principles that underlie their chosen 
vocation. In 1909 this province as- 
sisted education as follows: $1.38 for 
every public or separate school stu­
dent. $4.66 for every high school or 
collegiate institute student, $112.43 
for every model or normal school 
student, $126.35 for every university 
student. Against this expenditure no 
complaint is made. But has the prov­
ince no financial or ethical duty to 
perform with reference to the lad 
who cannot afford possibly even to 
enter the high school, but who leaves 
school at an early age to enter the 
workshop? The bare passing of 
an act dealing with industrial educa­
tion Is the Government’s grudging 
answer last session to the demand of 
the Opposition for years.

Middlesex Teachers’ Association were In 
attendance at the first session of the 
annual convention, which was held in 
the county council chamber at the county 
buildings this morning. Delegates are 
still arriving, and it is expected that this 
number will be considerably augmented 
this afternoon. The conference will con­
clude tomorrow afternoon.

An address by Rev. H. H. Bingham, 
of Talbot Street Baptist Church, fea­
tured this morning’s gathering, the 
speaker dealing in an able manner with 
the subject of “Truth." The search for, 
the source and sufficiency of truth 
especially in relation to the duties of the 
pedagogues, were emphasized by Mr. 
Bingham.

"We never gain truth if we prefer 
tennis to Tennyson, or pleasure and ease 
to work," he said. The speaker also 
tendered his best wishes to the associa­
tion, remarking that he knows of no 
other body of people who, with the ex- 
ception of the preachers, may do as 
much to teach and impart truth.

A Living Epistle.
Mr. C. E. Johnson, the president of the 

association, also read a paper in which 
he referred to the teacher as a living 
epistle, known and read by all his pupils. 
The students, he said, will study and 
compare teachers with others who have 
had charge of them, and will form very 
correct impressions, so that the greatest 
care should be exercised In the conduct 
of the teachers.

Mr. Johnson referred to the teacher as 
an umpire or Judge, who should be care­
ful to be just, merciful, true and kind. 
Punish all offenders he said, but in such 
a manner as to raise rather than lower 
the teacher in the minds of the pupils. In 
concluding he advised the members of the 
association to frequently place them- 
selves in the position of the pupil in de­
ciding their problems.

The lack of school 
facilities for industrial training is a 
reproach to the greatest industrial 
province of the Dominion. The Gov­
ernment spends yearly $126 36 upon 
each student in Toronto University; 
$112 43 for every normal and model 
school pupil; $4 66 upon each high 
school and collegiate institute pupil, 
and $1 38 for each public and separate 
school pupil.

That in the opinion of this House,

(b) An arrangement as to the 
basis of support for such schools as 
between the province, the munici­
pality and the interested manufac­
tures.

(c) The establishment in larger 
industrial centres of technical high 
schools.

(d) That the powers of the mu­
nicipalities should be enlarged, so as 
to enable them to aid in the support 
of such work.
The province would be much further 

ahead today had the Government ac­
cepted this resolution and acted on it 
promptly.

TO PRESERVE AUTUMN LEAVES.
A quick and reliable method of pre- 

serving autumn leaves is to lay them 
on an ironing board or a folded cloth, and 
after smoothing them flat cover each one 
with a blotting paper.

Press hard with a hot iron, holding it 
down over the leaf, but do not move the 
iron.

Lift the paper from the leaves and rub 
a little olive oil into each leaf. This will 
make the leaf pliable.

Then put on the leaves a thin gum. Use 
a camel’s hair brush for this work.

Four coats of gum will be necessary. 
Allow an Interval of three days to elapse 
between the applications of the gun. Only 
thin gum should be used.

Mathewson also has this in reserve

younger and a faster one, but when 
Mathewson is right there is only one 
answer.

Mathewson has the edge on Ben- 
dor, and Marquard is a much better 
pitcher than Jack Coombs.

The one man who gave Mack's peo­
ple the hardest light and the bulk of 
trouble through the waning cam; aign 
now drifting by was Vean Gregg, the 
star left-hander of the Cleveland 
Naps.

Ducks are raised in immense numbers 
on farms along the canals and rivers of 
Central and South China, and are much 
more common than chickens. One of 
the customary sights along the Grand 
Canal in Mid-China, for example, is that 
of a Chinese duck farmer in his boat 
watching his flock feed in and along the 
canal.

