Ottawa. May 22.—The supreme court this morning dismissed 

the appeal in the case of Smith vs. the Ontario attorney-general. 
The Ontario temperance act is therefore upheld by the court.

The basis of the action taken by the appellant. John T. Smith, 
was that the O. T. A., before the provisions of the Canada tem­
perance act were applied to prohibit the importation of liquor into 
Ontario, was not an act prohibiting the sale of liquor for beverage 
purposes as it allowed the general sale of native wines and the 
importation and exportation of all Tiquors. The attorney-general 
for Ontario argued that the act need not be an absolute prohibi­
tion, but one prohibiting sale generally would suffice.

SOUGHT LEGAL DECLARATION.
Smith is a resident of Toronto. He ordered a ease of whiskey, 

some beer and lager from a dealer in Montreal and the dealer 
declined to fill the order on the ground that he could not do so 
under the terms of the O. T. A.

Smith brought action asking for a judicial declaration whether 
part IV. of the Canada temperance act had the force of law in 
Ontario. The attorney-general for Ontario had no interest enabling 
him to bring a declaratory action but that he should be liable to

the powers of bank directors and 
executives to sell bank stocks was 
made by J. J. Hughes (Liberal, Prince 
Edward Island) at the opening of the 
commons banking and commerce 
committee this morning.

moderate oven twelve minutes.

ORANGE PUDDING.

STORE CLOSED ALL DAY SATURDAY45 minutes; beat in three eggs, one 
at a time, and beat hard after the 
addition of each egg: add half a cup- 
ful of milk, one-third of a cupful of 
melted butter and three level tea­
spoonfuls of baking powder, beat 
smooth, pour into a buttered glass or 
earthenware baking dish and bake 
in a quick oven until firm in the 
center. Serve from the dish with a 
tablespoon.

DEVILED CRAB.
Remove the meat from the claws 

and body of two boiled California 
crabs. Thoroughly clean and dry 
the shells. Shred the crab meat 
and mix with a sauce made by 
cooking together four tablespoon- 
fuls of butter, four tablespoonfuls of 
flour and two and a quarter cupfuls 
of milk, one and a half teaspoonfuls 
of dry mustard, three teaspoonfuls of 
Worcestershire sauce, one teaspoon­
ful of •chopped parsley and a season­
ing of salt, paprika and cayenne pep- 
per. Fill the shells with the mix­
ture. Mix two teaspoonfuls of dry 
mustard with two teaspoonfuls of 
French mustard and one and a half 
tablespoonfuls of melted butter and

"My brain is incapable of conceiving such a 

thing as a soul. I may be in error and man may 
have a soul, but I simply do not believe it.

I 
should not wish to be understood, however, as 
denying the existence of a soul. My position is 
that I have never been convinced."

Thomas Edison is one of the greatest men of 
this time. He is not only a great doer, he is a 
great thinker also. Therefore, whatever he says 
about any subject is worth attention. I wish, 
however, to point out what seems to me to be 
an error in his statement as quoted above.

Mr. Edison uses the word "believe" loosely. 
What he means is that to his mind the balance 
of probabilities are not in favor of the existence 
of a soul.

Accurately speaking, belief means the accept­
ance of something that lies beyond the point of 
our knowledge. Strictly speaking, we believe 
only what, in the nature of the case, we cannot 
know. I believe there is a soul for the same 
reason that Mr. Edison believes there is such a 
thing as electricity. I do not know what a soul 
is, and Mr. Edison does not know what elec- 
tricity is.

He believes in electricity, its functions and

The British have always looked with disfavor 
upon the Ruhr invasion idea; their leaders have 
said so plainly, and have pointed to the injustice 
that was being done to the recovery of British 
trade on the continent.

The opportunity is before Germany to give 
definite assurances, and to further back these up 
by actual performance, that she will play the 
game with all the nations interested in the 
terms of the Dawes report.

The world would heave a sigh of relief at 
the withdrawal of French troops from the Ruhr. 
Their continued presence there is piling up a 
debt that must be accounted for, and it is a 
sheer waste of effort and money because it is 
not producing results at all in keeping with the 
outlay.
