At the First Session of the Eighth Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, begun
and holden in the City of Ottawa, on the Nineteenth day of August, in the Sixtieth vear
of the Reign of our Sovereign Lady Victoria, of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland, Queen, Defender of the Faith, in the year of Our Lord, One thousand
eight hundred and ninety-six.

On which day, being the first day of the meeting of this Parliament for the
Despatch of Business, pursuant to a Proclamation (hereunto annexed) John George
Bourinot, Esquire, Clerk of the House of Commons, Henry Robert Smith and François
Fortunat Rouleau, Esquires, Commissioners appointed by Dedimus Potestatem for
administering the Oath to Members of the House of Commons, all attending according
to their duty, Samuel E. St. O. Chapleau, Esquire, Clerk of the Crown in Chancery,
delivered to the said John George Bourinot, a Roll containing a List of the naines of
such Members as had been returned to serve in this Parliament (a copy of which List is
hereunto annexed), the said Cominissioners did administer the Oath to the lembers
who appeared, which being done, and the Members having subscribed the Roll contain-
ing the Oath, they repaired to their seats in the House.

Chair of this House as Speaker," in which Motion he was seconded by Sir Richard J.
Cartwright.

And the Question being called for, ' That James David Edgar, Esquire, do take
the Chair of this House as Speaker,' it was accordingly put by the Clerk, and,

Resolved, nemine contradicente, That James David Edgar, Esquire, do take the
Chair of this House as Speaker:

And the Clerk having declared Mr. Edgar duly elected, he was taken out of his
place by the said Mr. Laurier and Sir Richard J. Cartwright, and conducted to the
Chair; where standing on the upper step, he returned his humble acknowledgments to
The House for the great honour they had been pleased to cfonfer upon him by
unanimously choosing him to be their Speaker.

And thereupon he sat down in the Chair, and the Mace (which before lay under
the Table) was laid upon the Table.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY:-

The louse of Commons have elected me as their Speaker, though 1 am but little
able to fulfil the important duties thus assigned to me.

If, in the performance of those duties, I should at any time fall into error, I pray
that the fault may be imputed to me, and not to the Commons, whose servani I am,
and who, through me, the better to enable them to discharge their duty to their Queen,
and Country, humbly claim all their undoubted rights and privileges, especially that
they may have freedom of speech in their Debates, access to Your Excellency's person
at all seasonable times, and that their proceedings may receive from Your Excellency
the most favourable consideration.

Then the Honourable the Speaker of the Senate said:

MR. SPEAKER,

I am commanded by His Excellency the Governor General to declare to you that
he freely confides in the duty and attachment of the House of Commons to Her Majesty's
person and Government, and not doubting that their proceedings will be conducted
with wisdom, temper and prudence, he grants, and upon all occasions will recognize and
allow their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you, that the Commons shall have ready access to
His Excellency upon all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings, as well as
your words and actions, will constantly receive from him the most favourable
construction.

And The House having returned:
Mr. Speaker reported, That The House had been in the Senate Chamber, and that

he had informed His Excellency that the choice of Speaker had fallen upon him; and
also, in the name of this House and on its behalf, he had laid claim to all their rights
and privileges, that they may enjoy freedom of speech in their Debates, and have access
to His Excellency's person, as occasion shall require, and that ail their proceedings may
receive from His Excellency the most favourable construction ; to which His Excellency
was pleased to say that he readily and willingly granted and allowed the Commons their
constitutional privileges, as well as ready access to His Excellency on all seasonable
occasions, and that their proceedings, as well as their words and actions, will constantly
receive from him the most favourable construction.
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Ordered, That Mr. Laurier have leave to bring in a Bill respecting the Administra-
tion of Oaths of Office.

He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and the same was received
and read the first time.

Mr. Speaker reported, That when The House did attend His Excellency the Gov-
ernor General, this day, in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased to make a
speech to both Houses of Parliament, of which Mr. Speaker said he had, to prevent
mistakes, obtained a copy which he read to The House, as followeth:

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlementi of the House of Cominons:

The necessity of inaking provision for the Public Service has compelled me to
suminon vou together at this somewhat inconvenient season.

It is impossible to lay before you, at this Session, the Public Accounts for the past
year; or, indeed, any of the reports usually submitted to Parliament.

Under these circumstances and in view of the fact that you will be required to re-
assemble early in the ensuing year, it does not appear expedient to invite your attention
to any measure beyond the passage of the Supplies.

