The President in the Chair.

Judge Marshall’s promised Lecture was
read by him on Wednesday evening,4thinst.,
at the Mechanics’ Institute; subject—

* Intellectual Improvement.”
The Lecturer said :— - )

“ This, Me. President, is  most import.
ant and interesting topic, of paramount in-
terest to every individual, and to every
class snd condition in Society. Knowledge
is power, wealth, and honour—or rather it
is the means by which man attains these ob-
jects, whiich are coveted by alf,—it is the
main spring of and incentive to all human
action. The first most desirab'e species of
mental improvement, is the knowledge
which relates to the attributes of that eter-
nal and glorious being, the creator and sus-
teiner of the universe ; itis no less man's
duty to thake himeelf acquainted with his
visible works, and more especially with that
revelation which he has graciously afforded
us. We should rightly ascertain the nature
and qualities of our minds; our passions,
propensities, dispositions and feelinge ; and
the design and end of our being. This in-
quiry has, however, no connection with the
present Lecture ; it being designed only to
touch upon the circumstanaes and affairs
of the present life, with reference to our-
solves and others. A knowledge of some
branches of thie department is necessary
for our existence and comfort—whilst oth-
ers affect our own improvement and happi-
ness, as well as that of all 10 whom it may
he imparted. The first species refers to
that which leads us to obtain the requisites
for bare subsistence. Clothing for the bo-
dy, and the other essentials of mere animal
support and existence ; to this all are in-
stinetively led ; the second is boundless as
the earth, and, whilst it purifies our own
hearts and elevates our own minds, it com-
passes in its means of usefulness, the wide
extent of this fair Globe with all its mil-
lions. But the fruits produdid by the tree
of knowisdge are diversified ; those which
expand and enlarge the intellect, are blend-
ed on it with those whose tendency is to
demoralize and debase ; the laiter glass is
a numerous one: to which Romance, the
Siage, the Gamester, or the feats of the
Juggler, and their innumerable concomi-
tants belong. The mind being so consti-
tuted that it must be exercised on either
one or other of these pursuits, each one
should conquer every tendency towards the
wrong, and strengthen each tie which binds
him to the right course. There are two
subjects with which it is absolutely neces-
sary every man should be acquainted; first

tained. Many believe that its acquirement
depends entirely upon following out a regu-
lar course of instruction under the tnition
of those capable of imparting the know-
ledge ; this is a fatal mistake  “T'he instene-
tion of those skilled in all knowledge is, no
doubt, highly desirable—but man may ob-
tain much information, nay, he may become
a profidient in many arts, by exerting the
powers of his own mind, independently of
any outward or extrinsic aid. 1o do this,
however, it is necessary that a fixed desire
for the acquirement and retention of infor-
mation exist in the student’s breast; works
upon all these subjects may be chiefly and
readily obtained, but their perusal will be
of no avail unless subsequent thought, a
thorough analyzation of what had been read,

be wise indeed; fixed and continuous
thought should discipline the mind fur ac-
tion-—without this [ do not hesitate to say

By the exer-
cise of the powers of his mind he penetrates
into the recesses of nature or art, and each
new and valuable truth which he brings to
light incites him to fresh and renewed exer-
tion.

This Socicty will encourage and support its
Missionary or Missionaries in producing a trans-

ABSTRACT OF THE REPORT.

Tue Comuittee of the Micmac Mission, gt the
dose of their term of oflice, are happy to avail
themselves of the present opportunity to make
a few statements relative to the origin of the Mis-
tion, anel their procecdings during the past year.

On the evening of Nov. 12th, 1849, a Public
Meeting was held in the Baptist Chapel, Gran-
ville Street, to hear a Lecture from the Rev. S.
T. Rand, on the Micmac Indians. The Mueting
was very nuerously attended, and the audience
emwbra-cd various Cliristian denominations.  The
Lecture contained a sketeh of the history, lan-
guage, customs, literature, relizious opiuions, and
present wmoral condition of that tribe. It shewed
that althoush they were at present living in a
rude and cowparatively degraded condition, and
retrograding rather than improving, yet they
were sn«-.cl-(ihlu of improvement, and that their
attention v bt be gained by approaching them
in their own linsuwze. The lectuver uraed up-
an the friends of evanoelical truth, a well-direct-

They found that the work was in
tict already begun, that Mr. Rand besides giving |
pertions of his time for the last three vears, as |
other engagements permitted, had devoted the |
last few months exclusively to the interests of that 1
people.  The Provisional Committee at once |
offercl, and expressed by resolution their desive, |
to do all in their power to provide such aid as

would enable him to emplov'all his time for the |
benefit of that tribe, during the ensuing vear; be- i
fure the expiration of whichy he would atter con- |
sultation with his brethren be able to decide whe-
ther he should feel free to continue to fullow the
suggestions and directions of a Protestant Board.

The ‘whole proceedings thus far were then sub-
mitted to a Public Meeting, held in Chalmers’
Church on the evening of Sept. 19th, which Mr.
Rand by request remained in Halifax to  ad-
dress.  The mecting was numcerous aud influen-
tial, the measures already taken were approved,
the present Committee and Office Bearers a
roin(cd, and an impression highly favourable
et upon the public mind.

The Comuttee, thus appointed, felt themselves
in a position to express their desire to Mr. Rand,
that he should devote his whole time to the work
of the Mission, it being well understood that for
some time his chief employment would be prepa-
ration for future labour. The Committee ex-
pressod their readiness, to undertake to provide
for his support a salary of £160 N. 8. currency,
exclusive of travelling and incidental expenses,
which were not to exceed £49. ‘They turther
requested Mr. Rand to prepare for publication
in a Pamphlet the Lectures recently delivered
by him in Halifax.

For a short time after his return to Charlotte-
town, Mr. Rand was oceupied in preparing for
the press the Pamphlet which has been so gene-
rally circulated in this City and Provinee and al-
soin holding one or two Public Meetings in
Chadottetown. Tt is hut justice to state, that be-
fore the Committee had an existence, several Na-
val Otlicers in - Her Majesty's service, revident
in Charlottetown, had siven Mr. Rand  encou-
razement and support in prosecuting this work ;
and ever since these gentlemen and others in
that town have manifested the greatest zeal and
libeerality in supporting the Mission.

Mr. Rand spent the winter in Charlottetown,
engaged chiefly in prosecuting a more  intimate
acquaintance with the Miciae language, i for-
warding his projected Grammar and Dictionary,
and in perfecting his translation of portions of
the Word of God. The Missionary is thus laying
a foundation for aceuracy and usefulness, not
only tor hselt, but for all who may choose to
avail themselves of the aid thus prosvided.  Thix
work may be of the greatest value, when the
now living workiman shall have finished hin Ja-
bourson earth, and enterced into the rest of the
Lord. .

During thig perisd however, he did not neglect
to visit the wandering red men, conversing with
them in their wizwams, and reading to them in
their own tongue, the wonderful works of God.
In fact the prosecution of the one species of la-
bour naturally led to the other, and opeued up
subjects of enquiry and of conversation of the
highest intercst,
