Nor will it ever be 
known how many ships that perish at sea, 
with a i on board, are victims not of storms 
or iceb rge or collisions, but of deadly ex­
ploiter . introduced under fictitious names 
into the cargo by people who risk the lives 
of a wboie ship's-company for the sake of 
a little extra saving or gain.

M. Hanot presented to a society in Paris 
four brains, derived from the postmortem 
examinations of as many criminals. Prof. 
Benedikt, of Vienna, recently called atten­
tion to the structure of the brain in cer­
tain criminals ; be has observed the pres­
ence of four frontal convolntions in twelve 
assassins condemned to death. M. Hanot 
has found the same anomaly four times 
in eleven autopsies. The subjects are not 
criminals of the worst type, but thieves 
of long standing and regular “ jail-birds.” 
In the brains presented the second frontal 
convolution seemed to be doubled, the su­
pernumerary one being situated at this 
point. This is especially the more cari­
ous, as not a single case of the kind has 
been observed in patient* dying at the 
hospitals not criminals.—Michigan Medi­
cal News.

The London City Press, remarking open 
the amount of labor and ingenuity expend­
ed upon the production <2 Bank of Eng­
land notes, states that they are still made, 
as for generations past, from pure white 
linen cuttings only—never from rags that 
have been worn—and, so carefully is the 
paper prepared, that even the number of

Open lit­
tle crevices, and yon have a little light. 
Open all the shatters folly, and the room 
is flooded with light. This is not differ­
ent light, it is the same light, bat vastly 
more of the same. Regeneration is the 
new-born soul partially lighted with 
grace ; sanctification is the same soul 
flooded, with the same grace. Beloved, 
open all the shatters, that your souls may 
be filled with the light of the knowledge 
of the glory of God, in the face of Jesus 
Christ !

BISHOP SIMPSON.

when Bishop Simpson was suddenly pros­
trated while preaching :

The Bishop's face, always pallid, assum­
ed a whiter hue, bleaching like his hair. 
The pause became so painful as to cause 
people to look up apprehensively to the 
orator’s face. He faltered in a low voice, : 
“ I am not sure that I shall be able to 
finish this sermon,” and a thrill of appre­
hension ran over the vast assemblage. 
The Bishop was seized with retching, and 
appeared to be suffocating. He grasp-d 
the pulpit with both Bands. The au li- . 
ence felt a strange, chilling tremor. The 
venerable preacher gasped out the words 
of apology, “ I was sick last night but 1 
thought once I got started I should warm 
up tq the work and get on, but I am not 
well. If the congregation will kindly 
s'ng a verse or two 1 raav feel better, and 
be able to go on,” and then he tottered 
and sank back on his seat in the pulpit, 
it was a moment of thrilling apprehen­
sion. The tall slender figure of the ven­
erable Bish' ip, confessedly the foremost 
oratôr of his Church, and among the fore­
most of the nation, his face pallid, his lips 
Vivid aud speechless, bent with the weight 
of more than the allotted age of man. his 
hea<$ silvéléd with the frosting of seventy- j 
two years, tottering and sinking iti the ! 
sacred desk, seemed to end bis life 
and m.nistvation at once in that tragic 
solemn manner- It was a moment of pain­
ful dread and suspense. The paster of 
the Çburch Sought to allay the excited 
apprehension of the vast congregation, 
and requested them to join the choir in | 
singing, “ Rock of Ages,” which many 
did. Daring the singing Dr. N. J. Bird,who 
was present, glided to the Bishop’s side, 
grasped his hand, and sought his pulse, j 
He detected at once symptoms of a chill, 
threatening to become congestive, and 
had the sufferer removed to the lecture 
room adjoining, where he was laid on a 
bench, and restorative stimulants were 
administered. President 'Hayes and wife 
were present, and deeply sympathized 
with the afflicted Bishop.

AN INCIDENT.
The other day a touching incident was 

reported from the Seahatn Colliery. 
After the explosion had occurred a father 
was requested, by a man who was after­
wards rescued, to go with him to another 
part of the mine. He replied, “ Nay^’B 
stay with the lad.” Sometime afterwards 
father and son were found clasped toge­
ther, sleeping peacefully the sleep of 
death. Now another incident equally af­
fecting is reported from the scene of the 
same calamity. Last Sunday night four 
additional bodbs were recovered from 
the mine. They were found in such posi­
tions as to indicate that they had tieen 
suffocated by the deadly gas. Near them 
was found a piece of brattice board. On 
one side of this board were written in 
chalk tbe names of the four ; on the other 
side the same hand had written, “ Five 
o’clock ; we have been praying to God.’ 
Men instinctively yearn to leave some re­
cord behind them when they are called 
out of the world. How comforting the 
above record will be to tbe surviving 
friends of these poor men. In many other 
cases a similar record might, nq doubt, 
have been made. All men pray in the 
moment of extremity. And who will say 
that such prayers are not answered? 
Happy, however, are those, who have 
cultivated the habit of prayer. Thanks 
to evangelical enterprise, tbe miners of 
England are not destitute of Christianity. 
To this class of men Wesley specially ap­
pealed. and ever since hie time the mines 
of the country have often echoed with 
prayer and praise. The finest examples of 
Christian life and testimony are often 
found amongst those who follow this dan­
gerous occupation.—London Methodist.

