BIG STRIKE NEAR ARROWHEAD

Katsup Shows Enormous Body of Good
Grade Galena—Owned In Rossland.

One of the biggest discoveries yet
made in British Columbia is just re-
ported from the Upper Arrow Lake coun-
try. Alexander McMaster returned yese
terday from Lexington creek, a small
stream running into Fish creek, which

flaws into the northeast arm of the Upper
 Arrow lake, not far from Arrowhead,
and brought with him several large
saméules of ore from the Katsup, a claim
bonded a year ago by Mr. McMaster,
C. A,Baldwin, W. R. Myers and S, C.
Chisholm, all of Rossland.

Mr. McMaster says a solid body of ga-
lena seven feet wide has been opened
and that the hanging wall had not been
reached when he came away. The foot
wall is slate and it is porphyry on the
hanging side. The ledge appears to be
fifteen feet wide—that is, it is 15 feet be-
tween the slate and the porphyry. It
remains to be determined whether the
solid ore extends from wall to wall.

All of them will leave
for the mine Monday and will arrange
at once for the taking out of ore in large
quantities. It is tenmiles from the lake
to the mine and there isa good wagon
road all the way except the last three
miles.

He also stated
positively that the Le Roi company was
in no way tied up as to a site, but so far
it had not been able to figure out how
it could smeit ore as cheaply at any
point in Kootenay as at Northport.
- Mr. Harris was seen in the evening,
He said: ‘I have been down at Trail
and seen Mr. Heinze. We are now in-
vestigating his offer. It includes a free
smelter site, certain adjacent water
power, half of a townsite and & half in-
terest in the water power he controls at
Sayward. Daily reports of the investi-
gations will be sent to the head office a%
Spokane.’ ”’ ]

We publish these facts to show that
the Le Roi people have had something

to conceal in this whole business and’

that they have been acting in bad faith.
It now tranepires thai at the very mo-
ment Col. Peyton was assuring THE
‘Mi~ER and the people of British Colum-
bia that the Le Roi company was ““not
tied up as to a site’’ he was letting the
contracts for the ‘construction of the
smelter at Northport.

Mr. Harris came to Tae MINER office
last Thursday night and said he had been
down to confer with Mr. Heinze as to a
gite under instructions from Colonel
Peyton and that he was to make daily
reports to the Le Roi company as to the
investigations he would make into the
gite Mr. Heinze had offered. Why make
any investigation of the Heinze site and
why make daily reports of the same
when the contracts were being let for
the smelter at Northport?

We leave this sort of conduct to the
impartial and fair minded judgment of
the public. If the Le Roi company had
made an honest endeavor to locate its
smelter on Canadian soil why resort to
this miserable sort of trickery and sub-
terfuge? They deceived no one by it, or
if any body was so simple minded as to
be deceived he will be undeceived now
that all the facts are known.

We do not now care to go into the full
discussion of this subject. The position

 of THE MinEr is well known. We have
contended and now contend that the
smelting of Canadian ores could and
should be done in Canada. We have
been signally and triumphantly vindi-
cated in this stand by the purchase last
week of the Pilot Bay smelter by the
largest smelting company in the United
States.

NORTHPORT AS A SMELTER SITE.

Our first impression on reading the

regarding Northport’s advantages as a
smelter site was one of surprise that
Governor Grant, of the Omaha & Grant
Smelting company, who last month
made a tour of observation through the
country, should have selected Pilot Bay
instead of Northport as the “site for his
British Columbia reduction works. A
careful perusal of the letter, however,
convinced us that Governor Grant knew
what he was about. In the first place it
was'apparent that the ores to be treated
were to come from Rossland, Slocan,
Salmon river and Boundary Creek—all
British Columbia mining camps. In the
next place it became apparent that
Northport’s chiei claim to excellence
was based on its proximity to a deposit
of lime. Seeing that the tonnage of ore
which a smelter will use is just five
times the tonnage of lime it will require
for flux we are forced to the conclusion
that Governor Grant knew what he was
doing in figuring on the supply of flux
as an entirely secondary consideration.

As our correspondent admits, fuel can
be laid down as cheaply under the pre-
sent ‘ conditions at Trail, Sayward and
Robson as at Northport. All are com-
mon points and the freight rates o each
are therefore the same. In addition to
that Canada permits the free importa-
tion of coke, so that British Columbia
smelters can buy in the cheapest market
while American smelters must buy the|
home product. .

As to the C.P.R. connections with
the notth, our Northport correspondent
need have:no uneasiness about them.|
The railroads Built this summer by Mr.
Heinze and the C. P.R. have assured
Kootenay of an entirely reliable north-
ern service during the winter months.

