PRICES ADVANCE

Conditions in the Dress Goods
market continue to grow more
complex, both to buyers and
séllers, In some instames-m_ills
are still producing  for Spring
and-their selling agents are de-
clining orders for next Fall and
Winter delivery. There is abso-
lutely no uniformity of action
' on the part

serges for the reason that mno
two manufacturers own their
yarns or raw wool on the same
price basis. This condntmn is
due to the steadily nsmt market
during the past year.

A significant feature of the
market and an object lesson to
buyers, is the action of the gov-
ernment in regulating the ex-
portation of dress goods made
of wool or worsted and the im-
portation of the raw material.
This ‘attitude has been taken by
the government in order to con-
serve the production of woolen
goods for army use: Thus there
is little likelihood of mach im-
portation of wool and worsted
fabrics from England.

Central Exchanges Likely
at Ottawa and

Winnipeg
AFTER CONFERENCE

Scheme Which Will Likely
be Adopted to Mobilize
Workers

Ottawa, Jan. 21.-—Central labor
exchanges to be operated by a Ted-
eral commission, possibly at Ottawa
and Winnipeg, and provincial labor
bureaus to be established by pro-
vineial Governments will, it is said,
likely be the result of the confer-
ences of representatives of organ-
ized labor and of agriculture here
during the past week. A committee
ol the agricultural conference will
be named, it is said to meet the
labor men from all the provinces of
Canada, who will assemble in the
carital on Jan. 29th and to work
out details of the scheme alreaay
formulated .

The labor delegates, it is under-
stood, objected to any conseription
of labor, and to fixing of maximum
wages, although they were not op-
vosed to certain reeulations in the
oresent: situation. Hence it was de-
cided to adopt a sysiem whereby the
supply of labor available in the
country for agriculture and for in-
dustry may be u.ilized without com-
nulsion in such a mnner as to meet
the demands for it.

Hitherto labor bureaus have been
local in their operations, and have

Supply of Workers Sufficient
Both labor men and agriculturists
here last week agreed that there
was a sufficient supply of workers in
the country if an organization cap-
able of applying it where needed
was created.

Therefore it is proposed that ap-
plications from nersons des‘ring to
secure labor he filed with tho cen-
tral exchanges or provinecial bureaus
or with local postmasters who will
forward them to the nearest pro-
vincial office. The central ex-
changes will be in a posgition to in-
form employers where men can be
nbtained and workers where their
tabor is required. Further, the
central exchanges will play an im-
nortant part in dealing with the

situations within their own districts!

EMPEROR SUPREME

Report a United Austro-
German Front as Against
Russia

—London, Jan: 20.—The German
latest 1reports. which have come
through Amsterdam, to which c1t‘y
they were forwarded by the semi-
official Wolff Bureau, flatly as'sert
that the military party has gained
the vietory in the ternitorial policy
of Germany, and show what face
that country proposes to put on an-
nexations in the East., The guise in
which these are presented are that
the peoples in these countries al-
ready have determined their future
status through existing represepta-
tive bodies and that this determina-
‘tion is irrevocable.

Whether the German newspapers
from which these reparts have bﬂ_:en
taken represent the general feeling
or are extracts culled by the censor-
ship for circulation abroad remains
to be seen. The Taeglische Ruads-
chau, of Berlin, says: ‘“We lcarn
that a complete agreement has been
reached in a conferenece between the
higher army commgpnd and the
Chancellor regarding the settlement
of all Eastern guestionps. Thege arc
to be rgarded as a united whole.
ang therefore the Lithuwanian, Cor-
land and Polish questions are to he
considered as all connected with
one another. This position gives g
united Austro-German front against
Russia. The situation is bas=d on

Lithuania, Courland and Poland,
whiogse unanimous deelarations are
in our hands. These declaratiions
can be expanded, but not cancelled,
There is likewise a full understand-
ing that effective safeguards must
be created in the west.
Emperor’s Supreme Court.

“The issue of the Government
crisis appears to be @ vietory for
the followers of von Kuehlmaun in
form, but for the pan-Germans in
fact,” is the way the Leipsic Voiks
Zeitung views the result. It cop-
tinues: “Frontier rectifications are
to be striven for, and while preserv-
ing in appearance the principle of
self-determination of peoples, the
Government hgs not entirely, hut
in- its essential -point, submitted to
the pan-Germlan demands.”

The Leipsic Neueste Nachriciiien
says the political leaders have given
abundant assurances that after
Russia’s unsuceessful ultimatum to

|England and France, they feel no

obligation to apply the formula ef
“no annexation and so indemnitics”
to the west, but will rather go in
the direction of giving the militnry
an entirely free hand and maintain-
ing an entirely f{ree hand for their
own decisions.

The meetings demanded that the
peace negotiations at Brest-Litovsk
be conducted in a friendly spirit,
‘“that the government reject all ef-
forts toward open or veiled annexa-
tions,, and that it reject the demand
that R%’g border nations’ right
of  self-determindtion be rendered
illusory, and also reject the desire
to annex portions of these lands
against the will of the inhabitants.”
