‘ABOUT VOCATIONAL TRAINING.

‘There appears to exist in the minds
of many people a total misconceptiion
of what vocational re-education is,
as applied to disabled soldiers and
sailors. The Federial Board of Voca-
tional Education, which is charged
with the duty of re-educating the
injured men, is constantly receiving
communications from peopla Who
have this, that, or the other Kup-
posed art or craft which is offered
as being just the thing te teach the
wounded soldiers. These suggestions
run all the way from gnaking art-
craft out of seéaling wax, ma.kipg
paper sflowers, and gilding. ping
cones, to constructing alleged orna-
ments out of putty.

The Federal Board does not pro-
pose to teach any such rubbish, The
education to be given will, in the
main, be in highly specialized occu-
pations <which are good paying,
recognized, and manly callings which

" have a definite, useful place in the
business world, and a steady demand
for sueh work or the products there-
of.

The" difficulty appears to be that
many of these well-intentioned advo-
cates of gilded peanut hulls and gim-
crack nicknack making are mentally
confused, and do not know either
what occupational therepeutics and
vocational education are, or the part
they play. The former is given to
divert the patient’s mind, to exer-
cise some particular set of muscles
or a limb, or perhaps merely to re-
lieve the ‘tedium of convalescence
Occasionally these  activities have
little of any practical value beyond
the immediate purpose ' they uerve,
nor are they intended to have any
other value,

But even in occupational therapy
the idea now is to give that sort
which will be preliminary to, "and
dovetail in vith, the real yocational
education which is to begin as soon
a3 the patient is able to go further
along. If, for instance, the patient
was formerly a sheet-metal worker,
and is now debarred from the use
of physical strength, he 1is started,
perhaps, as a designer or architec-
tural expert in cornice, sheet metal
and architectural work. His prac-
tical knowledge is thus built upon
and focused in a «dpecialty suited to
his capabilities.

Instead of making futile® little
bhaskets or weaving mats that would
have no sale except as a camouflage
for downrignt charity, he is furnished
with a get of instruments, a bed
drawing board, some textbooks, and
given able ipstruction. The weeks in
bed or in wheel dhair- are utilized
practically. When he is able ‘to go
into thie shops he is well along ds8' &
technician, and ready for further
intensive training. ;

So it is with all other lines. The
Jbusinesc of re-education is, first of
all, common $sense and practical. The
idea is to turn out thoroughly train-
ed men for men’s jobs at men’s pay,
despite any phaysical handicap which
may have readered the men useless
in their former callings.

If
he is iniured while on duty so that
he is unable to carry on at his re-
munerative oedupation, he’is paid 55
per cen® of his salary cad gets free
modical attendance for thirty days.
If he is killed while at work, his wife
and children draw- a pension, the
wife so long as she remains a wilow, !
and the chéildren until they zre old |
enough to make their own way.
Contrast the standing of the
maker of munitions with -that of the
man who on the field of battle han-'!
dles these explcsives. The soldier’s
daily wage is $1.10 with board andi
lodging. Every day he faccs may be
his last.. He works in the open, cx-
posed to all kinds of weather, wet,
dry, hot or cold. His only shop is a
muddy trench, infested with rats
and often breast deep in water. Ver-
min prey on his body. If he is sick
or wounded he continues to draw 'his |
meagre rate of pay and gets free
medical attendance, but even so, hic
compensation is still far below that
of the injured ‘mumition maker at
home. When' he lays gown his life
for his country, the pension that is
paid to his wife and chéldren is less
than that allowed the munition
maker who is a(‘[:{‘d‘emstalfly killed
while on duty.

So also should the workers in all
other factories, for to them it is
also a wital matter that the wheels
of industry should be kept turning.
In like manner, the farmer who _is
interested in having the payment of
his crops financed, also has a very
vital interest in helving to see’ that
the Viectory Loan is a big success
The ‘necessity for money is beyond
all question.
