MISSING SHIPS.

Sailing and Steam Vessels in Davy
Jones’ Locker.

Those err agregiously who venture to assert
that sailing ships are rarely, il ever, posted
ae missing with all bands, and even the
steamship comes on the missing list far more
frequently than sowme suppose. Nevertheless,
having due rcgard to the enormous number
of all sorts and conditions of sbips in active
service, the Lreater rupldity with whch
voyages are made by mauy of them and the
curious oargoes occasionally carried, of a
uature quite unknown to the old timers, it
goes without saving that the percentage of
missing ships is ocomparatively insigniticant.
It is to be feared that In some instances ship-
master feel they have but Hobson's choice
in the course to pursue; and therefore pro-
ceed to sea with vessels so trimmed as posi-
tively to invite disaster should bad weather
be experienced after sailing. Sailing ships
have had quite a bad time of late, despite the
introduction of labor saving appliances, both
under the head of missing and loss by strand-
ing. It Is open to ouestion whether the age
of steam and steei s favorable to the pro-
duction of the clase of sailor and offiger
which was In evidence on board American
clippers forty or {fifty years ago. Hven la
that remote period there were deadheads
xcing to sea for a living; but the smart sea-
wan of every grade had plenty of opportunity
to galn experience which is wanting to the
rising generation, and the modern sallng
ship of metal construction is much more like
4 machine ship than wes her wooden pre-
decessor.

Curious enough, an usually large num-
ber of metal steamships and sadling vessels
of metal or of wood were posted as missing
during the twelve months of 1905. At least
nineteen steamers, seventeen firon or steel
salling ships and six wooden sailing ships
wero never heard from after they had sailad
away beneath the boundary line of sea and
sky under the happlest of auspices. In the
vrevicus year the totals of missing ships were
five, ten and four respectively. As a rule,
the steamers were small, of from 600 to 2,500
tons. and laden with heavy cargoes of coal
or lumber; the metal sailers ranged from
300 to 3.500 tons, several being in ballast,
aud four of the wooden salling vessels were
samples of the gallaut little schooners, com-
maunded and manned by sterling seamen, that
are engaged carrylng fieh to the Latin races
on the other side of the Atlantic from New-
fundland and returning thither with cargoes
of sait. Of the stoamers four were bound
from Gulf ports to Europe with lumber, and
at least three had deckloads such as 1,

THREE TIMELY RECIPES.

Onion Pickles—Wipe three quarts
small unripe cucumbers, and cut in
slices. Remove the skins from one pint
of small onions, and ocut in thin slices,
To the cucumbers and onions add one
cupful of salt; mix thoroughly, cover
and let stand for six hours. Drain, and
add one quart of vinegar and one pint of
olive oil. Pack in a crock or stone jar.

Tomato Catsup—Peel one peck of ripe
tomatoes, and cut in pieces. Put them
in a preserving kettle, bring to the boil-
ing point, and let simmer until soft;
then force through a sieve. Add three
cupfuls of sugar, one-fourth of a cupful
of salt, one tablespoonful of black pep-
per, one teaspoonful of ginger, one tea-
spoonful of cloves, one-eighth of a tea~
spoonful of cayenne, and one quart of
vinegar. Bring to the boiling point and
let simmer until the right consistency,
the time required being about two and
one-half to three hours. Turn into bot-
tles, filling the bottles to overflowing,
cork and seal, It must always be re-
membered in filling glass jars or bottles
with a hot mixture to place them in a
cloth wrung out of hot water.

Pickled Watermelon Rind—Remove
thick paring from watermelon rind, and
cut out all of the pink portion; then cut
in pieces of uniform size, cook in boiling
water to cover .until soft and drain.
There should be seven pounds of rind.
Put in a preserving kettle, add three
cupfuls of vinegar, three and one-half
pounds or brown sugar, one ounce of
stick cinnamon broken in pieces, and
half an ounce of whole cloves. Bring
slowly to the boiling point, let simmer
two and one-half hours, pack into jars,
add the syrup to fill the jars to over-
flowing, and adjust the covers.—Fanmie
Merritt Farmer in Woman’s Home Com-
panion for September.

MYSTERY OF THE DEEP SEA,

Swedish Scientists Investigate the Phen-
omena of “Dead Water.”

