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MOTOR TRAFFIC IS VERY HEAVY
More Autos FromUnited States and
Points in Canada Coming to

Nova Scotia

Very large increase of motor traffic to
Nova Scotia from other Canadian Provs
inces and the United States is reported
by the official in ¢ of the Nova
Scotia Bureau re-established this year
on the border between New Brunswick
and Nowva Scotia, This Bureau was es-
tablished at that strategic point by the
Highway Board last year, and proved
so satisfactory in distributing informa-
tion about the Province to in-coming
motorists, and also in keeping account
of the number of cars which come into
into Nova Scotia, that the Board re-
established it this year. It was opened
about three weeks ago with Stamle

Lowe, of Amsherst, in charge. All Board§
of Trade in the Province are advised
that any information sent to Mr. Lowe
for distribution to the visiting motorists
will be given out.

The number of motor cars from Cana-
dian Provinces other than New Bruns-
wick, and fromr the United States which
entered Nova Scotia in the first two
weeks: the Bureau was open i 241.
They were from seventeen different
States and three Provinces, and fifty
more tiran for the same period last year,
when there had entered 191 Canadian
and foreign motor cars. There weréy
1500 New Brunswick cars crossed the
border to Nova Scotia in that time, but
they are not counted as specially tour-
ists, owing to the regular daily traffic
between the two provinces.

The number to enter this year was
comprised of 104 Massachusetts carsy 29
from Maine and 25 from New York and
fourteen other States made up the re-
mainder, In view: of the season all
throughout eastern America being late;
and the really fine weather only now
beginning, these figures are taken as a
forecast of a very heayy travel for this
season.
