The
pgnphlnt was originally & paver read
before the Royal Statistioal Society of
England, and contains statistios from
the United Kingdom, France, Ger-
many, Norway, Austria, Hungary.
Switzerland, Italy,. Spain, Belgium,
Holland and- Sweden; from Canada,
the United States, Victoria, New
South Wales and some South Ameri-
oan countries, all showing the same
resalt, viz., that the towns, and es-
peoially the large towns, have in-
creased in population more rapidly
than the rest of the country. Mk,
Longstaff quotes in full Mr. Johnson’s
statement of the cmuses which have
operated in Canada to produce this
result and shows that the same causes
nave been at work in -other countries.
The first cause Sentimental and the
second Economic, both being easily
traced back to the spread of education
owing to improved communications,
which include cheapened locomotion,
cheap postage, cheap telegraphs, and
