East India House, Tuesday, Sept. 28, 3 p. M.

The supplement to Mr. Secretary Monstone’s
message, dated August 26th, 1858.

Oude—On the 26th, Sir Hope Grant sent a
force across the Gomtee at Sultanpore, and oc-
cupied three villages in his front.

BAvARES DivisioN.—Captain Macmullen,
with his Sikhs, fell in with the rebels at a viilage
near Retin Ghazze, Pocken Jdistrict, on the 23rd
August, drove the.a out, killing and wounding
sixty. :

JLLAHABAD DivisioN. —Captain Dennetroy,
with detachments of regulars, and a party of mi-
litary police, came up with Wunjab Sing, of
Reeva, at Berroh, on the 25th August, and killed
about 200 of his men.

CENTRAL INDIA.

The Gwalior Rebels, after their defeat on th®
14th of August, fled in a southeasterly direction,
giving out that it was their intention to enter the
Bombay Presidency, via Mundisor. However,
on finding this liiie of retreat was menaced by the
force from Nemuch, under Cclonel Frauks, they
turned North, Bheelware, and on the 28th Aug-
ust they reached Jobra Patnee, which they sur-
rounded. After some days’ fighting with the
Rana’s troops, they obtained possession of the
town, which they have plundered. The Rana fled
and is8 now in Colonel Lockhart’s camp at
Soornee. Soosnee is fifty five miles from Ogjein.
Column, under Colonel Hope Grant, left Indore
on the 3d instant, to snpport the one which had
been despatched under the command of Colone!
Lockhart, of her Majesty’s 92d iighlanders.
The rebels are in full possession of Patteen,
erecting defences, and throwing @p breastwork
on the roads of approach.

Adil Mohamid has moved from Jerouge, and
taken possession of Poorassa. 'The movement
threatens Bhalsa and towards Guzeret.

‘A small force from Ahamabad attacked and
dispersed a body of Mumbramees and Bheels
at Mundeltee on the 22nd of August. The

. rest of the Bombay presidency is qmet.

CORONERS INQUEST
On Friday the 9th inst., an Inquest was held |
in this [own, betore John Stark Esq., Cororer, |
