STABBING AFFRAY 
AT GRAND DOWNS

As a result of a stabbing affray 
that took place at Grand Downs, 
Sunday evening, George Royal, aged 
about fifty, is in the Miramichi Hos­
pital in a critical condition and Vin 
cent Albert, aged t i:rty, is in the 
local jail charged with ate- ir.pted 
murder, which charge may be amend 
ed to murder.

Both men are residents of Grand 
Downs, and from reports, Albert and 
his mother were driving down the 
road past Royal* and the latter was 
in the yard of his home. Albert call­
ed Royal and when he came over 
said : “What’s all this talk about?" 
Royal replied that he made no talk 
whereupon Albert drew his jacknife 
and stabbed Royal in the back. The 
blade entered just below the right 
shoulder blade, and made a nasty 
wound about four or five inches long 
through which the lung protruded. 
Albert then gpt into the wagon ana 
drove off.

Deputy Sheriff Doran was notified 
and left here accompanied by Dr. 
McGrath about ten o’clock Sunday 
night and drove to the scene of the 
affair.

On arrival they found Royal suffer­
ing badly and bleeding profuse! v 
from the wound which was dressed, 
and he was rushed to the hospital.

Albert was arrested at his own 
home.

The knife with which the stabbing 
is alleged to have been done is an 
ordinary pocket knife with a blade 
about four Inches long.

Royal is well known in Newcastle 
having resided here for some vears 
He served overseas with the 132nd 
battalion.

HANGING OF SWIM 
BADLY MVNAGED

Woodstock, N. B. Oct. 6—At five 
o’clock this morning the trap was 
sprung that sent Benny Swim into 
eternity for the murder of Olive 
Swim at Benton last March. Besides 
the four doctors and law officers 
very few were present. The hang­
man bungled the job and it was nine­
teen minutes before condemned man 
was pronounced dead. Carrying out 
the provisions of the law an inquest 
was held and the body given over to 
relatives and at once taken to his 
father’s home in Rockland where 
the funeral will be held tomorrow.

The condemned man slept at in­
tervals during the night and while 
in ar very weak state was able to as­
cend the gallows with little assist­
ance. He prayed continuously and 
was praying when the trap was 
sprung. In conversation with Rev. 
H. V. Bragdon he admitted that he 
feigned insanity at the suggestion 
of two prisoners who were in the 
jail at the time and who also advised 
him to attempt to escape.

Swim's Confession
Since his arrest the condemned 

man has not made any statement 
concerning the crime for which he 
was convicted. To Rev. H. V. Brag­
don he has made the following con­
fession over his own signature.
When I arrived at the house at Ben 

ton Ridge Trenholm came to the 
door apd began to abuse me and 
jumped on me. in the scuffle the re­
volver fell from in y raincoat pocket 
and Trenholm picked it up. I took 
it from him. Trenholm then went 
into the house and returned with a 
piece of paper with an address to 
put on a trunk at my home and to 
be shipped to him at Benton Ridge 
He then asked for the revolver and 
said he would fix me. I said no.” 
He stepped up to me' and caught 
me by the shirt collar and started to 
rack me in the woodshed and I shot 
him in the temple.

“Olive came to the door and said 
“Rennie I have ruined you, we all 
deserve it.” She turned and I shot 
her in the back first, I followed her 
In the house and shot her again. 
Then I thought I was doomed and 
put the revolver back of my ear and 
pulled the trigger and fell alongside 
of Olive. I laid there just a few min 
utes when I got up and went to the 
hen-pen and sat down in the door 
You know the rest.”

Sgd. BENNIE SWIM.”
Was Hanged Twice

Woodstock, Oct 6—Owing to many 
conflicting reports in connection 
with the execution of Benny Swim, 
in justice to Sheriff Foster, the 
real facts should be made public. 
After much difficulty M. A. Doyle, 
who is the official executioner of 
the province of Quebec, was secured 
on the recommendation of Sheriff 
Lemieux of Montreal. That no 
hitch would occur another man was 
also engaged and brought here.

Doyle gave the gallows a thorough 
test on Tuesday and pronounced 
everything working satisfactorily. 
When the trap was sprung all was in 
order. In four minutes Doyle cut 
Swim down and he was pronounced

COUNTY FAIR 
SLIMLY ATTENDED

The County Fair which was held 
in the exhibition building Chatham, 
on Wednesday and Thursday, was 
formally opened Wednesday evening 
by a large list of speakers in the 
presence of a very small crowd.

