carried out. We all acknowledge its
material bearing on the health of the citi~
zens of the town, especially on the health
of the poor., Itis a matter that bears
upon the poor, and eflects their condition
more so, then it does of the rich, It has
become a pressing 1.ecessity among thoze
who are liable to have their health unders
mined, and their lives endangered by
the present system of sewerage. He
could not agree with Mr, Little that we
should postpone this matter for one hour.
What have we to gain by a postbones
ment of this matter ? The hon. gentles
man admits that there is a press.ng nes
gessity for a change from our present
worse than impetfect sy-tem. Shall we
be in any better position to accomplish
it at a future period ? These things being
admitted tuen, all other arguments are
taken away, and the only question is one
of detail. He did not mean that we
should rush into the matter without due
and ample consideration , but we cannot
take it up too soon. The figures laid
befoie the House in the report are, of
gourse, only estimates ; but an approxi-
mate cost wiil be arrived at befoie we
enter upon the work, and it may not fali
sbort of £100,000. The water system
gost £100,000, but who would bte w,thout
the blessing which the introduction of
water brought to this city. There is no-
thing more urgent than the measure pro-

To the Editor of the Carbonear Herald,
CARrBONEAR, April 13th, 1880,

' Dear Sir—-

For some time past the present state of
education in this country has received a
good deal of public attention. .In many
of our pubiic journals articies of more or
less importance have recently appeared,
in which the various short comings of
our present school systera have been
commented upon, with more or legs abis
lity, and 1n which many suggestions have
been made, having as their objoct, the
raising of our present standard of instruc-
tioa. 1t is an indication of the growth
of a sound public opinion to see masters
of such great public importance made
the subject of discussion in our local
newspapers, and affords proof that our
people are now fully alive to the impor.
tance of providing a good education for
the rising generation of the country.

[t must be admitted that at the pre-
sent day there is no sulject that claim a
greater share of attention at the hands
of tho:e having charge of the public af-
fairs of this country than the improves
ment of our educational institutions. On
their efficiency depends, in a great meas
sure, the fuiure welfare of the colony.
By education, the rising generation will
become acquainted with the duties they
owe their country, the manner m which
they are expected to labor for the furth<
erance of her interests and for her elevae
tion 1 the scale of civilizat.on.

Bus while every exertion should be
made by our rulers to improve the coms
mon schooi system of tne country and
thus place within the reach of all, the
means of acquiring a1 elementary educas
tion, they should also remember that
the improvement of our super,or schools
or cclleges claim a share of their attens
t.on. Now, when we come to compare
the supevior schools of this country with
those of other countries enjoying the
same or perhaps less pecuniary facilities.
than ours, we are foiced to adm.t that
the comparison wil. not be in our favor.
Nay, it is a notorious fact that at the pre.
sent time (e:peclaily amougst the Ros
man  Catholic vody) parents wishing to
piocure tor their children a superior edu~
cation are compelled to send tuem to the
Uld Couutry or to the Dominion of Canas
da to receive that knowledge which, uns
der a proper order of things, they should
receive at home. But whilst such is the
case we have at the same time instituc
t.ons largely endowed by the Government,
But from, what cause, they have tailed to
carry out the object for which they were
established, I hope to show on some oths
er o-caslon, And, indeed, Mr. Editor, it
must be apparent (0 any person of reflecs
tion that tuis is a subject that calls aloud
for reformation. 1n all the neighbouring
provinces the most strenuous etforts are
veing made to establish col.eges and unis
versit.es whilst in this country we are
more backward in that respect rhan we
were twenty years ago. FKearing that 1
may trespass to much on yourspace. I will
defer further remarks on this subject till
your next issue,

Asieep for Tweitly Years.

For more than twenly years the
extraordinary case of Miss 3. Godsey,
better known as the ‘Sleeping Beans
ty,” has puzzied the most eminew
physicians at this country and Iua-
rope. She was born in Obion eoun-
ty,Tenn, just across the State line,
about six miles from llickman, Ky.
Her parents were extremely poor and
lived in a small log house containing
only one room. Until eight years
of age the girl was strong and heal-
thy, and seemed in no wise remark-
able. At that age, however, she was
stricken with fever, but was attend-
ed by a experienced physician, who
soon checked the disease. The
zirl sank into a slumber which last-
ed an unusual lonyg time, and finally
awoke week but well. To the surprise
of the family and physician, she res
mained awake but a few inioutes,
when she again went to sleep. From
that time forward a period of over
twenty one years, s..e has never been
awake for more than three minutes
at a time. The lethergic state in-
variably lasts a certain number of
hours, She awakes at 6 o’clock in
the morning and 3 o’clock and eight
o’clock each night, never varying onc
half minute from the regular time.
She take but very little nourishment
and that only twice in twenty-four
hours, During the time in which
she sleep she aoes not apper to brea-
the, and a mirror held against her
nostrils remains untarnished. Her
breathing,if indeed she breathes at all
is not sufficient to stir the lightest
down suspended against her mnostrils
by a silken thread. When her re-
markable condition became known,
physician flocked from all parts of
country to see her.- None were able
satisfactorly to account for the phes
nomenon although many theories

were advanced. Tho true cause has

never to this day been determined,
although the woman may still be als
ternetely sleeping and waking with
the regularity of clock work. One
physician, who visited her contintially
for sixteen years, frankly eonfessed
that he could form no opinion regard-
ing the case.

She is deseribed as rath:r under
medium size and with the exception
that she is sometimes troubled while
awake neuralgie pains in her head and
neck, and that one arm is slightly pa-
ralized, enjoys, as fur as she can en-
joy anything, good health.

Far from anything
repugnant in  her appearaunce, even
while aoimation is suspended. she
would be considered a very pretty lady
by those unacquainted with her cope
dition. She retaivs what knowledge
she possesged at eight years of age, but
has not been awake enough since then
to learn anythiog more. She knows
her relatives and triends, and eonverses
with them io her conscious moments.
Befor falling asleep a siight hiccough
or choking sound proceeds apparently
from her throat. She then so quickly
becomes insensible that she is unable
to finish a sentence or even a word
while talking, A short time since a
committee of five physicians were aps
pointed to watch the subjeet, ard found
the case was just as it had been repre.
sented to be.
