Lord Denbigh, who received
Queen Victoria on her recent visit
to Ireland, is not a member of one
of the old Catholie families of Eng-
land, as has been assumed ; his father
was a convert, aud, according to the
Dablin Freeman’s Journal, a convert
by an unusual process.

We
must not, therefore, be surprised if
afterward they do not lead Ohristian
lives ; for in order to have a school
useful to Cbristianity, one must have
masters who wili labor theie like
perfeet Christians, and not like
birelings, regarding the cffice as a
miserable tiade, taken up to esrn
their bread. For my part, T de-
clare from my heart that I would
willingly beg from door to door to
procure the means of ‘living for a
real schoolmaster; and, like St.
Francis Xavier, [ would implore all
'he uviversities for men not to go off
to Japaun and the Indies to convert
the infidel, but to bogin this excellent
work. I believe that s priest who
bad the science of the saints would
be a schoolmaster, and would be
canonized for it. I believe that if
S', Paul and S:. Denis were to
come to France now, they would
undertake the work of schoolmasters
in preference to any other. For

MR. LEMIEUX'S
TION.

After the emergency food quettion
was settled for the time - the House
gave some attention to an extraordi-
nary matter.

Hisfather H. A
Lemieux, was in 1896 a customs
official at Mcatreal. Dr. Eonis .was
the conservative candidate against
Mr. Lemicux. In Feburary 1898,
when the Ministers at the request of
Mr. Lemieux, M. P., were tuning
out the civil servants at Gaspe, be:
cause of alleged tory partisanship,
Dr. Ennis brought the conduct of the
elder Lemieux to the attention of the
Minister of Oustoms. Mr Paterson
was informed that this Customs officer
had left Montreal at the time of the
election campaign, journeyed to  the
Magdalen I[sland section of Gaspe,
and bad there campaigned for bis
son. Not only did he canvass, but
on election ddy he acted as the
‘official ageat of the liberal candidate.
But the grave part of the cffending
was that Lemieux did not perform
these party services in his own name,
but took the false name ot Lamirande.
Uader this name be was sworn in and
by this name be signed the return,
%nd it was by this false name that bis
son the candidate addressed him
when they were among strabgers.
There were the matters which were
brought to Mr. Paterson’s notice by
Dr. Ennis who said he could prove
them on an oath. Mr. Paterson bad
vothing. Mr. Foster brought the
matter up in the House and M.
Paterson promised to look into it.
Dr. Eonis appealed to the minister
of Justice. Mr Mills said it was not
his department, but be would speak
of it to Mr. Paterson. All the speak
ing was of no avail. Mr. - Lemieux,
alias Lamirande, bad in the mean-
time been promoted to the position
of customs inspector and be is still in
undisturbed possession of bis rewards.
These matters were placed before tbe
House in a brief and calm statement
by Mr. Foster, on Friday evening.
To the surprise of all who might have
hoped that there was nothing in the
story, Mr Paterson did not dispute
a word of it.

A FORGIViNG SPIRIT.

The minister of Customs said that
the reason be did nothing about the
charges of partizanship agsinst Le
mieux, was that they had not been
made until a year and eight months
after the offence. He admitted that
he might have proceeded against
other officials as late as- that, but
there were not many. Members
asked Mr. Paterson in surprise if be
saw no difference between an ordi
nary charge of partizanship and these
charges of perjury or personation and
fraud. He admitted that the officer
had committed some “ indiscretions,”
as he called them, but these proceed-
ings he had referred to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier as better qualified to' deter-
mine whether they were grave offences
or not. The Premier concluded
that they could be overlooked. This
made it necessary for Sir Wilfrid to
speak. The "Premier also admitted
everything, the fraud, the personation,
the taking of the oath to an false
name and all, Bat Sir Wilfrid plead:
ed that Mr. Lemieux had been a
faithful officer for many years, and the
« indiscretion” was due to his great
love for his son. Bir Willrid explain-
ed that-he had bowels of meicy and
bad forgiven the indiscretion and
hoped the House would do so too.
The House did so by a party majority
of 15. Mr. Gillies bad moved the
vote of censure, observing that while
Mr. Paterson could not find it in his
heart to take up the case of Lemieux
because it was a year and a half old—
he bad dismissed in 1897 an officer
in Arichat for alleged partizanship
six years before. Mr. Foster, Sir
Charles Hibbert Tgpper and Mr,
Davin. used severg language in show
ing the Minisiers that they were
inviting all the members of the public
service to a crimpinal career, when
they excused and even rewarded such
offences as those of which Customs
