TaeE WEEK IN PARLIAMENT.

During the week the Militia
bill was passed with the - excep-
tion of a single clause, which was
held over for further discussion.

It came out in the course of the
debate that the Government has
determined to make all future
appointments to the milit‘is. on
political grounds. Each minister
is to act as a deputy Minister of
Militia in the district he represents
The opposition made a vigorous
protest against this dangerous
policy, and they were backed up
by Hon. Wm. Ross, who was
Minister of Militia in the Mac-
Kenzie cabinet, Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier, however, refused to entertain
the objections.

It transpired, too, that in the
letting of many militia contracts
tenders are never called for and
party favorites are paid their.
own prices for services and goods
A number of glaring instances of
this kind were brought to the
attention of the Government:

The leader of the Conservative
party asked the Governwment to
consider a draft bill to increase
the powers of the Auditor General
who, under the terms of the pre-
sent Audit act, is unable to pre-
vent unlawful expenditure of
morey. Again the Liberal lead-
ers attacked the Auditor General
and refused to give him the pow-
ers he has been asking for some
years. By a vote of 94 to 56 Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and his followers
urned the guardian of the treas-
ary out of court.

A special committee was named
at the suggestion of the opposi-
tion to inquire into the terms of

the Davis contract for the lighting
of the Cornwall canal, which the
Auditor General alleges is a
scandal.

In supply considerable progrees
was made. The Government bill
to amend the Railway act was
also taken up and advanced.

servatives lost an able supporter,

MiLrTiA IS ROTTEN TO CORE.

station,and the revenue was $147.
In 1901 Mr, Haszard ran the ex-
penditure up to $604, but the
revenue fell off to $124. In 1902,
Mr. Haszard went a little easier
and only expended $153 and the
result was no revenue. Last year
he was a candidate for the House
of Commons, and consequently
does not appear in the public
accounts as a chicken fattening
demonstrator. It is only fair to
Mr Haszord to say that he was
oot alone in his lack of success in
raising fat chickens at lucrative
prices. The total expenditure for
the different stations on P E I for
the four years was $3086 and the
revenue was $1446.

CONSERVATIVES BACK AUDITOR
GENERAL,

The Oonservative parly to a man
are at the back of the Auditor Gene
eral in his attempt to protect the
treasury from the hordes of grafters
who throng the corridors of Parlia-
ment Buildings. Since 1899 that
official had been vainly endeavoring
to have the Audit Act of 1878 a-
mended. He bas repeatedly pointed
out that new conditions have arisen
which have rendered the present act
inoperative. To his many appeals
the Liberal party, who by the way,
appointed him to office, bave turned
a deal ear. He is continually downed
by the Treasury Board, a tribunal
that is defendant and judge at the
same time. True bhe has on many
occasions in recent years fought this
to a finish and defeated it, but this,
at best, is an onerous duty that should
not be imposed on the man to whom
the taxpayers look for protection.
He should not be expected to spend
his time in fighting the men who are
elected by the people to spend taxes
fcr the advancement of Canada.
Mr McDougall, driven to desperation
by the persecution to which he has
been subjected, placed his resignation
inthe bands of the government.
This should have at once been com-
municated to Parliament, whose
official the Auditor General is, but
iustead of doing so the Premier look-
ed the document up in his private
vaults and it was only through the
press that the opposition were in-
formed of the true condition of affairs,
[n the meantime the Liberal leaders
fearing a scandal did their best to
induce the Auditor General to with-
draw his letter of retirement, The
people can easily see what importance
the Government attach to hiding from
the electors any difference they may
have with the Jone man who stands
between the treasury and the grafrer.
Will Canada stand by the Auditor
General or the grafter? - That
question must be answered at the
next general election.

Mr. Havs Is THE WHoLE THING.

It is a somewhat ludicrous spectacle
to see Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his
associates dancing attendange on Mr,
C. M. Hays. Ever since the first
hitch in the Grand Trunk Pacific
contract, Mr. Hays has played a
very important part in the affairs of
Canada. The Government is unable
to move hand or foot without the
consent of the chief promoler of the
big railway deal. A dispute arises.

