Jaet now Jugendpflege—System- 
atio care of youth—ie all tbe rage in 
Germany. Yon cannot «peak with 
a paetor or a oorate, a municipal 
official or a eohool-teacber, without 
being drawn into • debate on tbe 
best waye and means of furthering 
Jugendpflege, Persons who never 
bestowed a thought on the young­
sters, transformed over-night from
a “whining eohoo!-boy" into a 
factory band, unless he happened to 
be their own, have suddenly become 
entbnsiastio for his moral and reli­
gious welfare. Judges, burgo­
masters snd policemen, who were 
wont to look on the boy emerging 
out of knickerbockers merely as a 

CCessfuT poséfbte orirnîtihl'or deeerter from
tbe ranks, ere busily engaged 
devising plans for hie entertainment 
daring the lung winter evenings or 
preparing illustrated lectures on 
patriotism for hie moral “uplift." 
Responsible for all this excitement 
is a Reeuript of tbe Prussian Min­
ister of Public Instruction. Herr 
von Trott zu Sole, on Jugendpflege. 
Though the document in question 
doee not expressively say so, it is 
generally understood that the 
action of the Government was nail­
ed forth by the alarmingly euccesr- 
iul propaganda of tbe Socialists 
among the youth of the land—e 
propaganda devised and carried out 
with a era! and method worthy of a 
better cause.

Fully alive to the truth of the old 
adage that tbe boy ie father to the 
mao, the Socialist leaders from the 
very start turned their attention to 
the eohool-room and tbe workshop 
of the appreutioe, but avstematio 
efforts on a large scale to win over 
the rising generation were not made 
until the law closing the doors of 
the political clubs to boys and girls 
under eighteen was repealed in 
1906,

During the five years that have 
elasped since its inauguration the 
Socialist Young Folks’ Movement 
has made astonishing progress. Its 
purpose, as its promoters frankly 
avow, is “the training of youth in 
accordance with the principles of 
tbe proletarian—’.hat is, tbe So 
oialietio—conception of life.” To 
attain this end all the approved 
means ui propaganda are reaorieu 
to: illustrated lectures on science, 
literature and art, popular enter­
tainments, gymnastics and field 
sports. In addition to this, the 
whole machinery of the Socialist 
Labor Party and the Socialist Trade 
Unions has been set in motion.
At the present writing 360 Local 
Agitation Committees, largely made 
up of boys and girls under eighteen, 
are working under the direction of 
a Central Bureau for tbe spread of 
Socialistic ideas in tbe factory, tbe 
home and the school.

The Central Bureau publishes the 
organ of the movemen', tbe 
Arbeiterjagen d, a weekly with 
circulation of over 60,000. Here 
the school-boy and the factory lad 
are apodiotioally told that there is 
no God, that “belief in the preter- 
natnral and tbe supernatural is 
absurd," that "the whole creation 
is tbe product of evolution,” that 
“Christ was nothing but a noble- 
minded man and his mother merely 
a carpenter’s wife." To drive 
home these blaspbemiis more effsot 
ually the moat drastic illustrations 
are made nse of, the artists seeking 
Inspiration at the Haeckeiian 
spring. Thus a piotnre-series 
showing 'he gradual development of 
man from the ape periodically 
makes the rounds of the Socialists 
comic sheets and finds i’s way into 
magiolantern slides and the pages 
of the At beitrjugend.

In more than a hundred cities and 
owns S oialist Jugendheime (club- 
bopsee for young folks) have been 
founded. Boys and girls have iiee 
aooees to them, the only condition 
for admisrion bairg a copy of tbe 
Arbeiterjugend. Mod of the club, 
houses can boast of a library and 
a stage.

