A unique manifestation in the
history of British Honduras took
place at Belize recently, at the
jubilee of her bishop, the Right
Rev. Charles Hopkins, 8. J. The

Hoe has lived in this colony
thirty years, and for fifty years
he has been & member of the il-
lustrious Society of Jesus.
