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lndustrial 'l'raining

There is a growing dissatisfaction
with present school methods and
school subjects.  Good, bad or in-
different as the school may be in the
present lines, efficient or inefficient as
the school teacher may be, there is a
growing feeling  that  present-day
education does not fill the bill in
making for good and servicable citi-
zens. One phase of this dissatisfaction
is found in the inveBtigation which is
being made 'in the Dominion of Can-
ada by the Technical Education Com-
mission under the presidency of Dr.
Robertson. To some extent the dis-
satisfaction has found vent during
the past quarter of a century by the
establishment of science laboratories
in schools, manual training in wood
and metals, garden work and gen-
eral nature study. The latest phase
in the British Isle is the establishment
of a League to promote Industrial
Training. Of this, Public Opinion
says recently:—

“The new National Industrial Edu-
cation League, at which Mr. R. Apple-
garth, a well-known trade unionist,
has been working for some time, came
into formal being at a meeting in the
Guildhall last week, and was blessed
by the King, the Premier, Mr. Balfour,
and many others.

The object of the L.eague is to urge
upon the Government to supplement
our present system of elementary
education by providing by legislation
a complete system of industrial, pro-
fessional and commercial training.

The Guildhall Conference declared
that it viewed with grave concern the
large number of children annually
leaving school without practical train-
ing for definite vocations, and resolves
that a national system of industrial,
professional, and commercial training
should be established, to which the
children shall pass as a matter of
course (unless ‘the parents are pre-
pared to undertake their future train-
ing) and without interval, for a defin-
ite period, to be thoroughly trained
for entry to the particular calling for
which they are best fitted, such train-
ing to be under fully qualified in-
structors. That the Government be
urged to provide by legislation such a
complete system of training, free to
all scholars, and the expenses thereof”
defrayed from the National Ex-
chequer,

" The proposed National Industrial

Education League will be c¢omposed
of 2,500 organised bodies of work-
people engaged in trade union, co-
operative and educational work, and
as far as can be at present ascer-
tained, they represent over three mil-
lion of workers, comprising 365 trades
and professions in 421 cities and
towns.

Many of the largest empldyers of
labour connected with the shipping,
shipbuilding, engineering and other
national industries have signified their

Bible Class Meeting.

There was an unusually large at-
tendance at the Cathedral Men's Bible
Class yesterday. Rev, J. Bell intro-
Guced Hon. John Harvey and referred
to the good work he had done in con-
nection with the A. P. C. Hen. Mr,
Harvey then rose and after paying a
complimentary . reference to the sing-
ing, went on to speal‘!.ot the Health of
the Colony and the ravages that were
being caused by consumption. The
disease was the cause of ‘half the
deaths in the Colony and about three
persons died of it every day. Since
1901 about 8,000 persons died of it. He
strongly condemned the habit of spit-
ting and recommended more attention
to cleanliness and pure air and clean
homes.

At the R. C. Cathedral.

Rt. Rev. Monsignor Roche preached
at the R. C. Cathedral last night on a
text taken from the Gospel read at the
Mass, 21 chap., 8 verse: “And a great
multitude spredad their. garments in
the way; others 'cut’ down' branches
from the trees strewed them in the
way, crying Hosannia to the Son of
David; Blesséd is He that cometh in
the name of Lord.” ‘The rev. preach-
er described the rigors.of the lenten
fast in the early days of the Church
when the people would go whole days
without food or drink during the great
week, now known as Holy Week. The
Church did not réquire this now of her
children and had adopted the lenten
regulations to suit the weaknesses of
the people of the age. Monsignor
Roche gave a graphic description of
the ceremonies and liturgy of Holy
Week and showed how the Church
portrayed the great closing events in
Our Divine Lord’s life in a way that
enlisted our love and devotion to Our
Savious,’ viz., the institution . of the
Blessed Eucharist on'.Holy Thursday
night; the Crucifixon on Good Friday
and the Resurrection on Easter Sun-
day. The triumphant entry into
Jerusalem was celebrated on this day
—Palm Sunday. The ficklesness of
the human crowd was shown to the
full. The tender heart of Our Lord
saw through it'all. He saw the in-
gratitude of the crowd in a few days
more and the calling out for his
death. He saw the hardness of heart
of those people, their great chance lost
and their beautiful city destroyed. He
shed tears at the contemplation of
what was in store for those. people
who would so soon forget all his mir-
acles and all his acts of Kkindness.
They were the types of inconsistency.

