Arbitration
By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Shvash."
Arbitration is a process where­

by two or more nations get together 
and discuss whether to shoot a hun­
dred thousand or let them <Jie a na­
tural death.

This does not mean that the hun­
dred thousand men have committed 
any crime. It means that the govern­
ments which they support have large 
armies and capable, as well as excit­
able battleships. This makes it very 
difficult for these nations to discuss 
anything between each other 
in a peaceable manner. It is as dif­
ficult as it is for two men, each arm­
ed with a pair of magazine revolvers, 
to settle a dispute over a mining 
claim by looking up the law. A na­
tion which owns à battle shin is just 
like a small boy. It simply has to 
fire at something now and then.

When two nations arbitrate they 
state their cases and let the judges 
do the rest. This undoubtedly pro­
duces much pain to the nation which 
loses, but the pain is not in a vital 
spot as it is in the case of the men 
who would otherwise have to fight it 
out.

Arbitration is becoming more 
popular because of the reluctance cf 
the general public,to sally forth and 
get shot up just because a few stiff­
necked officials cannot agree. There 
was- a time when a monarch co.uld or­
der out a hundred thousand men when 
he had a sore toe and felt peevish and 
could case his proud spirit by licking 
a neighbouring country; but that time 
has gone by. Peevishness is no long­
er an excuse for war and said ex­
cuses are getting scarcer every year. 
When a Mng orders out an army of 
subjects to be killed nowadays, he has 
to do some tall explaining or lose his 
job. The king business is getting 
poorer every day a|d moat of the 
czars who thirst* for war have gone 
into the mining business in Colorado
where arbitration and other gew­
gaws of civilization have not yet been 
discovered.

Some people think the United 
States should not wait for other na­
tions to disarm but should sink its 
battleships and then attempt to arbi­
trate with the world. This however 
is the same kind of arbitration that 
the lamb put up to the lion who want­
ed a dinner. A great many small 
countries, with nç armies to speak of, 
have tried arbitration with large hun­
gry nations and the verdict has al­
ways been delivered by the large hun­
gry nation in- advance of the evidence. 
Until the rest of the world disarms, 
the more battleships we have dtisted 

-tiff and ready for business when- the 
arguments begin, the more respect we 
can secure for peace and politeness.

St. John’s welcomes His Royal 
Highness as unole to His Majesty the 
King, as brother of the late King. 
Edward the Peacemaker, who extend­
ed his goodwill in a signal manner to 
Newfoundland in the settlement of the 
French Shore Qustion, -a wrong which 
had rankled over a century in New­
foundland. an#as a dutiful son of Vic­
toria the Good.

Nor will St. John’s welcome him the 
less as Governor General of the great 
Bister domnion of the West, which ex­
tended so bountifully the hand of fel­
lowship and help in the grievous trou­
ble which lately befell our toilers at 
the ice.

protecting tfce trees and shrubs in the
Park. Mr. Davidson is offering a re­
ward of Twenty dollars for informat­
ion which will lead to the conviction 
of the thieves who entered his 
grounds end stole his flowers and de­
stroyed his trees. If gardens are to be 
protected, and a taste for flowers, 
trees and shrubs is to be cultivated, 
it behoves all good people to co-oper­
ate to put an end to such vandalism.

Grand Patriotic
Display.

Judging from the elaborate prepar­
ations that have been made for the 
illumination and general decoration of 
the city in honor of the visit of H. R. 
H. the Duke of Connaught, the dis­
play will eclipse that of any previous 
celebration of its kind held in the 
city. On other occasions patriotism 
was not lacking, but the facilities of­
fered by electricity were not so many 
as now, and consequently the electri­
cal display on this auspicious occas­
ion will mark a record in the annals 
of the Empire’s Oldest Colony.

The Reid Nfld. Co’s, electrical staff 
have been busy during the past few 
weeks, and the Superintendent, Mr. 
J. W. Morris, has worked assiduously 
designing plans to beautify the dif­
ferent buildings. That he has suc­
ceeded is beyond question, and to him 
and his competent staff are due con­
gratulations. The lettering of the 
mottoes and emblems in wood was 
done by Mr. Andrew Squires, the car­
penter of the electrical staff, and the 
installing of the lights was done un­
der the superintendence of Mr. R. 
Rogers, the company’s electrican. The 
following is a brief description of the 
illuminations at the different buildings 
in the city:—

COLONIAL BUILDING.
At the Colonial Building the display 

is a magnificent one, and upwards of 
5,000 bulbs, artistically arranged, will 
show up the whole building in out­
line. On the front of the building is 
the motto: “Newfoundland extends a 
loyal and hearty welcome to H. R. H. 
the Duke of Connaught," surmounted 
by patriotic emblems.

