Care Needed in
Handling Fertilizgrs.

Undoubtedly a farm suffers the loss
of certain soil ingredients when its
products are sold off it. Live stock
takes with them certain constituents
that are not supplied by the mere pur-
chase of grain. At any rate, time
{s required for the restoration of the
qualities they take with them from
the soil when they leave the farm.

Whatever the theory of it, practical
farmers believe that while barnyard
manure and leguminous crops must
be the backbone of their fertilizing
agencies, there is & place where these
fertilizers may be advantageously
supplemented by the use' of mineral
fertilizers. While no rule of thumb
or pnfailing method of using such
fertilizers has been discovered, the
‘fact remains that farmers who have
had their way to make and who have
won out have found artificial fertil-
jgers a decided help in moving to-
wards easy street.

When the fertilizer is handled care-
fully it is good business to secure an
article as rich as possible. So doing
saves in handling, in the number. of
bags purchased and in freight, tithe
that means more financially and from
the standpoint of labor now than at
any time within the last twenty years.

- A vivid light is thrown upon the sad
state of housing conditions in a large
part of rural England by Sir William
Beach Thomas in a recent article in
the London Mail. A woman, évicted
from her house in a Northampton-
shire village, is now living with six of
her eighteen children in-a cottage of
two rooms—one upstairs and one
down. In this village there are many
cottages crumbling into ruim, and this
state of affairs is reproduced, in
greater or lesser degrees, over a very
large area of this country. The
secret is, of, course, that no repairs
were done to such places during the
war, and the cost of putting them in
order is now prohibitive. Sir Wil-
lHam Beach Thomas instances one
case in which eight cottages, all cap-
able of repair, were sold for 150
pounds, though it would cost from
6,000 to 8,000 pounds to build new
ones. In a village within 50 miles
of London, four cottages were re-
cently offered for 60 pounds, for the
simple season that they had become
an eyesore to their owmer, who could
not face the cost of putting them into
habitable condition at present prices.

An Appeal to
His Excellency
The Governor.

In addition to, and independ-
ent of, the violation of morality
and of the conventions that are
accepted and bbserted by hon-
ourable men, the Law of the
British Empire penalizes cer-

tain actions and provides the

machinery by which its objects
shall be carried oyt. These laws
belong to the branch of juris-
prudence commonly called “The
Criminal Law.” They deal with
various classes of - offences,
which all have this in common,
. that they are held to -be offen-
?ces “ggainst’ the peace of our
| Sovereign Lord the King, his
!Crown and dignity.” If any
! individual, no matter how ob-
, seure, is guilty of any one of the
"various acts compriséd in the
Criminal Law, he is charged in
the name of the King with an
offence against His Majesty’s
Crown and dignity.

The provisions of the Crimin-

al Law are intended to protect
the State and the individual
from wrong doing. In as much
as all matters pertaining to
these objects are of public im-
vortance, and tend to the gener-
al welfare of the community,
His Majesty the King, the Head
. Qf the State, the Custodian of
the welfare of the public, who
comprise the State, acts through
his properly constituted officers
in all cases of a breach of ahy
of these laws. The care and
duty of the carrying into opera-
tion of these laws is vested in
His Majesty’s Minister of Jus-
tice and Attorney General. If
that officer be guilty of neglect
of this duty, it is almost, if not
entirely, inconceivable -that he
will be permitted to retain office.

It is known that His Excel-
lency the Governor is aware of
the matters arising out of the
proceedings in the Hr. Main
Election Petition in which

against the peace of our Sover-
eign Lord the King, his Crown
and dignity.

We do
ot presume to indicate to His
Excellency what his duty is in
the matter. We feel that he
knows well what he ought to do.
We cannot, however, refrain
from pointing out to His Excel-
lency and we do so without any
disrespect to the Governor,
personally or otherwise, that
the time has come, and the cir-
cumstances of this matter have
culminated to such an extent,

*Iney General, or in default of

such action, acsion by His Ex-
cellgncy the Governor himself,
is imperative, if' the confidence
of the public in the administra-
tion of justice'and in the honour
and integrity of those servants
of His Majesty occupying. the
highest positions in the land is
to .be preserved.

