Dear Sir.—I fear Mr. Foley is a bit 
peeved if one may judge by the tone 
of his letter of the 16th inst. He ac­
cuses me of being ambitious to have 
my name figure in the public press by 
opposing his suggestions. Now, Mr. 
Editor, I did not oppose Mr. Foley’s 
suggestion. As for being ambitious 
to spread myself in the press, what 
about Mr. Foley himself? It is not 
ambition, so he would have us be­
lieve. What is it then—gratitude? 
You know the cynic’s definition of 
gratitude :—“a lively appreciation of 
past favours and an expectation of 
good things yet to come.”

Surely Mr. Foley will not deny that 
gratitude impelled him to "write in 
praise of Messrs. Squires and Coaker. 
Certainly, I could not object to what 
he said about these gentlemen; though 
I would not go as far as to break the 
law in order to say so.

No, Mr. Editor, the civil servants 
did not ask me to champion that 
cause, and I feel Just as certain that 
Messrs. Squires and Coaker did not 
ask Mr. Foley to sing a paean of 
praise to them. As for my stand on 
the Prohibition question, permit me 
to state that I consulted with leaders 
of both parties and was informed that 
the question was not a party one, and 
as such a civil servant might take it 
up.

at 75 shillings. Ab I understand that 
stocks in dealers hands are very 
small, the prices of all the recent 
provisionals should rise steadily. So 
far I have not seen any mention of 
the narrow setting of the 3c. on 15c. 
or of the missing bar variety of the 
3c. on 35c. It is doubtful if there are 
more than 1000 copies of the latter 
variety in existence, and it ought 
thereforè to fetch quite a good price. 
An English dealer, I notice, was of­
fering the ’‘Postage Paid” envelopes 
at 20 shillings each. If collectors 
here had only realized that there 
would be a demand for these they 
could have obtained. all 'they wanted 
at 2 cents each as no restrictions 
were placed on them. It is very 
doubtful, however, if philatelists will 
consider them collectable as although 
doing duty as postage stamps, by. ho 
manner of means can they be so halt­
ed. I think that several months will 
elapse before the market price of any 
of our new provisionals will become

Ever Offered in St. John’s
supply of on^i cent stamps became 
exhausted, and Newfoundland was 
forced to use provisionals for the 
first time in its postal history. After 
some little discussion it was finally 
decided that the stamp to be sur­
charged would be the three cents 
grey-lilac of 1890 of which there was 
an enormous remainder. A number of 
these stamps were sent down to the 
Royal Gazette office so that various 
methods of surcharging might be 
tried, and the most suitable selected. 
The surcharge was to be "One Cent” 
in ornamented capitals. Proofs in 
red and black were submitted, and 
the black was finally accepted. 100,000 
were ordered, and these were put in 
the press in sheets of fifty. In setting 
up the type .the printers discovered 
that they had only enough letters of 
the small ornamented type to set up 
forty stamps, so they were compelled., 
to use two other varieties of type for 
the other ten stamps of the sheet 
These two kinds of type were large 
ornamented and large unornamented. 
The first eight stamps of the last 
horizontal row are surcharged with 
the large ornamented type and the last 
two stamps with the large unorna- j 
mented.

Referring to 
the Persian position, he said ' that it 
was a part of the Governments defin­
ite policy to clear out of that country, 
but to have done it soon would have 
meant leaving 'Pei’sia completely to 
anarchy. The Turkish advance there 
was completely arrested, and it pre­
vented what might have developed in­
to a most menacing move against the 
British Empire, 
tke Anglo-Persian 
remarked that 
not ratified It naturally fell 
to the ground, but the responsibility 
would be with Persia. Britain has ac­
cepted a mandate for Mesopotamia, 
and hfcving accepted it they must dis­
charge their obligations in a .way 
worthy of the interests and. prestige 
of Britain in the East. In Palestine, 
said the Premier, reductions were be­
ing made. He hoped that whèn a set­
tlement was made in that quarter, it. 
would be made in such way whether 
in Palestine, Mesopotamia or Syria 
that it would be felt that European 
mandatories want to see right and 
justice done. Even at considerable ex­
pense they were right to break the 
baefc of the Arab rebellion. The Gov­
ernment claimed that they have done 
that, and now invited the House of 
Commons to give their- assent to the 
expense incurred. Their policy was, 
to proceed with the redemption of the 
pledges they had given to the Arabs, 
and to set up an Arab state and to re­
tire from Persia, so that we could dis­
charge the mandates cast on us by 
Treaty.

An interesting feature of the lebate 
was the maiden speech by General 
Townshend, defender of Kut, who was 
recently elected a member of the Com­
mons.

the most part desultory and spas­
modic. The enthusiasm so well in­
culcated had good results While the 
publicity was on, but when the pa­
pers gradually dropped the propa­
ganda, the public soon forgot and re- 
lasped back again into indifference to 

I the great necessity of buying home- 
made- goods whenever procurable.

When the exhibition of 'local-made* 
articles was held here a few years 
ago, excellent results followed for 
a year or so, and the home-made pro­
ducts had such a run that the manu­
facturers *egan to believe the change 
was lasting and had come to stay. 
This, however, was not the case, and 
the fault is to be laid at the door of 
the manufacturers themselves.

The publishing of a newspaper is 
a business proposition. Just the same 
as the making of boots, shoes, cloth­
ing, or any other commodity. The 
difference being the commodity that 
the newspaper has to sell, is space in 
its columns, and it is the revenue de­
rived from selling this space that 
furnishes the necessary income to 
keep the paper running. Considerable 
.space has been devoted free the past 
few weeks to advertise the home­
made product. Tlils was done in the 
interests of the vast majority of in­
dustrial workers who derive their 
living from the local factories; but it 
is as reasonable to expect papers to 
continue their free advertising, as it 
would be to expect the Boot and Shoe 
Factory, or the Clothing Factory, or 
any of the factories to give away 
their articles free of charge.

After all is said and done, the 
shareholders in the local industries 
are the ultimate gainers in the long 
run. Increased sales mean to them 
increased dividends, and, whilst the 
papers are perfectly willing to run 
a campaign for the benefit of the 
employees and the public at large, we 
think that the manufacturers should 
jje prepared tP bear their share of the 
expenses and should back up the et- 
•forts already made by a continuance 
of the campaign in the Newfoundland
