When the firsPcbtid was taken ill, it was 
thought to be in a fit ot convulsions un­
til some of the root was seen, one child 
after another falling as if it had been 
knocked on the head with a hammer,and 
all stretching out, turning their eyes and 
twisting just as if in a fit of fallen sick­
ness. Medical aid hav:ng been procured 
they are all recovering.

Guelph Township Connell.
This Connell met on Monday, the 18th 

inst. W. Whitelaw, Esq., Reeve, in the 
chair ; members all present. The minutes 
of last meeting were read and confirmed. 
Tenders were then opened for the erec­
tion of a new brige over the river at Mr. 
Short reed’s, and a culvert adjoining the 
bridge near Leslie’s Corner. The tenders 
accepted were : for the bridge, George H. 
Carter, to do the whole work: for the sum 
of $777 ; and Metcalf & Kennedy, for the 
culvert, $51, and filling to it, 20c. per yd. 
Application was made on behalf of Wm. 
Murphv, proprietor of the York Road Inn 
to be allowed to change the name of the 
Inn to that of the “ Rifle Range Inn,” 
which was granted. Mr. James Crosby 
was present and laid an account before 
the Council, charged against him foria 
case of appeal entered in Court against 
the legality of the By-law of this munici­
pality tor the regulation of Taverns. Mr 
Hobson moved, sec. by Mr. Darby, that 
James Crosby be allowed his expenses in­
curred in defending the legality of the 
Tavern By-law of this township, out of 
the fines imposed by the magistrates in 
the case of Crosby vs. Powell. Two cer­
tificates were presented from Wm. Phln 
and H. H. Swinford. J.P.’s, the first on 
behalf of Joseph Morgan, that he had 
three sheep killed by dogs and has been 
unable to discover the owner of the dog 
or dogs ; loss $16 ; the second was from 
Patk. Keleher for the loss of two sheep in 
same manner, $10. The Reeve read a 
petition from John Rennie and 24 others, 
ratepayers in School Sec. No. 4, complain­
ing that the bounds of such Section is too 
limited, and soliciting the Council to take 
such steps for enlarging the section as 
they may consider most advisable. The 
petition was laid over for future consider­
ation. The Clerk was instructed to notify 
Archd. Thomson to remove from off the 
line of road on the 7th con., Div. C, with­
in twenty days, otherwise proceedings 
will be taken to enforce the removal. Mr 
Chr. Swindeman was appointed a Path- 
master on the townline between Guelph 
and Waterloo. Mr Benham, with leave 
granted, introduced a By-law for appoint­
ing a Collector for the current year, and 
the amount of remuneration for the same. 
Said By-law passed its several readings, 
the blanks filled up in Committee of the 
whole, appointing Leonard Harland col­
lector, and accepting his offer to collect 
the taxes for the sum of $100 for the cur­
rent year. The Council then proceeded 
to make out the instructions for Path- 
masters. and the Clerk was requested to 
forward the same to the several Path- 
masters without delay. The Clerk was 
instructed to notify Thoe. Nesbit, Path- 
master, that Sam. McCuan was to be al­
lowed to perform < his labor on his own 
road. The Council then adjourned till 
Monday, 22nd June.

Thursday, 21et.—Messrs. Massie.Hors- 

man, W. McOurryrDay, G.& A. Hadden, 
Jackson & Hallct, Sharpe, John A. Wood, 
Carrol, Lewis and Wm. Stewart appeared 
before his Worship this morning to an­
swer to a charge of obstructing tne side­
walk with merchandise. They were fined 
$1 each, and costs, with the exception of 
Mr. Day and Mr. Lewis. The case 

! against the latter was adjourned until 
to-morrow in order that witness might 
be produced for the defence. The magis­
trate reserved judgment in the case of the 
former. One or two of the parties paid 
the fines under protest and expressed 
their determination to appeal. His Wor­
ship made the remark, that the appeal 
had to be made within four dayfe, and 
then it was no use except the by-law 
could be eat aside in the meantime, wl ’ch 
was scarcely possible.

Sam’l Given was charged by Constable 
Marriott w 1th being drunk and disorderly. 
The prisoner belongs to Chatham, when 
he is at home, and had c une down here 
to get work. He was let off with a 
caution.

Grey Assizes.
There were several Interesting cases 

tried at the lafci. sitting of the Cfourt of 
Assize for the County of Grey. Among 
them we notice the following:—Coulson 
vs. Liverpool & London & Globe Insurance 
Company—This was an action brought 
by Mr. J. P. Coulson, ofOwen Sound to 
recover $2,600, the amount of a policy of 
insurance on a building in OU Springs, 
destroyed by fire on the 24th of July last. 
The defence set up was that proper notice 
of claim had not been given, and that the 
building was burnt through the procure­
ment of the plaintiff. One Fenton is at 
present expiating in the Penitentiary the 
crime of having set fire to the building, 
and he being produced as a witness swore 
that his incendiary labour hai been pur­
chased by* Elias Smith, who paid him 
therefor $50, and it was Coulson’s will 
that the hotel should be destroyed. Smith 
was previously tried for inducing Fenton 
to burn the house and was acquitted. He 
also gave evidence, and swore that Coul­
son never asked h<m to employ any person 
to set fire to the house, and never gave 
him money to fee an incendiary. The 
jury returned a verdict for plaintiff of 
$2,500 with interest.

