It is not pro-
bable that our Government will withdraw
its case. After Mr Gladstone’s speech,
yesterday, it will be hard for the British
Government to abido.by the Arbitration.
Both sid Parliament are working so
earnestl tory that neither will dare
to take a ion which could be called
un-English. We can only assure our
excited cousins that this is a watter
which concerns them infinitely more than
it does us.

“ One rosult of the incident is worth
noticing, as confirming the view we have
taken. We suggested, some days ago,
that one object of tho English clamor
might be to influence European public
opinion against us, and thus indirectly
bear upon the decision of the Arbitra-
tors. If this bo so, the attempt has
failed. The  Allyemeine itung of
Augsburg  severely  critic the
violent tone of the English Press;
and the Neue Freie Presse of Vienna de-
| nounces this pretension of England to
| make herself at once party and judge in

the snit. These are two of the most in-

fluential journals of Germany and Austria,

He then proceeded to deal with the chief
sources of expenditure, as shown in the
estimates. The largest amonnt required
was for our public institutions, Amount
expended on Central Prison $10,025, he
asked for a vote of $200,432 necessary to
complete contracts entered into, Lon-
don Lunatic Asylum expended $311,003,
vote asked for $36,195. Deaf and Dumb
Institute expended $90,215 ; vote asked
for $14,350. Brantford Blind Asylum
expénded $69,318 ; vote asked for $33,-
387. ‘Toronto Lunatic Asylum expended
on capital account $184,037 ; vote asked
for to complete the buildings $5,000.
Penetanguishene Reformatory expended
$12.080 ; vote asked for $1,919. Agri-
culvural College and Farm expended $47,-
350 ; vote asked for $97,424. The $47,-

had been expended chiefly upon the
purchasing of the land, and $97,424 was
required to complete the contracts enter-
ed into, and supply articles needed ac-
cording to the estimate. For the school
of Technology there was expended $38,-
529.36, and a further sum was required
to complete it of $11,470.66. The Model
School expended $13.630 ; vote asked for
$3,318.  Government House expended
$105,222 ; further sum asked for $1,500.
He referred to the difficulty they were
placed in of being obliged to take votes
for the continuance of these projects,
without Leing able, in the short time
placed at their disposal, to mature a plan
for their manageent. His own im-
pression was that these institutions
would have been placed on a better foot-
ing had time been taken for deliberation,
and thoroughly competent plans been
prepared by the late Government, which
in several cases were not. The cost of
the maintenance of these public institu-
tions—he did not include the central
prisons, but the benevolent institutions
proper—was threatening to become, - be-
fore long, a serious tax upon the country.
These institutions, however, were nec-
essary,and the unfortunate classes who
are inmates must be provided for. The
charge on the public 8o imposed must. be
considered as requiring a large portion of
our revenue for the future. The cost of
their maintainance in 1869 was $146,702;
in 1870 it was $157,947 ; in 1871 it was
$171,401. And we were obliged this
year to take a vote—as we had
one new institution—of $208,921.
Before leaving the subject of charitable
institutions, he desired to refer to that
class which comprised hospitals, houses
of industry, and institutions for the indi-
gent poor. We were voting for this pur-
pose an annual sum of $42,000. He
thought the proper way to do was to
form some plan by which aid would be
given in a systematic way, the commun-
ity amongst which these institutions
were established contributing their share.
The Government, during the recess,
would endeavour to mature some plan
by which they could come to the House
and ask it to do justice to the different
benevolent institutions throughout the
country. Withregardto the next item—
that of Education—it would be observed
that the Government had increased the
vote over that of last year. He proposed
to explain the reasons for that increase.
The chief item under tlw head was an
increase of twelve and a-half per cent.
upon the usual grant for distribution
among ordinary schools. The late Gov-
ernment last year asked $175,000. The
present Government asked $200,000 for
the same purpose.  The item for High
Schools were $2,000 larger than the vote
of last year. For publi¢ school -inspee-
tion, the Government asked a vote of
$26,550, instead of $22,000, the vote of
last year. For colonization roads the
Government asked $97,000. The Gov-
ernment asked $79,700 ; for immigration
purposes $80,000. The Governuent had
felt that it was extremely desirable to
adopt some plan whereby we‘could direct
a larger stream of immigration into the
country, We wanted more of tho agri-
cultural clags. The Government intend-
ed toreach this class by means of local
socities, and by the distribution of so
much per head. The actual mode of
arrangement had not as yet been decided
on, but would be explained on a future

Mr. Scott traced the history of the
Common School Lands, from the time
when they were set apart, 1849, for edu«
cational purposes, under an Act of Parlia-
ment. He then moved the resolutions.

Mr. Blake said that he believed it was
for the material interests of both Ontario
and Quebec that these redvetions shounld
be made. He quite agreed with the
opinicns expressed last year, by gentle-
men on the opposite-side, that it might
be imprudent to do anything that might
affect the award. And so the Govern-
ment proposed to make the abatements
out of the consolidated revenue to the
extent to which Ontario itself was inter-
ested.

The House discussed the resolntions

till the recess,after which the debale was
resnmed, which continued for some time,
after which the five resolutions were
carried and reported without amendment.
Mr. McKellar moved the House into
Committee of the whole to consider the
following resolution :—
“That it shall be lawful for the Lieu-
tenant-Governor in Council to direct the
payment out of the consolidated revenue
of the sum of not less than dollars,
to the County Inspector of Schools, for
every Mechanics’ Institute which he may
iuspect and rcport upon to the Commis-
sioner of Agriculture.”

_ Mr McKellar then moved his resolu-
tions giving further encouragement to
the draining of swamp and wet lands.
He explained the difierent clauses, after
which the House went into Committee,
and the resolutions were reported with-
out amendment., The House then ad-
journed.

Steamship Run into at Liverpool.
FIVE PASSENGERS DROWNED.

The steamship Colorado, which sailed
for Liverpool on the 7th for New York,
when just outside the Mersey, was ran
into with great violence by the steamship
Arabian, inward bound. The Colorado
received severe damage, and was rum
ashore to prevent her sinking in deep
water with all on board. The Arabian,
which was comparatively uninjured, res-
cued all the passengers of the Colorado
except five in the steerage, who, it is sup-
posed, jumped overboard in the panic
which followed the shock of the collision,
and were lost. The -passengers were
brought back to Liverpool, where they
will be transferred to another steamer.
The Colorada grounded off Crosby at the
mouth of the Mersey, where she lies full
of water.

Caxana SourHERN RarLway.—A bill to
confer further corporate powers on the
Canada Southern Railway Company was
before the Railway €Commiittee on Tues-
day. The bill asks for power to the com -
pany to build branch lines from some
point in the township of Eniskillen to
some point on the St Clair River, in the
township of Sarnia ; from some point in
the county of Kent to Chatham ; from
gome point in the county of Elgin to Lon-
don, and from some point in the county
of Norfolk to Woodstock. Kach branch
was put to the committee separately,and
all were carried unanimously except the
proposition to build a branch to London.
Upon this proposition there was consider-
able debate.
