St. Petersburg, June 23.—A leading 
Russian military expert, reviewing the

Liaoyang, June 22.—Speaking of the 
details of the fighting of June 15 and 
16, a correspondent of the Associated 
Press who was present at the battle 
of Vafangow says the work of the Rea 
Cyoss attending to xhe wounded under 
fire was beyond all praise. A fced 
Cross assistant was killed and another 
wounded. The Tobolsk battalion saved 
the last hospital train from Yafangow 
by throwing itself between the train 
and & superior force of Japanese and 
by holding off the enemy wuile the 
tram steamed out under a heavy fire, 
hire burned the Red Cross a\ Vafan­
gow, destroying almost all of the sup­
plies of the sisters or mercy and much 
Hospital supplies.

St. Petersburg, June 22.—The de­
spatch from Liaoyang dated June 
praising the work of the Red Cross 
the Vafangow battle, disposes of the 

New Chwang that Liaoyang 
had been captured by.the Japanese on 
June 20. Tlie-authorities have no news 
of fighting in that region, though there 
is a probability of an encounter having 
taken place in the neighborhood of Hai- 
chieng.

Liaoyang, June 22.—(Delayed 
Transmission.)—The 1 Japanese army 
base at Siuyen is evidently strongly es­
tablished along a line from Kaichau 
to Yeutai. Rumors of a battle north­
east of Kaichau are evidently ineqr- 
rect. The Japanese this'week advanced 
to a point "sixteen miles east of Kai­
chau, but retired. It is presumed that 
General Oku is now advancing to the 
north by the way of Fuchau and the 
coast road, thus enabling him to obtain 
provisions from the sea.

Spectators at the battle of Vafangow 
claim to have seen, on oue occasion, 
three horsemen appear on a hill, one 
of whom, according to a Russian offi­
cer, resembling either a British or an 
American attache, fell from his horse 
when the Russians fired, and was evi­
dently killed.

The battle of Vafangow almost ex­
actly resembled the battle of Stone 
river, near Murfeersboro, in 1862, dur­
ing the American civil war. The Rus­
sians abandoned their guns and the 
Japanese pursued them for twelve 
hoars, bivouacking at nightfall in the 
position held by the Russians on the 
preceding day..

After placing outposts, the main body 
of the Japanese then retired towards 
the sea. it is supposed, for the purpose 

• of obtaining a frçsh supply of muni-

Chinese arriving from points on 
the Liaotung peninsula say that firing, 
is not heard as frequently. They say, 
ho,wever, that skirmishes, the result of 
which they do not know, occurred ou 
June 14th, 17th and 20th.

AH Evidence Points to Useless 
ness of the Life Preservers

Forty Thousand Dollars Now In 
Hands ot the Relief 

Committee.

New York, June 23.—Capt. Edward 
Van wort, senior pilot ot the Slocum, 
saiu ne was m the pilot house t*with 
his assistant, Weaver, ana Capt. Van 
Schaick, wuen a voice called up turougu 
the tube that the boat was on tire.

He had not given the signal for 
the fire drill this season. Reuben H. 
ludor, who assisted in the work o 
rescue, first saw the Slocum just oL 
the Sunken Meadows’ buoy. Her bow 
was enveloped in smoke. With a com­
panion he put out to the burning steam­
er, but before he reached her she was 
all aflame forward and the water was 
thick with bodies.

Did any of them have life preserv­
ers on ? ’ asked Mr. Garvin.

“Four or five of the corpses had. I 
have one I picked up. It is full of 
powdered cork, and is so rotten 1 iflill- 
ed it to pieces with my finger nail," 
said Tudor. He promised to send tlie 
life preserver he referred to to the dis­
trict attorney’s office.

