A Clock That Winds Itself Up,
The Journal of the Society of Arts says
In September last a new perpetual clock
was pat up at the Gare du Nord, Brus

wound up by a fan placed in a chimney,
As soon as it approaches the extreme
height of its course it actuates a brake,
which stops the fun; and the greater the
tendency of the fan 10 revolve so much
the more strongly the brake acts to pre-
vent it.

The clock is
usually made to work for twenty-four hours
after being wound up, so as to provide for
any temporary stoppage, but by the ad-
dition of a wheel or two it may be ‘made
to go for eight days after the cessation of
