\WWe made room with pleasure for the
Jetter of Corvus on the independence con-
troversy, but in doing so we have a few
words to say as to the manner in which
the discussion has so far been carried. It
is best that a thorough understanding be
arrived at, or there will be more of the
needlessly strong language which our cor-
respondent deprecates. Of course, if Col
Denison from the ‘loyalist point of view
heaps uncalled for abuse on those who can-
not agree with him, it will be impossible
to prevent the Independents from reply-
ing in kind, and Corvus knows perfectly
well that in this instance the gallant colonel
was the aggressor, Men of standing in
1he ccmmunity do not like to be described
j'y names which are uot applicable to
them, and whicl are used in an opprobious
sense. If the discussion is to be a good-
natured one, as it ought to  be, then Col.
Denison had better make a public apology
to the men he has offended, and we have
no doubt they will meet him half way.

Perhaps Col. Denison — and Corvus
also—ny think that no language is too
steong to apply to men who desire the in-
dependence of Canada, on the principle
that no terms are to be kept with a traitor.
If this is the view they hold, and if the
colonel continues to act on it we are likely
to have a lively time for the next few
months or years., Strong language on the
one side is-sure te provoke strong language
on the other, and personal insinuations
levelled by him against men as good ag
himeelf are sure to be hurled back with »
force which bodes ill for any particular
glass house that happens to shelter their
aathor, It is better that both sides
should regard the question as ome of
political expeaiency to be camly discussed
and deliberately settled. There need be
no passionate taunts, no coarse epithets,
no .caluminous insinuations. These are
not arguments, and they serve only to
disgust sensible people who want to get at
the truth.

If Col. Denison chooses to regard the
question as one which does not admit of
argument we have no fault to find with
him for taking this attitude, sqplong as he
does not replace argument by abuse. Mean-
while, he may expect the other side to go
on arguing it and we fully expect to see
the propaganda making numerous con
verts. If the loyalists do not want the
battle carried against them by default
they had better be up and doing, for the
cry of * Canadian independence” now
taken up by the young men of this coun-
try will not be dropped until the flag of
the dominion is replaced by the flag of &
nation. To paraphrase Col. Denison’s own
taunt, if he does not like the prospect he
can still live under ‘‘the flag that has
braved,” &c., by retiring to England—or
to the antipodes, if the Australasian col-
onies are not ahead of us in asserting their
complete independence.

The Chiaese in Teronto.

1t is one thing to do missionary work
among the Chinese who are already with
us, it is quite another thing to defend the
Chinese invasion of Canada, and to invite
more of the race to take np their abode
with us, These well-meaning people who
try to make good Sunday school scholars
of the yellow-faced country-men now in
Toronto are to be commended for their zeal
and self-sacrifice in the good cause, though
we greatly fear that the result will be
miserably small in proportion to the efforts
made, But advocating in the press and
on the platforms that more of the Chinese
should be allowed and even invited to
come in is a very different matter, Ad-
mitting that we have a christian duty to
perform towards the Chinese at our doors,
who may count a score or two in Toronto,
that does not mean we should invite hun-
dreds or thousands more to pile up the
burden of our obligations, Our duty to go
into all the world, China included, preach-
ing the gospel to every creature, iz clear
enough. But nowhere between the lids of
the sacred volume do we find anything
which can be construed to mean, in spirit,
that it is our duty to bring the heathen
into our own country for the purpose of
converting them.

There is present rcason for reiterating
these considerations, already so frequently
pressed in our columps, It is now beyond
(uegtrion that the Chinese opium den is
already an *‘ institution” in Toronto. How
do onr religious friends like the prospect?
Their plan is to raise John Chinaman up to

our level i but the greater probability is
that he will drag a good many of ourselves:
dowh to his. The cause of christianity has
far more to fear than to hope” from the ;
madness and folly of bringing the Chinese |
into our own country. I

Third Parties.

