A proposition had been advanced to add
anew fire.proof wing to the present build-
ings for the uss of the crown lands depart-
ment, The scheme was not practical,
however; the contrast between the
‘new addition and. the buildings now
occupied would put the latter to
ridicule, . notwithstanding the annual
expenditure of some $25,000 that
was laid out on repairs. With regard
to the site proposed, the onme in the
Queen’s park was of the most acceptable
character and could be secured without
the outlay of one dollar. The province
(to which it belongs) could use it for any
purpose at discretion. If selected, he
conld -guarantee the finest site in the coun-
try. The expenditure of $750,000 could
be met in this way. The property at
present ocupied could be disposed of at
the least-at $300,000. The property in
connection with the legislative buildings,
situated néar the asylum, ia valued at
$150,000; thus $450,000 could be raised
without a single effort. The balance, $300,-
000, could be taken out of the funds owed
by the dominion government, which sum
would be at the disposal of the province

Mr. McCarthy's Carriers by Lamd Bill—
Centrifugal Butter-Making.

Orrawa, March 18,—A meeting of the
committee on railways and canals was held
this forenoon, An act to incorporate the
Fredericton and St. Mary's railway and

also reported. This bill provides for the

building of a road from Regina, on the Can-
adian Pacific, to a point near Prince Albert.
Mr, McCarthy’s bill, intitaled ‘‘carriers
by land,” was next proceeded with. Mr,
Abbott held that the act was unconstitu-
tional, in so far as they had alaw in Que-
bec for which was quite
contrary to the ome in q n, . Mr,
Davies did not see why there could not be
a general law for oarriers over all the pro-
vinces, and if Quebec desired she could
have her own law in operation within her
own province, - Mr. Casgrain moved that
the bill be rejected, which was lost,
Mr. FEdgar contended that it was an
interference ~with civil -rights.

The Classics at Harvayd,

From the Boston Journal.
Last fall, when the changes from pre.
scribed to elective studies were made in
the freshman course, conservative people
throughout” the country predict, that this
would be the death blow to classics at Har.
vard: The same thing was predicted in
1851, when Greek and Latin were made
elective, after the freshman year, In
both cases these predictions are proved to
be false. 3

This can be no better shown than by
quoting from the dean’s last report. After
all these years, with Greekjand Latip.elec-
tive in the three upper classes, If the
classics were to perish it would have been
shown by this time. By the same report,
the falsity of the often-heard statemen:
that, under the elective system, ‘‘soft”
courses are usually chosen is proved.
In thia report it is seen that out ‘of 1000
college students, 521 attend the history
courses, 454 natural history,357 philosophy,
324 political economy, 229 Greek, 203
Latin, English and German 194 each,
French 189, fine arts 181, chemistry 174,
It will be seen by this that English and
French, which are much easier courses
than Geeek and Latin, are #till less popu-
lar, Such courses as philosophy, history
and political economy, which are very dif-
ficult, are the fullest courses in coliege,
The same thing isshown in the freshman
class, Instead of being neglected the
clasgics and mathematios are the best
attended freshmen course. In a ciass of
250 students 196 take Latin, 163 Greek,141
mathematics. The number of freshmen
who take all the studies is 83,
This choice of mathematics and classics
in preference to easier courses is due to
the counsel of their former teachers, which
the freshmen are strongly advised to
follow,
