Bravery of the Ruigarians—Every Inch
of King Milan’s Advance on Nofia
Being stubbornly Coutested,

BerarapE, Nov, 18,—The Servian troops
will not advance beyond Sofia if left alone,
but Russian intervention is hourly ex-
peoted, King Milan has issued & decree
forbidding ill=treatment of prisoners or
non-combatants. The people of Sofia are
panic africken. It is admitted that the

lost 700 killed and wounded in
capturing Adelijch. A Servian cavalry
force has seized the highway from Lom
Palanka to Sofia, and has occupied the
Glenci pass, thus separating the two Bul-
gorlan armies, The Turkish minister here
admits that Turkey must act when Sofia
has been captured. Itis said a Turkish
army corps has already been concentrated
at the junction of the Nissa and Sofia
ronds,

Official Servisn reports say: *‘On King
Milan’s arrival in ribrod he was wel-
comed by the inhabitants as ‘the libera
tor.’ The Servians have met with enthu«
siastic receptions in every place in Bul
garia, The people have made many com-
plaints against the Bulgarian administra—
tion, especially against its tribunals.”
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The Capture of Bresnik,
BELGRADE,
spatch relative to the engagement between
the Serviane and Bulgarians at Breenik,
near Slivnitza, says after' heavy fighting
Prince Alexander was forced to retreat
before the Servian advance positions and
retire to Slivnitza. Both sides Jost heavily,
Sharp fighting occurred on the left of the
Servian advance line, where both forces
hold their positions. The Servians carried
eighteen /ines of entrenchments and cap-

tured 161 prisoners with a number of

rifles., The Bulgarian commander at
Bresnik, Gen. Philipoff, fled, leaving his
military papers, The Bulgarian volun-
teers with their leader also fled.

Grecee Must Invade Turkey.

Paris, Nov, 18.—M, Philemon, mayor
of Athens, in an interview with M. De
Freycinet, minister of foreign affairs, ex~
_ plained the reasons why Greece was unable
to remain inactive during the present
‘struggle in the Balkans, and said that
Greece would shortly be obliged to invade
©:toman territory. M. Philemon appealed
for French sympathy. M. De Freycinet
replied that he wag unable to enter into a

discussion with Philemon on the subject,

Seuwnd If Not Disinterested Advice.

St. PETERSBURG, Nov. 18.—The Journal
de St. Petersburyg advises Prince Alexander
to conform with the desires of the sultan as
expressed in the latter’s reply to Prince
Alexander’s request for assistance and
r h h respecting KEastern
Roumelia, “*This,” it [says, - “‘will de-
prive Servia of her pretext for aggression
and enable the porie to assume a dacided
attitude towards Servia if she persists in
her military aggreseion. Bulgaria has no
right to prolong an operation ill begun
and worse prepared when Europe demands
peace. It is no humiliation for a young
nation to confide her destines to the powers
snd abandon projects she is unable to con~
duct to a successful iesne,”

LoxpoN, Nov. 18.—A despatch from
Sofia says : Troops are arriving here from
Roumelia. Twenty-five thousand Servians
were engaged yesterday near Slivniiza,
while there were only fifteen thousand
Bulgarians in the engagement. ere
was desperate fighting=at Slivnitza to -day.
The Balgarir 3 forced the Servian
right wing back at the point of the
bayonet for several kilometres with great
losses, It is reported that the Servians
fired upon the Red Cross ambulances. A
militin force from Widdin has made a
puccessful inroand into Servia, capturing
150 prisoners, The Servians retreated in
disorder from Batchino, Smoltcha and
Tuden,

The- following Servian account is from
Tsaribrod :  *“The Servians found the
Bulgarians in unexpected strength at Sliv-
nitza, The Servians, after censinuous
fighting for eighieen hours, are slowly
pressing Prince Alexander toward Sofia,
the Bulgarians disputing every inch.”

Riots Probable This Evening, When a
Mass Meeting is 10 be held—The Cimb
Cartier to be Dissolved.

MoxTREAL, Nov, 18,—French Canadian
students to the number of about 200,
together with some quarrymen and others
numbering 800, paraded throwgh the
streets in another riotous demonstration
to-nighs, notwithstanding that it was
raining bard. The quarrymen ocarried
axe handles, and others clubs and thigh
bones, They shoved people off the side-
walks, frightened horses and ocommitted
other acts which showed that unless shese
students be warned in time there will be
troubls-before their foolhardiness is over,
It appeared at one time as if they were
going to attack the Salvation army
hall, but they did not 80,
They have threatened to attack La Min-
erve office to-morrow night. They did
considerable shouting and yelling to-night,
About 250 men of the Sixth Fusileers had
assembled at the corner of Dominion square
and about 200 members of the Montreal
Snowshoe - club, who Iad assembled for
their first tramp, to be in readiness for the
French Canadiams if they attempted to
carry out their purpose of burning Col.
Stevenson in effigy in the square.

It is stated that to night's demonstration
was a reeunlt of information which the
students of Victoria university had received
during the day o the effect that the
students of McGill (English) university
intended to bayn Riel in effigy on the Champ
de Mars to night.

The former college comrades of Riel
during his stay at Montreal college are to
wear mourning for a month out of respect
S0 his memory.

Hugh A. McMillan, M. P, for Vaudreuil,
has written to Mr, A, Deejardins, M.P.,
regretting that he was unable to attend
the meeting of French conservative mem-
bers, but stating that he forwarded a
despatch to Sir John, protesting against
the execution and withdrawing his supgort
if it took place,

have her son interred in Montreal beside
the grayes of the patriots of 1837.

