London, Feta 14.—In the [House of Lords 
to-day Baron Inchiquin (Conservative) de­
manded that the Government take immediate 
measures to deal with the lawlessness in Ire­
land.

It was es­
tablishing a direct monopoly, for by dosing 
uti one place they handed that business right 
over to some more fortunate person that was 
left.. Turning to tlfe ladies, he said he had no 
objection to their presence, but the salvation 
of the country depended more than anything 
else on a statement he was going to make— 
that there was no home a woman could reform 
sa well as her own. There was nothing like 
the power and influence of a woman’s 
love, and the speaker illustrated this by 
a pathetic story of a dying boy whose 
one thought in death was for his mother. 
Every woman present and in Canada had the 
question in her own hands, andjby moral sua­
sion Could make for this country a greater and 
better people than could ever be made by 
of Parliament. * , . _ . .
