Algeria’s Stone Cataract ls Called “the
Bath of the Damned.”

‘With all the beauty of a cataract of
living water there is in Algeria a re-
markable petrified waterfall which re-
cently has been engaging the attention
of scientists. This is the Hammam-
M which méans “the bath of
the damned,” and it is located sixty-two
miles from Constantine, on the site of
the ancient town of Cirta.

This solidified cascade is the produc-
tion of calcareous deposits from sul
phurous and ferruginous mineral
springs, issuing from the depths of the
earth at a temperature of 95 degrees G

“The bath of the damned,” even from
a mnear viewpoint, looks for all the
world like a great wall of water dash-
ing into a swirling pool at its foot, yet
its gleaming, graceful curves and the
apparently swirling eddies at its base
are as fixed and immovable as if carv-
ed from the face of a granite cliff,

to the making of the deposits, and the
springs were well known to the ancient
Romans, The name Hammam-Mesk-
hutin was given to the stone cataract
in an allusion to the legend that the |
waterfall was petrified by Allah, pun- |
ighing the impiety of unbelievers by
turning all the members of a tribe into
stone, At night, so the story runs, its
stone dwellers of the remote past are |
freed from their strange fetters, come
to life and resume their normal shapes.

‘DANGEROUS PETS.

Doctor Gives His Opinion About Cats
znd Dogs.

A letha] chamber for all household
pets—that is the suggestion of a prom-
inent physician, who considers that
on account of their germ-breeding pro-
pensities pet dogs, cats, rabbits, and
birds, such as parrots, are the cause
of an amazing amount of ill-health in
families. And although most of us
will probably consider the proposed
remedy far too drastic, there is much
food for reflection in his remarks.

In his opinion zats and dogs are
real dangers to children’s health. Hea
contends that they convey diphtheria
for one thing, mnot By germs in theit
fur. so much as in their throats, and
others diseases as well,

A Curious Branch of the Fiery Vodka
Traffic 1n Russia,

'Since the edict of June 6, 1804, thd
production and sale of vodka, that flery
drink in which most Russians delight,
have been ctomtrolled by the govern-
ment. Of the 50,000 places engaged in
the vodka traffic in Huropean Russig
more thgn onéhalf are conducted by
the state under the direct supervision
of the ministry of finance.

Most of the employees in the govern«
ment vodka shops are widows and
orphans of deceased officials of the
stata. These shops are conducted in
an orderly manner, and no drinking is
permitted on the premises. The fact
that a charge ranging from 1 cent to
9 cents is made for the bottle in ‘which
the vodka is sold has given rise to a
strange business.

Bottle brokers, as they aré caljed,
haunt the neighborhood of the vodka
shops, watching for some thirsty pem
son who needs the loan of one or two
kopecks (a half a cent or a cent) with
which to make the purchase of 8 bottlg
of the desired beverage.

Perhaps the buyer has but six ko«
pecks and he requires eight to get 4
bottle of vodka. The “broker” lends
him the two kopecks to make up thd
desired amount, and, after the recep-
tacle has been drdined under the vigh
lant eye of the broker, the bottle is
turned over to hifh. He takes it back
to the shop and sells 1§ for three ko
pecks, thus making a profit of one kod
peck. |

WATFORD HIGH SCHOOL
STUDENT KILLED BY
G¢.T.R. TRAIN

Instant Death of Robert G.
Campbell, of Alvinston, on
Saturday Morning

CORONER'S JURY EXONERATES G.T.R.
FRUM ALL BLAME

A-sad fatality occurred on the G. T, R.
track about three-quarters of a mile west
of Watford early Saturday morning when
Robert Grayton Campbell, the 16-year-7
old son of Mr. and Mrs. J. M. Campbell,
of Brooke, was instantly killed by a fast
passenger train, The deceased was a
student at the Watford High School,
and left his boarding house here about
five o’clock to walk to Kingscourt where
he expected to take the 6.23 train for
Alvinston to spend Thanksgiving at his
home' near there. Soon atter seven
o'clock the G.T.R. section men found
his body, badly mangled, lying between
the east and westbound tracks. Dr, R.
G. Kelly, coroner, viewed the remains
and decided to hold an inquest. It is
supposed that Campbell while proceed-
ing west ncticed an eastbound freight
approaching and thathe stepped out of
the way on to the north track, directly
in the path of regular passenger express,
No. 7, which is due at Watford at 4.49,
but on that morning was over 30 minutes
late, The morning was dark and it is
supposed that Campbell did not notice
the westbound train and that it struck
him, causing instant death, part of
his skull being carried away and many
bones broken. The train was going at
a speed of 55 miles an hour. The re-
mains were brought to Harper’s under-
taking rooms and after being viewed by
the coroner’s jury were conveyed to
Alvinston.

Deceased was a fourth form pupil at
the Watford High School. The teachers
state that he was very clever and had he
been spared would in all probability
have developed into a valuable citizen.
His deportment was excellent and he
was in every way a most desirable
studenc. The school purchased a wreath
as a token of esteem and which Russell
Trenouth and Clare Roche conveyed to
the parents with a letter from Principal
Potter.

