home permit to engage in such ser-
vices.

(2) Where, in the opinion of the

Two dogs attacked a herd. of
young steers Saturday on a pasture
farm a mile west of Petrolea, and
chased and worried: them, so that ome
animal died of wounds and 'exhaus-
tion, and a second'is not likely to re-
cover. The remainder of the herd are
in a very nervous. ‘and stiffened-up
condition, which will probably be a
season’s set-back to them.

Ten days ago two dogs, presum-
ably the same two, attacked a herd
of milk cows and yeung cattle on a
farm within a mile of the scene of
yvesterday's depredations and worried
two of the young cattle to death.

Both of the attacks were made
early in the morning and were con-
tinued till gbout eight o’clock, when
the cries of the tortured cattle gave
the alarm and the dogs were driven
offt. In both cases the cattle were
horribly mutilated about the ears
and head and on the heels and hind-
quarters. -

One of the dogs, a mongrel bull,
was traced to his homée in Petrolia
and shot. The other dog, said to be
a collie, has not yet been run
earth. These are the first instances
in this county where cattle have
been attacked in this manner and
fatally worried.
