" POTATO . SPRAYING, ~

(By A. Kelsall, Entomological Labor-
atory, Annapolis.)

In the Maritime Provinces it has
| been several times said that there
are four main factors under the grow-
| er’s control which determine the po-
‘L:tn crop. These are, seed, cultiva-
tion, fertilizer and spray. All are un-
doubtedly impox t but ire-
quently the one least un ood is
that of spray. There have many
| times appeared in the papers the
| results of yields on sprayed and on
unsprayed potatoes., Spraying for
the control of the potato beetle is
| necessary and profitable every year.
':Spruying for the control of potato
| blight is a highly profitable opera-
| tion almost every year, increase in
?_viel(]s sometimes being obtained as
{ high as 200 bushels per acre.

SPRAYING MATERIALS

Bordeaux mixture is by far the
;preferuhle material to use cn po-
:tume& Spraying should commence
with Bordeaux of the 4.4.40 formula,
| and if the spraying macline used
| is delivering lots of spray, say 30
"g:lllons or more to the acre, this
| tormula may be continued through-
out the season. But we have found
| it advisable, particularly where ma-
chines are delivering less spray, to
,use the formula 5.5.40 for the sec-
ond spray ‘and 5.6.40 for the third
and following sprays. In order to
poison the potato beetle a poison has
¢i course to be added, and one of
the cheap and convenient materials
is arsenate of lime, which should be
| added at the rate of 11-2 1hs. per
40 gallons. In New Brunswick par-
| ticularly, arsenate of soda is on the
| market under the trade names of
| “Arsenoid’ and *“Sol Arsate”. This
| also is an excellent material and
| should be used at the rate of 1 1b.
tto forty gallons of Bordeaux mixture.
{ White arsenic is undoubtedly the
poison which it is cheapest and most
satisfactory to use, for all growers
who make their Bordeaux mixture
by keeping on hand a stock solu-
tion of copper sulphate. White ar-
senic can only be used in Bordeaux
mixture, for in other combinations
it burns foliage. And even in Bor-
deaux mixture it must be used in a
particular manner in order to make
it absolutely satisfactory, but when
directions are followed there is no
doubt that it is the cheapest of all
fungicide-insecticide combinations,
and harmless. In order to properly
use white arsenic it must be mixed
in a dry condition with an equal
weight of hydrated lime. This mix-
‘ture can be purchased under the
name of Del mixture, and is also
generally known as white-arsenic-
ihydrated lime mixture.
| Supposing it is wanted to prepare
10 gallons of copper sulphate stock
solution, the following is the proced-
ure. Sift 2 Ibs. of the white arsenic-
hydrated lime mixture (DEL mix-
ture) into 10 gallons of water and
stir. In a bag suspend in this 10
Ibs. of copper sulphate, and occasion-
ally while the copper sulphate is dis-
solving give the material a stir. This
should be made a day or so before
using but when made will keep in-
definitely. This solution of copper

sulphate and poison should be used
just like an ordinary stock solution
of copper sulphate. It will be a“blue
solution containing a greem precipi-
tate, and should be of course thor-
oughly mixed befcre using. The Bor-
deaux mixture “which is made from
this stock sclution will be a. shade
more green in colour than an or-
dinary Bordeaux mixture.

Pordeaux mixture has no effect on
this insect. When potito apbis first
make their appearance one pint of
nicotine sulphate per 100 gallons
should be added to the regular
spray. However, if the potato leaves
are curled by the aphis before they
are noticed, it is useless to attempt
to control them. Also if the spray
rig being used will not direct spray
upwards on to the underside of the
leaves, it is useless to try and con-
trol the potato aphis.

TIME OF SPRAYING

Spraying should commence when
the plants are about nine or ten
inches high, or younger, if the po-
tato beetles are troubling them. From

The forester protects forests {rom
fire and their enemies not for the
sake of the trees but for the sake
of men and women. When forest trees
are ripe they should be cut and put
to. some use, as quickly as possible.
There is no more virtue in keeping
a forest till it is over-ripe than in
keeping a field of wheat uncut when
it is fit for the reaper. Until a forest
is ready for the saw it should be
protected, and when. cut down the
soil on which it stood, if not fit for
agriculture, should be left in shape
for the immediate starting of an-
other crop of trees. Of course, the
commercial forester, while primarily
concerned in growing forests for the
saw, does not ignore the immense
value, both practical and sentimental,
of park and roadside trees. It puins'

DUSTING POTATOES {

The dusting of orchards is now S0 |
common that it is only natural that|
many should think of following the |
same procedure with potatoes. We
have always had good results from
dusting potatoes when it has been
properly done. For small areas of
potatoes a hand duster is very satis-
factory. But for large areas this
means too much work, and unfortun-
ately a really good traction duster
has not yet been put on the market.
Persons who own a power orchard
duster ‘can very well use this ma-
chine and get good results. In our
experience so far we have found the
best dust to use on potatoes to be
composed of the following materials:
15 lbs. hydrated copper sulphate, 10
1bs. arsenate of lime and 75 1lbs. of
hydrated lime. In applying this dust
the same rules hold good as in apply-
ing dust to orchard, namely, that the
best work is done when the air is
calm and preferably when the plants
are wet. On full grown potatoes
about fifty pounds of dust per acre
per application are used.