Up to the present ex- 
portation has taken the form largely 
of egg products, mostly dried albumen 
and yolks. The trade in eggs and egg 
products is rapidly increasing, as may 
be seen from the fact that the exports 
of egg albumen and yolks in 1908 were 
valued at $463,038 gold, and the ship- 
ments of fresh and preserved eggs at 
$1,234,785 gold, while in 1909 the values 
were $818,829 and $1,529,685 respectively.

During the last year several cargoes 
of Chinese meat and game products 
were sent to the United Kingdom with 
great success, and In these shipments 
were included poultry and eggs. The 
quantities of poultry thus exported, 
however, cannot be given with any de- 
gree of accuracy, since the returns in- 
clude such products under the general 
term of "provisions." The amount is 
considerable, however, and it is increas. 
ing. Apparently the only requirement 
for indefinite expansion of this market 
is proper shipping and selling arrange- 
ments. The product, both poultry and 
eggs, can be delivered at exporting 
points in China more cheaply than prob- 
ably at any similar place in the world.

"I am proud and happy to have 
been selected by my King to fill the 
high office of governor-general, and 
to thus be in a position to follow and 
promote the progress of this country. 
That this progress may, under the 
protection of Divine Providence, be 
continued and ever increasing, is my 
most heartfelt wish, and I am glad to 
have the opportunity of expressing it 
to you on my arrival."

DUCHESS OF CONNAUGHTPRINCESS PATRICIA OF CONNAUGHT
Field-Marshal His Royal Highness 

the Duke of Connaught and Strath- 
earn, K.G., K.T., K.P., the new Gover­
nor-General and Commander-In-Chief 
of the Dominion of Canada in succes­
sion to the Right Hon. Earl Grey, 
G.C.M.G., G.C.V.O., will assume his 
new duties In October, and will hold 
the appointment for the period of two 
years, which may be subject to further 
extension.

The third son and seventh child of 
Queen Victoria, the Duke of Con­
naught was born at Buckingham Pal- 
ace in 1850. On leaving Woolwich 
Academy In 1868 he entered the Roy­
al Engineers, and subsequently trans­
ferred to the Royal Regiment of Ar- 
tillery, and, later, to the Rifle Brigade, 
of which he Is Colonel-in-Chief. As a 
subaltern, he served In Canada during 
the Fenian Raid of 1870. He was 
created Duke of Connaught and 
Strathearn in 1874. Five years later 
he married Princess Louis Marguerite 
of Prussia. In the Egyptian War of 
1883 ne commanded the Brigade of 
Guards at Tel-el-Kebir. From 1886 to 
1880 he commanded the troops in Bom- 
bay, and he has since held the Ports­
mouth and Aldershot commands, and 
that of the Forces In Ireland. In 1904 
he became the first Inspector General 
of the Forces, and in 1908 he was ap­
pointed to the Mediterranean com- 
mand. which, it will be remembered, 
he resigned. It was a great disap- 
pointment to him that he was not per­
mitted to share the risks of the Boer 
War. His patriotism was strikingly 
shown by Ms refusal of the Grand 
Duchy of Saxe-Coburg, in order to re­
tain his British Nationality.

It was in 1866 that the Duke 
of Connaught entered the Royal 
Military Academy at Woolwich as 
a cadet; in 1868 he received his 
commission as a lieutenant in the Roy­
al Engineers, and in the following year 
as a lieutenant in the Royal Artillery. 
He was appointed, at the same time, 
a lieutenant in the Rifle Brigade, a 
regiment whose war record begins 
with "Copenhagen," includes the great­
est battles of the Peninsular war, 
Waterloo, the Crimean war. and the 
Mutiny, the first Ashanti war, and Af- 
ghanistan, Burma, and Khartoum. His 
Royal Highness is now, and has been 
since 1880, the Colonel-in-Chief of that 
distinguished corps. He was with it 
in Canada, when the regiment was 
quartered in Quebec, not long after he 
first joined it, and at that time he 
visited New York, and was present 
at an entertainment given in his hon­
or at the Academy of Music In that 
city. In 1871 he was appointed a cap­
tain in the Rifle Brigade, in excess of 
the establishment of the regiment.