The operation of the tariff will be made the subject of careful enquiry during the
recess, with a view to the preparation of such a measure as may, without doing injustice
to any interest, materally lighten the burdens of the people.

Immediate steps will be taken to effect a settlement of the Manitoba School
Question, and I have every confidence that, when Parliament next assembles, this im-
portant controversy will have been adjusted satisfactorily.

The Estimates for the current year will be laid before you forthwith.

Gentlemen of the House oj Commons;

I hope that when you will have given the necessary attention to the consideration
of the year's supplies, I may be able to relieve vou from the duty of further attendance
at this Session of Parliament.

Mr. Wood (Hamilton), from the Select Standing Committee on Miscellaneous
Private Bills, presented to the House the Second Report of the said Committee, which
was read, as followeth :-

Your Committee have examined Bill for the relief of Albert Nordheimer, and
have agreed to report the same without any amendment.

Mr. Bain, from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and Colonization,
presented to the House the Second Report of the said Committee, which was read, as
followeth :-

Your Committee have had before them statements in evidence relating to Agri-
culture, namely:

1. The admission of Canadian thorough-bred stock into the United States without
American registration, and on this head recommend that the Minister of Agriculture
be requested to correspond with the Secretary of State for the United States to obtain a
withdrawal of the Order requiring that Canadian stock should first be entered in the
American Register and that they accept Canadian registration.

2. Cold storage for aid to export of perishable farm products.
3. Modification of Quarantine Regulations in the import of thorough-bred horses

and cattle.
4. An extension of the privilege of cattle shipment to England by United States

ports.
5. Railway freight rates, and what seems unfair discrimination therein.
In relation to the last four named heads the following Report was submitted by a

sub-Committee and adopted by this Committee as a part of their Report.
"The sub-Committee beg leave to report that they have considered the papers sub-

mitted to them, by your order, prepared by Messieurs Douglas, McCarthy, McMillan,
Tolmie, Talbot and Rogers, which were the result of an informal meeting early this
Session of a number of Members of Parliament interested in the welfare of the farmers
of the Dominion by considering what could be done to place their surplus products on
the English markets in the best condition, and at the lowest cost for transportation.

The following appear to be of such a nature as may be favourably pressed upon the
attention of the Government for early consideration

lst. Cold storage transport for butter, cheese, meats, fruit, eggs and other perish-
able products of the farm.

2nd. Such modification of Quarantine Regulations as without endangering our herds
to disease will better facilitate the importation of thorough-bred horses and cattle to im-
prove our stock.

3rd. An extension of the privilege for cattle shipments to England by Boston and
other American ports, thereby reducing ocean freights.

4th. The question of railway freight rates, including what seems to be an unfair
system of discrimination, is one of great magnitude and of vital importance to the
farmers of Canada, and should receive the most careful consideration."
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Your Committee would recommend that the Governient be requested to make
provision in the Estimates for a sum of money suflicient to secure an efficient system of
cold storage and transportation, to place our dairy and perishable farm products on the
English markets in good condition, thereby saving to the farier a heavy loss from
depreciation during transit, and which once successfully established they hope would
soon become self-sustaining.

Your Committee append extracts from the papers referred to, which they recommend
to be printed as an Appendix (A) to this Report, as they deal with important questions
and are the result of much enquiry ; also, a concise statement prepared by Mr. James W.
Robertson, Agricultural and Dairy Commissioner, at the request of your Committee,
Appendix (B), showing the efforts made, and the expenditure incurred by the Sister
Colonies of Australasia and Denmark, to place their dairy products on the English
markets in prime condition ; also, the importation of butter by Great Britain from
Canada in 1895. ( Appendix No. 2.)

Mr. Choquette, from the Select Committee appointed to supervise the Otficial
Report of the Debates of this House during the present Session, presented to the
House the Fourth Report of the said Committee, which was read, as followeth :-

Your Committee recommend that Messieurs J. O. Pelland, J. A. Geoffrion and
H. R. Fiset be appointed as translators of the Debates, at salaries of 1,000 each, to re-
place Messieurs McLeod, Vanasse and Bouchard, whose services are to be dispensed
with on the completion by them of their share of the work of translation of the Debates
of the present Session, and that the appointment and remuneration of the above
mentioned Messieurs Pelland, Geoffrion and Fiset date from the commencement of the
next Session of Parliament.

Mr. Sutherland, from the Select Standing Committee on Railways, Canals and
Telegraph Lines, presented to the House the Sixth Report of the said Committee, which
was read, as followeth:-

Your Committee have had under consideration the following Bills, and have agreed
to report the same, with Amendments, viz.