A BRAVE ACT.
An account has just been received 

of a tragic affair happening upon the east 
coast of Africa, in which remarkable he­
roism was displayed by a sailor on board 
one of her Majesty’s ships. Whilst cruis­
ing off Mozambique, a few weeks ago, H. 
14. 8. Wild Swan sighted and pursued a 
slave dhow. After a long chase the vessel 
was overhauled and captured, and tbe pro­
cess of transferring the slave» she bad on 
board to tbe man-of-war was going on 
when a slave boy slipped from the vessel's 
side and fell into the water. One of the 
sharks which usually accompany slate 
ships instantly darted upon tbe poor lad 
andbit off his right leg at the knee. The 
blood tinging the water eoon attracted the 
attention of the other sharks, and almost 
in an instant the boy’s other leg was sev­
ered from bis body. At this moment a 
sailor on tbe Wild Swan jumped over­
board, and, armed only with his sheath 
knife, succeeded in beating off the mon­
sters and getting the boy into a boat 
moored alongside the ship, escaping him- 
self unhurt. Tbe injuries inflicted upon 
the boy were such, however, that he died 
the same evening. The sailor’s shipmates 
were loufl in their praises of his heroic 
conduct, and a movement has been set on 
foot to bring the matter before the prop 
authorities, with the view of hav ng 11 :

THE WORKMAN'S DAY.
The Rev. Dr. Alterbury, of New York, 

recently delivered a sermon in Detroit 
on the Sunday question, closing with 
the following truthful observations :

To return to our own country, said 
Gladstone, “ the 16tn century is the 
century for workmen.” and of all 
countries, America is the country for 
workmen. Of all classe*, workingmen 
have tbe most interest in preserving the 
Sabbath, Difficult political problems 
are before us. How are we to assimi­
late tbe vast masses that are flocking to 
our shores ? The relation of labour and 
capital presents its perplexing problem. 
Take away the Sunday rest and you 
make it tenfold more difficult. The 
Sabbath lays her hand of restraint upon 
capital, and brings relief to the laborer, 
while by elevating tbe masses, it affords 
security to the employer.

Aud observe that as soon as you make 
Sunday a mere holiday, a day of amuse­
ment, you lose it altogether. This has 
been the experience of Europe. Des­
troy the popular reverence for the Sab­
bath as a holy day of religious rest, and 
the barriers of lav and custom will 
seen have to give away. And if men 
work for a pleasure on Sunday, they will 
so jn have to work t >r a living on that 
day. To workingmen, especially to 
those who come to usfrorn the old world, 
let me say, don’t girdle the tree which 
shelters \ ou. Y >u come to this land 
because our institutions promise you 
greater prosperity than you could find 
in vour European homes. Respect these 
institutions. They are what have made 
us free and happy. Chief among these 
is our Sabbath. Learn that true liberty 
is to be found only in “ liberty in law.” 
And you, American citizens, guar ! your 
Sunday rest with zealous care, lie-p et 
it iu your owu person ; respect llie 
equal right of others 10 its enjoyment, 
and observe above all, that the tiue aud 
best benefit, of the r-st-day is that 
whicu cannot beenaorced by huinau law, 
but which comes from Lviug obedience

8HAKINO HANDS.
Let us consider the value of our dig­

ital arrangements with reference to the 
venerable custom of “ shaking hands.” 
The classification is numerically signi­
ficant of the varieties in tbe act itself. 
First, there is the one-finger variety, 
significant of extreme condescension 
and high-mightiness. When an exalt­
ed individual permits you his forefin­
ger, he distiqgtly says, semaphorically, 
that yon must not presume on the 
slightest familiarity. Yon an in the 
presence of Augustus, and the delicate 
little ceremony is intended tO| impress 
you with the important fact. Then 
there is the two-finger variety. This is 
condescension also, but of a milder 
type. It is leavened with a touch of 
kindness. Still you must not presume. 
This variety is much affected by aged 
parsons and other venerable bygones to 
their parishioners and dependants, old 
uncles to their nephews and nieces, and 
so on. The three-fingered sort adds 
another increment of favour, condescen­
sion having almost vanished but not 
quite. Much, however, depends on the 
vitality of the touch. If alive and con­
scious, it may be almost friendly. If 
flabby, do not trust to it. Talking of 
flabby hand shaking seems slightly con- 
tradictory, for no possible shake, not to 
say shock, can come out of such a salute. 
In its perfection the flabby sort consists 
of all four fingers laid flatly together, 
and held forth with about the same 
amount of significance as the paw of a 
rabbit or the fin of a 'sea-dog. The 
correct way of meeting this variety is

into one’s home. It may be the micro­
scope, or French or German translation, 
or botany, or English literature, or his­
tory or music, but, whatever it is, the 
stimulus of knowing one thing thorough­
ly is worth immensely more than me 
knowledge itself, because it gives one 
the power to know more and e^joy more. 
These studies even in themselves, are 
refining, but, pursued in the genial at­
mosphere of home, they are more than 
simply refining ; they are agencies by 
which the spirit ol the home is chas­
tened, made moral, even made religious. 
Religion in one’s home is best when it. 
is least insisted upon, when its life is 
the unconscious poetry of the house­
hold, when it seems to be the natural 
culmination of the amenities of life ; 
and religion and culture go together in 
the well-ordered life of oevery woman. 
But it is when the wife becomes a mo­
ther, when the religion and culture find 
a congenial sphere for development 
within the sanctities of home, when 
among children and among friends au I 
among neighbors the tone is always uj 
lifting and inspiring, that literary cul­
ture and the genial development of a 
woman’s mind and heart seem to make 
life sweetest and best. Fortunate is 
the boy or the girl who has such a home. 
It is from such quarters, be they the 
log «cabin or the house with brown 
stone front, that men and women go 
forth with the idea that conquers the 
world. Every leading person has had 
a start somewhere, and usually it is 
traced to one of these mothers whose 
native or acquired culture has been im­
parted to her bright children. Here is 
the true importance of literature at 
home. It pays for itself hundreds of 
times over in its influence upon parents, 
and in the early direction it gives to 
their children.