The Heinze smelter has not been a
fai'ure. It has trebled its capacity and
added a refinery since it started. It has
enabled the Le Roi company to pay
4475,000 in dividends. It reduced the
cost of smelting greatly at tiie time of its
construction and we shall be greatly sur-
prieed if it does not continue to reduce
the price in the future.

We are free to admit thatif North-
port were in British Columbia it would
present many advantages asa gite for a
smelter to treat Kootenay and Boundary
Creek ores. We have no doubt that with
the development of the mines in its im-
mediate vicinity and on the Oolville
reservation it will become an important
smelting center, but we do not think
there is the remotest chance of its build-
ing up a smelting industry on the ores
of Canada until all such legislation as
the Dingley bill is swept from the statute
books of the United States.

WATER RIGHTS IN KOOTENAY.

Acéording to our Nelson correspondent
application has been made by P. C.
Steoss and others for several enormous
water rights in West Kootenay, includ-
ing two on the Kootenay river and one
on Murphy creek. We sincerely trust
no grant for any of these rights will be
made until Mr. Steoss and his associates
are ready to utilize them and that in no
case will a grant be made to the waters
of Murphy creek, which is one of the
few available smelter sites near Ross-
land. A grant of this particular water
right, in view of the turn affairs have
taken in connection with the location of
the Le Roi smelter, would be nothing
less than criminal. -The provincial gov-
ernment has already made it difficult
enough to secure unappropriated water
power near Rossland.

THE POLICY FOR KLONDIKE.

The policy which Tae MiNer has ad-
vocated in regard to the rich placer dis-
coveries on the Klondike has been
geverely criticized by certain residents
of Rossland and chiefly on two points.
First, as to the royalty on gold. They
gay it is.an unheard of proposition. So
far from this being the case, a royalty
on gold is collected in one form or an-
other by almost every government under
the sun except the United States and
Canada. British Columbia in the palmy
days of Cariboo exacted a royalty, and
so did the various Australian colonies at
one time. The tax was necessarily diffi-
cult to collect, not because it was un-
just, but because gold is so easily

smuggled.
However, in the cases of Britigh Col-

poaseeemggreat agncnltnral and other

resources and being in every way habit-
able, the mining industry laid the foun-
dation for a permanent population.
None of these conditions existsin Yukon.
No one would go there for the sake of
making such a living as would content
him in Kootenay, and under almost no
conceivable  circumstances could the
persons who are now rushing thither be
induced to become permanent residents.
The country will therefore be despoiled
of its riches in the shortest possible
period of time and will then relapse to 8
condition of solitude. Without a roy-
alty on the gold what better will Canada
have been for the discovery of these
diggings?

The other point on which some of our
readers disagree with us is even more
illogical. They are surprised and hurt
at our proposal that no licenses should
be issued tojaliens. We would like to
point out in this connection tbat while
American citizens, who constitute the
bulk of the aliens flocking to Klondike,
are permitted in every British territory
we know anything of to acquire claims
on the same basis as British subjects by
the payment of a fee for a miner’s

aliens, are required to hold, the United
States does not permit British subjects
to acquire title by location to mineral
lands in any part of its territory. If the
Klondike were 150 miles further
west it would have been in Alaska and
not a single British cubject could have
acquired a claim by location without
forswearing his allegiance to his sov-
ereign.

Right here in Rossland more than
half of our mineral claims are held by

aliens who paid the same sum for the

privilege of locating and holding them
that a British subject must do. A few
miles to the south is Eureka camp on
the Colville reservation. Not one claim
in that camp is held or can be held by a
British subject. Surely Americans are
the last people under the sun who should
protest against being shut out of Klon-
dike.

A BRITISH COLUMBIA SECTION.

Tae Miner’s speeial cable from Lon-
don this morning, announcing that a
British Columbia section has .been
opened in the London stock exchange,
is of much importance. It does not,
however, mean that shares in British
Columbia mines will be promiscuously
dealt in on the London stock exchange.
The shares quoted will only be such as
belong to companies which are admitted
to the board after the regular applica-
tion and examination. We believe it
would be a gged move for companies

The opening of a British Columbia
section at this time is most significant.
It means that the’claims of this pro-
vince to rank along with South Africa
and West Australia as amongthe world’s
great mining districts, is recognized
where recognition is of most importance.

In fix-
ing this royalty at 10- per cent of the
output of claims yielding less than $500
per month, and 20 per cent for claims
yielding more than that sum, the gov-
ernment clearly indicates its intention
to collect the royalty monthly from the
mine owners direct and not in the shape
of an export duty as the gold is taken
out of the coantry. To do this will: re-
quire a much larger force of mounted
police than is now or will be available
this winter, and we would urge the
government to at once make arrange-
ments to increase the force to 250 men
in the spring. ~
vation on every second claim, we think
this regulation will be found to be un-
workable, and we would strongly urge
its abrogation at once. If an attempt
were made to enforce it several regi-
ments of soldiers would be required,

from which the gold has chiefly come so
far. The outcome might even be an-

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KLONDIKE THE RAGE

Canadian High Commissioner’s Office
Besieged for Information.