One of the most curious marine
nomena known to seamen is that called
by Norwegian eailors “dead water,”
which, without any visible cause, makes
e vessel lose her speed and refuse to
answer her helm. The sailor’s only defi-
nite knowledge of its origin, says the
Scotsman, is that it exists solely where
there is a surface layer of fresh water
resting upon the salt waters of the sea.
Several explanations have been advanced
by the captains of ships of the effect of
dead water, the commonest of which is
that the two water layers move in dif-
ferent directions. The true explanation,
however, was recently found by Swedish
investigators. At least so it would seem
from what follows,

The experiment carried out was an ex-
ceedingly pretty one. A large plate glass
tank was first mounted on a wooden
frame. The tank was then filled to a
certain depth with ealt water and a
layer of fresh water was carefully pour-
ed on to the surface, so that two sep-
arate water layers were obtained. ‘The
salt water was blackened with liquid
Chinese ink before the water layers were
prepared, and in this way the different
layers were made clearly visible, A boat
model was then towed along the tamk
and a sithouette of the waves produced
was obtained by placing a white screen
at a short distance behind the tank. ‘I'he
waves were also photographed by flash-
light, and the results showed conclusive-
ly that waves actually were set up at
the boundary line between the two li-
quids,

Further experiments were made to
verify the sudden loss of speed due to
dead water. The boat model was drawn
across the tank and the towing setring
suddenly slackened when the boat was
about half way across . In cases where
the tank contained salt water only the
boat etopped gmadually, moving some
boat lengths after the towing string had
been slackened. When the tank contain-
ed a layer of fresh water resting on salt
water, on the other hand, the boat slack-
ened speed quite suddenly and moved
only a very short distance. These experi-
ments, carried out on a small ecale,
prove conclusively that the difficulties
encountered within a dead water zome
are really due to the resistance experi-
enced by the vessel in generating inviei-
ble waves at the dfresh water-salt water
boundary, although in some partioular
cases the influence of undercurrents
must also, doubtless, be taken into ac-
count,

DON'TS FOR BATHERS.

The loss of many lives by drowning
this season has led William Henry, hon-
orary secretary of the Royal Life-Saving
Bociety, of London, to draw up a list
of a few “don’ts“ which bathers ought
to observe. They are as follows:

Don’t bathe in quiet, secluded spots

Don’s swim out from shore in the sea
and other tidal waters unattended by a
beat.

Don’t bathe shortly after a hearty
meal.

Don’t bathe alone 'if subject to giddi-
ness or faintness.

Don’t take fright because you hap-
pen to fall into the water in your clothes.
Clothes will float.

Don’t take fright because taken with
cramp. Keep calm and turn on the back,
then rub and stretch the affected limb.
If seired in the leg, turn up the toes,
straighten the leg to stretch the muscles,
and apply friction by kicking the surface
of the water. Leave the water as soon
as possible.

Mr. Henry concludes by drawing atten-
tion to the need of making swimming a
part of the national education.

When i3 a Man Dead?

Floresco claims to have brought back
life to dogs whose hearts have stopped
from 25 to 40 minutes. He applios
electrodes directly to the heart, eitwher
on the outside or by needles to the i-
side of the ventricles. Danilewsky has
started heart beats in a rabbit 24 hours
This he accomplished by
perfusion of the heart by Locke’s solu-
tion. Inhibition of this heart action can
b: brought about by applying electrodes
at the roct of the aorta. Locke and
Rosenheim perfused a heart that had
been hanging in the laboratory for five
days since its removal from the rabbit’s
body, and caused it to give beats of
considerable magnitude. Howell, of
Johns Hopkins, concludes from his ex-
periments that inhibition of the heart
depends on the presence of diffusible
potassium and “compounds in the heart
tissue, and that vagus impulses act indi-
rectly by increasing the amoun of potas-
suim compounds of this character.

From the physiological standpoint,
therefore, it looks as if the day may
come when death will be cheated of its
prey, and the heart forced to take up
again the work that it has laid down.—
North American Homoepathic Journal.

Made Money Out of Segal’s Transactions—Pres-
byterians Don’t Lose Much.