LORDBEAVERBROOK 
SPEAKS PLAINLY

LONDON. Oct. 5—The Dally Ex­
press, Lord Btaverbrook’s paper, in 
an editorial, says the British people 
are bewildered beyiuse they do qqi 
know the truth about the Near Ffcst 
matter. Their position Is simple. 
Although they are war weary and 
tax-worn they are prepared to tight 
for the freedom of the Dardanelles. 
Beyond the freedom of the straits 
they do not care a straw for Balkan 
politics.

’They cannot police the earth,” 
the Express continues. They are as 
incapable of solving the radical pro* 
blema of the Near East as of abol­
ishing the Bolshekis from Russia or 
extirpating the murders fn Ireland.' 
The British people are at last think 
ing of their own salvation. All they 
now want Is to save their sons and 
sell their cotton goods.

“If the Turks will respect the free­
dom of the straits, giving satisfac­
tory guarantees thereof, the British 
people cannot refuse to permit the 
Turks to pursue the Greek armv in 
Eastern Thrace and inflict final’ de­
feat. if they can do so. Nor can 
they refuse to permit the Greeks to 
overthrow the Turks, if they can do 
so.

This point of view must not be 
confused with the Chanak stronghold 
necessary for the freedom of those 
waters which Great Britain is entit­
led to hold in Chanak in order to 
protect her own interests. Her neo- 
ple are ready to pour out their 
blood and treasure for the freedom 
of the Straits, but they say, with 
one voice: ‘Not a man. not a gun. 
not a cent for the defence of the 
Greek army in Eastern Thrace."

Now York. Oct. 8—The New 
York Giants once more are cham­
pions of the world. They reached 
that pinnacle of success for the se­
cond consecutive year in a furious 
uphill rush this afternoon that flung 
the Yankees to defeat 5 to 3 and 
crushed a disgusted pitcher.

Return To Normal 
Conditions In The 

Coal Industry
Ottawa, Oct. 4—That the return 

towards normal conditions in the 
coal mining industry has commen­
ced is apparent. The date indicates 
that the decline registered during 
the past months has been checked 
and that a fairly substantial gain 
lias been made. In the
month of June the total output of 
all grades from Canadian mines 
amounted to 811,066 tons as against 
720,530 tons in the preceding month 
or a gain of 13 per cent. Compared 
with the average for June during 
the three years 1919-20-21 the out 
put amounted to 79 per cent of the 
record for these years. The total 
to date during 1922, the first aix 
months, \ was 6,098,317 tons as 
against 7,017,898 tons, which was the 
average /or the same period in 1919- 
20-21.

Imports from the United States 
increased 28 yper cent over the 
amounts for the preceding month 
which in turn was only 59 per cent 
of the amount imported in April.

The exports have increased by 7 
per cent over the record for May 
but still remain less than fifty per 
cent of the average for the month 
of June during the three preceding 
years. Regarding the coal made 
available for consumption, the re­
cord for June is seen to have closely 
approached that for. April, and 
amounted to about 76 per cent more 
than the record for May. The figur­
es are: *

April —1,300,498 tons.
May—1,065,708 tons.
June—1,233,191 tons
The coal made available for con­

sumption in Canada during the calen 
dar year to date amounted to 10,555, 
•47 tons, or about 80 per cent of the 
iverage during the three year period 
n 1919-20-21.

While the Imports during June 
vere considerably greater than the 
mports In the previous month, the 

whole Dominion received only about 
12 per cent of Its usual tonnage of* 
anthracite and 36 per cent of the 
usual amount of bituminous. These 
conditions reflect the extent of the 
strike prevailing In the United 
States. The total quantity of coal 
brought^ in from the United States 
during the month amoun’ee to 612,- 
531 short tone as c< n pi ed with 
399,219 tons In May and ac average 
importation of 1,732,059 tons In the 
same month in the throe preceding 
years. The total Importation of an­
thracite coal in Juin was 54,414 
tons as compared with an average of 
469,854 tons in the same month of 
the three preceding years. Ot this 
apiount Quebec received 14,623 tons 
during the month and central On­

tario 33,780 tons. %

William Nicolls was born at South­
hampton England, on Oct. 1, 1863. 
He was educated at St. John's Col­
lege,Herspear Pont, England, receiv­
ing his degree in 1882. He left Eng­
land for the Canadian Northwest 
where he completed his studies for 
the ministry at the Theological Col- 
leg~ at Winnipeg, Manitoba. Twen­
ty-six years of work on the western 
prairies followed, of which seventeen 
were spent at St. Barnabas Church, 
Medicine Hat, Alberta. Owing to 
ill health he resigned from St. Bar­
nabas in 1908 and was subsequently 
appointed Rector of the Parish of 
Newcastle, New Brunswick. He 
left there in 1910 for Port Mulgrave, 
Nova ' Scotia, and in 1912 resigned 
temporarily because of illnesd.

fn 1913 he resumed work in Hali­
fax as Chaplain of Immigration and 
in 1914 was transferred to Quebec 
for work among the departing Can­
adian troops, becoming Chaplain of 
the famous and III fated Princess 
Pat regiment.