Hays considers it his duty to approach
the Premier of Oanada. The Liber-
al party has committed itself body
and soul to the Grand Trunk Pacific
and the promoters know it. Whether
the elections are to be held this year
or next is a matter for Mr. Hays to
decide. The Government must do
his bidding or they will hear from Mr
Hays. When the Grand Trunk
Oompany decided in London that
they would accept the terms of the
second contract, the specified that
there were to be no amendments pas
sed in Parliament. The result was
that the deal went through just as it
left the Grand Trunk shareholders.
The Parliament of Oanada was not
considered for a moment. Ministers
piteously stated that they were power-
ful to protect the interests of the pub
lic, because the Grand Trunk would
not hearof it. And so it continues,
Sir Wilfrid is still at the beck and
call of Mr. Hays and must needs go
to Montreal whenever he is summon-

ed. What a treat for the electors to
find their first minister hustliog about
the country in a private car to con=
fer with Mr Hays. It is the railway
promoter and not the Liberdl party
whe has the whip at present.

LiBERALS AFRAID OF Tme TRUTH,

The leader of the opposition failed
to getthe ear of the Government
when he proposed to strengthen the
band of the Auditor General in the
control of public expenditures. The
idea of Mr. Borden was to give the
‘“watchdog of the treasury’’ the
right to appeal against Treasury
Board overrulings,-in cases where it
was clear that the puclic chest was
being rifled, and in a draft bill, the
Exchequer Court was named as the
court of appeal. The Finance Mini.
ster suggested that there were ample
safeguards thrown about the expendi-
ture of the taxes collected from the
people. For instance, the public
acconnts committee is empowered to
investigate all financial transactions.
But whbat has been the experience
uoder the Liberal Government?
Witnesses have been called, but the
moment a question was embarrising
to the Minister on trial, the witness
under fire was told to ignore it.
That is as far as the opposition have
got since the present Parliament was
oalled together. In every suspicious
cage referred to the public accounts
committee the civil servant was sup-
pressed by his superior. With the
Exzchequer Court jadge conducting
an enquiry such 1tactics would not
be tolerated for a moment. That is
what the Libersl party dreads. So
long as & minister is able to diotate
to his subordinate what questiqn he
shall or shall not answer,.it will be
impossible to bave a fair trial of a
minister, however corruptly he may
manage his department. The bill
prcposed by Mr Borden would stand
for years, and asthe Couservative
patty will sooner or later be in
power, they would suffor from the
searching enquiries of an independ-
ent tribunal quite a8 much as the
Laurier administration, provided

they are dishonest. The amend-
ments are in line with the principles

of honest government and the
Liberal party in rejaoting them have

not shown that desire for clean
politics that should prevail in Can—

ada.

St Andrew’s Centenary
Celebration.

The centenary celebration at St.
Andrew’s on Thursday last was an
eminent success. The day was fine
and the attendance wss large. Solemn
Pontifical Mass was celebrated in the
beautifal charch by Lis Lordship Bishop
McDonald, with Rev. D. M. McDonald,
a8 arch-priest ; Rev J. A. McDouald and
Dr Curran, deacons of honor ; Rev R. J.
Gillis and Rev P. D. McGuigan, deacon
and sub-deacon of office, respectively ;
Reve A.J. McIntyre and I. R. A.
McDonald masters of ceremonies, Rey
Dr McLellan, Thurifer. The Sermon
of the occasion was preached by Rev.
John A. Mc Dopald of Grand River Lot,
14, a native of 8t Andrew’s parish. His
text was from the 16th verse of the VII
chapter of the second book of Parali-
pomenon :‘ ‘I have chosen and bhave
sanctified this place that my name may
remain there forever’’.