The official report for 1910 pub­
lished by tbe Central Bureau ie a 
witness 10 the restless activiiy dis 
played by the various Agitation 
Committees. We read, for instance 
if 1,434 single lectures for young 
folks, 103 series of lectures, 38 in­
struction courses, 259 art exhibits, 
215 visits to museums, art galleries, 
zoological gardens, etc., 365 cele­
brations of one kind or another, and 
1,466 ou ings. Half • million copies 
of pamphlets addressed to the youth 
of the laboring world were distri­
buted; 30,000 copies of a “Young 
Folks' Song-Bock" were sold, and 
a number of brochures, dealing with 
the movement were placed on the 
market by theVorwarts Publishing 
Company of Barlm,

The chief reason for the rapid 
deterioration of so large a portion 
of the laboring youth and the auooeas 
of the Socialist invasion are indi­
cated in tbe Ministerial Rescript 
above referred to. “The alienation 
of large sections of tbe population 
from tbe ohuroh,” it says, “ie daily 

' adding to the number of boye and

ills snu a daring the most 
dangerous period of life from the 
elevating, refining and invigorating 
inflnenoo of divine worship and 
religious instruction. Hiusingoon- 
ditions, especially in the big cities, 
•re snob that^va-t numbers cannot 
be said to possess a borne, much 
less tbe comforts of home. Eiger 
for knowledge and distinction, the 
working lad in his leisure hours 
devours the bad literature which 
is not only his for the asking, but 
ie even thrust upon him in and out 
of tbe workshop.,’

Earnest men and /omen, seeing 
the dangers tbretening the you h 
of the country from all sides, 
repeatedly petitioned the Govern­
ment to take etepa toward» remedy 
ing evils which none but the wit 
fully blind could fail to see, The 
matter was ‘banded over to the 
Minister of Public Instruotioc, who 
showed his good will by immedi­
ately creating a million-mark fund 
for Jugendpfldge. This was in tbe 
summer of 1910. In tbe winter of 
the same year he invited a nnmber 
of persons interested in education 
and social work to a conference in 
Berlin. The conclusions arrived at 
are embodied in tbe Rescript under 
the heading “Principles and Coun­
cils for Jugendpflege.”

“The aim of Jugendpflege," we 
are told, "ie to help to train up 
cheerful, public-spirited, corporally 
and morally sound young men, 
imbnded with the fear of G >d and 
the love of home and fatherland 
It wishes to support, supplement 
and continue the educational work 
of the home, the school and the 
Church. Whoever has a heart for 
tbe young and is willing anl able 
to promote their proper training 
called to oooperate in the work of 
Jngendpfledge,, which, on account 
of its supreme importance for tbe 
famre of our people, is one of tbe 
capital tasks of the age, a national 
work of the first rank.

Tne means required to carry on 
this work, the Government hopes, 
will be furnished by friends and 
patrons of youth, by the city and 
borough oounoile; direct State 
subvention can be looked for only 
in exceptional cases. Generous 
foundations for this purpose will, no 
donbi, multiply from .year to year.

especially on Ibe valuable assistance 
of the clergy of every domination.”

The G ivernment has no intention 
to establish State institutions with 
compulsory attendance for the 
graduates from the elementary 
schools. “The sole purpose of 
vs interference,” says the Rescript, 
“is to encourage and increase th 
efficiency of existing organiaations, 
institutions and arrangements for 
the rising generation, and to lend 
a helping hand towards the founding 
of new ones, Tbe greatest possible 
freedom of action mast be left to 
those engaged in social work among 
the young, and every semblance of 
bureaucracy or pressure from above 
must be carefully avoided,"

In oouelnsion, tbe forma ion of 
Local Committees for Jugendpflege 
is strongly recommended. These 
committees shonld be composed, i 
far as possible, of influenti 
private persons : clergymen, teach 
ere, physicians, farmers, business 
men, etc., “In the pmdence an 
seU-saorifioing spirit of these me 
and women, iu their patience an 
fiiolny to duly, their love of th 
young folks for whom they labo 
and of tbe fatherland which they 
hope to benefit lies its secret 
success.' '

T-rne alone will show whether th 
vigorous impulse given by the 
Government to the avstematio oare 
of youth will have the desired 
effect. “One good result is sure 
oome of it,” a prominent aoci 
worker of Cologne told the write 
“the moral even more than the 
promised material support of the 
public authorities will enable us 
develop and perfect our splend 
system of young men's organization 
and make it still more effective as 
barrier against the advancing fl iod 
of Socialism.’’