“Promiscuity, insanitary eon-
ditions, d{dleness and corruption—
these remain, and are features in
many places,” says the report.

United States to have assigned to he
by general consent a place in the
vanguard of progress.”

LLONDON, April 9.

In the House of Commons, Mr. Sid-
ney Buxton, in introdueing the copy-
right bill, said that the Imperial as-
pect of the measure raised some deli-
cate questions.

From the Illustrated Western News,
f Plymouth, of the 18th March, 'we

lip the following that will be interest-
ing to many of Captain W. H. Ellis’s
friends both here and elsewhere. It
will be remembered that Capt. Ellis
was at St. John’s in his schr. Pride of
the West for some time last fall wait-
ing a completion of his fish cargo. This
was completed at Carbonear, and the
schooner sailed for market. She was
badly battered by storms, and as we
mentioned some time ago was forced
to put inte Seville for repairs. . The
voyage all through appeared to have
been an unlucky one. The item is as
follows: —

“The Plymouth schooner - Pride of
the West, owned by Capt. W. Lawrey,
and commanded by Capt. W. -« Ellis.
was towed into Sutton Harbour on
Thursday to discharge a cargo of salt
from Seéville, after an exceptionally
long voyage of 26 days. The captain
states that head winds and heavy seas
were encountered throughout the
whole voyage, and at times the weath-
er was so bad that those on board be-
gan, te fear that their little vessel
woul’d' founder. The crew, however,
stuck to their task pluckily, and by
good seamanship the vessel was
brought to Plymouth, safely. In spite
of the terrible ordeal through which
she passed, the only damage sustained
was the loss of some bulwark planking
which was carried away by the high
seas.

The stormy weather, however, was
not the only misfortune which befel
the Pride of the West. On February
28th, when the vessel was off the
Portuguese coast, the mate, Mr. James
Grimshaw, complained of violent in-
ternal pains. Evcryt'hing possible was
done by Capt. Ellis and the remainder
of the crew, but within a few hours
the poor fellow expired, and was bur-
ied at sea shortly afperwards. Mr.
Grimshaw was about 30 years of age,
and leaves a widow and one child, who

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the early days he conducted extensive
experiments + between Welwyn and
Hatfield, _which are five miles apart,
and he is credited with some import-
and discoveries in connection with in-
sulators.

Railways also occupied his atten-
tion, and here again he did notable
wor. Behind his mansion he erected
a large foundry, where he employed
some thirty’ men. He was specially
interested in steel rails, and is said
to have been the discoverer of an ap-
pliance which is in usé to-day.

But there came a time when he
might justly be considered more as s
theorist thanﬁ a practical man of
science. He discharged the thirty
men, and they walked out of the
foundry leaving their implements on
the benches as though they were soon
to return. To-day the place is almost
as it was when they left it; the tools
are still on the benches, but,-in com-
non with the rest of the establish-
ment, the building shows signs of dil-
apidatien.

About thirty years have passeil
since Mr. Dering® first forsook Lnek-
ley. Nobody knew where he had made
his new home; nobody cared to in-
quire. But he still maintained in the
mansion the same staff of servants
as before. There was a butler, a foot-
man, a coachman—with' Mid-Victorian
crriages, but no horses to look after—
v parlormaid, a housemaid, a laun-
drymaid and a hallboy. ;

Except for a few days before Christ-
mas they never saw their master. But.
regularly as' the Yuletide season drew
aear, he re-appeared at Lockley. H
did not come for the purpose of en-
‘oyment. He came merely to pay the
vages of his staff and settle the an-
yual accounts. Busy all the time, he
vould_stay until Christmas morning:
‘hen away he would go, nobody knew
whither.

Frequently letters came for him,
but there was nobody to open them.
The servants eould not forward them
because they did not know their mas-
ter’s address. So the correspondence
would gradually accumulate until by
the time the old gentleman came¢
again stacks of letters would be
awaiting him.

Naturally the fine old mansion Ada-
teriorated by his constant neglect of
‘t. The small staff employed- could
not keep such a vast estate in' good
repair, and it is by no means certain
that Mr. Dering would have appreci-
ated their efforts, even if it had been
possible.

His Return to Loekley.

When in 1907 he took up his resi
denc® again at Lockley, he certainly
did not encourage the activities of his
gervants. He lived almost entirely
in one room—his bedroom—and he¢
would never allow. it to be ‘cleaned
Dust settled on everything, but he
seemed only to revel in it.