’ GOVERNMENT HOUSE.
The Governor’s residence will also 

be decorated in a fitting manner and 
about 1,000 bulbs will be used, the 
building will be outlined and the front 
adorned with mottoes in colored ef­
fects. ,

KING GEORGE V. INSTITUTE.
King George the Fifth Seamen's In­

stitute, which, will be the first place 
visited by the Duke after the official 
landing, is being fittingly prepared for 
the occasion with patriotic emblems. 
The top part of the building on the 
outside will be lavishly dressed with 
bunting, while every department in 
the interior will be artistically adorn­
ed. On the main floor is the Grenfell 
Hall, which contains a magnificent 
display of decorations. The girls' 
quarters on the next floor, which will 
be formally opened by His Royal High­
ness, is very attractively decorated 
and presents a pretty scene.

THE UITY HALL.
The illuminations at the City Hall 

will consist of an outline of the front 
of the building in colored lights, with 
a motto of welcome, the whole to con­
sist of about one thousand lights.

MASONIC TEMPLE.
The Masonic Temple will present an 

appearance which for artistic beauty 
has never before been excelled- in >4he. 
history of that building. The whole 
building will be outlined in lights of 
red. white and blue and amber. The 
emblems are very clearly defined and 
the whole will consist of about 5,000 
lights. The motto on the south is of 
plain script and contains the words 
“Welcome to our Grand Master.”

THE SOCIETIES.
The L.O.A.. Star of the Sea. B.I.S., 

T.A. & B. End K. of C.‘Halls will also 
be appropriately decorattd, and will 
contain suitable emblems and mot­
toes of welcome to the distinguished 
visitor.

THE RAILWAY STATION.
The front and eastern end of the 

Railway Station will present a beau­
tiful appearance. Over 5,000 lights 
in colors of ruby, blue, white, opal 
and purple, will be used. On the frent 
of the building is a crown with mal- 
tese cross, and fleur de lis, while un­
derneath a motto of welcome sup­
ported by two red lions. The fveizes 
and cornices of the building are also 
attractively festooned while at the 
top of the flagstaff is a 500 watt light. 
The whole presents a very beautiful
appearance, and on to-morrow night 
this section of the city will be liter­
ally ablaze with light.

WATERFRONT.
The entire waterfront is profusely 

decorated. At the King’s Wharf, 
where the official landing will occur, 
there are numerous flags. The Stand­
ard Manufacturing Co. have a grand 
electrical display in front of their 
building, Water St. East. All shipping 
in the harbour and every business es­
tablishment have flags flying. Even 
at most private residences there Is 
some mark of patriotism. To-morrow 
night several bonfires will be in- evi­
dence on the Southside and Signal 
Hills, while volleys of musketry will 
be sent forth from most of our mer­
cantile premises.