At all times the seeurity of
our social fabric is dependent
‘'upon the impartial administra-
tion of Justice, but never more
so than in this period of unrest
and dissatisfaction. -Any lapse
of duty in the enforcement of
the law, more particularly when
the alleged law-breaker is prom-
inent and influential, and most
particularly, when he holds high
office, is bound to have serious
and far-reaching effects on the
community. We earnestly hope
and pray that His Excellency
the Governor and those others
under him whose power and
duty it is to see to this matter
will not permit the present state
of affairs: to continue for one
moment longer than is neces-
sary to put the machinery of
the law intd motion. There has
been too much delay in this
matter already. We know that
it is not an exaggeration to say
that public confidence has been
very much weakened and is in
danger of being altogether lost.

Admiral Jellicoe, re-
turning thanks, paid a great tribute
to the Dominion’s naval air services.
Their splendid gallantry, sacrifice and
endurance has made the British mer-
cantile marine famous throughout
history, he said. Lord French, re-
plying, said when he went to France
he hoped to remain until “we had
won the victory,” which he never
doubted would be “ours.” “It is too
early to pronounce a verdict on the
great factors and characters of the
war, but our deeds will be jsiged
calmly and faithfully at the bar of
history. To that great tribunal I am

assessing our merits and demerits.
The great lesson is, that indecision
and vaciliation always end in disas-
ter.” Lord French added that the
Germans made a cardinal mistake in
failing to seize the Channel ports,
which might have prolonged the war.

The Minister of Finance gave notice
of Amendments. to the “Income Tax
Act” and the “Profits’ Tax Act.”

The Housé went into Committee on
Resolutions to provide for the Light-
ing of Streets in the Outports.

These resolutions are as follows:—

1. The Governor in Council ~shall
‘kave power, by proclamation publish-
ed in the Royal Gazette, upon the peti-
tion of the residents of any town or
settlement in the Colony, to impose a
tax to be paid in respect of all coal
imported into the said town or settle-
ment; and to fix or alter the amount
of the said tax from time to time.

2. The said tax shall be collected by
the Sub-Collector of Customs from the
persons importing the said coal and
shall be paid by him to the Road
Board having jurisdiction over the
area in which such town or settlement
be expended
and used by the Board for the purpose
of lighting the streets of such town
or settlement.

3. The said tax ghall be in lieu of
all Custom duties payable in respect
of such coal under the Customs Act,
but that Act shall not in any other
respect be affected.

Mr. Higgins thought that it could
be enlarged to enable towns to con-
sider also the installing of a water
supply.

In reply the Prime Minister thought
it was too great an outlay under these
regulations to attempt water supply.
Only places now near the \electrical
plants could avail themselves of this
Act.

Hon. Mr. Coaker thought that the re-
solutions benefitted the -whole country,
those near where generating plants
are and those situated anywhere else,
as the latter could generate electricity
by motor power.

Remarkable Old Watch.

‘A loan exhibition of ancient time-
pieces, collected by Moyed Fleisher,
has just been placed in one of the
U.S. museums.

Mr. Fleisher spent forty years in
gathering the watches, which tell a
horological stery. The oldest of the
collection was made in the fifteenth
céntury.

“The first instrument for reckon-
fng time,” said Mr. Fleisher, “was
the sun dial, then the candle, follow-
ed by the water clock. These led up
to the mechanical contrivances with
weights and springs. Watchmaking
is a refinement of clockmaking, which
was taken from the Chinese. The
early watches were made of bronze,
and were either circular. or striking
watches. At first they really were
portable clocks. It is quite probable
that the Puritans, with their preju-
dice against display, were responsible
for concealing their watches in their

out, with the exception of the brass’]
bushings of the pivot holes. The
workmanship is excellent.