The Queen vs. John McMastev.— 
The prisoner was put upon his trial charg­
ed with the murder of John Moore, in the 
township of Normanby, on the 23rd of 
January last. Moore’s wife was at the 
prisoner’s house sick, and the former com­
ing late at night to the door, drunk and 
outrageous, the latter shot him in the 
thigh, a few inches below the groin, from 
which wound he soon after died. The 
verdict was manslaughter, and the pun­
ishment two years’ imprisonment in 
Penitentiary.

The Queen vs. Stephen Boakes.— 
Prisoner was charged with bigamy. He 
was married on the 18th of June, 1861, in 
Egremont, to Mary Ann Pett. He had 
another wife about forty years older than 
himself, living at that time and living 
still. The second wife said she was in­
duced to marry him bv Boakes* mother. 
She promised to give her some cups and 
saucers, a calf and feather bed, hat did not 
get them. He appears to be an innocent, 
or thick witted sort of fellow ; and when 
the jury found him guilty they recom­
mended him to mercy, and he was sent to 
gaol for a month.

The Queen vs. Samuel A. Jones.— 
This was the notorious “ Derby murder” 

The prisoner was indicted for the 
murder of Anthony Ford, of the township 
of Derby, on the 22nd of October last.— 
The facts were these : The brother of the 
deceased came from North Dumfries to 
Derby in the fall of 1864 ; settled on a lot 
belonging to Dr Manley ; deceased came 
up and settled with his brother on lot 14. 
He came up 1865 and remained there 
till his death. Ford and his brother built 
a house on their lot, and had just finish­
ed removing their furniture to it. De­
ceased was driving a yoke of oxen'with a 
wagon, and had taken the last load of 
furniture to the house, and had then dri­
ven past the house to a sandpit for a load. 
While in the wagon going there, about 
11 o'clock in the morning, he was shot 
from behind and died afterwards of the 
wound. He made an affidavit j ust before 
his death, but as the murderer was dis­
guised by an oilcloth over his face, he was 
unable to identify him. He did riot even 
suspect any one. There was a difficulty 
between deceased and prisoner about 
some girls, and a threatening letter had 
been sent to the former some time previ­
ously in, it is supposed, the handwriting 
of the latter, and anonymous letters to 
the fathers of two young girls u ith whom 
Ford boasted of being on terms of crimi­
nal intimacy. Some of the ablest coun­
sel in this part of the Province were em­
ployed on both sides, and the interest was 
intense. The case was concluded on Sa­
turday, the 16th inst. Mr. Harrison made 
an able speech in the prisoner’s defence,

They have beyond pli dubi­
tation sufficient reason, in the experience 
of 1866, to cause them to dread a repeti­
tion of the raid two years after date. So 
sincerely do the villagers believe in the 
probabiV ties of another re id that they 
have actually commenced to h'bemate in 
a season when all others excepting the 
Niagariens, are opering their eyr j pre- j 
paratory to going to work to do some- 
tl ’ng for themselves and country.

The Queen’s Birthday.—The gene­
ral committee appointed to make prepara- 
tionsjor the celebration of the Queen’s 
birthday met last night. The collectors 
handed in the results of the'r day’s labor 
and the subscription was a very hand­
some one, to be obtained on such short 
notice, and evinced the loyal feelings of 
the people. The final arrangements w-U 
not be made until to-night, when nearly 
all that can be collected will have been 
taken up, and it can be definitely settled 
how much money can be applied towards 
a particular object. In the meantime $75 
have been appropriated for prizes for 
rifle shooting, $16 for boat races, and $30 
for athletic games. Committees have 
been appointed to superintend the several 
departments into wh'ch the amusements 
have been divided. A supplementary 
sum will ha added to the $50 granted by 
the Council for refreshments for the school 
children. We will be able to give the 
programme in detail to-morrow.

A Notorious Character K ; ..led.-

week in a dance house at Cheyenne, Da- 
cotah Territory, by a jealous rival for the 
favors of a courtezan. The weapon used 
was a six-shooter, and all the balls were 
lodged in Fa:rchild’s breast, kil15ug b4m 
instantly. The murderer was arrested. 
At the time of the Fenian rr!d Fairchild 
headed an independent gang of ruffians 
wliq came over from Buffalo to rob the 
stores and residences of the village, and 
was one of the party who perpetrated a 
murderous assault on a merchant there, 
who attempted to prevent the pillaging 
of l :s store.