Much of the testimony offered nt thp
dnte^?hn*i8eSSi0n,i— the jnQuest had to 
•do with the condition of the life ure-
servers. Almost without exception Pthe 

ii,°5 th,e w‘tnesses were to tlie ef­
fect that they were of little value. 
Many instances were given where tu. 
straps attached to the life belts broke 
easily when subjected to strain and the 
canvas covering was torn and filling of 
granulated cork released. Numerous 
witnesses testified that quantities ot the 
granulated cork were seen floating on 
the surface ot the water iu the vicinity 
of the burning steamer while the work 
of rescue was going on. Joseph F. 
Gaffney, chief engineer of North 
Brother island, told of seeing a small 
boy float safely to shore with the aid 
of one of the life belts. A moment 
later he saw a woman floating on a 
life preserver and then the life pre­
server parted and floated !way from 
her and she sank. He did not see her 
again.

In a paper entitled “Lobar Pneumoni 
a Secondary Disease, Preventable an- 
<Jontrollable by Physical and Dieteti 
Methods,” which he read at a recen 
meeting of the Clinical Society of th 
School of Physical Therapeutics, Drj 
Morris W. Brinkmaun of New York adi 
vauced a theory as to the origin of pneu­
monia, and advocated treatment therefor 
radically different from the usual theor­
ies and treatments. The paper will be 

\ published in Germany and the United 
-States next month in two medical jour­
nals.

The theory in brief is that pneumonia 
Is directly due to disorders of the ab- 

A dominai organs, which cause undue up- 
/** ward pressure of the diaphragm and 

consequently result in impeded respira­
tion. The cure of the resulting pneu­
monia, according to Dr. Brinkmaun, de-i 
peuds upon restoring the affected ab­
dominal organs to normal conditions.

Ih support of his contention Dr. 
Brinkman points to his experience in 
dealing with pneumonia along the lines 
suggested in his treatment, and he de­
clares that by the methods advocated 
f>7 him he has succeeded in reducing a 
high mortality rate to nothing.

Dr. Brinkmann’s theory of pneumonia 
is stated thus:

“The associated conditions noted in 
acute lobar pneumonia were great dis­
tension of either stomach or intestines, 
or both together, with or without en­
largement of the liver or spleen or both. 
The importance of these conditions will 
be seen in considering the etiology of 
pneumonia, after studying the anatomi­
cal and physiological arrangement of 
the respiratory apparatus.

“The lungs are limited in their move­
ments in all directions by certain bound- 
auiesi obstacle to full expansion of
the lung is an abnormal state of the 
respiratory as well as to the circulatory 
mechanism.

“The limit of compensation is, liow- 
ever, reached when the individual can 
no longer make a sufficient number of 
respirations to overcome the deficiency 
in cubic inches per respiration.

“The air entering the lungs at each 
inspiration and leaving with each ex­
piration, the so-called tidal air, is in con­
tra-distinction to the air remaining in 
the. lungs in excess of this, called the re­
serve and residual air.

“Tli£ difficulty in breathing is approxi­
mately developed as follows: When the 
capacity of the throat is so reduced that 
the tidal air no longer can be held, the 
reserve air must do full duty, necessi­
tating labored respiration. Upon still 
greater deficiency of air capacity through 
lack of space, the residual air is me­
chanically forced out, and gasping res­
piration results.

Very often when the physician orders 

raw eggs to be given to the patient the 
nurse experiences the greatest difficulty 
in pursuading the invalid to take them. 
In some cases the thought of swallow­
ing a raw egg causes nausea in itself; 
many make an effort to “down them,” 
and when they are half swallowed find 
the task too difficult. The nurse# is 
tempted to give up iu despair When 
again the physician declares “this pa­
tient must have raw eggs, somehow, 
in some form, at least once a day.”