Several feeble and ill-considered attempts
have been made to establish in Canada a
third party by men who groaned beneath
the yoke of their own leaders, but who
saw nothing to be gained by exchanging
the tyranny of toryism for the tyranny of
gritism, or vice versa. This is the feeling
and position of many Canadians to-day.
They may object to the manifest corruption
of both the old parties, but if they go out
fcom these there is no place where they can
find standing room. The independent
tory can see no reason why he should
abandon the érrors of  toryism
to embrace those of gritism. The disgusted
grit naturally refuses to fly from ‘“ the
lilies and langours of virtue to the roses
and raptures of vice.” Blake’s want of
tact, warmth, breadth and policy, he
argues, is bad- enough, and.I am tired of
them; but Macdonald’s recklessness, cynic-
ism and contempt for the proprieties, are
worse. ‘‘A plague upon both their
houses.”

We have not overstated the situation.
We have but voiced the sentiments and
opinions of thousands of Canadians, chiefly
of the younger and better classes, who are
voiceless because leaderless. It seems im-
possible tor our leading men of either party
to get out of the ruts of place and pay.
What we require is & man of might like
Ben. Batler, to take the stump and smash
the party slates. It may be that Butler’s
object in founding a third party is to make
himself the party of the third part, but
whatever his motives his actions must do
good by shattering the political supersti-
tions of the past. Heretofore the ostensi-
ble or would-be leaders of a new Canadian
| party have failed either through bad - faith
or incapacity. A few weaklings are
still nibbling at the -idea of leader-
L ship, ‘but  they are  nob big
enough to swallow the bait. There
is no use in sending boys upon mens’
‘errands. The raw material of a Canadian
third party is forthcoming. There is great
dissatisfaction in the camps of both the old
political parties. The dissatisfied desire a
leader, and mourn because he is not. How
long shall it be thus?

It is with renewsd and aggravated feel-
ings of pain that we learn that the oldest
mason is dead again.

Too Much Excursion,

To the Editor of The World.

Sir: Allow me to expose through your
columns the outrage inflicted upon over
1200 misguided persons, who availed them-
selves of the ‘‘ cheap ” excursion to Buffalo
yesterday under the auspices of the
Emerald Benevolent association.

As may be seen by the bills, which still
decorate the walls of the city, the ‘‘ pat-
rons ”’—that is the word—of the enterprise
were promised ‘‘ten hours in Buffalo.” To

the disgust of all concerned, the excursion,
which left Toronto at 7.15 a.m., only a
quarter of an hour late, did not reach
Buffalo till 2.30 p.m. It having been an-
nounced to leave at 9 o’clock, the stay was
therefore only six hours and a half instead
of ten.

That, however, was not the worst of it.
Though the train started from the Erie
depot at about 9:15 the international rail-
way bridge was not crossed till after mid-
night. Theentire return railway journey
from Baffalo ‘to Port Dalhousie occupied
nearly four hours and the excursionists
were only ianded in this city at 5 30 a. m.
to-day.

There was outrageous mismanagement
somewhere, it would be interesting for the
victims to know whether the committee of
management or the Grand Trunk railway4
were to blame. If the latter,the committee
should demand damages for an apparent
breach of contract.

I took accasion while the train stood on
the bridge crossing the Niagara river, to
complain to a railway official of the in-
tolerable delay. His answer was that the
company was in no  way responsible, for
that one of the chief committeemen had
been cursing and swearing because the
train had started out on time, thereby
leaving behicd some 150 persons, for
whom it was then waiting to follow by
special train and the street cars to Black
Rock.

Surely it is about time that people in
Canada should learn that *‘time, tide,
and train” wait for no man. It is a little
too bad if over 1200 punctual persons
were punished in such an outrageous
manner to enable some particular friends
of the managers to carouse a little longer
in the saloons of Buffalo.

I for one think I got far too much cheap

LEPROSY IN NEW JERSEY.

Thousands of People Withdrawing Thelr
ratronage  from the Chinese Laun-
dries,

From the New York Trutlh.