REFORMERS COMMITTED TOPARTY-
ISM IN CIVIC AFFAIKS,

Another Large Meeting—Aldermanic Op-
Pposition — The Proposition Adepted
by a Large Majority.

The adjourned meeting of reformers to
discuss Mr. Peter Rysn's proposition of
runniog the municipal business on party
lines was held in Temperance hall last
night, The faithful braved the disagree-
able weather and attended in
large numbers, the gathering being
much larger and more represen-
tative than the Friday night meet-
ing, Several reform aldermen ware
present ; the scheme did net find favor
with them. Some of the speakers hinted
that they were afraid to come out on the
atraight liberal ticket for fear of defeat.
In this connection the words “mugwumps”
and “neutrals” were used freely, but not
directly applied. Hugh Miller, J. P,, a
veteran reformer, was chairman.

The discussion was on Mr, Ryan’s mo-
tion to commit the reformers to partyism
in municipal affairs, and on Mr, McLean’s
amendment that party politics should not
be introduced into civic business, but that
honest men of both parties should be asked
to unite in supporting a platiorm of muni-
cipal reform,

J. A. Proctor favored the amendment.
He thought the number of aldermen should
be reduced to twenty-one, and that they
should be elected for three years. The
police commiesi s should be ch by
the people, He went in for municipal
reform, but not on party lines.

Ald, Steiner said his experience as mem
ber of the council was that he had found
good men on both ,lda; the aim of every
alderman should’ be to serve the
citizens regardless of party. The
business of the corporation was so diversi-
fied that it was impossible to run it on party
lines, He pamed Ald, Defoe, Pepler and
Hall as conservative aldermen werthy of
the suppert of the citizens, It would bea
great calamity if Ald, Ryan’s proposition
were adopted, and he h.?ad the meeting
would not listen to his advice, ]

Ex-Ald. Joseph Wright said that when
he was in the council the tories had every-
thing their own way, as was always the
case when they were in the majority. The
reformers who were aldermanic candidates
seemed to think more of conservative
votes than they did of their party, He
supported Mr. Ryan’s scheme as the only
means by which the reformers would ever
get even,

A Mr, McKenzie who announced himself
as an independent, argued that citizens
should vote for the best men, regardless of
politios, No partyism in civic affairs was
his motto,

R. 8. Baird had great sympathy with Mr.
Ryan in his endeavors to re:orm municipal
affaire but he did not approve of the
scheme 1o run the civic business on
party lines. The resolution committed
them to & line ot action which the
majority ef reformers would ngither assent
to nor follow, The pricciple was false in
itself and big with danger to the party
in the wider field of previncial and domin-
ion politics. He hoped the meeting would
vote down the resolviion with such a
majority as would leave the party in no
uncertain position, How the conserva-
tives would chuckle over gudh'a resolution
being passed ? It would give the lie to their
(the reformers) ﬂprofeulonl in the past and
stultify their efforts in the future,

W. A, Frost, as a young liberal,
approved of the Ryan scheme, and pro-
phesied that the reformers would beat the
tories at their own game,

T. R. Wood spoke against the resolu-
tion. The result of running the business
of New York, Chicago and other United
States cities on a party basis was disas-
trous and deplerable. He would not like
to see that kind'of thing intreduced here,

Ex-Ald. McConnell was also oppesed to
Mr. Ryan’s proposition. They bad two
reformers and one conservative in Ss.
Mark’s ward now ; if they worked .on Mr,
Ryan's idea, three conservatives would be
returned. He mentioned that the reform-
era had five chairmen of committees this
year in the persons of Ald. Carlyle,
Maughan, Steiner, Mitchell and Hastings.
The motion was not compatible with the
genius of the city of Toronto, and he
bhoped Mr. Ryan would either modify
or withdraw is.

Ex-Ald, H. E. Hamilton and Ex-Ald.
Darling supported the motion in strong
speeches\whioh seemed to have consider-
able effect upon the meeting. Mr. Hamil-
ton said the municipal business was run
too much for the benefit of one side. The
system of promotion was wrong; hungry
and incompetent conservatives got offices
that should have been filled by deputy
heads of departments, If, said he, the
majority of the meeting were timid and
afraid to fight as political reformers, let
them fight as civic reformers. Mr.

No meeting was held in the afternoon
in order that members of the board might
attend the funeral of Mrs, Wilson, wife of
the president of University college,

In the evening Mr. McKillop, a lawyer
from London, urged the board to joim in
an order for the removal of the water-
works dam at London. The matter was
held over for farther consideration.

In accordance with terms of letter from
Dr. Watson, secretary of the American
Pablic Health association, it was moved by
Dr. Oldright and carried tha$ the provin-
cial bo.rd cordially invite the American
asgociation to hold their next meeting in
Toronto, and that delegates from the
provincial board be authorized to make
such representations to the association as
may be deemed necessary to secure this
object,

The report of the committee on sewage
and water supply on the Vankleek ' Hill
sewage nuisance was read and adopted to
the etfect that the case being now before
the courts further action in this matter by
the board is unnecessary, The enlarge-
ment of the Peterboro cemetery was
recommended by the secretary and ratified
by the board, after which the meeting was
adjourned until to~day at 11 o’clock.

= The Montreal Star, commenting on" the