The funeral took place on Monday
from the family residence about a mile
west of Alvinston and was very largely
attended, showing deep sympathy for
the afflicted parents in the loss of their
only son on the threshold of a promising
manhood. The service was conducted
by RéV. R. G. McKay, assisted by Rey.
J. C. Forster, of Watford. Interment
took place in the Alvinston cemetery.
The pall,bearers were Warren Munro,
Nevin McPhail, S, Downey, J. A. Fergu-
son, E. Oke and J. McKellar.. The
floral offerings were very beautiful and
included wreaths from Maple Ridge
School Mates, Watford School Mates,
Alvinston School Mates, and some eight
or ten from friends of the family.

The following letter to the parents of
the boy was sent with the wreath from
the Watford High School :—

Watford, Oct. 19, 1913,
MR. AND MRS. CAMPBELL,
ALVINSTON, ONT.
DEAR FRIENDS (—

It is needless for me to state that the
entire community was inexpressibly
shocked when your son’s death became
generally known and that the deepest
sympathy is felt for you by all.

I trust that it will afford you some
comfort to.learn that during’ Robert’s
attendance at the Watford High School
he was attentive and industrious and
his deportment was most exemplary,
Every member of the staff wag thorough-
ly satisfied with his progress and regard-
ed him asan exceptionally bright student,
I had the pleasure of giving him instruc-
tion in tour subjects and I have rarely
met so apt a pupil. Ishall greatly miss
him in my classes and I know his class-
mates will meet with sorrowful hearts
next Tuesday morning. He was held
in the highest esteem by the teachers
and the students. In token of respect
and affection we send a wreath,

THE CORONER'S INQUEST

The jury empanelled to inquire into
the death of Robt. G. Campbell met in
the council chamber on Monday evening
and answered their names as follows :—
E. McGillicuddy, foreman ; J. H. Hume,
J. Shirley, W. S. Kelly, Jos. Keller, W,
McKercher, C. B. Matthews, A. Mec-
Donnell and T. Harris.

Coroner Dr. R. G. Kelly conducted
the investigation, assisted by Crown-
Attorney J. P. Bucke,

Mrs. James Hamilton testified that
deceased boarded with her and left the
house about 5.05 a.m.

N. McNee, foreman of the section
gang, testified to the finding of the body
about 7.15, between the two tracks
about ¥ of a mile west of Watford, He
described how he supposed the boy had
been struck by westbound train and
rebounded trom eastbound train to where
found, the body being thrown 127 feet
before it rested. He produced plan of
track with particulars marked thereon.

John Doar, sectionman, corroborated
the previous evidence,

C. W. Vail, station agent testified

at 4.48 and was 36 minutes’ late, The
eastbound freight passed at 5.29,

T. Elliot, engineer of .No, 7, testified
that his train was behind time and was.
going about 55 miles an hour when it
passed here. The morning was dark
and drizzly. At the spe train was.
going could see 25 to §0 yards ahead.
Did not notice striking anything or any-
one on track, Examined his engine at
Sarnia and there was no blood or evis
dence of having struck anything.

J. Kennedy, fireman on the express,.
knew nothing of the accident.

J. P. Wilcock, enginner on the east-
bound freight. Had train of about 40
cars, was going 15 to 20 miles an honr,
Did not see anyone on track., Heard of
accident at Paris, No trace of anything:
unusual on engine,

N. R. Aitken, fireman on freight,.
could give no information.

Clare Roche stated that he identified
the body as that of Campbell. Had
been going to school with him since
Sept. lst. ;

Dr. Newell testified that he had ex-
amined the body and found a compound
fracture of left leg, a bruise and tear on
back, shoulder blade severely crushed,
back of skull knocked off ana gone, no
brains, clothing badly torn. Injury to
skull sufficient to cause instant death.
Judged that boy was struck first on leg
by cowcatcher and then head struck by
buffer beam,

The Crown Attorney summed up the
evidence and the jury rendered this
verdict :—‘‘We are of the opinion that
the death of Robert Grayton Campbell,
of the township of Brooke, who was
walking on the Grand Trunk Railway
property was caused by being struck by
the engine of G. T. R. train No. 7 on
the morning of the 18th of Qctober, and
that his death was purely accidental ;
and turther that the Grand Trunk Rail-
way Co. is in no way responsible for
said accident,”

From Sectionmen, Watford

To no one is the tragedy of that cold,
grey, cloudy morning of Oct. 13th more
real and terrible than to these five men,
who, in the solemn stillness of that
morning, with not a sound breaking
the quiet of the open country, as they
proceeded over their section towards
Kingscourt Jet. Coming almost sudden-
ly upon the corpse of a young man lying
between the tracks, evidently having
been struck by a train, and as we gazed
upon him each choked back a feeling
of awful pity that seemed to rise within
them. To others who saw him after-
ward it could not be the same, for they
,were told what they would see, But we
came suddenly face to face with atragedy
of which #no earthly being knew, and
each heart went out in anguish and
sympathy for some mother who at that
very moment might be looking for or
thinking of her boy. To us the spot
where we found him will be ever sacred,
For there man met man in one common
brotherhood—the living and the dead.
No one can extend such sympathy as
we extend to the loved ones of the
young man whom we met as his spirit
sped on to the Great Beyond,