In 1874 Prince Arthur, as he was 
known up to that time, was created 
Duke of Connaught and Strathearn 
and Earl of Sussex.

In 1878, at a Council held at Wind 
•or, Queen Victoria announced his en­
gagement to the Princess Louise Mar­
guerite of • Prussia, third daughter of 
Prince Frederick Charles, known as 
"The Red Prince," and grandniece of 
the late Emperor William of Germany. 
The marriage was celebrated at Wind­
sor on the 13th of March. 1879. Their 
children are Prince Arthur Frederick 
Albert, bom at Windsor in 1883, and 
now a lieutenant in the 7th Hussars, 
to which regiment he was appointed 
in January of last year; Princess Mar­
garet, born In 1882; and Princess Vic­
toria Patricia, born in 1886.

In 1873 the Duke of Connaught was 
Brigade-Major at Aldershot, and Bri­
gade-Major to the Cavalry Brigadier at 
Aldershot in 1875; and from October of 
that year till the following April he 
was Assistant Adjutant-General at Gib­
raltar. In September of 1876 be was a 
Lieutenant-Colonel in the Rifle Bri­
gade, and in 1880 a full Colonel. In 
that same year he became a Major- 
General and commanded a brigade at 
Aldershot.

It was in 1882 that the Duke of Con- 
naught had his first experience of war. 
when, in command of the 1st Brigade 
(the Guards), he accompanied the ex­
peditionary force under Lord Wolse- 
ley to Egypt. He was present at the 
defeat of Arabi Pasha’s army at Tel-el- 
Kebir. For his services In that cam­
paign he was mentioned in despatches, 
received the thanks of both Houses of 
Parliament, and was made a Compan­
ion of the Bath. He holds the medal 
with clasp for that campaign, and re- 
reived from the Khedive the Second 
Class of the Medjidie and the Khe- 
dive’s Star. He was appointed Honor­
ary Colonel of the 13th Bengal Lancers 
while that regiment was serving in

In the year following the Egyptian 
campaign against Arabi the Duke of 
Connaught was appointed colonel of 
the Scots Guards. He holds, besides, 
the colonelship of the 6th (Inniskill-

The field of the Duke's activity as 
Inspector-General of the Forces em­
braced the whole Empire, and after 
having visited all parts of the United 
Kingdom in the performance of his 
duties, he set out at the end of 1905 
to inspect the garrisons in South Afri­
ca, while not long after his return he 
started for a second world tour, which 
included Egypt, Ceylon, the Straits 
Settlement and Hong Kong. These 
visits to outlying garrisons on the 
fringe of our vast Empire were vitally 
necessary for the coordination of the 
work of preparation for war, and 
gigantic as was the task of personally 
passing in review the whole of the 
home and colonial garrisons and de­
fences, His Royal Highness kept pace 
with the work, and bis outspoken re­
ports on "our far-flung battle line" 
were very helpful to the Army Coun­
cil. His influence as Inspector-Gen­
eral of the Forces was a very good 
and active one, for he possesses in an 
uncommon degree the happy knack of 
putting his finger on the very root 
of matters upon which great issues 
depend and of explaining his views in 
an eminently common-sense and con­
vincing manner. The Duke is an en­
thusiastic soldier, and knows the pos­
sibilities and limitations of the British 
Army, and withal, too, there is no 
more popular officer than he with all 
ranks.

In 1886 the 
Duke of Connaught was appointed 
Commander-in-chief of the forces in 
the Bengal Presidency, and at the end 
of his term of service in India, on re­
turning home he was placed in com- 
mand of the Southern District in Eng- 
land. In 1893 he was a full General, 
and in June. 1902, he was made a 
Field-Marshal.*

At the death, in 1899, of Prince Al­
fred of Saxe-Coburg, Duke of Edin­
burg, second son of Queen Victoria, 
the Duke of Connaught, being the heir 
apparent of the Duchy, would have 
succeeded to it. but he and his heirs 
renounced their rights in favor of the 
young Duke of Albany, his nephew, 
son of the late Prince Leopold, fourth 
son of Queen Victoria.