Life’s Pisgahs and mounts of trans­
figuration are built of the bard rocks of i 
affliction and trial. This is finely express­
ed in the hymn, “ Nearer, my God, to 
Thee.”

HINTS FOR OCTOBER WORK.

Weeds in grass land may be very easi­
ly seen and destroyed this month by the 
Use of the “spud.” abroad chisel-blade 
attached to a handle like that of a spade 
or long-bandied shovel, having a spar 
upon it for the foot to aid in thrusting it 
into the ground. A hoy with an instru­
ment of this kind can rapidly clear grass 
land of buttercups, daisies, and a multi­
tude of other biennial and perennial 
weeds.

This month offers the most favorable 
time usually for the painting and repair 
of farm buildings, and putting them in 
order for the winter. A great part of 
this work may be well done during this 
this month by the farmer and hie boys.

Implements, put away for the winter, 
should be painted or protected in some 
waj from the action of tne air and mois- 
turv- Paint or varnish for the wood- 
woii. and a varnish of two-tbirds rosin 
and -oe-third mutton tallow is excellent 
for f electing iron or steel

A !;ttle extra feed brings cattle and 
horse to the beginning of winter in good 
order- The-tops of carrots, beets and tur­
nips may be fed to good advantage, and 
there is a great deal of sweetness in the 
October pasturage. Where much corn is 
planted, there will always be soft ears and 
“ nubbins" which are best fed to horses 
and pigs.

Pigs will fatten nearly as fast on pota­
toes this month as on corn next. They 
do best on cooked feed,. and the grain 
ought to be ground.

TOPICS OF THE WEEK.
The great Presbyterian Council la over, 

alter a session the Influence of which will 
be, doubtless, world-wide. Now and then 
skilfal steering has been required to keep 
it in old channels. Some oi those most 
inclined to venture in new waters have 
gone from our own Dominion, as Princi­
pal Grant and Mr. McDonald. The more 
venturesome, however, have not attempt­
ed to seize the helm. No point through­
out caused more excitement than the ques­
tion of the admission or rejection of the 
delegates of the Cumberland Presbyterian 
Church, which, it is well known, occupies 
a sort of mid way relation to Calvinists 
afad Arminiens. Their admission would 
have been an encouragement to those who 
are inclined to accept the Westminster 
Confession, with a certain discount; on 
the other hand their rejection seemed an 
tot of High Church Presbyterianism inPresbyteria

„ Dr.' Sloan said, which kept the dele 
gates out in the cold, without committing 
the Council to any permanent rejection of 
the Church by which they had been sent.

Englishman who are content to walk in 
the “good old way,” are just now won­
dering whither Dr. Joseph Parker is 
bound. In a lately published letter he 
shows symptoms pf “ advancement” which 
cause his triends grief. Verily, tempta­
tions of a special character beset those 
men whose church becomes a sect in it­
self, to which those who move in Methdd- 
ist leading strings are not exposed. Mr. 
Spurgeon, some one remarks, congratu­
lated the Methodist Conference because its 
ministers believe something and stick to 
it. Dr, Parker, a lew days filter, expresses 
his opinion that •' sectarian theology is 
the most mischievous influence of the 
age,” and thinks it may do more mischief 
than atheism itself. He proposes a •• broad 
and generous Christianity ” which will al­
low of the formation of an “ inclusive al­
liance” on the ground of “self-sacrifice 
for the good of others.” We go with the 
steadier Baptist brother. The path of 
true spiritual life is a narrow one, and 
must be such, however men may try to 
throw down fences.

“ Unhappy Ireland" is becoming an ex­
pression of general use. It is sad that 
the •• Green Isle,” blessed with a beauti­
ful climate, and the birth-place of sons 
whose record has been second to none, 
should be drifting into a state of anarchy, 
and becoming the head-quarters of a com­
munistic conspiracy or the very worst 
type. What solution tor her inherited 
woes maybe found, it is not easy to imag­
ine. Absentee landlordism is a terrible 
curse to any country. The drainage of 
its wealth to support men who never tread 
its soil, and leave the management of 
these estates to middlemen who are most 
esteemed when they grind most closely, 
must end in confusion. Yet who has tne 
right, it he even have the power, to exe­
cute a wholesale confiscation, The Irish 
tenant deserves no little sympathy. But 
tfrat sympathy soon ceases to flow when 
acts, disgraceful in Indian wilds, become 
of dally occurrence. We fear we must 
bold Parnell and his associates, and a cer­
tain American visitor, responsible for 
jnnch of the evil done. The arousing of 
the passions of a people depressed by t 
two-told tyranny ot landlordism and Ro

the
two-told tyranny ot landlordism and Rom­
anism, is apt to be marked by excesses 
not contemplated by more intelligent agi­
tators. It is evident that Ireland independ­
ent would be a scene of terrible contusion. 
Strong measures must soon be resorted to 
for the punishment and prevention of 
crime, and lor the restraint of professed 
agitators. Ordinary statute law is power­
less. The arm of national power must be 
stretched out to restrain those fearful ex­
cesses which are creating a panic among 
the more respectable classes. In the 
meantime, every effort should be made 
for the relief of those who have suffered 
so much fn>in absenteeism and exaction.

RELIGIOUS HABITS.
Religion» hatrite are not religion. It 

is yet true, and ever shall be, that “ If 
any be in Christ, he is a new
creature.” la the absence of this new 
citation, religious habits are like 
tropical fruits attached to northern 
trees. Such habits, like such fruits, 
will soon fail, and He who “ searcheth 
the heart ” for the sap of spiritual 
life, will condemn the unfruitful pro­
fessor as worthless. Labelled thus, 
he must go forth from the judgment- 
seat of Christ to suffer that “ fiery in­
dignation which shall devour the ad­
versaries.”