LONDON MUCH ENTHUSED

Nothing to Prevent the Exclusion of
Aliens if Canada BSees Fit—Times
Publishes a Letter Describing the

Dangers of the Journey.

Loxpox, July 22.— Sir Donald A.

* Smith, the Canadian high commissioner

in London, has been besieged for several
days past by inquirers who desire to go
to the Yukon mining districts. Most of
the applicants for information are young
men without money, who are employed
on farms and in factories. Would-be
immigrants of this class are urged to
stay at home, but hardened men with a
capital of $1,000 or more are encouraged
to leave for the gold fields. Several

solid London capitalists are interestin
‘themselves in the mining territory, an
are making investigations with a. view
of organizing mining companies. Ex-
perts have been dispatched to inspect
the region. Sir Donald Smith has is-
sued a pamphlet containing much in-
formation concerning the new gold fields.

Regarding the suggested exclusion of
Americans from the Yukon regions,
officials here say there is nothing in the
treaties between Great Britain and the
United States to prevent such action
on the part of the Canadian government,
but that as a matter of %célicy, it is up-
likely that the step will be taken. The
various steamship companies report that
few persons have left En%lan for the
new gold fields thus4ar. This is proba-
bly due to monetary considerations.

Warning to Tenderfeet.
Loxpox, July 23.—The Times publishes
a long letter from Harry De Windt, the
newspaper correspondent who some
time since undertook to travel by land

from New York to Paris, describing the
dangers and difficulties in the way o
reaching the Yukon gold fields. He
urges the Canadian government to con-
struct a wagon road over White pass
and warns Englishmen to wait until
something of the kind is done and not to
be deceived by the allurements of un-
scrupulous agents. He says there is no
doubt that there is gold there, but that
the wealth of the Indies will not com-
pensate for the existing risk.

John 8. Baker, owner of the I.X.L.
mine, arrived in Rossland from Tacoma
Saturday bringing very interesting re-
ports of the excitement on the Pacific
coast that has been caused by the strikes

Yukon country and he hasoutfitted three
more prospectors who will leave on the
steamer that sails August 2 for Juneau.
These men will go by the overland route,
via Chilcoot pass and Lewis river. Mr.
Baker thinks they will have no difficulty
at this season of the year in getting into
the placer fields.

In April 1896 Mr. Bakes sent his rirst
man to Yukon. He has staked a num-
ber of claims and Mr, Baker thinks it
probable that two of the properties are
on the Clondyke. The mail service to
and from the Yukon is very poor and it
has been almost ten months since the
prospector has been heard from. Inone
of his letters, written soon after he made
the trip through to the Yukon, he de-
gcribed the journey as being compara-
tively without the hardships that have
been pictured very generally in connec-
tion with it. The only portage, so he
said, is around the White Horse ra ids.
Three men who attempted to run these
rapids while Mr. Baker’s representative
was in tie vicinity, lost their lives and
their entire outfits.

The steamer Mexico, which leaves
Seattle for Alaska early next month,will
take 14 horses that are to be used in

cking over Chilcoot pass. Mr. Baker

as contracted to have the supplies
that are going with his three men,
packed on these horses. The Indians so
far, have had a monopoly on'the pack-
ing business to the summit of Chilcoot

pass.

“The Clondyke boom is doing the
coast cities considerable good,’’ said Mr.
Baker last night. ‘‘Things in Tacoma
are very lively, and I understand that
Seattle is enjoying quite a business re-
vival. . Dealers in outfits and supplies
are profiting greatly by_the rugh to
Yukon and Alaska, and I understand
that itis hard toget into some of the
Seattle stores.”’

In speaking of the fortunes that had
been made in the new Eldorado Mr.
Baker mentioned the éxperience of a
longshoreman known about Tacoma as
“Jimmy the Diver.” Jimmy went to
the Yukon district and in a few months
dug out $65,000 and returned to his
former home, leaving two men to work
his elaim on shares during his absence.
When he met his old companions he
remarked that his only regret in connec-
tion with the accumulation of so much
wealth was that he would have to spend
it all alone. His friends asked for an
explanation and Jimmy told them that
while he was in Alaska and before he
struck it rich, his wife obtained a divorce
from him and married some other poor
devil of a longshoreman. “I feel sorry
for the r woman—indeed I do,”” de-
clared Jimmy. “Ihate to have to spend
all this here money on myself.”