Philadelphia, Sept. 10.—Rumors of the
arrest of the directors of the looted real
estate trust company fill the air to-day.
District Attorney Bell declares emphati-
cally that no man will be spared in the
effort to bring to justice those respon-
sible for the safety of depositors’ money.
The statement is made that two direc-
tors who are also members of the bar
have profited to the extent of $750,000
in the past three years, by accepting
fees from Adolphe Segal for passing on
security tendered by him for loans from
the bank aggregating $5,300,000. As far
as know warrants have not yet been is-
sued for the men, but the public is
awaiting with breathless interest for
the arrest of directors who stood high
in the community before the crash and
exposure came.

President Hipple’s plaintive cry from
his grave, “Segal got all,” has aroused
the depositors to a high pitch of indig-

nation, Lawyers representing many hun-
dreds of them are taking an auctive part
in the investigation of the affairs of
the company and facts are coming to
light almost hourly revealing new forms
of duplicity on the part.of men entrust-
ed with the depositors’ money and the
trust funds of large and small estates.
Investigation shows that the looting of
the trust company will ‘cost the Presby-
terians less than $100,000. The leaders
of that faith are congratulating them-
seives that their funds and deposits wezoe
low at this time o: the year.

Receiver Earle expresses the opinion
that President Hipple was “money mad”
and there seemed to be no end to thos
variety of methods by which he juggled
with securities which fell into his hands,
and concerning which he sought to de-
ceive the directors.

Mr. Earle said that these practices of
Hipple had left the notes and papers re-

lating to loans in almost inconceivable
confusion.

THRILLING ESCAPE.

LUCKXY SHOT IN DARK SAVED MAN
FROM BEAR.

On Getting Out of Bed Thomas Allen,
wof Revelstole, Was Astounded to
Find Big Animal Close By.

Vancouver, B C, Sept. 10.—A. lucky
shot in the dagk saved Thomas Allen
of Revelstoke from bemoming food for
a bear. Allen was staying with his
brother at the latter’s ranch at Eagle
Pass. About 3 a.m., he was awakened
by the house door being opened. On
getting out of bed to see who the in-
truder was, he was astonished to, see
an enormous brown bear standing about
six feet away. Reaching for his rifle,
which was hanging over his bed, Allen
fired at the brute, the bullet penetrat-
ing the beast and breaking its back.
There were no more cartridges in the
house and the wounded bear lay in the
doorway, tearing everything to piecés
within reach of its paws. At daybreak
Allen crawled through the window of
his bedroom and ran to William Maec-
kay’s house, about a mile away, got
another rifle and killed the beast. It
was fortunate the first shot in the dark
was -so effective. Had it not Dbroken
the bear’s back and prevented its walk-
ing Allen would have been at the brute’s
merey.

Robert Ewel of Hardy Mountain, near
Grand Forks, recently had almost as
hair-raising an experience as Allen. He
trapped six bears in two wecks. The
last, a big black fellow, measuring more
than sven feet from tip to tip, had
only one foot caught in a steel trap and
stated a boxing match as soon as Ewel
got near. The trapper had only a pole
pick with him, but decided to secure a
knockout. Every time he struck at
the bear bruin dodged and came back
with a vicious ‘strike with the unen2um-
bered paw. After half an.hour’s spar
ring Ewel managed to'land a blow on
the head with the pick which put the
bear to his final sleep.

Prospectors all over the Province re-
port that bears are pretty numerous this
season.  The crop of bear stories has
been unusually large this year as a ~on-
sequence. A New Zealander named
MacAdams recently brought from Lil-
looet the fur of a large grizzly which
he got after an exciting hunt. It now
adorns the wall of the smoking room of
the Elks’ Club.

A RUN ON SOVEREIGN,

EFFECT OF A JOCULAR REMARK AT
ST. CATHARINES.

Smal!l Depositors Crowd Into Bank to
Draw Their Money—Business Men
Show Their Confidence in the Insti-
tution—Panic Soon Allayed.