When immigration was closed on 
account of the war, he became Rec­
tor of the Parish of LeHave, Nova 
Scotia and in 1918 removed to New 
York where he was chaplain at the 
Seaman’s Church Institute. About 
a year and a half agp he was called 
to Trinity Church North port, New 
York.

During the early part of his pas­
torate in this village, William Nicolls 
revealed himself as a Christian ideal

1st, a devoted and faithful follower 
and preacher of The Christ. As was 
said of him in Trinity Church on 
Sunday morning to meet him and to 
talk with him was almost to get a 
glimpse of Jesus of Nazareth pass­
ing by. His ministry gave promise 
of great success uetil disease over­
took him and impaired to a great 
degree not only his physical vigor 
but his mental vision.

For a long period of years in the 
Church, William Niçois fought a 
good fight and upheld the faith. Onë 
cannot doubt that he rests peace­
fully In the loving arms of the Mas­
ter whom he worshipped and glori­
fied.—North port Journal.

Stewart for the responsible portfolio 
of Minister of Railways and Canals, 
then, as now. one of the most Import­
ant positions in the Cabinet.

Sir Henry Thornton, 
Kew Head of C.N.R

Ottawa, Oct. 4—Ma j .-Gen. Sir 
Henry Worth Thornton, K. B. E., 
general manager of the Great East­
ern Railway of England, is the new 
head of the Canadian National Rail­
ways. An order-in-council appoint­
ing him and the other members of 
the Board and formally creating the 
Canadian Northern and Grand 
Trunk lines into the Canadian Na­
tional Railway system passed cabin­
et council today and was approved 
by the acting Governor-General this 
evening.

Sir Henry arrived in Ottawa this 
morning and final arrangements for 
his appointment were then made. He 
leaves again tomorrow for New York 
and will return almost at once to 
England to settle up his affairs there 
returning to Canada to take over the 
direction of the National system 
within about a month.

A contract was signed this after­
noon, extending over three years, 
under which lie is to be paid $50,000 
per annum. Clauses in the con­
tract, it was stated, give protection 
of both the government and to the 
new president and general manager 
of the railway in the event of either 
side wishing to terminate the agree­
ment before the end of three years.

The resignations of the existing 
board of directors of the Grand 
Trunk system were accepted by the 
government today • and the new 
board was appointed to administer 
the joint system. The board con­
sists of the following in addition to 
Sir Henry, who is president of the 
system and chairman of the board 
of management.

Richard P. Gough, of the firm of 
Sellers-Gough, Toronto and Montreal

the Montreal Civic Committee, Mon­
treal .

Frederick G. Dawson, wholesale 
merchant of Prince Rupert, B. C.

Tom Moore, president of^the Can­
adian Trades and Labor Congress 
Ottawa, representing labor.

Graham A. Bell, Deputy Minister 
of Railways.

Gerald G. Ruel, general counsel.
The vice-presidents in charge of 

traffic and operation are to be ap­
pointed after the new general man­
ager returns to Canada and has time 
to size up the situation.

The final steps in the appointment 
of the new Board were taken at this 
afternoon’s meeting of the cabinet 
council. They contained some sur­
prises, one in the fact that the man 
chosen as executive head of the sys- 
stem is one whose name has not 
been mentioned in any of the gossip 
which has been passed around for 
weeks past.

St. John, N. B. Oct. 3—John 
Paris once more was snatched from 
beneath the shadows of the gallows 
tonight when the jury in his fifth 
trial for the murder of Sadie McAul- 
ey on August, 2, 1921, failed, after 
being out for eight hours and twenty 
minutes, to reach an agreement. On 
motion of the Attorney General, Hon 
J. P. Bryne, the poll of the jury was 
taken and showed that they stood 
nine for acquittal and three for i ,i- 
viction.

The winter is approaching, 8iere

There is. however, one class of 
which one often has complaints and 
that is the one which considers “the 
world owes it a living.’’