His discourse was a brief history of
religion in the parish of St Andrew’s.
The first English speaking priest to
come to the Island in 1772. This was
the Rev James McDonald. In1773 a
small church was built at Scotchfort
30x25 feet and 12 feet post, with straw.
Father James died in 1685. There
being no priest in attendanca the little
eharch soon fell into disrepair. Father
McEachern, subsequently the first
Fishop of this diocese, came in 1790,
He was born at Moidart, Scotland in
1759, prosecuted his ecclesiastical
studies in Spaia and was ordained in
1787. In 1791 he built a stone hounse on
bis fether’s farm at Savage Harbor, one
end of which he fitied up for a Chapel.
In 1794 he purchased the St Andrew’s
farm of 200 acres. On this farm there
was agood dwelling house and out-
buildings. He mgved into the house
aboat the end of the 18th centary. A¢
that time the Island formed part of the
diocese of Quebec, and in 1803 Bishop
Denant of Quebec visited this part of
his dioeese: He choge the site of the St
Andrews Church and ordered Kather
McEachern to have it built as soon as
possible. The buiding was framed and
poyered in the following year and that
edifice served =8 the parish church
until 1862, when the present chyrch
was opened for divine service. In 1864
the old historic church was hauled on
the ige to Charlottetown and has been
used ever sinee a# & part of St Joeeph's
Convent. The founder of the parish,
Father McEschern, was consecrated
Bishop in 1821, but continued to reside
in the same house till 1823 when ke

to consult Mr Hays. The g,_e}iben_t-‘

moved into s new house he had been

building for some years. In 1831 8t
Andrews College was opened in the
Bishop’s house, where the venerable
prelate continued to live until 1834
when he removed to his private resi-
dence at Savage Harbor where he died
in 1835. St Andrew’s College was
closed in 1845, and the building contin-
ued in use as parochial residence until
the present structure was werected.
The Rev. preacher pointed ont
that the first rector of St. Andrew’s
was the Rev. Father Walsh, and his
successor was the Rev. Charles Me-
Dongell, another Irish priest—so that
the Irish bad a large part in the
development of the parish and the
success of the college. During the few
years of its existence St. Andrew’s
College gave to the charch 2 bichops
and 22 priests, including Bishop Mec-
Intyre of Cbarlottetown and Bishop
Bweepey of St.” Jobn. St. Andrew’s
parish has given two other bishops to
the discesse, viz., Bishop B. D. McDonald
and the present worthy incumbent of
the office, the Rt. Rev. James Charles
McDonald of Charlottetown. Among
other distingnished students were the
late lamented Father Dan, Father
James McDonsald, Father Francis Mec-
Donald, Pius McPhee, Mgr. Connolly,
V. G, of 8t. John, Father Dunn, V. G.,
of Chieago. In conclusion he exhorted
his_hearers to pour out their hearts in
thanksgiving for the blessings of the
past and in hope for the fatare.

The Charch has new hardwood floors
put in and beautiful and suhstantial
new psws have been erected. The
beautifaol new altar presented by the
priests, natives of the parish, is a gem.
The wood work is exquisite in carving
and arrangement, and the table is
pure white marble.

The tea party held on the grounds
after the religions celebration was
admirably conducted. It was most
orderly and everything in connection
therewith was carried out in the most
creditable manner. The proceeds
amoun ted to upwards of $1,200.

News of the War.

Tokio, July 14.—It is denied in high
quarters here that the Japanese army
‘has been suffering reverses with heavy
losses at Port Arthur. 'The story which
was repeated here from everyone that
the Japs lost thirty thousand men here
is langhed at as absurd. On the con-
trary good authority says that the Japs
army from Port Arthur is slowly bat
surely drawing the lines of investment
closer and has within the past two or
three days captared a position close to
Port Arthur and greatly strengthenad
their hold on thecity. An official of the
war office saya to-day : ““So far from

8t. Petersburg advicessey : ‘ General
Kuropatkin’s position is more difficult
than that which confronted Lord Rob-
erts in South Afiica.

8t. Petersburg, July 15.—The people
of St. Petersburg retired in a happy
frame of mind as the absence of a des-
pa‘ch from Lieut General Stoeshel com-
mander of the military forces at Port
Arthur regarding the reported disaster
to the Japanese on Sunday night was
generally astributed to the delay in
commubicating the official news owing
to the absence of the Emperor.