Gioboi Metlaka In America.

If it were possible to compute the 
number of children who loss their 
lives simply because they are not 
warmly enough dressed, the statis­
tics would startle fathers and. 
mothers. The death-rate of chil­
dren in cold climates during winter, 
especially in Russia, is enormous. 
Injustice to fathers, it must be said, 
that they are less responsible for 
tbe ill judged manner in which 
many children dressed in winter, 
than are tbe mothers.

Dr. Edwards, a writer on hygiene, 
has shown by experiment that in 
warm blooded (children inoluded) 
the power of producing heat is at 
its minimum at birth, and that it 
progressively increases to adult age.
In old age it again stands at a low 
degree. The aged should therefore 
be protected as carefully|aa the 
young. But amazing aa it may 
seem, it is commonly believed, 
among the laity, that children 
manufacture heat more rapidly than 
do adults. The fact is, they make 
it less readily and lose it more quick­
ly, and the strain to which the 
system is exposed in its struggle to 
maintain the proper equilibrium is 
most exhausting to tbe child. He 
cannot afford to lose his warmth, 
nor can be afford to make an undoe 
amount of it. The seme remarks 
apply to the aged, many of whom 
are “never warm" in winter. Take 
an example in which there ie vigor, 
viz., tbe Scotch Highlanders, In 
spite of being habituated to ex 
posure of the knees, they suffer very 
much from rheumatism.

It should be understood, too, thil 
the digestive and assimilative pro­
cesses of the body cannot properly 
go on if the heat producing forces

That is to say the warmer the leas 
fuel it will need. Cattle-raisers 

now that tbe constant exposure of 
their animals to cold costs tbe latter 
fat and muscle; and that the greater 
the intensity of the cold, so much 
the more food must they have in 
order to avoid an arrest of growth. 
Moreover, clothing saves labor for

The Provincial Elections

It appears to us difficult to 
understand why there should 
be any strenuous opposition 
to the new Conservative Gov­
ernment, now appealing for 
endorsation to the electorate 
of this Province. All reason­
able men, having in view the 
welfare of our Province, should 
weigh well the deserts of the 
Government and Opposition 
before they cast their votes. 
Assuming that the electors 
approach the question in this 
serious, business-like fashion, 
let us consider what they 
must, of necessity, find them­
selves up against.

In the first place, the record 
of the Liberal opposition who 
have just left office after 
twenty-one years of adminis 
tration of our public affairs, is 
the most damaging that could 
well be conceived. Their ad­
ministration of our affairs was 
most disastrous to our Pro­
vince. They falsified all their 
promises, mismanaged the 
business of the public depart­
ments and sank the Province 
in debt to the very verge of 
bankruptcy.

In brief, as we have fre­
quently repeated and reiter­
ated, the late Liberal Govern­
ment, now in opposition, came 
into office on the plea that our 
revenue and expenditure 
should meet ; that there 
should, be no more deficits, 
and thar“tb«-d**i-c£_iaiation

reasonable man for a moment 
entertains a doubt.

The new Government has 
the great advantage of being 
inline with a new Government 
at Ottawa. This was always 
the strongest argument put 
forth by the late Government 
at election times ; and it can­
not fail to be of equal or much 
greater advantage under the 
new order of things. For 
twenty years our Province has 
been sunk in the slough of 
political despond ; the blight­
ing shadow of the late Lib­
eral Government hung as a 
pall over the land, and the 
administration of our public 
affairs was little short of a 
veritable quagmire of political 
corruption. All this has been 
changed ; we have cast off the 
bonds of this political thral­
dom, and we are emerging 
into the light of political 
sunshine ; we are entering 
upon an era of political regen­
eration. In view of all these 
facts we feel sure the people s 
endorsement of the new Gov­
ernment will be the most pro­
nounced and emphatic that 
has ever been registered in 
this Province.

came into office. All this by 
the party that was to equalize 
revenue and expenditure. 
The electors have had more 
than enough of this manner 
of financiering.