By'hié orders at least' one room in
the house had not  been interfered
with for very many years. That was
the apartment in which his. mother
died. 1t was his desire that it should
be left in exactly the same state as
when she passed away, and conse-
quently the door was kept locked.
‘Not the least remarkable of Mr.
Dering's whims . was his fancy for
late dinners. His favorite time was
wo o'clock in the morning, when, of
course, the household staft wanted.to

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Lecture by Dr. Whalen

The Passion Play at Ober;Ammer-
gau was the subject of a lecture de-

night by the Rey. Dr. Whelan, Parish
Priest of the District.

The lecturer, who was greeted with
a capacity house, spoke from an inti-
mate and comprehensive knowledge
of the subject gained at the very scene
of the Passion Play, the village of
Ober-Ammergau -itself, which he had
visited in September with thousands
of other people from all.parts of the
world. The lecture was divided into
four parts, the intervening spaces be-
.ing ‘appropriately filled with sacred
solos, choruses and duets by the
pupils of the Superior School, trained’
for the purpose by the lady Principal,
Miss "Kitty Flynn. The masical pro-
gramme was ambitious to a degree,
containing such ' choruses as the
“Marvellous Works” and the ‘“Halle-
lujah Chorus,” the rendition of which
by the children (assisted in the bass
and tenor by some ladies and gentle-
men of Bay Roberts), was a most de-
lightful surprise. The accompanist
was Miss Madeline Cody, of the Hr.
grace Cathedral choir.

The lecturer by way of introduction
to the main part of his subject gave
An interesting account of his trip
rom London to Munich, and thence
by a.train journey of four hours to
Dher-Ammergau, The village nestles
at the foot of a mountain and con-
tains about 400 families, whose pretty
cottages are clustered around the
theatre—that centrzl point of interest
30 inseparably associated with the.
name and fame of Over-Ammergau.
The. villagers are. virtuous, simple
folk, engaged for the most part in
farming and wood-carving. The only
ambition of their lives is to continue
in their generation, every 10 years,
the vivid and faithful portrayal of the
tragic drama of the Saviour’s Passion
and Death.

The Passion. Play was first acted
in 1634 in fulfilment of a vow made
Yy the villagers, and continued every
10 years down to 1830, when it was
reconstructed and improved by the
then Parish Priest, Alois Daisenberg-
ar, 80.as to connect by tableau and
>horal aid the types, figures and pro-
yhecies of the Old Testament, incident
yy incident, with the Passion of our
Lord. During the season of the Pas-
sioin Play every house in Ober-Am-
nergau is converted into a miniature
10tel for the accommodation of the
stream of humanity coming in from
11l parts of the world. Last year the
number were 300,000, two-thirds of
vhich were Amerijcans.

In dealing with the actual scenes
f the Passion Play, as stage after
stage they passed before his eyes in
il their tragical reality, the lecture:
leplored the impossibility of words to
lo justice to the subject.

“Language fails to convey more
than a mere shadowy outline, either
>f the grim reality of the drama or
of the intense emotion with which it
gripped the hearts of the 4,000 spec-
tators who witnessed it.”

The lecturer then gave a vivid de-
scription of the Play, and carried his
audience along with him, silent and
ieeply attentive through every phase
»f the wonderful drama. For the
time being they were indeed trans-
lated, in so far as it is possible to do
‘t hy clever word painting, to Ober-
Ammergaun itself, and were kept there
iuring the eight hours that elapsed
from the rise of the curtain for the
hosannas of Palm Sunday to the
-losing tableau of our Lord's glorious
sgcension into Heaven, and the thrill-
ing and triumphant strains of the hal-
'elujah chorus.

The four particular points empha-
jized by the. lecturer as making, in
his estimation, the deepest and most
intense impression on’ the audience
at Ober-Ammergau were: The part-
ing of Christ from his Mother; thei
next meeting on the road to Calvary;
the despair, soliloquy and tragic
death of Judas; the crucifixion.

In these, as in fact all the scenes.
the acting of the simple peasant per-
formers was so perfect as to make the
audience forget the dramatic illusion
and to consider themselves really and
truly in the presence of ‘the harrow-
ing scenes of the grim and ldreadful
tragedy of 2,000 years ago.

" To say that the lecture was a com-
plete success is to give a tame criti-
cism of a rare literary treat. Those
who wish to enjoy it once more will
do well to attend its repetition - at
North River on Monday night.