LONDON, To-day.
The recognition of danger, inherent 

to the existence of two armed volun­
teer bodies, seems to have imbued 
Irishmen with a sense of added re­
sponsibility. The Battle of the Boyne 
was commemorated in Ireland with 
tremendous enthusiasm, but was 
more noticeable by the absence of 
disorder than on past occasions of 
this kind. Following the custom, a 
great procession maiched from Bel­
fast to Drumberg, where Carson made 
a speech defying the Government ei­
ther to totally exclude Ulster from 
Home Rule or cçme out and fight. 
The Daily Mail’s Belfast correspond­
ent thus describes the march of 
100,000 men to Drumberg—rattling 
and roaring like maxim guns, the 
drums of Ulster proclaiming the vic­
tory of the Boyne. “When in future 
I recall the 12th of July, I shall hear 
the drums at Drumberg: hundreds of 
big drums thundered the Orange re­
joicing. These drums were not 
thumped with drumsticks in single 
heavy notes. They were flogged with 
loaded canes wielded by men with 
wrists of steel, and the noise was the 
noise of Maxim guns with boiler 
riveters working In chorus for five 
hours. Along five Irish miles the 
drums deliyered their mighty .mes­
sage of Ulster's defiance to the world.’ 
One feature of the situation sems to 
be that while Carson and other lead­
ers were using unrestarined langu­
age, both Ulster men and Nationalists 
were showing admirable self control. 
Another feature is that the.more de­
fiant Ulstr leader speeches become 
more’ pronounced becomes the feel­
ing among members of Parliament on 
both sides that a satisfactory com­
promise will eventually be reached. 
Asquith announced in the Commons 
yesterday that the present session of 
Parliament would come to an end 
about the close of August, that the 
next session will be begun in early 
winter, which is thought to mean De­
cember. Before the present session 
ends, the Government will introduce 
its proposals for the reform of the 
Lords. Under this arrangement Home 
Rule and Welsh Disestablishment will 
ultimately pass into law by the end 
of August. Rumors of an early dis­
solution of Parliament continue to 
float around, but there is nothing sub­
stantial to them. The Lords to-day 
concluded the report stage of the Bill 
amending Home Rule Bill. The 
amendment adopted, provided for 
proportional representation in the 
elections for the' Dublin Parliament 
and several other amendments were 
added to the Bill.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—The past three ' 
there is scarcely a night a person 
takes up one or the other of the daily 
papers to read that he doesn’t notice 
an item stating that there is a bush 
fire in this place and a forest fire in 
that place. It appears to be a ■ fire 
here, a five there and a fire every­
where. What. has become pf the au­
thorities who are .supposed to look 
up such matters? Are they all 
asleep ? If so, they had better wake 
up and get busy. 1 am informed
there is a law on the-, Statute 1-----
where it says there are heavy penal- 
tiees inflicted on any person 
may be discovered to have been _ 
means of setting the forest woods on 
fire. If such a law exists, why not 
see that it is enforced? JiVhy is it 
not upheld, and why do not the au­
thorities get to.wor.k; get notices is­
sued. have them placed in the differ­
ent settlements around the island,
stating the law regarding such tires, 
so that the inhabitants could read
them? At the same time ocer a big re­
ward to the person who will give in­
formation leading to the discovery of 
such persons who may be caught in 
the act of wilfully causing these fires. 
Is it possible that our sports cannot 
go into the country for a day's trout- 
iug or other recreation without set­
ting the woods on fire, and thereby 
destroy the beauties of nature besides 
endangering people's property? This 
island has lost hundreds of • thous­
ands of dollars through such neglect,
I may say both on the part of the 
parties* who are the means of ■caus­
ing such fires and those in authority 
whose duty it is to look after the 
same. -1 contend that three parts of 
the fires are caused through wilful 
neglect and the guilty parties if 
caught should be severely punished.
I don’t think there is any penalty too 
severe to impose on such careless 
persons and the railway trains are 
not immune from such causes. A 
few Sundays ago I happened to take 
a wafH countrywards, and I noticed 
in two different places that the rail­
way sleepers were burning, and in 
speaking to a friend he informed me 
there were no less than seven such 
fires on the road from the station to 
Kean’s Valley. It is true they did not 
amount to anything, but there was a 
possibility of' some of them becoming 
very «prions, and then all we see of 
it is an item in one of the daily'"pa­
pers referring to the same. See what 
a loss* it would be to Badger Brook 
and its surroundings if that fire 
which .was reported to he blazing 
there on Saturday last had not been 
checked by the men employed to fight 
it. My contention is that there is no 
fines or penalties stringent enough 
to impose cn such guilty persons, if

Rigid laws of War.
Both the United States and. Mexico 

are signatory powers to the “conven­
tion with respect to the laws and eus-,
toms of war on. jknti," adopted at The
Hague in 1899, -aiwi thereforé are
bound by its humane proclamations.
This convention promulgated a for­
midable series of rules. The most 
important restriction which it im­
poses upon those engaged in war are 
to prohibit absolutely the following 
acts:

To employ poison or poisoned arms.
To kill or wound treacherously in­

dividuals belonging to the hostile na­
tions or army.

To ldfl or wound an enemy who, 
having laid down arms, or having :no 
longer means of defence, has surren­
dered at discretion.