Henlein, the inventor of this watch,
was persecuted for witcheraft, when
he withdrew from his companions to
work out  his invention. He finally
was put in prison, where his watch
was perfected. After some time he
retired to the convent of the Car-
melites, where he was allowed to
manfacture watches on condition that
he give the proceeds to the order.
He died in 1540, at Nuremburg, the
scene of his persecutions, where a
monument has been erected to him.

Somebody-Else Silver Stick. Fresh ap-
pointments were made at the end of
each month, notification of which ap-
peared in most of the London and
provincial newspapers; so that every-
body: in time grew accustomed to the
repetition of these appointments ap-
pearing so regularly. But familiar
as the titles became, foew people knew
the origin of the appointments or hail

any knowledge of the nature of the

duties attached to:them.

Away back in dxe seventeenith cen-
tury the Life Guards constituted threo
troops, each troop being separately
commanded by a captain who held
the rank of colonel in the Army, a
duality of ranks which does not exist
now, having been abolished some
years ago. One of the most import-

ant duties imposed on the Life Guards'

in those days was a very close attend-
ance on the King when he was on
foot. No matter in what direction
His Majesty’s steps strayed, he had
to be attended in this manner the
duty beginning when he rose in the
morning, and only finishing when he
sought repose at night. The officers
selected for the performance of these
very onerous duties were the three
captain-colonels commanding the
Life Guards troops, each taking it in
turn to attend the King’s person.

In order to distinguish him, and to
confer on him special powers of au-
thority, he was given an ebony staff
mounted with a gold head on which
was engrossed the King’s crown and
cipher. This staff or stick he invari-
ably carried about with him as his
badge of office, and from this he was
styled “Gold Stick in Waiting,” a
title which has continued in force up

to now. The representatives of theg
three old-time troops are the 1st and

2nd Life Guards, and the Royal Hors2
Guards, and the three respective co!-
onels will once more take it in turn,
month about, to perform this ancient
and honored office.

The Mystery of .
“J” and “W”.

It is & ffet, not so well known but
that it may ‘be said to be curious, that
the letters of § and w are modern ad-
ditions to our alphabet. The letter
j only came into general use during
the ‘time of the Commonwealth, say
between 1649 and 1658. From 1630
to 1646 its use is exceedingly rare,
and you will not find a book printed
prior to 1652 in which it appeared.

In the century immediately preced-
ing the seventeenth it became the
fashion to tail the last i, when Roman
numerals were used, as in this exam-
ple: viij. for 8 or xij in place of 12.
This fashion still lingers, but only
in physicians’ prescriptions. Where
the French use j it has the power of
s as we use it ‘m the word “vision.”
What nation was the first to use it as
a new letter is an interesting, but
perhaps an unanswerable query.

In a like manner, the printers and
language makers of the latter part of
the sixteenth century began to recog-
nize the fact that there was a sound
in spoken. English which was with-
out a representative in the shape of
an alphabet’cal sign or character, as
the first sound in the word “wet.”

Prior to that time it had always
been spelled as “vet,” the v having the
long sound of u or of two u’s to-
gether. In order to convey an idea
of the new sound they began to spell
such words as “wet,”” “wealth”
“web,” ete., with two u’s, and' as the
lu of that date was a typical v, the
 three words above looked like this:
| “Vvet,” “yveather,” “vveb.”

After a while the typefounders re-
cognized the fact that the double u
had come to stay, so they joined the
‘'two u's’ together, and made the char-
acter now so well known as the w.

Oldest Watch Made by Blacksmith.

The oldest watch in  existence,

which is exhibited in this collection,

was made by Peter Henlein, a Nuren-
burg blacksmith,
date when Columbus was laying his
plans for his first western voyage.

The watch is about two and one-third ;

inches in diameter, one inch thick,
and weighs seven ounces avoirdupois.
The case is bronze gilt, and may have
been produced by casting, . by press
die and roller die, and finally hand-
tooled. The dial is of brass, sunk in
the centre, in which cavity is a re-
volving disc with a pointer which in-
dicates the hours engraved up to 12
and repeated on the opposite half,
making the dial a day and night in-’
dicator.