An Ammunition Caron rrifTravels. 
—A telegram, from Ottawa says that on 
Friday a err load of ammunition from 
K’ngston reached Prescott Junction, 
under the escort of a sergeant of the 17th 
Regiment. On reaching the Junction, 
the escort stacked arms, entered Prescott, 
and went on a “ bust.” In the meantime 
the car was switched off the G. T., and the 
ammunition pWced on a car ot the Ottawa 
R. R., for transmission to this city. The 
train waited half an hour for the escort, 
who could not be found, and finally the 
err load was left in the track without 
any protection. Information reached 
Ottawa by the train of this state of things, 
and a detective officer was sent immedi­
ately to look after the ammunition and 
the. escort. Mr. O’Reilly, to whom the 
information waa communicated, gave it 
to Lord Alex. Russell, ^|gf the Rifle 
Brigade, Ottawa, who at onto telegraphed 
to the officer in charge of Fort Welling­
ton, who took charge of the ammunition, 
and sent it on with a proper guard on 
Saturday. It was rather a dangerous 
position for the Queen’s ammunitipn on 
the border, where Fenianism is especially 
active at the present moment.

The Journal du Havre says:—The 
American ship Mercury, known as the 
fastest sailer that visits this port, has 
just accomplished the quickest passage 
ever made by a sailing vessel between 
America and Europe. She left New 
York on the evening of April 9, and ar­
rived at Havre on the morning of the 
22nd, the passage thus occuping some 
hours over twelve days. The quickest 
generally extend to sixteen days.

An attempt 
was made to prevent him from visiting 
the homes of the parents of his pupils, but 
be claimed the right to go wherever he 
was welcome. A planter named Jackson, 
finding him visiting some of the hands 
one evening, grossly Insulted and abused 
him and ordered him sway. Jackson 
met him in a neighboring store the next 
evening, and made an assault upon him.

Mr Mackenzie said the Bill appropri­
ated the large sum of sixteen millions of 
dollars, and had a few words to say cn 
some of the topics which this large ap­
propriation suggested. The Government 
asked and obtained in the early part of 
the session a vote of credit, and they 
had sought to impose this on the House 
as an excuse of covering every doubtful 
item in the estimates afterwards, but the 
principal objection he had to the sup­
plies voted this year was the manner in 
which a very large proportion of what 
was to be the future debt of the country 
had been created. They had by their leg­
islation this session created the whole of 
the debt necessary for the Intercolonial 
Railway, amounting certainly to not less 
than twenty millions, and it implied a 
prospective increase of several millions 
more. If a certain course was adopted 
with reference to that work, he could 
not too earnestly impress upon the 
House and Government the necessity of 
having that expenditure devoted not to 
the interest of any particular section, 
but towards creating a highway in the 
most advantageous position, geographi­
cally, in the interest of all parts of the 
Dominion. In Ontario, the Province 
which would have to pay more than half 
tho entire outlay on the work, they want­
ed the shortest route to the ocean, which 
would give them the choice of ports, if 
necessary, and enable them to connect 
with the two great lines now intersecting 
the Lower Provinces, and reach St. John 
or Halifax as they pleased. The people 
of Ontario and of the whole Dominion 
would hold the Government strictly re­
sponsible for the use they might make of 
the extraordinary power conferred on 
them by the vote ot this house in 
the early part of the present session. 
With regard to the fortifications and 
exp onditure he also deeply regretted the 
course pursued by Government. In mov- 
:ug ngpinst that course as he did, he fully 
anticipated that the old cry would be 
raised against him that he was urging a 
policy which would have a disastrous 
effect on our connection with the mother 
country. This had always been the cry 
agpinst those who ventured to differ from 
the policy of the Government on the 
question of defence. He believed, how­
ever, the people of the country were fully 
competent to judge for themselves as to 
the course wkWi ought to be pursued in 
erecting fortifications, or in any other 
manner affecting the military defences 
of the country. The extraordinary votes 
that had been given for these purposes 
would, before all the works were com­
pleted for fortifications and railways, im­
posé, beyond all doubt, upon the country 
au additional burden of from 30 to 40 
millions, and he did not .choose, even at 
this late period of the session, to allow 
the supply bill to pass without entering 
his solemn proi it against the manner 
in which the Government had sought to 
conduct our financial affairs, and bad ot 
tained exclusive jurisdiction without any 
reference to the Parliament of the entire 
expenditure of this enormous sum of 
money. He had also to complain that 
while this large amount had been voted 
for railways and for fortifications, the 
Government had not sought in any way 
to put one farthing in the estimates in 
order to open up the great north-west 
territory, on which we must depend for 
acquiring a large population. It might 
be answered that there was no use ask­
ing a vote of money for this purpose until 
we had succeded further in our negotia­
tions with the Imperial Government ; but