The fact is, that while one patient

‘spiral spring” that holds the yolk and 

white together, and is apt to make a 
raw e8g drink stringy. Now fill up 
the glass and add the egg white and 
then pass the egg nog rapidly from one 
large glass to another. If brandy, rum 
or whisky is to be added, stir the given 
quantity into the milk and rub the 
edge of the glass with a bit of lemon. 
A small bit of the peel can float on the 
top. where it will remove any odor of 
raw egg that may prove disagreeable. 
If a large quantity of liauor is to be 
used it is well to add a little charged 
water to the milk, and, in any case, 
many a patient can take a raw egg 
nourishment . when a little charged 
water is used in making who would re­
fuse it when made of milk alone. Hot 
egg nog is made by scalding the milk, 
and after beating the white to a stiff 
froth, stirring in the yolk, and pouring 
thq hot milk over all, stirring the egg 
constantly, so as to keep it liquid. Toss 
back and forth from tumbler to tum­
bler and serve either hot or cold.

Qn no account are the yolks and 
whites of eggs to be beaten together 
for any of these recipes; eggs are more 
easily digested when beaten separately, 
and the difference in flavor is easily 
perceptible to a trained or a capricious 
apnetite.

Eggs and claret—Beat the whites 
and yolks of two eggs separately, mak­
ing the whites very, very stiff. Add to 
the yolk, stirring carefully all the time, 
two wiueglassfuls of claret or sherry 
or port. _ When albumen is ordered for 
an invalid, as in the cane of consump­
tives, it is easily made at home by 
evaporating the water from the whites 
Of eggs. Scald a large flat platter 
with water so hot that it soon dries on 
the plate. When the platter cools 
spread over it enough egg whites to 
just cover it; set in a cool oven until 
all the water has evaporated and the 
albumen dries. If the oven is too hot 
the egg whites will simply cook or co­
agulate instead of drying as they 
should. When properly done the albu­
men looks like bits of gelatine, and it 
is easily broken^ into pieces and placed 
in a jar, where it is kept until ready to use.

The same general remarks that apply 
to all catering for invalids, apply to the 
serving of raw eggs.

Use the thinnest of glasses for the 
egg mixtures, and always rub the edge 
of a glass with a bit of lemon peel, or 
orange if the lemon is not at thand, for 
a raw egg is apt ta have an unpleas­
ant odor. Add the seasoning and flavor­
ing with a sparing hand, and, if the 
patient is apt to be “finicky,” allow 
him to add these for himself, carrying 
in a little of each in a small saucer on 
the side of the tray. Use only distilled 

: water in preparing anything that re­
quires water, for the best that can be 
obtained is none too good for one who 
is ill. It is needless to say that the 
silvèr used should be bright, and wash­
ed just before using, so it will be im­
maculate; it takes but a moment to 
scald and dry spoons, knives and forks, 
and then one is sure they have no un­
pleasant odor.

Vancouver is one of the great rev- 
eneue-producing ports in the Dominion 
under, this tar. All vessels entering 
this port foreign are required to pay 
the tax which, amounts to 2 cents per 
registered ton. Vessels of less than a 
hundred tons register must pay the 
tax once every year, and vessels of over 
a hundred tons register must pay the 
tax three times a year. Inly vessels 
foreign, whether British or foreign, are 

ifed to. pay i„e tax, coasting ves­
sels being exempt, and vessels of the 
latter class do not enjoy the privileges 
of the tax fund.

In the case of the Empress Oriental 
liners for instance; they are running 
regularly between Vancouver and the 
Orient and are of over a hundred tons 
register, and therefore are assessed the 
tax three t.mes, each vessel having to 
pay about (til thrice a year.

So far the steamship companies and 
owners of other vessels doing business 
in Vancouver have never complained of 
the tax, but it is just possible that now 
Montreal has started the ball rolling 
some action may be taken locally to 
have, the tax repealed.

SUB-CELLAR FIRE.

Fifty New York Firemen Overcome ip 
Fight With Flames Yesterday.

New York, June 29.—Nearly fifty 
firemen were overcome, four of them 
probably fatally, by smoke and flamea 
at a fire that broke out today in the 
sub-cellar of the double five storey 
brick building at Nos. 483 and 4S5 
Broadway, extending through to Mer- 

street. Half a hundred employees 
? were driven from tbe building and the