There is much excitement among the
people of Jersey City and Hud#on countyy
owing to alarming reports of leprosy
among the Chinese laundrymen. It is
rumored that several of the worst cases
are secreted in cellars and back rocms of
these places and that there is danger to the
health of people wearing clothes washed at
these laundries.

There have been a number of cases
where people have contracted sores npon

the neck and body, but this is accounted
for by the fact that the Chinese use a
preparation of caustic soda to eat out the
dirt, and which also eats out the fabric in
a short time.
poisonous, and if any is left on the shirts
or collars is apt to create sores which are
hard to cure. ,This, in connection with
the leprosy fever, has caused thousands to
discontinue patronizing the Chinese and to
send their washing to regular established
lam(:idries where the vile compound is not
used. s

The Chinese do- not wash the clothes,
but simply place them ina tuband pour
on a quantity of the compound, and after
allowing it to stand. a certain length of
time, wring them out and dry them. This
process, it is said, i§ sure to leave some of
the poison mpon the clothes, which
makes it unsafe to place it upon ihe skin,
particularly if there should be any irrup-
tion. Leprosy does not always show upon
the face, and. the medical fraternity are
cognizant of several cases where the dread
disease has already appeared upon the
body. Its progress is slow, but finally
affects the entire system,

In doing up clothing the Chinamen have
a habit of filling the mouth with water and
blowing it over them. Should one of these
be affected with leprosy it might be trans-
mitted to the wearer, The matter causes
much comment, and if the Chinese do not
mend their ways and adopt a more Melican
style in the trapsaction of their business,
they will be obliged to turn their talents
in another direction.

- of it, saying that whenever he wanted to
stretch his legs he got out and walked for

a mile or two beside the train. The loco-

motives thereon now maintain as high. a

rate of speed as the best managed of our

Canadian- railways. At least a traveler

who took the afternoon 5 o'clock train

some two weeks ago. to catch one
of = the boats  of the Owen

Sound Steamship  company, found

himself slowly gliding out into the calm

waters of Owen Sound bay on board the
good ship Maguet, Pete McNabb captain,
at a few minsutes past 10 that night

The day had been hot and dusty, and the

_ cool breeze which stole in under ' the moon
from the expanse of Georgian bay was par-
ticularly refreshing to one jaded with the
moil and toil of eity life. I left my bag-
gage to take care- of itecif and made my
way to the forward deck. Here a few
passengers who bad got on earlier in the
day and had made their peace with the
pureer and got the steward to give them
the best state-room on the boat (every pas-
senger had the best state-room on the boat)
were seated about for the most part, look-
ing first onf the counterfeit presentment of
the starry skies on the bosom of the waters
and by a ‘atural progression up into the
blue vault itseli. Every one was pre-
ternaturally quiet, Auny conversation that
was carried oa was in whispers, and the pul-
sation of the boat’s mighty enginesand the
strife of the paddle-wheels amid the waters
were almost the only sounds that broke
the stillness. Even the most frivolous
have borne in on them a sense of awe when
their contemplation of ‘nature is confined
to two objects, the solemn waters and the
endless heaven, Straight ahead, that was
the only prospect before the little crowd
of watchers who < leaned on the rail
of the forward deck of  the Maguet and
the recult was silence. One by one the
gathering lessened until at midnight ¥
found myseif the sole occupantof the deck,
if the offiser of the watch and the wheels-
man be excepted. The. night still re-
maived calm and starry. Right before us
the seven stars of the Great Bear blazed in
the blue, and “this familiar con-
stellation told us that our barque
was  steadily and swiftly trav-
ersing the waves towards the
land of the polat star. With this reflec-
tion which was much assisted by the cool
breeze I went to bed.