In 1901 he Duke of Connaught suc­
ceeded his brother King Edward as 
Grand Master of Freemasons, and was 
installed in July of that year.

In 1902 he was at the head of the 
special mission sent to Madrid for the 
investment of the King of Spain with 
the Order of the Garter, and he him- 
self received at the hands of the young 
King the Order of the Golden Fleece.

The great Assouan Dam. in Egypt, 
was opened by the Duke and Duchess 
of Connaught In 1902, and from Egypt 
the Duke and Duchess went on to In­
dia to represent there the King st the 
grand Coronation Durbar at Delhi In 
January.

ONDON PAPER’S Based upon the fact that Mr. As- 
quith, speaking recently at the Guild- 
hall, described the Duke of Connaught 
as “A Necessary Man,” a writer in the 
“Empire Magazine” gives a remark- • 
ably interesting record of his Royal 
Highness's various activities as an 
Ambassador of Queen Victoria, King 
Edward, and King George. The Duke 
has visited all the British Dominions 
beyond the seas at different times of 
bis career, and throughout his travels 
he has been not a mere tourist but a 
worker. What the Duke of Connaught 
stands for to-day in the eyes of all men 
is solid diplomacy and honest Imperial­
ism, diplomacy that knows no make­
shifts, Imperialism which knows no 
party. Incidentally there is quoted a 
story which it is said the Duke telle 
against himself. It is certainly amus- 
ing:—

“On one occasion,” says the Em­
pire Magazine, “a young subaltern 
putting a company of infantry through 
their drill managed to get them into a 
terrible muddle. The Duke, who was 
watching the effort, called the subal 
term and asked, smiling:

“‘Have you any idea what your men 
are supposed to be doing?

“The boy saluted and replied:
"‘No, sir.’ Then with a roguish 

gleam in his eye he added. ‘Not the 
slightest. Have you, sir?'”

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A London paper has the following 
article about Canada in connection 
with the coming to Canada of the Duke 
of Connaught: —

The Duke of Connaught is going to 
reign as Viceroy at Ottawa. Is this a 
sign that something even more im­
portant and far-reaching will happen 
in the near future?

Is it possible that in the future our 
monarchs, instead of living at St. 
James’s and Windsor, and opening 
Parliaments at Westminster, may 
reign in far-away Canada, and visit 
our shores at rare intervals?

Such a prospect is not, perhaps, flat­
tering to our self-esteem. We have be­
come so used to the notion that our 
“tight little island" is the hub, if not 
of the universe, at least of the great­
est Empire in the world, that we can­
not easily conceive that it may not 
remain so for ever. But hard facts 
show that it is quite likely.

It has always been the rule that the 
seat of government of a world-Empire 
should be settled in its most powerful 
and populous and richest province. 
Hitherto this description has applied 
to England, and our sovereigns have 
reigned on the banks of the Thames 
as a matter of course. But it cannot 
always be so.

Canada and Australia are the coun­
tries of the future, Canada especially. 
At present their populations are com­
paratively small. But the population 
of Canada is growing by leaps and 
bounds. In time there will be more 
millions in Canada than in the United 
Kingdom—possibly than in the United 
States.

When that time comes, Canada will 
not only have the largest population of 
any part of the Empire, but will be by 
far the richest part, and will probably 
have the largest army and the most 
powerful navy, too. Then Canada will 
have the right to claim first place in 
the Empire. And then she will either 
want '> be independent or she will 
want car kings.

After all, if our sovereigns do emi­
grate, It will not make such a tre­
mendous difference as it would have 
done a hundred or even fifty years 
ago. In these days of wireless tele­
graphy and liners which rush across 
the Atlantic in six days, a king reign­
ing in Ottawa would be pretty well as 
near London as he would have been 
at Balmoral a hundred years ago, and 
there would be nothing to prevent 
ministers from taking flying tripe to 
attend cabinet councils, in Canada 
when urgent need arose.

Constantine the Great found that a 
capital in Italy was too far away from 
the heart of his dominions, and built

a brand new capital at Constantinople. 
So also did Peter the Great in the case 
of Russia. For hundreds of years the 
Tsars reigned in Moscow, but at last 
Peter went off, taking the government 
and the court with him, to the new, 
vast city he had founded on territory 
conquered from Sweden and named 
after himself—St Petersburg.