Religious habits are, nevertheless, 
not worthless. On the contrary, they 
stand on the inventory, next m value 
to true religion itself. Their cultiva­
tion represents to a very large extent 
the limit of the responsibility of the 
Christian parent. The Divine know­
ledge of Abraham’s faithfulness in his 
household brought the Divine ap­
proval ; the fact that Eli’s sons made 
themselves vile, and he restrained 
them not, made the old jnan’s “ har­
vest a heap in the day of grief anÿ of 
desperate sorrow.” Conversion is a 
Divine change, wrought in the heart 
by the Holy Spirit Ere it takes place, 
man, whether parent or pastor, steps 
aside, having reached the limit of hu­
man power. Up to that moment, and 
after that moment, the influence of 
human training is beyond computa­
tion. Wo fear that failure to appre­
hend this truth is involving tremen­
dous loss to the Church of the Redeem­
er, and whitening the heads of many 
Christian parents with sorrow.

Lack of çoovictiôn leads to neglect 
in action. One result of this neglect 
is the difficulty felt by our young peo­
ple at their entrance upon a Christian 
life. That training in the rudiments 
of Christian knowledge which enables 
them to understand the theory of re­
pentance and fbith before they become 
the personal subjects of these life-giv­
ing experiences, is scarcely more im­
portant than that culture in Christian 
pathways which makes the young 
candidate for eternal life seem rather 
to tread an old path with a new joy 
than, at hie conversion, to step into a 
track to which he has been a stranger. 
How natural to the son or daughter, 
trained in a true Christian home, the 
gathering at the family altur, the hour 
spent at the prayer-meeting, the set­
ting apart of an evening for other re­
ligious services, or the session of the 
Sunday-school. The path has become 
second-nature, only the joy is new. 
From these services to any which are 
peculiar to the membership is but a 
short step. And even to these wise 
Christian training may prevent him 
from being a stranger. How many 
difficulties are there, on the other 
hand, in the way of him whose ante­
cedents, in habits, are opposing influ­
ences at every step of his early reli­
gious career, rising up at morning, 
noon and night, meeting him at home 
and abroad, and by their “ continual 
coming” so “ wearyiqg” him as to de­
press, and warp, if, haply, they do not 
“ throw” him.

But positive loss, eternal in its char­
acter, may result from such neglect. 
To the youth there come times of de­
cision. “ Choose you this day whom 
ye will serve,” is the Spirit’s mes­
sage. Heaven and hell, through eter­
nal ages, depend upon his choice. How 
many influences gather around him at 
that supremely important moment. 
How many temptations are woven 
into a web just then. What if, while 
heaven waits for his verdict, a glimpse 
of the trials to be endured at the 
entrance upon a religious life, as he 
has pictured them from an unfamiliar 
standpoint, should hasten his decision 
and send him “ away sorrowful.” Eter­
nity only can answer our question. 
We have watched many men, whose 
distance from the Master’s work was 
a grief to others, and in life and death

renders argument needless. The re­
sponses to such an appeal will < only 
prove more clearly the wisdom of 
those who seek to predispose their 
children to a Christian pathway as 
early as possible. Yet, sad to say, 
there are stalled Christian men and 
women who not merely do not do this, 
but under the silly plea that their 
children are not members of the 
Church, are cultivating habita, which 
must render entrance upoi S Christian 
life extremely doàbtfiivand mnk even 
make its happy development a mir­
acle of more than ordinary greatness. 
A mother leaves, or at least should 
leave, her home for the prayer-meet­
ing, as her'daughter goes forth to the 

; gay dance, on an invitation the mother 
has accepted for her. The father 
leaves the Christian borne, but the 
society into which he has pushed his 
son, delights in the glare of the th&- 
tre, and not in the holy calm of the 
meeting for prayer. Strange philoso­
phy that, which makes a non-profes­
sion on the part of the youth for 
whom Christ died a reason for mort­
gaging them to Satan, with the know­
ledge that that mortgage will be fore­
closed at the earliest possible date.

Childhood is the very time for Chris­
tian training. The morning of life is 
the time when lessons of salvation are 
most easily learned. If possible, let 
nothing be practiced that must be un­
learned hereafter. Let the pastor see 
on the Sabbath morning more of the 
chubby bright faces that he sees in his 
Sunday-school. Take your children 
with you, too, to the week-evening 
prayer-meeting. We do not mean the 
little ones of the infant class,—they, 
are better in their beds,—we mean 
those half-grown boys and girls who 
on any other evening can put away 
their books and lessons to go out to a 
friend’s. If, through past thoughtless­
ness, their visit to the prayer-meeting 
see m at first a hardship, it will soon 
cease to be such, and some day, if they 
survive you, they will turn away from 
the graves of “ parents passed into the 
skies ” and say, “ If we are not saved 
at last, it will not be our parents’ 
fault.”