St. Catharines despatch: A carter pass-
ing the Sovereign Bank building on James
street, and noticing that ground had
been broken for the vault of the bank’s
new premises, jocularly called out, “The
Sovereign Bank is busted.” Some one
who heard it and did not see the point
passed the thing on. The report rapidly
spread and a wan to whom it was told
stated that nie had heard that the Sov-
ercign Bank had suffered serious finan-
ciu]l loss as a result of the sale of the
Penman industiies to Montreal capital-
ists yesterday afternoon, which was just
the opposite of what happened, as the
bank made a handsome profit out of the
transaction, and 1s, of course, one of
the soundest institutions of the coun-
Y

Nothing very exciting happened until
about noon to-day, when the rumor hav-
ing by tnis time received considerable
circulation, small depositors began to
drop in and withdraw their balances.
This seemed to cause general uneasiness,
and very soon the bank was filled with
people demanding their money. They
were paid as fast as the clerks could
hand it out. The panic was among wo-
men and young wmen  exelusively,  who
work in factories. Some of these are
forcigners and their ignorance of Eng-
lish enhanced their fright. Men fought
each other for places at the teller’s win-
«dow, anw women were ruthlessly elbowed
aside. The business men of the city who
who do business with the ' Sovereign
Bank, to inspire confidence, kept deposit-
ing money all the afternoon. One manu-
facturer. it is stated, walked into the
bank and laid down six thousand dollars
for deposit. The other banks of the
city offered financial ail, but it was
not required .and was declined with
thanks.

Manager D. B. Crombie is away on his
holidays. and C. 8. Watson, accountant,
who is acting manag decided upon ad-
vica from other officials to keep the
bank doors open until 12 o’clock to-
night, so that everybody who wanted

his money could get it. The rush did
not last long. TLis evening only a cas-
ual customer or two could be seen at the
teller’s window, while that official had
stacks of bank notes piled high on his
desk. It is said on excellent author.
ity that the Sovereign Bank got in sev-
enty-five thousand dollars by express
this morning.

There were some funny incidents, One
old woman who had a balance of three
doliars and fifty-seven cents asked the
teller in tremulous tongs if she could
be paid in gold. The teller told her he
could supply her with gold for sll but
the fifty-seven cents. She took the sil-
ver and coppers reluctantly.

It is reported that steps may be taken
to prosecute the person who set the re-
port in circulation, but as it all started
from a joke, it is questionable who is
really responsible.

Many of those who drew out their
money t ook it home with t hem, while
others deposited it in other banks or in
the post-office savings department. The
post-office savings bank took in two
thousand dollars alone this afternoon,
which gives some idea @ how much

‘money was paid out by the Sovereign

THE HOME LIFE
INVESTIGATION.

PRESIDENT GORDON CLEARS SOME

MATTERS FOR MONARCH LIFE.

Toronto despatch: The evidence of D.
A. Gordon, M. P., President of the Mon-
arch Life, yesterday put a somewhat dii-
ferent -aspect upon the affairs of the
company as disclosed by previous evid-
ence. He had, he said, signed a few stock
certificates in ignorance that they were
for part of the 1,400 shares in payment
for Mr. Ostrom’s copyright. As soon as
he learned the facts ha refused to sign
any more, and subsequently canceiled
lll({se he had signed. The arrangement
claimed by Mr. Ostrom, respecting the
pu‘rc!mse of the copyright, was made
prior  to Mr. Gordon’s connection with
the company, and he only signed the
agreement produced by Mr. Ostrom in
counection with the matter in anticipa-
iion of the meeting of shareholders and
subiect to ratification by them. That
ratification had not been given, and the
action of the executive in connection
with the matter had never been con-
firmed, and had no force without such
confirmation. Therefore, there was no
authority for tle issuing of the stock to
Mr. Ostrom, and Mr. Gordon was in
ignorance of the fact that Mr. Graham
bad signed the certificates for the stock.
Commissioner Kent pointedly enquibed
whether a single share of stock in the
company could have been sold if the
intending stockholders had known that
Manacer Ostrom was getting $50,000 for
copyright of tne policies issued.