Private despatches received in St.
Petersburg from Russian sources in the
Far East confirm the reports from Mak-
den and Chefoo. According to unusu-
ally reliable sources Japs lost 2800 and
Rusegiang 1800. The city remains in a
ferment of excitement. It was only late
last night that a despatch arrived which
had it become generally known would
have tended somewhat to dampen the
enthusiasm. This was a despatch from
Tatech Kiao commnnicating an un-
dated despatch from Port Arthur re-
ceived there July 13. It did not men-
tion the assault or repulse, but as it is
quite posssible that the despatch sent
irom Port Arthur was earlier than July
10. It cannot be fairly regarded ascon-
tradictory evidence.

The original report of the Japanese
disaster reached 8t. Petersburg on Tues!
day night in the form of a newspaper
despatch from Mukden and was receiv-
ed with incredulity, but at about noon
when Viceroy Alexeff offiecially tele-
graphed the news to the General Staff it
created a tremendous impression. It
immediately transmitted to the Official

A Visit to a Home for
the Blind.
(Mabel E. Moore in the Orphbans’
Messenger and Advooate of
the Blind )

Fiom the daye, centuries ago,
when our Divine Lord opened the
eyes of the blind, until our present
time, blindness has been universally
considered the greatest of phyeical
sfilictions. Neither the love of fam
ily nor friends, the luxuries and
plessures that wealth can bring, has
been regarded as any compensation
in the face of 8o great a misfortune.
And when blindness is united to
poverty, when there are neither
family nor friends to guide and care
for thece unfortunates, how terrible
is their condition.

But are they friendless? Yes,
truly, if dependent upon the capri
cious charity of the world. But the
game Lord who, amidst the voices of
the mul.itude, yet heard and paused
at the ory of blind Bartimeus, re-
spords to-day, though in a different
manter, to the cry of the blind.
Those ministericg spirits on earth
in whose sweet presence all man-
kind, regardless of creed, feels the
influence of holy living, of perfeot
self-sscriflce, of complete conformity
to the will of God—Those black-
robed Sisters—come ever as angels
of mercy to the relief of the suffering,
the oppi eesed and the forsaken.

Whether it be on the battlefield,

'0.the hoepital waid, in the orphaxy

home, wherever poverty and suffer-
ing are, there these consecrated
women gather.

Witness the fair and stately edi-
fices raised by their efforts for the
purpose of relieving every form of
human distress.

It was our happy privilege to
visit one of these institutions—St.
Joseph's Home for the Blind, Jersey
City—and the lessons learned there,
the impressicns received will never
be forgotten.

The bcme, & handsome four-story
edifice of yellow brick, interior of
polished oak, with tiled - floors, and
the entire building fireproof and
surrounded by superb roof garden
commandirg sn extensive view of
the city.

Let us enter and learn something
of the noble work done for the blind
by the Sisters of St, Josepb, under
whose fostering care the orphans,
the working girls and the blind are
alike sheltered in their various insti-
tations.

Frcm the beautiful chapel to the
dormitories aud olass rooms all ie
perfect and harmonious.

As wo entered one of the cheerful,
airy rocms, it was to be greeted by
a group of children, whose sightless
eyes and pathetically extended hande
could not fail to touch even the cold-
est heart, ;

What particularly impressed us
was that all the inmates of the home,
from the youogest to the oldest, ex—
hibited happy, contented faces, that
would put to shame the discontented

favorites of health and fortune. They
all had, ‘moreover, a wholesome,
healtby sppearance, and were scru-
pulously neat and well cared for,
thauks to the ever-watchful care of
the Sws‘crs, whoee password is love.
The dormito: ies were carefully in-
spected, and left nothing to be de-
sired. Thte children accompanied us
to the roof garden, where they danc-
ed and plsyed, x8 merry and happy
& group as ever Lhe sun shone on.
Bat it wss in the schoolroom our
interost wss raieed to the highest
piteb. The clacs was in session, and
at a word from the Sister in charge
a little girl of nine years of age came
forward and was led to the table by
which we were seated. A book
with the ususl raised letters was
given to us to m:ke a selection, and
our ckoice fell upon a poem, which
the ohild read with beautifal clear-
ness and correct pronunciation of
every word. A sectional map, such
as is used to ins'ruct the blind, was
then placed on the table, and the
little scholar named and pointed on
the oceans ; our own State (Penosyl-
vania), giving the capital, Harrie—
burg ; its situation, the five principal
cities of the State, the productions,
ele.