Naval Policies.

Some of our Liberal friends 
complain that they were not 
afforded sufficient time to

In the Second District of 
Kings the campaign is in full 
swing ; all four candidates are 
at work hammer and tongs, 
from day to day.

News from the Capital.

Ottawa, Dec. 14.—Premier 
Bcrden’e return to Ottawa on 
Saturday will be followed by a 
week of the hardest work tackled 
by the new government. The 
Premier baa refused elf engage­
ments that would take him away 
from the east block next week 
and the intention is to rush the 
work of preparation for the re­
opening of the Honae in January.

Probably the 6rst thing to be 
done, will be the appointment of 
the promised tariff commission 
and the commission which 
is to study the needs of agricul­
ture with a view to co-operation 
between the Dominion and the 
provinces. The tariff commission 
will be'established without loss of 
time, and will at once get to work.

The decision of the Govern­
ment *to abandon the naval policy 
of the late Administration has 
been very favorably received by 
the British press. While there is 
some spéculation as to the fnture 
policy that will be pursued, the 
expediency of giving full and 
careful consideration to the sub­
ject is generously recognized. 
The attitude of the British press 
towards the naval policy of the 
Laurier Government was one of 
polite acquiescence. Regarding 
it as the Scheme which was en­

But it was clear from the 6rst 
that they did not regard it with 
enthusiasm.

The Laurier scheme was 
not the one they had suggested 
when their advice was sought ; it 
was not even the second alter­
native scheme ; it was the third. 
Naturally they now hope for 
something better from the Borden 
Government

The underlying difference be­
tween the policy of the Laurier 
Government and the policy which 
was advocated by Mr. Borden is 
thus set forth by the London 
Times:

“The Laurier Cabinet, after 
consultation with the Admiralty 
at the naval conference of August 
1909, drew np a plan for a squan- 
dron of small protected cruisers, 
destroyers, etc.' to be controlled 
by Canada alone—an armament 
as Sir Wilfred described it, 'to 
defend, if necessary, the rights of 
Canada and to be of assistance to 
the old Mother Country if ever it 
is required,’ though he added; ten 
days later, that the Canadian 
navy would not go to war unless 
the Parliament of Canada chose 
to send it. Almost at the same 
moment, Mr. Borden was demand 
ing that the Canadian unit should 
be made ‘powerful and effective 
and declaring, 'if the Empire 
fights, we must fight-’ In those 
two phrases lay hid the germ of 
the Borden, as distinguished from 
the Laurier, naval policy. Si 
Wilfred Lanrier, mainly con 
cerned with maintaining local 
control, was content with a squa 
dron that could be useful only for 
minor operations along the Cana

There has been, it is alleged, a 
lot of juggling of grades, for the 
beoetit of Liberal favorites, and 
to the detriment of older and 
more experienced officials, appoint 
ed by Conservatives. The pre­
sent government proposes to 
tighten up the act and to extend 
its operation to the outside 
sevice. Under the contemplated 
changes there will n > lunger be a 
short cut into the service hy way 
of temporary appointments.

Military Schools,

Hon. Sam Hughes is ready with 
another one. This time it is in 
regard to the normal schools of 
instruction for officers arid non­
commissioned officers. In future 
the schools will be brought to the 
men instead of the men being 
compelled to go to the school.

On the permanent staff there 
are now available seventy-five in 
structors, who will try by in 
atructing the officers to remedy 
what has been recognized as 
great deficiency of the Canadian 
militia service, that of properly 
qualified offieers. The first of 
these schools of instruction will 
open in St. John on January 1.