To declare that no quarter will be 
given.

To employ arms, projectiles or ma­
terial of a nature to cause super­
fluous injury.

To make improper use of a flag of 
truce, the national flag or military 
ensigns and the enemy’s uniform, as 
well as the distinctly^ badges of 
Geneva (red cross) convention.

To destroy or seize the enemy’s 
property unless such destruction or 
seizure be imperatively demanded by ' 
the necessities of war.

To attack or bombard towns, vil­
lages, habitations or buildings which 
are not defended.

To pillage a town or place even 
when taken by assault.

To punish a spy, without trial, 
even if taken in the act; and a spy 
who, after rejoining the army to 
which he belongs, is subsequently cap­
tured by the enemy must be treated as 
a prisoner of war and incurs no re­
sponsibility for his previous acts or 
espionage.

To compel the population of occu­
pied territory to take part in mili­
tary operations against its own coun­
try.

To bring pressure upon the popu­
lation of occupied territory to take 
the oath to the hostile power..

To confiscate private property.
All of these specific prohibitions 

are based on the declaration that 
“the right of belligerents to adopt 
means of injuring the enemy is not 
unlmitcd.” Special provisions are 
made to compel .the humane treat­
ment of prisoners. It is also provid­
ed that advance warning must be giv- 

î en, wherever possible, to the peaceful 
inhabitants of a town before bom­
bardment is begun. In seizure and 
bombardment it is also commanded 
that all necessary steps should be 
taken Ap spare as far as possible edi­
fices devoted to religion, art. science 
and charity, hospitals aiyl places 
where the sick and wounded are col- 

i lected, provided they are not used 
at the same time for military pur­
poses.” It is further stipulàted that 
“family honors and rights, individual 
lives and private property as well as 
religious convictions and liberty, must 
be respected.”

The Faces of Thirst Victims Bear No
Evidence flint Torture Attends
Death.

(London Standaro.)
General Laperrine, in an article on 

the Sahara, gives some interesting 
experiences of the sufferings by thirs.i 

. to which French officers and troop* 
in Africa are often exposed. Deaths 
from this cause are common and it 
has been observed that the faces of
the victims instead of bearing traces 
of the tortures felt in the 'first stages, 
invariably wear an expression of 
calm, as if asleep. Generally they 
are under the shade of some tree and
sometimes within a few yards of wa­
ter, and it would seem as if the dead 
man, believing himself saved, had 
wished to rest awhile before drink­
ing and had fallen into slumber nev­
er to awake.

One instance is given of a meharist, 
or camel postman, carrying letters to 
the station of Hassi Tufel in 1898. He 
lost his way and perhaps his head, 
and having pushed his beast too hard 
the camel died and he had to continue 
on foot. Arriving at a sand dune not 
more than a mile distant than Tufel, 
from which the station could be clear­
ly seen, the man began firing his rifle 
as a call for help. There was. unfor­
tunately, a.violent wind blowing and 
nothing was heard, and the next day 
his body was found, surrounded by 
120 empty cartridge cases. Probably 
if he had used the strength and ener­
gy required to work his rifle in strug­
gling on he could have reached safety.

The Race for the Well.
The most terrible adventure of the 

author was when he was coming back 
from Taodeni with a troop of thirsty 
men in 1906. The Aoadeai water is 
very salt, as is also that of El Biar, 
where they replenished. The men 
drank more than they ought to have 
done, but said nothing and fought 
heroically against their thirst, hoping 
to be able to hold out to the next 
well, and so concealed the fault, of 
which they were ashamed. On the ! 
way the troop came on some moist 
soil, an<t digging, found water, but ab- 
nominally charged with saltpetre, 
which gave them colic. Many faint­
ed. and at 3 in the afternoon seven j

were helpless in the general's tent. 
The nearest well was thirty-six miles 
away. They waited for night fall, the 
baggage was left behind, a little wa­
ter was given to each and a race was 
made for the well. This night march 
was like a nightmare. Many of the 
men were delirious and threw away 
all their clothes to ride the camels. 
Now and again one would fall off and 
beg to be left to die, and he had to 
be put up again and tied on. Those
who kept their senses did all they 
could, to encourage each other and 
help the worst cases, but the most ad­
mirable were the two French non­
commissioned officers, who did the 
whole distance on foot as rear guard, 
picking up stragglers and attending 
tc the worst. These two were already 
verv tired the night before they start­
ed, bin kept themselves going by con­
tinual injections of caffeine into their 
calves.