The loud orders of the captain and the
grating of the rudder chains overhead
awakened me out of asleep so profound
that I could hardly believe the evidence
of my watch when I found its hands point-
ed to half past six  But nevertheless that
was the time, and the noise which had
disturbed me was occasioned by the
arrival and departure f oar vessel at Ciub
island, one of the mo:t p-omiuent fishing
stations in the northern lakes. It is
otherwise a rather insignificant island,
being covered with a stinted growth of
bushes and timber which while having no
commercial value hag yet high claims to
scenic heauty. It has also indisputable
claims to an ancient and fishlike
smell. The - next place we landed
at, Killarney, was as marked in the mat-
ter of scent as Club island. Here we had
our first view of the descendants of the
aboriginal inhabitants of this country. A
big Injun reccived the ‘‘line,” and as we
sailed in, a couple of boats filled with
squaws and papooses sailed out on a blue-
berry picking expedition. It wasobserved
that while the squaws tugged at the oar
and steered, their lords and masters lay
supine in the breeziest position, drawing
joy and nicotine out of black clay pipes.
The women are, for the most part, blowsy
females; some possess pleasing features,
while the gravity of their faces in repose
gives them an air of tender melancholy
which greatly assists the romantic-minded
in conceiving that they are an ill-used race,
across whose features the doom of
extinction and®oblivion in the near
future has cast its gloom. But the

ractical settier who bas got Mr,
g‘o‘s manner and customs down fine does
not take a romantic view of him or his sur-
roundings. The fact that hc owns large
tracts of the best land and does mot culti-
vate it alienates him from the sympathy of
his white brother.

Leaving Killarney the steamer ran for
Manitowaning, the largest white village
on the island of Manitoulin. Leaving
Manitowaning we touched at Little Cur-
rent, Spanish river, Gore bay and Algoma
Mills, see sawing across the North chan-
nel  through a perfect maze of
irlands. The day was mnov favorable
for seeing these at their  best
however. The wind blew pretty fresh
and at the close of the day, far as the
eye could reach the white caps were racing
along with angry speed. The margins of
the rocky islets were fringed with a lace
work of seething waters forming a savage
contrast to the dark-green tossing branches
of the low trees. The majority of our
passengers were sea-sick and looked very
miserable. Those whom=the ‘cradling’
did not effect enjoyed the diving and soar-
ing of the gallant ship. Algoma Mills,
Thessalon river and Bruce Mines were
oualied at in the order named, and at full
neon we sailed between the rugged banks
of the St. Mary river. The whole trip
up this gateway of the waters is a suc-
cession of beauties. Islands of all sizes,
ranging from bare rocks to bowers of green-
ery, rose before, behind and on each side
of us. At one time we were skirting al-

*+ most close enough to the solid rocks of the
river’s eternal banks to touch them, at the
néxt we plunged into the peaceful expanded
waters of Lake George. It is indeed a
psnorama of pature in all her works,
About tea time we ranged up the docks of
the Canadian Sault, but only a few min-
utes were spent there, the boat ben: ing
across the stream to the American Sault
on the other side.

There is something particularly humili-
ating to a utilitarian Canadian in a com-
parison of these places. Iu the -one the
lethargy and Acadian calm; in the other
hustle und bustle, the world and the devil.
The Canadian boats invest cents in milk
and ice on the Canada ride but they invest
dollars in coil and all other expensive

tion and skilled labor, but at present the
desolation of rock, of air undis-
turbed but by the sea-gull’s wing,
and of the terrible silence that nature
asks for her most secret works seems to
puta bar upon every labor but that of
her own wondrous alchemy. Here indeed
she holds her court. We went ashore at
a little landing pace, called Gros Cap.

No careless pen can
describe the utter lonelitess of the scene
presented, and this acting on the ideas
engendered on the last days of a holiday
trip produced a feeling of ‘““end of all

In a trip like this the difficuly is to re-
cord even the meagrest incident, and as
that is impossible it were better to waste a
few lines on the benefits accruing toa
passenger on such a journey. One of
these is an escape from the hot and dusty
city to aland where overcoats are at a
premium, and where a hatful of dust takes
the form of an island.