It is possible, of course, that if Can­
ada eventually becomes the home of 
our monarchs Australia and India 
might be Jealous and object. Perhaps 
they would be pacified by the offer of 
a Royal Viceroy apiece. Or they 
might become so far independent as 
to have kings of their own, these kings 
owning the sway of the superior mon­
arch at Ottawa, as the potentates of 
the German Empire own the overlord­
ship of the Kaiser.

There is an outside chance that one 
of King George V.’s grandsons may 
reign in Melbourne, another in Delhi, 
and a third in Cape Town.
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He Has Been Termed the Hapdy Man 
of the Royal Family

Prince Arthur of Connaught, who 
represented King George at the Jubi­
lee celebrations of Italian unity, has 
been termed "the Handy Man of the 
Royal Family." He is a young man of 
infinite tact and resource, and on sev­
eral occasions has acted as Royal en­
voy. He went to Japan to invest the 
Mikado with the Garter, and repre­
sented the late King Edward both at 
the opening of the Protestant Cathe­
dral in Berlin and also at the Crown 
Prince’s wedding.

The report of the provincial analyst, 
Dr. J. A. Amyot, on the water supply 
was discussed at some length at the 
special meeting of the board of health 
held Thursday afternoon. The mem­
bers expressed themselves as being 
confident that the water of the city of 
London was as nearly pure as possi­
ble, and that there was no cause fur 

!alarm whatever.
; Mayor Beattie reported that the an­
alyses had been shown him, and as a 

precautionary measure, he had in- 
:structed Superintendent Glaubitz to 
close two ponds at Springbank. This 

had been done.
I"The impression has been given that 
the colon bacilli discovered were ty- 
phoid fever germs." said Mayor Beat- 
tie. "This is distinctly not the case.

IThere is nothing to show in the report 
that there are typhoid germs in the 

! water." 
No Cause For Alarm.

; Dr. Hutchinson and Dr. Williams 
corroborated this statement, and de­
clared that so far as they could see.

|there was no cause for alarm.
,Superintendent Glaubitz said that he*
|had a conversation over the telephone 
with Dr. Amyot, of Toronto, who 

stated that there was no reason to be!
!alarmed at the water supply. There 
were colon bacilli present, but in such 

small quantities as to be practically 
negligible. Samples of water were be- 
Iing taken from the sources of supply 
both to the Colville and pump-house 
ponds in order to discover if possible 
the source of infection.

"There is no danger, and the people 
should be told so," said Mr. Glaubitz. 
"There were no typhoid fever germs 
in the water, and I want that under­
stood."

Mr. John Graham asked if a cement 
wall about the ponds now closed 
would not protect them from any sur­
face drainage. Mr. Glaubitz thought 
that the suggestion would be proper, 
but he did nut consider It necessary 
to go to the expense of building a 
cement wall. A clay bank would serve 
the purpose.

Pure Water.
Mr. R. A. Carruthers declared that 

the city water was practically pure, 
and had always been pure. The ma­
jority of the few cases of typhoid in 
the city came from outside places. 
Many of them were infected while at 
summer resorts, and when they come 
to the city with the disease, the city 
water is blamed.

In response to a question from 
Chairman Clarke, Dr. Hutchinson re­
ported that he examined four to five 
samples of milk a month.

"The board has done well to go 
thoroughly into this matter," said Dr. 
Williams. “It will reassure the citi- 
zens. In the meantime the board 
should continue its investigations, as 
the water supply of the city should 
be kept above reproach."

Chairman Ruffled.
Chairman Clarke deplored the fact 

that he was being overlooked in the 
matter.

"Everybody seems to know about 
these reports except the chairman," he 
stated. "They were in the newspapers 
before I saw them. I do not think that 
they should be given out until such a 
time as the board considers it advis­
able to do so. I never hear anything 
from Dr. Hutchinson. He seems to 
desire to keep information from me. I 
know nothing about what is going on 
In the department.”

"You hear everything, and you know 
it," declared Dr. Hutchinson. "Every 
report was handed to you, with the 
exception of the water report. You 
are out of the city so much that it is 
difficult to know you are home. Every 
bit of information in my possession is 
always given to you.”

"If you want a heavier man for