PRAYER FOR SUNDAY-SCHOOLS.
We recommend to our Sunday-school 

workers the observance ot the following 
programme, the substance of a circular 
lately issued :

The International Sunday School Exec­
utive Committee cordially unite with the 
Committees of the London Sunday-school 
Union, and kindred institutions abroad, in 
recommending that Sunday and Monday, 
the 17th and 18th of October next, be ob­
served as days of earnest prayer for Sun­
day-schools throughout the world. In 
years past many Sunday-schools on this 
side of the Atlantic have engaged in suit­
able religions services at this time with 
marked benefit. The zeal of teachers 
has been quickened, the internet ef church­
es aroused and salutary impressions pro­
duced on the minds of the young.. The 
following ootHne of services is recom­
mended Tor observance as tar as practic­
able : That on Lord’s Day Morning, Oct. 
17th, from 7 to 8 o’clock. Private Interces­
sory Prayer be offered on behalf of Sun­
day-schools. That the opening engage­
ments of the Morning School be preceded 
by a meeting of the teachers for prayer. 
That ministers be asked to preach, morn­
ing or evening, or both, on topics con­
nected with Sunday school work. That 
in the afternoon the ordinary engagements 
of each school be shortened, aad a devo 
tional service be held. To this service 
the parents of the scholars might be in­
vited. ’That at the close of the evening 
service, the teachers, in union with other 
Christiana, meet for Thanksgiving and 
Prayer. That on Monday morning, Oct. 
18, teachers again bring their scholars, 
one by one, in private prayer before God. 
That in the course ot tne day the female 
teachers of each school held a meeting 
for united Prayer and Thanksgiving. 
That in the evening each Church or con­
gregation be Invited to bold a meeting, at 
which the interests oi the Sunday-school 
should form the theme ot the prayers and 
addressee.

After 
the introduction and definition eight chap­
ters are devoted to a discussion on “ The 
nature and relations of Christian Society," 
and seven others to the consideration of 
“ Christian Social Ethics—the duties of 
the Christian to himself and to society.”

The thoughtful reader will place this 
book on a fi ont shelf, or keep it on his 
table. Its discussions comprehend themes 
of --reat practical importance which, treat­
ed by % logical mind, and presented in a 
style always clear and frequently elo­
quent, will be sure to receive that consid­
eration they have tailed to get in the past. 
It is just possible that on some minor 
point we might hesitate to accept the auth­
or’s teaching, but we cannot but heartily 
recommend his book to the thoughtful 
reader.

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THE LATE DONALD McKAY.
From an article in the Bodon Traveler 

we glean some partie olare about a distin­
guished Nova Scotian, whoee humble 
birthplace on the banka of the Jordan 
River we have often paeeed in onr jour­
neying» over the Shelburne circuit.

It was in that section of onr province 
that he learned the ftrst principles of the 
business in which he won such note in 
later days. After his removal to the 
United States he became a Methodist, and 
did honor to that name in his busiest and 
most trying days.

Donald McKay the eminent shipbuilder 
was struck down by paralysis about the 
17th July, and since then has suffered 
much with a variety of other diseases, in­
cluding consumption. He died at his 
residence in Hamilton, Mass., on the 20th 
inet„ aged 70 years and 18 days. His 
grandfather was a Scotch Highlander, 
who settled in Nova Scotia, and raised a 
numerous family. The father of the de­
ceased settled in Shelburne, N.S., and was 
engaged in farming. He too had a family 
of eighteen children, and was a man of 
great physical strength, and of command­
ing presence, being about 6 feet 4 inches 
high and well proportioned. The deceased 
came to New i <>rr at an early age and 
worked in Brooklyn Navy Tard, where he 
attracted the notice of Mr. Bell for his 
mechanical skill. Subsequently be re­
moved to Newbury port and commenced 
business on bis own account. After 
building several first class ships for New 
York merchants he attracted the notice 
of the late Enooh Train, who employed 
him to build the ship Jothua Bales, the 
pioneer of his line of Liverpool packets. 
At Mr. Train’s suggestion he removed to 
East Boston, and here hie career as a 
shipbuilder became famous the world over. 
His masterpiece was the ship Qreat Re- 
public of 4000 tone register, with four 
decks and four masts. While laden along­
side of the wharf at New York, bound for 
Liverpool, ebe was partly burned, and 
those who purchased her wreck cut off 
her upper deck. During the Crimean 
war she was employed as a transport by 
tiie French government, and was unequall­
ed for speed, even by steamers, when she 
had a wholesale leading wind.

In all, Mr. McKay built over 120 sail, 
including vessels **f all classes, from the 
Great Republic of 4000 tone down to clip­
per oyster schooners of 100 tone and lees. 
He was a natural mechanic, and bad the 
rare art of imparting beauty as well as 
other qualities to every vessel he designed, 
no matter whether she wan full modelled 
or elipperly. As a scientific mechanic he 
was the equal of Eckfor l, the builder of 
the U. 8. line of battle ship Ohio, in ge­
nius, and hie superior in constructive 
ability. Like many other great artists, 
he always seemed deep in thought, and 
most of bis thoughts were of the world of 
waters and the best way to meet its ever 
varying dangers. In his season of pros­
perity be brought all his family around 
him and helped bis brothers liberally. He 
was twice married, and leaves a widow 
and many children to cherish bis memory. 
In religion he was a Method ist, and 
throughout life was exemplary in all bis 
habits. Mr. Moffatt, who was on* of his 
trusted foremen, says that he nsver heard 
him use an expression, even when most 
tried, unbecoming a Christian. He was 
born on the 2nd of September, 1810, and 
died at 2 p. m., on the 20th of Sept.. 
1880. His remains were interred at New. 
buryport, where his first wife and several 
children are buried.

The editor of Zion's Herald writes re­
respecting Mr. McKay; Our second sta­
tion in the New England Conference was 
at Newburyport, and Mr. McKay tnd bis 
family were connected with the church at 
the time. He had just reached the high 
reputation as a rare and very successful 
designer and builder of beautiful and 
fleet ships which carried him, before we 
left Newburyport, to Boston. This was a 
great loss to the town and to the church. 
His first wife, like the present estimable 
widow who survives him, was a_ lovely 
woman, with charming social qualities and 
an exemplary Christian life. Her mother 
—the mother also of Rev. W. H. Boole, 
of the New York East Conference—was 
a saint on earth, making her home a Beth­
el and a paradise. Her father was a class- 
leader. The whole family were drawn 
away by the fortunes of the son-in-law ; 
the Booles ultimately reaching New York 
where they were well known and apprec­
iated in our churches.