The commission at the hour of ad-
journment had not learned all the de-
tails in connection with the absorption
by the Home Life of the People’s Life
business. From the various documents
filed it appeared that there was a pay-
ment of $80,000 made
Pattison in commutation of the inter-
ests of Mr. John Firstbrook, President
of the Home Life, and himself as man-
ager, under the fifteen-year contracts
they held. How this amount was divided
did not transpire. This payment is
to be met out of a fund which is
formed by Manager McCutcheon assion-
ing to the President, Hon. J. R. Strat-
ton, who promised the money necessary,
the commission of 5 per cent., which
under his contract as a manager, he is
to receive, in addition to $5,000 salary.
Some 1,164 shares of stock also changed
hands in the same connection, Mr.
McCutcheon holding them as trustee,
but the People’s Loan providing the
funds to carry out the transaction and
also loaning to susequent purchasers
upon the security of the stock. Mr.
McCutcheon was unable to say whether
this was contrary to the law. It trans-
pired also that one-third of the l)usinejs
of the People’s Life which the Home L'lte
exnected to get when the transaction
was arranged, was “inflation,” consistng
of lapsed policies which had not been
cancelled. Some other irregularities
were also disclosed.

MADE SURE OF DEATH.
Farmer Took Poison and Made Harness
Useless,

Charlottetown, P.E.I., Sept. 10.—Angus Mec-
Aulay. aged 55, a well-to-do farmer, who lived
near Cardigan, cimmitted suicide yesterday
by taking an ounce of carbolic acid which
he purchased in the village. On going home
he went upstairs. About noon his wife, on
going to his room, found him dead. He
was subject to fits of melancholia, arising
from brain trouble. Before committing the
deed he tied the harness in knots to preveat
assistance reaching him in (in}e to rescue
him.

HONOLULU SHAKEN.
Thousands of Fish Thrown on the Shore
Scalded to Death.

Honolulu, Sept. 10.—Two earthquake
shocks are reported from Hilo, on the
Island of Hawaii, but it is stated that
no damage was done.

Wuz Filologikal Societez of Lundun and

and jointly recommended in 1883 by the
Philological Society of London and the
American Philological Association a‘ter
!a serious consideration. The list will
be found at-the end of the last' volume
of the Century dictionary. Also ten
rules were agreed upon in making the
changes. This reform, therefore, comes
from philologists of the whole race. In-
deed, Prof. Skeat states in The Scots-
;man, the list was actually prepared in
the motherland.  There needs only
:one step to be taken by your Govern-
ment to continue this race reform,
namely, the appointment of such a com-
mittee as advised our Government what
words to select from the larger list for
immediate adoption. If such a com-
mission were appointed I doubt mot it
would endorse the selection made for
the President by our American board.

It is never to be forgotten that amended

spellings can only be submitted for
general acceptance, It is the people
i who decide what is to be adopted or
rejected. That the two Governmants
! agreed to jointly submit certain changes,
j however, would no doubt result in the
eventual adoption of many.

KING OF THE
HANDCUFFS.

TURNKEY DISCOVERED HIDING
PLACE OF CONCEALED KEY.

Expert Broke Out of Cell—Game Was
Spoiled, However, by Keeper, Who
Insisted on Looking at Right Foot.

New York, Sept. 10.—Houdini, the king
of the shandcuffs, as he is described by
his press agent, tried to escape from=a
locked cell in the Yorkville police court
prison to-day and encountered a sharp-
eyed keeper, who disarranged his plans.
The expert lock picker went to the of-
fice of Commissioner of Corrections
Lantry a week ago and told him that
Lhe locks of the district prisons were no
good, and that an expert burglar
could easily escape.

“None has ever escaped in my time,
and I hope none will,” responded the
commissioner.

The commissioner gave his permis-
sion to try the locks in the prison of
the Yorkville court. The exmert went
to the prison one day last week and
examined the locks on the cell doors,
and announced that he would return
to-day and allow himself to be locked
in a cell. 5

When he got there in the afternoon
he found a number of headquarters
men, precinct detectives, lawyers, court
clerks and others waiting for him.