The same information was given
ooncerning New York and New Jer-

public echool child of nine years, and
remember the difficulties that beset
the blind in their pursuit of know-
ledge, Nor was she the single exe
ception, for several children came
forward to delight and astonish us
with their remarkable facility and
intelligence.

The New York Point System, by
which the blind can communicate
with each other in wriling, is a boon
indeed, and fills a long felt want. A
sheet of paper is placed on a frame
made for the purpose, and with a
tiny punch perforations are made,
which represent the letters of the
talphabet by their various positions ;
the paper reversed, thcse perfora-
tions are raised on the under side,
and oan be easily read by the sensi-
tive fingers of the blind. Too much
oannot be said in praise of this sys-
tem. One child of seven years, who
bad only been learning it since Jan-
uary, wrote and read with a quiok.
ness and ease not to be excelled by
any ohild of her age possessed of
every faculty.

It was with reluctance.we finally
said good-bye to theee bright and
interesting children and followed our
sweet conduotress to the beautifal,
cunny room where the old woman
were assembled. Oune old lady has
reached the remarkable age of 98,
and is surely a striking testimonial
of the loving care bestowed upon
ber. Another, passed 70, but cheer-
ful and sclive, though totally blind,
gayly danced a genuine Irish jig to
an accompaniment played by one of
the inmates.

Mousic is taught to all who desire
to learn, and we listened with rapt
attention to one of Mendelssobn’s
“ Songs Without Words” exquisitely
performed on the piano by a girl of
fitteen, and to brilliant duets played
in perfect time by two women. The
expression they give to the musioc is
felt, but cannot be described ; it be=
longs peculiarly to the blind, as
thongh nature had added the sweet-
vess of melody in return for the
blight placed upon them,

We next visited the workroom,
?ere a number of girls snd women

vere engaged in making beautiful
end useful artioles of zephyrs—
shawle, capes, bedroom slippers,
baby sooks and sacques—all exquis—
itely made and the various colors
most harmoniouely eombined; it
was touching to watch them so dex-
teronely weaving together the bright
colors which their eyes could never
behold and admire,

And just here a suggestion : Why
wot remember these ¢fflicted ones,
and prrform an act of charity which
will cost us nothing save a little
extra trouble? Why not purchase
some of the beautiful fanoy work
done by the patient fingers of the
blind? Think what it means to he
blind ; think of the immense soms of
money necessary tosupport and edu.
cate the inmates of the home; think
of the untiring care and zeal of the
Sisters, of the infinite patience neces-
sary for their work, which is all for
Chiisi's sake and out of pity for His
suffering ones; and surely we will
be shamed out of our selfishness, and

ooble and so worthy. Will not a
beautiful shawl, a dainty cape, a tiny
baby eacque, have added valae if
purchased here, particularly when
#e consider whom the money will
benefi: ?

Avd what does it cost us more
than a few lines of written directions
to the Sisters ?

From tke wcrkroom we went to
see the men. These latter are a new
feature of the home, and one in which
the Sisters are much interested,
The Sisters are very. desirous of ac=
ting more men, &g, in a
certain sense, their condition is worse
and more helpless than the condition
of the women.

Bat the experses of such en insti-
tation can easily be imagined,
The heating ; the food, all of the
most whclesome ; the personal care
required by the blind, the necessary
appliances for teaching them, all de-
mand an ero: mouns expenditare, and
we must remember that there is no
State appropriation, no large board
composed of the wealthy, buta home
maintained eolely by the ¢ffrts of
the Sisters snd the charity of friends.
With that sublime faith so pleasing
to Almighty God, they fear no future
even a8 they shirk no present, but
trust that the Lord will provide, and
not only wsit but work, sending up
to beaven their esrnest prayers for

Condemned to perpetual darkuoess,
how could they remain sane unlees
their minds were occupied, their
bands trained, their remaining facul-
ties educated, so as to, in a measure
at least, compensate in some degree,
for the loss of the greatest faculty of
all?

Let us, the ohildren of good for—
tune, possessed of every faculty,
blessed in this world’s goods, let us
remember our efflicted brothers and
sisters in Christ, and the daily self-
sacrifice, the unceasing labor of the
Sisters, in their Home for the Blind.