Lieut. Col. Marden has been 
appointed inspector of arms id 
ammnnition for the Domiu n. 
This is a new office established 
under the present regime.

“Pending the ultimate result of 
the legal proceedings in the 
United States court in most pack 
ing firms, it has been decided by 
the British government that none 
of the firms involved shall be 
invited to tender for army sup 
plies. The decision of the govern 
ment is due to the opposition of 
labor and the advanced radical 
members of parliament to the 
American trusts. The contracts 
are now expected to go to 
Argentia meat packers.

Steamer Sinks

Halifax, Dec. 17.—The coasting 
steamer Avon sank at her dock 
this morning. The cook had put 
on a tire in the galley stove at 
6 o’clock, returning to his hunk. 
He was called by the mate an 
hour later, who said that the 
steamer was sinking.

The cook rpshed Jo the deck 
without any clothes on his body 
and got on the wharf just as the 
boat went down. The other 
members of the crew were on 
§hoye at the time of the accident. 
The steamer was beached last 
night and an examination will be 
held this morning. It is supposed 
that one of the sea valves was 
left open.

London, Dec. 16—Panama Can- 
al possibilities begin to loom huge 
in the eyes of British naval digni­
taries and experts.

One of the sensational develop­
ments of the session of parliament 
in January is expected to be a 
statement of plans of the new 
first Lord of the Admiralty, 
Winston Churchill, and a feature 
of significance to the American1 
government, will be a project for 
the establishment of a great 
naval base in the Caribbean Sea, 
near the Panama Canal.

Mr. Churchill considers his 
transfer from the home office to 
the admiralty as a promotion, 
and is bent on making a record 

When questioned by Lord 
Charles Beresford as to the views 
of the admiralty upon the que­
stion of placing Port Royal in the 
condition of a first class naval 
base for the cruisers protecting 
British trade routes through the 
canal, he replied that no change 
of policy was necessary "at the 
present moment.”

It is an open secret, however, 
that the government is preparing 

large scheme of naval expan­
sion in the West indies. The 
Unionists are ready to go much 
further in the same direction, if 
given a chance.

Their naval attitude towards 
“naval volition” is indicated in 
over-whelming vote by which the 
Lords rejected the naval prize 
bill—a measure intimately affect- 
ing the United States.

As there seems no doubt that 
the new German Reichstag, to 
be chosen January 12. will be 
invited to pass a navy bill largely 
extending the limits thought 
sufficent prior to the latest 
Morocco quarrel, the Lodnon 
government is taking time by the 
forelock, and though Mr. Church - 

hopes for a reduction in the 
naval estimates, it is understood 
that he contmeplates a big naval 
loan.

The wheat blockade in Saskatchewan 
is simply appalling, according to the 
report. It is withont parallel in the 
history of Western Canada. The losses 
to the western farmers are numerous 
Wheat has been standing alongside the 
elevators for two weeks.

The Hudson Bay route has little com 
mendation from the Government sur­
veyors. A report just issued reaches 
the conclusion that even in midsummer 
the Bay is dangerous, excepting for 
specially constructed vessels. Ice is 
encountered throughout practically the 
entire year.

The Rohinhood Mills, at Mooeejsw 
the property of the Canadian Cereal 
Merger, were destroyed by fire on 
Saturday last, j'be lose is estimated a’ 
$200,000. The capacity of the plant 
wap 1,500 barrels. This was the third 
milling plant in the west destroyed 
within ten days.

During the last fiscal year, Canada’s 
trade with the United States increased 
by $61,590,676, out of a total increase 
with the world of $76,232,684. The in­
creased trade with Britain during the 
year was $2,237,928, compared with iu 
crease of $2,290,761 with Germany and 
$1,726,300 with France.

There was a large attendance at the 
inside market yesterday, and business 
was brisk. Prices of staples ran pretty