Another disagreeable experience 
was when Gen. Laperrine was travel­
ling with a doctor, a French corporal 
and two native camel corps men from 
Wargla to El Golea. At Wargala 
they had hired a few camels to carry 
their belongings, and as the country 
was safe, went on ahead every day, 
leaving the others to catch up during 
the afternoon siesta. One day their 
convey, which should have been with 
them soon after noon, had not arrived 
at 6 o’clock in the evening. For the 
five in front they had only a quart of 
water, a little butter, some roasted 
coflee and sugar, and they were 84 
miles from their destination and 64 
from the nearest well. They decid­
ed to sleep for a couple of hours, and 
started at daybreak. At seven o'­
clock a halt was called and a meal 
made off of four potatoes fried in 
butter. At 1 o’cloc.k the water was 
used to boil the coffee, a quart among 
five, and at 8 o’clock in the evening 
they reached the water. But the well 
was nearly a hundred feet deep, and 
had it not been for a native caravan 
coming up, the plight of the party 
would not have been enviable. It 
seemed that the drivers of the bag­
gage camels had fallen asleep on the 
ride and lost their way only coming 
in three days later by another route. 

On anothehr occasion, near the well

of Tni-Haya, they once found a group 
of six men lying side by side, with 
their loaded rifles piled and their 
knapsacks in order behind their 
heads. They had disappeared three 
years before and their camels had 
found the way back. Search parties 
had failed to find them, and it was by 
accident that General Laperrine 
stumbled on their remains. It often 
happens that wells are found to he 
filled up, and for a small party this 
often means death. In 1906 the gen­
eral reached at noon Bir el Hagag. 
The animals had not drunk for four 
days, and the men since the evening 
of the preceding day and all the water 
left for seven Europeans and eighty 
natives was about sixty quarts. The 
well was filled up, so a quart was giv 
en to each European and to the men 
on guard around the well, and work­
ing parties of eight began to unblock 
the well. As soon as a party had tak­
en cut a hundred pails of earth, a 
nan of coffee was distributed and it
was relieved. The work went on 
without stopping from noon till 10 
o’clock next morning, when enough 
water was reached to give two quarts
per man. It was only at 4 o’clock in 
the afternoon that the camels could be 
watered. ' Any small party of eight or 
ten would infallibly have perished be­
fore clearing out the well.

As a set-off to these somewhat dis­
tressful stories there is an amusing 
tale of an old Arab, the father of one 
of General Lapperrine’s men. He was 
antelope hunting in the great Erg, 
and when half dead with thirst he 
reached a well 45 feet deep. At the 
bottom he could see the delicious 
water, but, like Tantalus, could not 
reach it. Unlike the mythical martyr, 
though he was not chained to the 
rocks, and as the well was not very 
wide he did not hesitate to let him­
self down part of the way, finally fall­
ing into the pool. It was quite !m- 
possible for him to get.out, so like a 
good fatalist, he waited in his bath 
praying Allah to send some travellers 
by. In these regions weeks and 
sometimes months pass without the 
wells being visited, but next day for­
tune favored hm by sending some of 
the French camel corps that way, who 
were not a little astonished at hear­
ing a voice from beneath. “Good 'day, 
Syrians,” (as the Arabs call the 
Saharan troops) ; “you might send 
one down a stronger rope to climb up 
with.” He had recognized at once the 
pattern of the Spah rope, and knew to 
whom he was talking.

General Laperrine’s article proves 
abundantly that in one respect the 
French army is trained to meet a dan­
ger that up to now even the ubiquit­
ous British officer has not to fear. 
Little enough is generally beard of 
the French African army which in 
many respects may be compared to 
our Indian frontier forces being al­
most perpetually liable to be called 
upon either to defend itself or to 
relieve comrades in peril. Both offi­
cers and men live in an atmosphere 
of hardship and frequent heroism of 
which only an occasional echo reach­
es Europe, as they are out of reach 
of correspondent and join modesty to 
bravery—sons and soldiers of whom 
France may well be proud.