When fortune smiled on Mr. McKay, 
he distributed his money freely whenever 
a providential call suggested that it would 
do good. He became much interested m 
the College at Middletown, and was a gen­
erous supporter of church char itiea. His 
pleasant horns at East Boston always

Eve a cheerful welcome to the pastors 
had known. He bore heroically the 
misfortunes which tbs war and other 

causes brought upon him. We read with 
heartfelt gratitude that in his lest illness 
he enjoyed a blessed renewal of the divine 
favor and a happy anticipation of the joy 
of the life to corns.

ANOTHER MEDICAL FRAUD.
It it announced that another bogus 

medical college, similar to that recently 
discovered in Philadelphia, and designat­
ed, “ The New England University of 
Arts and Sciences,'' has been found in 
Boston, the leading operator of which ap­
pears to be Mr Harry C. Stickney, who 
waa one of the Buchanan Faculty of F-u- 
Wlelphia. What Bomber of the dipiomae 
has been issued by the New England In 
•titution is not known. Stickosy aesertu 
that none have been issued in this country, 
hot there are evidences that some have 
been sent to Germany and other parts of 
Europe, and enquiry on the «object has 
been made of parties in Boston, at the 
•uggeation of the Ge. mac Minister at 
Washington. Stickney, m 1875, procured 
in New Hampshire a charter for this in­
stitution, wh eh, however, was soon after­
wards repealed. Bet investigation shows 
that the business has been active at the 
°Sce of tne University.

ETE N O S’"*™*1W*'.*-that Mr. N. O. Greene, a gentleman of the 
Amanoan Presbyterian Church, who has 

interest in tbs Civil 
Rights Alliance, and thus in the Oka In- 
dians, thought with a good many others, 
that it would be wisest for the Indians to 
remove from Oka, provided a suitable re­
serve could be secured for them elsewhere. 
He went so far ss to bold two or three 
meetings with the Indians, and, as he 
says, to obtain their oonourreooe with hie 
proposals. Rev. Mr. Borland, represewt- 

“'«wonary interests, now states 
that Mr. Green thus acted without any 
authority whatever, and that the Indians 

^ remain where they ere. It may be 
stated that some years ago, during the 
administration of Hon. Joseph Howe as 
Mnnster of the Interior, Mr. Borland. Dr. 
Douglas, Hon. Mr. Ferrier. and the best 
friends of the Indians, all advised them to 
remove and accept a favorable offer then 
mads by the Government. In view of the 
form things have since taken, Mr. Borland 
and other* now think it wieeet for them to 
stay where they are, and to carry their 
legal war through to the end. Moreover, 
both the Provinces of Ontario end Mani­
toba are likely to oppose the granting of 
lands as reserves for Indians from another 
Province, and no other reserve bas been 
proposed in the Province of Quebec bet 
what is a rocky barren waste, and subject 
moreover to the surveillance of prieete. So 
there seems to be no immediate prospect of 
their removal, though their perpetual tax 
upon the charity of Montreal and of the 
entire coentry is becoming a serions mat­
ter, and a burden that cannot always be 
bonse.—Christian Guardian.

THE EARL OF BE A CONSFIEL D.
The circumstances attending the Earl 

of Beaconsfield’s adoption of the Christian 
faith, are thus described by a London cor­
respondent of the New York Tribune: 
" Looking oat of Mr. William's library 
window, at the rear of hie house, the eye 
ranges over beautiful gardens and lawns, 
and in the distance of less than an eighth 
of a mile you see the tall spire of the Es­
tablished Church of the parish of Hack­
ney. There Lord Beaconsfield, the Jew 
premier, heard the first Christian sermon 
which ever fell upon hie ear. Mr. Wil­
liam's father was at first a churchman, 
and he was himself * christened’ in that 
church, though the family afterward joined 
the Dissenters, and my narrator is now a 
Congregational minister. He claims to 
be familiar with the way in which ‘ Dixxy’ 
was introduced to the service of the Es­
tablished Church, and related to me the 
story. When 1 Dizzy' was a small hoy, 
be lived in Hackney. He was an eccen­
tric and peculiar man, and for some caaee 
* broke with the synagogue ’ and declined 
to attend ita worship. Soon after tkis, 
Mr. Disraeli was visited, one Sunday af­
ternoon, by Samuel Rogers, the poet. 
He, too, lived in Hackney, and attended 
this parish church, and was on bis way 
thither when he called on the Jew. Dar­
ing their conversation upon the troubles 
in the synagogue, Mr. Rogers said to the 
father, at the same laying hie hand upon 
the head of the future British premier :
‘ Well, my friend, yon don’t intend to 
bring up this boy like a heathen, I hope. 
Let him go to church with me this after­
noon.’ The father consented, as the boy 
was eager to go, and thus the poet intro­
duced the embiyo statesman to the ordin­
ances of Christianity.