“I have been locked in the prisons of
Germany, France and England, and in
some in this country, and in every case
I managed to get out,” said he. *“I
haven’t met failure yet, and the prison
officials were unable to exnlain how I
did it.” He'll have a different story to
tell after his experience in the York-
ville prison. 5

Things were arranged for his at-
tempted escape from a cell. The cell
was selected, and he went into another
one and disrobed, his purpose beiag to
go undressed into the cell from which
he was to escape to show he had no
key concealed about him. \

Hugh ooney, a prison keeper, was
standing in the cell door to see that
nothing was smuggled in. The expert
announced that he was ready to enter
the cell from which he was to escape, and
was willing to be searched. Cooney
stenved up and ran his fingers through
the expert’s bush hair, but found
nothing. Then he examined his hands,
fingers, and looked wunder the finger-
nails for a concealed key. There was
none there, so the keeper went to thc
feet. Nothing under the left foot. “Lift
vour right foot,” said the keeper.
“There’s something under the toes of
that foot, and if you won’t let me look
you ecan’t go into the cell,” said the
keeper.

The expert did some &uinking, and
finally walked over to tie cell where
his clothes were lying. He then con-
sulted with his manager. Just then
Deputy Commissioner of Correction
George W. Myers entered.

He said that all prisoners were
searched, and the expert would have to
be, or else acknowledge that he had
something”concealed under his toes. The
expert made the acknowledgment, and
was then allowed to enter the cell. A
sheet was drawn over the door. The
expert’s hands were coniined in hand-
cuffs attached to a wuist belt. The
rudience was ordered out into the next
room while the “prisoner” was escap-
ing.
n1I;,)ne of the audience found a peep-
hole and found the expert’s hand come
sut between the bars of the door and
insert something into the Yale lock.
He unlocked the door and showed that
he had removed the belt and handcuffs
while in the cell.

CHOKED TO DEATH.

William Tremeer, of Port Perry, Stran-

gled While Eating Supper.
Port Perry despatch: William Tre-
meer choked to death here last night on
a piece of meat. He was well known,
having followed his trade of painter and
paperhanger for many years. It ap-
pears he had been loafing around for
several days, doing more or less drink-
ing, and last evening went to get somre
supper. Those wﬁo were there say
that he took a very large piece of meat
in his mouth and followed it up immedi-
ately with a dry soda biscuit. He be-
gan to choke and a doctor was tele-
phored for. He was quickly at the
dying mans <ide, but could not wsave
him, and he died in a very few minutes.

STEAMER SUNK.

WHEELSMAN AND WIFE OF EN-
GINEER DROWNED,

Big Steel Western Liner Crashed Into
Smaller Vessel, Which Was Proceed-
ing Up St. Clair River—Rescuing the
Crew.

Detroit, Mich., Sepot. 10.—The western
liner Milwaukee collided with the steam-
er Nelson Mills in the St. Clair River
a short distance below St. Clair to-day
The Mills sank at once.

filed with the Ontario Railway and
Municipal Board a petition complaining
that the tracks amd roadbe: of the
Hamilton Street Railway are badly con-
structed and ballasted and the cars dil-
apidated, and in bad repair; car wheels
much wider than rails, causing damage
to pavements, and system of brakes in-
adequate for the service. The city asks
the board to investigate. This petition
follows one recently sent by 200 resi-
dents of Herkimer street, to the same
effect, and the Railway Board has al-
ready taken action.

NO"ANTI-US. FEELING IN MEXICO,
SAYS THE U. S. AMBASSADOR.

Washington, Sept. 10.—Declaring to be
false the reports of a bitter anti-Amer-
ican feeling in Mexico and an organized
revolution against President Diaz, David
E. Thompson, the American Ambassador,
has made an exhaustive report to the
State Department, setting forth in de-
tail information which could not be con-
veyed in his previous confidential des-
patches. He has renewed his request that
in compliance with the wishes of Mexio’s
President, the U. 8. Government should
take steps to suppress the Mexican revol-
utionary Junta at St. Louis, which pub-
lished in Spanish a paper called Rebener-
action.

From observations made by Mr. Thomp-
son, under instructions from the State
Department, he gives it as his opinion

that the situation there ‘is not at all
critical, sbut that the persistency with
which many American papers have insis-
ted that a revolt in Mexio against for-
eigners is imminent, has created a de-
cided feeling of unrest among the for-
eigners and excited the common Mexi-
ean to thoughts of what might be done
along thd lines discussed in the publica-
tions, and he adds:

“If after all this agitation, for nearly
all of which the American papers are
responsible, there are not local disturb-
ances in the middle of September, the
fact will speak marvellously well for
the Mexican Government and people. If
there should be any local disturbances
they will be handled rightly by the Mex-
ican Government. Such a thing as a gen-
eral uprising is not to be seriously con-
sidered.”