Jesuit Gardens in
Alaska.

Somehow we do not associate fruit
and flowers with Alaska, yet we are
told by the Northwest Review, whose
information is gathered from unim-
peachable sources, that “ floe gardens,

which excite the wonder of all travel
ers, are to be found at two missicn

stations along the Yukon, Nulato and
Koserefsky. Nulato is near the 64th
degree of north latitude, Koserefsky
near the 62nd. The church name
for the former mission is St Peter
Claver's where Father Jette was
stationed and whither he returns this
summer ; the pame for the other
mission is Holy Cross, which is about
240 miles | by river] southwest from
St. Peter Claver’s The Holy Cross
garden, which covers ten acres, was
begun in 1890 with nothing but pota-
toes and cabbage. From a few
potatoes the Jesuits raised seed for
1891, wbea they also introduced
cattle, three or four cows and one
bull, In 1895 the Fathers sent speci:
mens of fine vegetables to the Da-
partment of Agriculture in Washings=
ton. Nearly all the familiar products
are raised at Holy Cross—potatoes,
peas, radishes, cabbages, Ilettuce,
beets, turnips, carrots, parsnips. The
flowers are especially beautiful and
varied The garden at St. Peter
Clavers’s, Nulato, is smaller, cover
ing only two acres; but, although two
degrees farther north, it presents the
same general features. Wild fruits,
such as blueberries, whortle herries,
wild raspberries, red currants, and,
above all, cranberries, are very plenti
ful in these subarctic regions.”’

The Fooli=sm1ess of
Wrangling.

Life bas often been pictured as a
battle through which one must fight
one's way, This, in a sense, is true.
We must fight against the evil in-
fluence of many with whom we are
thrown, ‘and we must battle against
our own natures so prone ot evil, but
we must offer to the world, neverthee
less, as far as in us lies, a serene snd
untroubled face,

That life is a fight may be true, but
it does not follow that we are to go
around in a“pugnacious mood, look-
ing for trouble with every one who
crosses our path. There are more
dangerous enemies to conquer than
our neigbors, and one of our longest
and most serious fights is the fight
against our own pugnacity, irritability,
suspicion, uncharitableness.

We do welito be onour guard
against the treachery and unfairness
of the world, for treachery and un-
fairness abound therein ; but we do ill
if we fail to see that many apparent
slight, slurs, insults even, are the
result not ot malice, but of thought-
lessness, of ignorance. Lst us ex-
amine our own conduct, and we shall
see we often do wrong uninten
tionally to others. Are not others as
buman as we? May not they also do
wrong to us out of no evil motive?

In the relations of men there is
bound to be friction. Opinions will
clash, sometimes; but we ourselves
are not infallible, and our opinions
are as likely to be wrong as are our
veighbor's. Why fly into a rage
because some little difficulty, some
difference of opinion arises in the
doings of the day ?

To say nothing of the injury dobe
to the soul by such an attitude toward
our fellow-mortal, from a mere worldly
view-point it is very foolish. In
young men just starting out in the
world it isa barrier in the path.
There may be in this or that nature
so afflicted some other super-eminent
qualities which command suc-
cess, but for the majority of us, this
pugnacity is fatal to advancement.

To use a bomely expression, ¢*life
is too short’’ to be wasted in wrang
ling. As Edmund Barke once wrote
to the Irish painter Barry, whose
pugnacious disposition was involving
him in furious quarrels with the
artists and dilletantiof Rome:—

‘¢ Believe me, dear Barry, the arms
with which the ill dispositions of the
world are to be combated, and the
qualities by which it is to be recon-
ciled to us, and we reconciled to it,
are moderation, gentleness, a little
indulgence to others,and a great
deal of distrust of ourselves,
which are not qualities of a mean
spirit, as some may possibly thiok
them, but virtues of great and noble
kind, and such as dignify our nature
as much as they contribute to our
repose and fortune; for nothing can
be so unworthy of a well composed
soul as to pass away life in bickerings
and litigations—in snarling and scuf-
fling with every one about us, We
must be at peace with onr species, if
not for their sakes, at least very much
for our own.’’'—Sacred Heart