ARTIFICIAL DIAMONDS.
It is true that that feat, which was sup­

posed by many scientific men to be im­
possible, baa been accomplished. It is 
probable, however, that it will be some 
time before artificial diamonds will be 
produced in eneb quantities that they can 
be worn as a common article of jewelry, 
on account of the danger and nervous ex­
haustion attendant upon their manufac­
ture. Mr. G. B. Han nay, the hero of the 
achievement, gives a bit of hie experience 
m a late number of the “ Proceedings be­
fore the Royal Society.” In conducting 
hi» experiments explosions occurred fre­
quently ; tubes of the toughest steel were 
burst and their fragmenta scattered in 
every direction ; furnaces were blown in 
pieces ; while the strain upon hie nervoee 
system, caused by constant watching and 
anticipation of an explosion, waa veqy 
weakening ; and when an explosion oesnr- 
red be would sometimes be so violently 
shaken that real eickneee would ensue. 
The tubes used were four inches in diam­
eter, with a bore of half an inch. In theee 
was placed a mixture consisting of ninety 
per cent, of rectified bone oil, ten per cent 
of paraffin spirit, and four grains of lithi­
um. The open ends were then securely 
welded up and the tubes exposed to a red 
beat of fourteen hours.

The meaning of Consecration. Owing to 
the absence of Mr. Strothard this topic 
merged into the next, namely—

The manner of Consecration. Rev. C. 
Parker under this bead presented the dis­
tinction which must always be preser­
ved between consecration, the act of the 
believer, and sanctification, the act of 
God. He also, very impressively, illustra­
ted the manner and spirit of consécration 
by the Old Testament sacrifice, carrying 
the principle down to the ideal of the New 
Testament writers, as alluding to Christ 
and his followers.

Consecration as taught by Wesley. Rev. 
J. Cassidy gave, on this branch of the 
subject, a very remarkable paper. Under 
several propositions, he brought forward, 
in Wesley’s own incisive sentences, the 

-necessity, duty, privileges and absolute 
importance of the believer’s dedication to 
God and His service. Mr. Cassidy paused 
bete and there, to interject a thought of 
Wesley’s own character and work, bis 
marvelous sentences of observation, bis 
clear, methodical, simple, evangelical forms 
of speech—in short bis adaptation to the 
great work of formulating a creed which 
had been floating in fragments up to hie 1 
time, and founding a church which was | 
to gather force with the advancing ages. ' 
All felt that the essay ought to be preeer- 1 
ved ; but we became accustomed to think- 1 
ing in this way in respect to papers and 
addressee before the meetings closed.

2. Sanctification—Gob’s Part.
‘ The Promises. Rev. D. W. Johnson 

came to the consideration of this subject 
with a profound sense of the amplitude of 
mercy and power whieh God was per-

Çitually offering to Hit people. Those 
auline assurances particularly, in which 

the great apostle strives after metaphors 
and words, to convey the fulness of mean­
ing which expands before hie own mind— 
they could but rebuke our unbelief, and 
encourage our fainting hearts. On the 
argument which these promises furnish of 
God’s sincerity in offering a free, fall, and 
present salvation from sin, all sin, in its 
pollution, and dominancy, Mr. Johnson 
was very emphatic.

Old Testament Examples. Spoken to by 
Rev. James Sharp, and

New Testament examples, by Rev. Start- 
Black, were subjects which admitted of a I 
fine opportunity to compare the lives of 
holy men with their writings—the habits, 
labors, personal experience of Pati iarebs, 
Prophets and Apostles, with the advice 
and persuasion which they offered to 
others. Both addresses were so admit ably 
suitable to the topic and the time, especial­
ly beautiful in their quotations of lengthy 
and expressive passages of scripture, that 
we all felt grateful and edified.

Modem examples, was the theme assigned 
Rev. Joseph Gaetz.

His theme wsa—" God’s call for a rational 
interview between btmnelf and bis degen­
erate people.”—Isaiah «. 18. Mr. Smith 
was tbe first Methodist preacher to whom 
I ever listened. That was ywenijr-fovsa 
years ago. I considered him .then a very 
remarkable man, and my views have never 
changed since. I have met with no 
pretcher who can adhere to the old doc­
trines so closely and present them always 
so freshly, as Mr. Smith. His robust 
faith, bis quick emotional ttatws, his hap­
py facility of good, honest utterance, and 
above all bis inesietible earnestness, ren­
der him s speaker of enduring interest. 
I hope be will pardon tbw paragraph from 
the hand of a disciple, if not a son in the 
gospel.

At the close of this, as well as the pré­
viens and subsequent services, there were 
open exetcises. speaking by brethren, in- 
terepei sed witn a-rog and prayer. These 
weie tbe times of special, crowning joy, 
mingled often with deep humiliation and 
contrition.

Wednesday morning :—Topic, Methods 
of Usefulness.

The Pulpit. Rev. James Taylor had 
repa ed a paper on this subject. It soon 

jecame apparent, however, that he wav not 
to be rest ained by tbe conventional bonds 
of wiitteu phrases and principles. He 
did, unconsciously, what Biooks and 
Simpwvn and Dale and otbeis had done 
before,—gave bis own best judgment and 
experience, as a laborious life could beet 
be condensed into a thirty minutes talk 
before hie brethren. My pen responds at 
this moment to tbe memoi ies of Mr. Taylor 
and hie speech—shares in the thrill of 
subdned yet triumphant joy with which 
his words electrified us. Hfs conception 
of the pnlpit was enough to awe tbe mind 
on account of its responsibility, yet there 
was humbled happiness in the thohght of 
living tl 
and vicU-„,

This theiié 
forenoon. Brethren spoke on, and could 
not well ceaseapeaking,. till neon arrived.

The prayer meeting and the family, which 
were to have been spoken to by Mr. Hen- 
nigar, wefre taken tip hi the afternoon by 
Mr. Bent, and * :

The Sunday School, by Mr. Meliiah. In 
the first instance, tbe speaker had been 
substituted St a Tatfl bonr for one wffo .w^s 
absent;.and in the otheij caie, a,Proba­
tioner had been obliged to come from a 
weary circuit, and a long array of text­
books in view of next yetu’s examination, 
to treat these important topics. Yet their 
addressee were very suggestive.