INNOCENT WOMAN KEPT LOCKED UP.

New York, Sept. 10.—Mrs. Agnes Pet-
erson, a young married woman, who has
been Jocked up in Jefferson Market
Court prison for twelve days as the re-
sult of a mistake, was released to-day.

district. The spring herring has been used
by the farmers as a fertilizer.  Afr.
Cowie has shown the people how to cure
and pack the spring herring so that they
are of excellent quality and can bring
from $10 to $12 a barrel in the United
States markets. Mr. Cowie also says that
the fall herring is making its appear-
ance and there is an abundant supply
of first quality.

_Alexander McLean, Canada’s commer-
cial agent in Japan, writes to the Trade
and Commerce Department stating that
the wheat crop in Japan is about 98
million bushels or 15 per cent. more than
the yearly average.

For the six months ending June 30,
Japan imported from Canada goods to
the amount of $251,377, as against $180,-
756 for the same time last year. The
exports to Canada were $6352§0, or $50,-
000 less than for the same six months
in 1905.

.Ideas to Bear in Mind When for Dif-

\ ferent

In teaching the girls the artistic way
to hang pictures I not only instruct
{ them in the actual placing of prints on
lt.lle walls, but the height from the
floor at whieh they show to best ad-
vantage, in small as well as large
rooms, how they should be placed in
relation to the doors and so arranged
that they make a nice “balance,” that
is, a large g?ture hung in a wide, open
tm can well balanced by two or
t small ones put in a group or in a
horizontal panel, says a writer in the
New York Telegiam.

Then there is the background to be
considered and the light in the goom,
as well as the frames that surround the
subjects and the choice of Printl, ete.
They shoud have some mice relation
to each other, to the surroundings and
jto the uses of the room, for the wall
decorations' should be as different in
subject as the various apartments in
houses. Each should be so distinctive
that any one would know instinctively
from the pictures which was the library
and which the living rooms.

To begin with, the background ehould
i first be considered, for it either adds to
or detracts from the pictures. The

lainer the wall paper or paint the

tter the decorations will show. An
,invisible design is always to be pre-
ferred to a large, bold “one in loud,
glaring colors and it should be re-
; membered that in a sunny room a cool
color, such as a dull green or a grey
blue, makes the beat background, while
in a dark apartment warm tones are
best. a yellow brown or a light rose.

With a satisfactory groundwork for
the decorations, the mext step is in the
selecting of frames. These should be
,of a shape and color that correspond
"with the subject and that throw the
details into bold relief, but never so
' conspicuous as in any way to detract
from the painting or print. As far as
possible the middle tone of the subject
, should be carried out in the frame
{ and the mat, if one surrounds it. For
! oil paintngs a simple gold frame is
i preferable, but it should be of some
"'shade that is used in the subject, so
 htat it bears some actual relation in
color.

Pictures should be hung with wires
that are as invisible as possible so that
they will not in any way take the eye
from the subject. 1T think that two
; vertical wires should! be used instead of
one that is arranged in oblique lines,
for the straight wires give a feeling of
rest, while the others cause action or
motion. In a low room they should
be hung near the ceiling and yet on a
level with the eyes, so that there will
be no effort to see the details by glane-
ing either up or down. In rooms with

I high ceilings they are of course, placed
a foot or sixteen inches below the
, moulding, if the latter is low.

I try to impress the girls with the
fact that a few pictures well placed
are in better taste than many so hung