Essential to usefulness, was the closing 
topic.

Communion with God. Bio. Lamert 
Stevens spoke for fifteen minutes on this 
theme. In that period he traversed a 
great deal of ground; emphasized some 
very important principles, and illustrated 
these by allusions to lives of powerful men 
and women. Brother Stevens seems to 
have adopted a good standard for bis own 
life; we much wish that all our young 
ministers would begin here, prayerfully, 
whatever else they may be or do.

Consistency of life. Brother Ainley 
discoursed on this theme with good effect. 
He had given much thought to it, and 
succeeded in conveying to the brethren a 
conclusive argument in favour of a pu.e, 
straightforward walk and conversation as 
essential to usefulness. The danger of 
serions loss to one’s influence through 
trifling : and the sad consequences of * 
false step in the ministry, were forcibly 
presented.

A sense of responsibility was spoken to 
by Brother Wasson- He had just return­
ed from the United States, and was full of . 
what he saw and enjoyed at their Camp 
meeting* He happily introduced inci­
dents from all the phrases of such exer­
cises to illustrate bis theme. At the same 
time be gave point and pungency to bis 
subject by dwelling on several things for 
which our responsibility takes a serions 
form.

The writer occupied forty-five minutes 
in the evening, on the general features of 
our ministerial work, and the I0C4I aspects 
of that work as pursued in the Annspolie 
Valley.

CHURCH DEBTS.
BEY. W. ANGWIN.

iThe evils produced by Church debt* 
making are by no means few nor light- 
Among tbe many we find that the whole 
attention of the Church must be turned 
to money making. The pnlpit and the 
pew mnet Aim at this. He is the success­
ful pastor who; knows best bow to plan and 
scheme to raise money. No longer may 
one say a# did the Apostle, “ I seek not 
yours bat yon.” Tbe terms must be con 
verted by the efficient mon-yr raiser, " I 
Ask not you but yours.” This tends to 
diveft the mind of the m mister from h is , 
legitimate work. It is not what I can 
preach tb tave souls and edify the Church, 
but wfiat can be done Vi please tbe people 
and get thélr money. Thai the minister 
becomes a «harper, a mere financial agent, 
which too often ends in misunderstand-

n-ad bickerings that destroy his 
fluehéè and perhaps secularize bis wttole 
after life.

The Church itself is too often injured. 
Every effort ,And exertion must be put 
fe&tb’to raise money. Instead of organiz­
ing for spiritual edification and aggreeive 
movements upon ’the world of sin—they 
meet and plan and labor to do something 
toward thb debt. The consequence of this 
is that financial meetings are of greater 
importance than religions ones. A socia­
ble weighs more than a prayer-meeting, a 
concert more than a class-meeting and a 
festival or fair more than a revival meet­
ing. Then every kind of means that can 
be devised has to be resorted to whether 
lawful or unlawful. We most gratify the 
stomach and tickle the ear, and sometimes 
step a little ori Satan’s ground to accom­
plish these purposes. Semi-operas and semi- 
theatres, and semi-gambling, and semi- 
dissipating are 100 often resorted to—a 
source of pain and regret to some of our 
people, causing often-times trouble and 
division in the church, and giving room 
for the world to speak the contemptuous 
word. Thus tbe influence of the oh tuck 
is «tippled, and tbe name ef Christ dis­
honoured by that people who bear hie 
name.

These debts oftentimes keep people away 
from onr congregations. The rich won’t 
go to be dunned so often, and the poor 
won’t go because ashamed to disclose 
poverty. And then too often tbe senti­
ment of tbe community will turn against 
ns for want, of proper management, and «0 
leave us in disgust,.and sometimes give 
to ne the reputation of being dishonest 
Whichever way we look at it, it seems as 
though evil, oootineally evil, were writteA 
on obtuwh debts.

• But is there no remedy we are ready to 
enquire J We feel the evil and we want 
relief. I confess to being incompetent to 
answer the inqairyi About the only thing 
that I know of to1 give'relief is money— 
money. Yet a few things can be done not 
having the money- The next,best thing 
is retrenchment, cat down expenses to the 
lowest possible pqint. The preacher no«t 
be content with little : paid organists and 
choristers should have no place in the 
obnroh groaning under debt. Let the peo­
ple do their o*n singing and I was going 
to «ay sweeping tod. If we can’t afford 
those high-toned luxuries let ns be honest 
enoqgfy to confess it before the world and 
they will respect ns and ear religion the 
more for it. Discountenance all debt- 
making . for whatever purpose. If any 
improvements are needed see to it that 
the money is on band fiist. Let tbe 
preacher be dealt with severely who know­
ingly allows tbe church to contract 
a debt in order to pay hie salary. It 
ought to be crime enough to arrest hie 
character in Conference. Let no presid­
ing elder give any man or church credit 
for building or improving church or par­
sonage unless he knows that the work is 
paid for—or at least that it is fairly and 
honestly reported. In abort let ns come 
down to face tbe facta, and show tbe world 
that we mean to keep out of debt by liv­
ing within our means. Thus gaining the 
confidence of our creditors and tbe respect 
of onraelvee we may be able to follow the 
advice of tbe Bishops by the oentenial 
year and with a long pull and a strong 
pall and a pall altogether, get the whole 
ship of Zion out of the mud and mire of 
debt and launch her out on the deep sea 
with sails all set, and wafted by prayerful 
breezes to speed her way toward the hea­
venly harbor.—California Christian Ad­
vocate.