| that they give the walls a congested or
confused nrpeuunee; that a little print,
etc, on a large wall is lost; that when
the space is big large pictures shounld
be used or amall ones arranged in
. groups that give a feeling of good bal-
ance. When it comes to actually hang-
ing pictures the light from the windows
‘and doors is to be -considered, and
each subject should be hung where all
the lights and shadows are plainly
seen, or the effect of the decoration is
lost. In a small space between a
window and door or between two win-
dows, a picture of a size and  shape
that is in harmony with the room and
; of dimensions that are in keeping with
| the space should be chosen. lgor in-
‘stance, in an open place nine inches
{ wide a picture eight inches would be
entirely out of keeping while one from
{four to six inches would have the
proper relative proportions to the
; space and should be harmonious.
The most difficult problem for the
girls to master was in filling a large
, Bpace with ome picture and several
j emall ones so that they would show the
’feeling of balance. It was hard for
! them to realize at first that small pic-
tures, unless well grouped, caused un-
rest and confusion, while they were
to arrange them so that they would
have a quiet restful effect. In a epace
large enough for ome large picture
and a group of smaller ones I taught
them that enough space should be left
between the single print and the group
to allow each one to make a clear and
definite impression before the eyes were
attracted to the other. In  grouping
three pictures, small ones, of course,

while a diamond group, with two at the
top and one beneath, or one at the
top and two under is attractive as a
balance to the large picture.

I think that a strong, bold picture,
such as a Rembrandt, should be hung
high, just as one with a good perspec-
tive, while those with a great deal of
detail should be placed near the level
of the eyes, particularly if they are
not very large.

In bedrooms the pictures used for
decorations should, in my opinion, be
quiet and restful. Such pictures as
Raphael’s = Madonnas are in keeping
with the room and the general sur-
roundings.  Whistler’s Mother, js an-
other appropriate subject, while peace-
ful landscapes are always in good
taste. The living room is the only
apartment in which there is no hard
and fast laws governing the selection
of the subjects, and there anything is

Plaster
easts well grouped at about a level
with the eyes or a trifle below it are
mose  appropriate. The dining room
should mot be ornamented with these
long etchings of landscapes, flowers
with bright colors, or Japanese printe
may be ?ittingly substituted.

EARTH HARD AS NICKEL STEEL,

The Sun 2,000 Times as 8So0lid—Calcula-
tions Made by Professor See.

In the Astronomische Naehrichten for July,
1908, Prof. T. J. J. 8ee, United States Navy,
“gives the results of an investigation he has
been making of the rigidity of the earth and

other heavenly bodies, by mathematicall pro-
cesses depending whelly on the theory of
avitation. ¥
“This line of investigation was begun in
by Lord Kelvin, who sought to deter-
mine the rigidity of the earth from observa-
tions of the tides of the oceans. It was
thought that if the earth proved to be highly
rigld, the resuit would contradict the theory
long held by geologists that the earth i»
a xlobe of molten matter enclosed in a thin
crust like the shell of an egg

Lord Kelvin reached the comclusion that
the earth as & whole is certainly more rigid
than glass, but perhaps not quite as rigid as
steel,

About 1880 Prof. George Darwin took up
the investigation. By caraeful study of the
fortnightly tides the found tne earth to be
more rigid than steel. This was held to
show that the earth could not be a sphere
of liquid covered by s thin crust; and geo-
logists had to change thel” theories so as
to conform to a globe as rigid as steel.

Prof. See's investigation is purely mathe-
matical, and based on the pressure existing
throughout the earth. According to Lap-
lace’s law of density the density at the cen-
tre of the earth is equal to that of lead, and
the prcsyure equal to that exerted by a
vertical column of quioksilver as long as
from 8t. Louis to San Francisco.

By considering the pressure throughout the
whole earth Prof. See finds that even {f
fluid the globe would have a rigidity greater
than that of wrought iron. He find that
the average rigidity of the whole miass i
neanly equal to tha of nickel steel, such as
is used in the armor of a battles ip.

Dr. See proves that the rigidity of the
earth’s crust is about equal to that of granite.
which is one-sixth that of steel; and that
toward the centre the rigidity rapidly in-
creases. At the earth’s centre the im-
prisoned matter is at an enormously high
temperature, yet under the tremendous pres-
sure there at work. kept three times more
rigid than the nickel steel used in the armor
of a battleship.

His new method can be applied aiso to the
other plants. It turns out that the rigidity
of Venus is greater than that of platinym,
and. most likely, about idenfioal with tha
of wrought iron. The ri ity of Mars is
about equal to that of gold,
ity of Mercury, the moon and other sa
litles, is about equal to that of 5

The average rigidity of the great planets,
Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune, lies
between eighteen times and three times thag
of nickel steel. The great rigidity of these
bodies is due to the pressure acting through-
out such large masses.
